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MARCUS AURELIUS AND THE «<ANTONINE PLAGUE»

Summary. The article deals with the impact of the «Antonine
Plague» on the home policy of Marcus Aurelius Antoninus. The
methodology of the study is based on the principles of science, as well
as on the use of general scientific methods, inter alia, comparative and
retrospective method. The scientific novelty is that for the first time in
the historiography, it has been suggested that the «Antonine Plague»
was related to repressions against Christians that took place during
the reign of Emperor Marcus Aurelius. The conclusions are as follows.
Marcus Aurelius had to operate in conditions that have deteriorated
significantly compared to previous decades. Particularly in the East,
the Parthian kingdom was quite aggressive; on the Danube, Roman
territories were attacked by Marcomanni. To all this was added the
plague, which even more complicated the already difficult situation.
Being a man of his time and a zealous follower of traditional Roman
religion, Marcus Aurelius considered these misfortunes, in particular the
plague, as a result of improper fulfillment of the religious obligation to
worship the gods. It is likely that Marcus Aurelius blamed Christians for
neglecting religious duty. This could be the reason for the persecution of
Christians that took place under the reign of Marcus Aurelius.

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RUTHENIAN NOBILITY IN THE CITIES
OF PRZEMYSL LAND IN THE 16™ - 18™ CENTURIES

Summary. The purpose of the research is to analyze the rela-
tionship between the Ruthenian nobility of the Przemysl land and cities
and urban society. The methodology of the research is based on the
principles of historicism, scientificity, verification, as well as the use
of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special
historical (historical-typological, historical-systemic) methods. The
scientific novelty is that it investigates one of the aspects of life of the
Ruthenian nobility and nobility factor in the life of cities of Przemysl
land. Conclusions. The Ruthenian nobility developed its model of
relations with cities and urban society. They were forbidden to be
engaged in trade and commerce. The validity of those prohibitions
was violated since the wealthy Ruthenians were not afraid to damage
their reputation by crafts and trade and joined the bourgeois state. But
the magnitude of this phenomenon was negligible. Marriage contacts
between the Ruthenian nobility and the burghers were also insignificant.
It was also possible to settle in the cities by acquiring property within
the city or suburbs. The few references from the 17" to the 18" centuries
testify that some representatives of the Ruthenian nobility became
owners of town houses, land plots in almost all the major cities of the
Przemysl land. Cities, as centers of certain administrative-territorial
units were becoming the place of deployment of government officials
and representatives of the local administration. The need to fulfill
their governmental responsibilities dictated their permanent or long-
term residence in the city. By the middle of the seventeenth century,
representatives of the Ruthenian nobility among them are extremely
rare. However, in the second half of the 17" century, the situation
changed and in the 18" century the Ruthenian nobility was quite well
represented among the lower and middle-level officials. In particular,
they were among the City Office and court officials. On the territory
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of the Przemysl land there were six headquarters with centers in Przemysl,
Sambir, Drohobych, Stryi, Mostyska, Sudova Vyshnia. The management
of each of them relied on the administration formed by «starosta»
(the elder). As a rule, they resided in a local castle located in the city.
Castle rulers were recruited from the midst of the Ruthenian nobility
since the mid-seventeenth century.

PREREQUISITES FOR THE PROCLAMATION
OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL PROJECT IN 1710

Summary. The research aims to characterize the prerequisites
and grounds for the formation of the constitutional project of 1710
under the general authorship of Pylyp Orlyk. The research metho-
dology is based on the principle of historicism, which is characteri-
zed by an approach to historical phenomena and processes from the
standpoint of dynamics, the study of interconnections between them
and their interdependence. The use of this principle allows us to explore
the dynamics of the historical process in terms of its past and future
trends. Also used a set of methods and techniques of scientific analysis,
aimed at studying the history of Ukrainian constitutionalism beginning
of the XVIII century. Thus, the methods of ascent from the concrete to
the abstract and from the abstract to the concrete have found their
application in the study of problems and prospects of the development
process of Ukrainian constitutionalism at the initial stage. The scientific
novelty lies in the fact that for the first time in historiography, the
study conducted the analysis of the background and foundations of
the formation of a constitutional project of 1710. Conclusions. It has
been established that the political and legal principles and foundations
that were formed on the Zaporizhzhya Sich in the period from the
middle of the XVI — until the beginning of the XVIII century became
the essential basis for the creation of the «Constitution of the rights
and freedoms of Zaporizhia troops». Important was the continuity of
the case of Hetman Ivan Mazepa to uphold the independence and state-
hood of Ukraine similarly to Pylyp Orlyk. After all, the latter was almost
the only one whom |. Mazepa entrusted the most confidential, whom
he infinitely trusted and on whom he laid the idea of continuing to
build the Ukrainian state. Referring to the analysis of the constitutional
agreement, known as the Covenants and Constitutions of the Rights
and Liberties of the Zaporozhian Army (Pacta et constitutions legume
libertatumque Exercitus Zaporoviensis), it should be noted that it is
quite often mistakenly called the «Constitution». Therefore, it is extremely
important to realize that in fact it was the world’s first constitutional
draft, and not a constitution.

NATIONAL IDENTITY OF UKRAINIANS
IN THE IMPERIAL ERA: THEORETICAL
AND HISTORIOGRAPHICAL ASPECTS

Summary. The purpose of the study is to analyze the enligh-
tenment in the Ukrainian historiographical discourse of the certain
aspects of nation-forming processes and mental transformations of the
Ukrainian identity as a component and achievement of national and
cultural revival of the mid-19" — early 20" centuries. The research is
based on the principles of historiographical comparative studies, civi-
lization and ethnological methodology. Scientific results were achieved
on the basis of systematic historiographical analysis, which made it
possible to adhere to the priorities of science and objectivity in the
coverage of historiographical facts, historicism and continuity in the
construction of historiographical narratives, interdisciplinarity and
integration of historiographical findings. The scientific novelty is in
the fact that the article considers theoretical foundations of traditional
and modern Ukrainian historiography regarding the nature and con-
tent of the development of Ukrainian national identity in the second
half of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. It studies the scien-
tific-theoretical approaches of modern historical science to the under-
standing of the categories «ethnicity» and «national identity» and
reveals their heuristic possibilities in the coverage of the Ukrainian
historical process in the imperial era. Conclusions. It is found that in
the national historiography the issues of development of the Ukrainian
ethnicity in modern times are studied within several approaches: pri-
mordialism, instrumentalism, constructivism, as well as biological,
energy, dualistic and information concepts of ethnicity. It is proved
that modern historians, by the criterion of their understanding of the
nature of national formation, are conveniently combined into schools
of traditional and modern historiography. The first is based on the
ideas of primordialism. Its representatives, in substantiating the idea
of the eternity of the nation, propose the concept of national revival,
the «awakening» of the nation. On the other hand, modern historio-
graphy, while striving for constructivism, legitimizes the position of
creation, the «construction» of the nation in modern times. The modern
historians characterize understanding of the place and role of the
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archetypes of the nation (freedom, non-dependence, conciliarity, etc.)
in the revival of the Ukrainian movement, its politicization and spiri-
tual and cultural elevation. The author concludes that the Ukrainian
historiography considers the mental transformations and the formation
of the national identity of Ukrainians as a process and a key achieve-
ment of the Ukrainian national-cultural revival. The article emphasizes
its exceptional axiological, notional, socio-cultural and historical im-
portance for the continuation of state-building competition and spiri-
tual and cultural consolidation of the Ukrainians in the recent period
of civilizational progress.

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AGE FEATURES OF THE FIRST MARRIAGE
IN UKRAINIAN SOCIUM IN THE MIDDLE
OF THE NINETEENTH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the study is to compute, systematize
and analyze the numerical indicators of the age of persons of both
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sexes who entered the first marriage in the Ukrainian lands of Left-
Bank Ukraine in the middle of the 19" century based on the materials
of church records. The research methodology is based on the principles
of historicism, systemacy, scientific content, as well as the use of general
scientific (analysis, synthesis, structural and functional analysis, mea-
surement and description method, logical method) and special historical
(historical-genetic, historical-comparative, historical and typological)
methods. The solution of the tasks is carried out within the anthro-
pological, quantitative and interdisciplinary approaches in a combi-
nation of methods of local social history, microhistory and historical
demography. The scientific novelty lies in the fact, that for the first
time in native historiography, an attempt to touch upon the problematics
of the age characteristics of the first marriage was made, to study
quantitative indicators based on poorly studied archival documents —
church searches, to conduct a gender comparative analysis within the
specified human community and similar indicators of the Polish town
of Gubin, to identify female and male marriage and age flashes, to detail
the analysis of bringing specific examples of married couples. The
result of the study shows that the youngest individuals who entered
into marriage for the first time were 16-year-old girls and 18-year-
old boys. The obvious fact was the later male in comparison with the
female pubescence and readiness for family life. Thus cases of masculine
early marriage (15-19 years) were few in number — 12.7%. Feminine
figures indicate a low popularity of early-age family unions among
women — 30.0%. For both sexes, the age-related outbreak has been
recorded since the age of 20. 70.0% of women and 87.3% of men
entered into matrimonial unions from this age. The average age ofthe
first marriage was calculated: for men — 23.4 years, and for women —
21.5 years.

Problem statement. In the context of creating an interdisciplinary
«science of man», the space of modern world humanities is filled
with different areas that are represented by social and political anthro-
pology, socioreligious history, history of identity, history of everyday
life, gender studios, quantitative history, historical demography and
etc. The methodology of quantitative, historical and demographic research
involves a careful calculation of data from documents of a mass nature.
Conclusions should be substantiated by numerous indicators and con-
firmed statistically. Historical demography is especially productive.
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The source base is primarily represented by materials of church accoun-
ting and fiscal documentation of the prestatistical and statistical periods:
metric books, confessional murals, marriage searches, various popu-
lation censuses, and etc. By calculating and systematizing quantitative
information, such social components of demography as marriage, birth,
mortality, population growth rates, typology and population of house-
holds and others are raised to the discussion (Yakovenko, 2007, p. 209).

The purpose of the study. In our research, we will try to follow
the methodological principles of the areas of historical anthropology
and touch upon marriage issues of the first marriage in the Ukrainian
lands of the middle of the 19" century, which are mostly supported
by the preserved popular memory and fiction of modern writers about
the traditional family. As if people were predominantly married at an
early age and then had many children.

The analysis of sources and recent researches. Since there
was no such direction of research of the specified period in the Ukrai-
nian lands, the author’s attention was drawn to the works of foreign
scientists. In matters of methodology of historical and demographic
research, the fundamental work of French demographers L. Anri and
A. Blum was used (Anri & Blium, 1997). The works of Polish rese-
archers were addressed most of all: in revealing the features of the
patriarchal society, gender inequality, family history, household struc-
ture — M. Szoltysek (Szottysek, 2015, pp. 107-161; Szottysek et al.,
2017, pp. 228-262) determining the age limit of childhood — M. Deli-
mata (2004) a historical and comparative analysis of the first marriage
rate — H. Kurowska (2010).

Base of research sources. The main source of research was
the books of marriage or church searches of the Ukrainian popula-
tion, together they compiled data for a quarter of a century — from
1836 to 1860. By marriage searches we understand such written
church acts that were concluded by parish priests on the eve of each
wedding and confirmed the existence of the conditions that were re-
quired by law for the implementation of the marriage procedure (En-
tciklopedicheskii slovar Brokgauza i Efrona, 1897, p. 643). Accoun-
ting documentation of this type was first introduced in 1765, while
the Senate decree of the Russian Empire of August 25, 1802 empha-
sized that parish priests should extract from the metric books specific
information about those born, deceased and persons who entered into
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marriage. Then this documentation was sent to the town and rural
police (PSZRI, 1838c, p.230). Another Decree of the Synod of
November 30, 1837 introduced a new form of marriage searches, which
actually created opportunities for a wide research field. It allows to
study the anthroponymic data, religion, age, presence/absence of family
and spiritual kinship, family affiliation, the provision of marriage
consent from relatives or guardians of the bride and groom, additional
documents that allowed for the wedding ceremony and etc (PSZRI,
1838e, pp. 947-948).

To solve this problem, the books of marriage searches of various
parishes of the Poltava, Chernihiv, and Kharkov provinces were taken:
Khrestovosdvizhensra Church in the village of Vovkovtsy, Romny
district, Poltava province for 1838-1847; Varvarinskaya Church in
the town of Krolevets, Krolevetsky district, Chernihiv province for
1836-1857; Pokrovska Church in the town of Krolevets, Krolevets
district, Chernihiv province for 1839-1853; Mikhailivska Church in
the village of Melnya, Krolevets district, Chernihiv province for
1846-1860; Ridsvo-Bogorodnicha Church in the village of Miko-
laevka, Romny district, Poltava province for 1838-1841 and 1854-1858;
Pokrovska Church in the village of Reutenzi, Krolevetsky district,
Chernigov province for 1836-1854; llinska Church, in the town of
Sumi, Sumy district, Kharkiv Province for 1843-1849; Khresto-
vosdvizhensra Church in the village of Khyzhky, Konotop district of
Chernigov province for 1840-1857 pp. (DASO, f.71, d. 1, c.5;
£.834,d.2,¢c.2;f.834,d.2,c.4;f.844,d.1,c.3; f.844, d. 1, c. 6;

In our intelligence, let us turn to the study of one of possible
research issues, namely: disclosing the gender-age peculiarities of the
first marriage among the Ukrainian population in Left-Bank Ukraine
in the middle of the 19" century, which was the part of the Russian
Empire. Let us try to analyze the age groups of persons of both sexes,
determine feminine and masculine marriage-age outbreaks, conduct a
gender comparative analysis of age characteristics and indicate the
average age at first marriage for both sexes. Appealing to the concre-
tization method, refer to the separate examples of married couples.
Finally, confirm or refute the established opinion about the popularity of
early-age marriages.

Statement of the basic material. The materials of this church
documentation allowed us to calculate the quantitative indicators of
single men (1067) and unmarried women (1181), who entered into
first marriage. These data are differentiated by gender features and
are systematized in two tables, and are also shown in the graph (see
Tables 1 and 2 and fig. 1). The age structure of persons with a first
marriage of both sexes is represented by one-year and five-year groups.
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Analyzing the population of these groups, we will appeal to, proposed
by French researcher L. Anri, the two types of separation of human
populations: biological and economic®. Unfortunately, in order to carry
out a thorough comparative analysis of the indicators of the first mar-
riage on domestic material, it is not possible due to the lack of research
in this area. Therefore, comparing, we will appeal to historical-demo-
graphic data of matrimoniality of the town of Gubin in the first half
of the nineteenth century, which was located in the western part of
the Polish lands.

Age-related female and male groups differ in number, due to
the belonging of the oldest persons of both sexes in a certain age
category, for women it is 48, and for men 58 years. So, the older
feminine-age groups are people of 45-49 years old, because this age
ends the fertile age and one can speak about the transition of unmarried
women of 50 years of age to the «old widows» stage, and their marriage
became unlikely and unpromising (Borodenko, 2012, p. 62). Such a
masculine group can be considered people 5559 years. Adulthood and
human productivity end in these age limits. In the abovementioned
town Gubin, the oldest persons who married for the first time were a
62-year-old woman and a 69-year-old man (Kurowska, 2010, p. 138).
So, the Ukrainian figures are below Polish.

The initial age group in the gender ratio was a group of 15-19
years old. After all, as is known, it is the 14™ anniversary of the end
of childhood (Anri & Blium, 1997, p. 23; Delimata, 2004, p. 49).
According to Christian demands, women could marry from 12 years of
age, and men marry from 15 years (Mohyla, 1996, p. 381). By the
Decree of the Synod on December 17, 1774, it was reported that the
feminine age of first marriage should be no earlier than 13 years old,
and the masculine — 15 (PSZRI, 1838b, p. 1063). True, in the under
study Ukrainian society, the 16-year-old girls and the 18-year-old
boys were the first to marry. Obviously, this situation is explained by
the marriage conditions declared by the Tsar’s Decree of July 19,
1830, according to which the children could enter into a family union

! According to biological types, people are divided into: young — 0-19 years
old, adults — 20-59 years old, 60 years old and older. According to the economic division,
respectively, on: people of pre-productive age — 0-14 years, people of productive age —
15-64, and postproductive age — 65 years or more (Anri & Blium, 1997, p. 23).
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from the age of 18, and the girls from 16. Age-related changes were
motivated by the need to avoid family unions between minors, who
«shook good morals» (PSZRI, 1838d, p. 740). In the church books of
different parish communities, women who were married for the first-
time appeared under special names: «maidens» or «brides». Men were
similarly called «young men» or «fiancés». For example, in the town
parish of the Polish town of Gubin during 1817-1850, young people,
who entered their first marriage, were 15-year-old girls and and 18-year-
old boys like in Ukraine (Kurowska, 2010, p. 138).

Next, we will try to conduct a gender historical and compara-
tive analysis of the age characteristics of people who get marry for
the first time. According to the indicators of the tables, the fact of fe-
minine-masculine identity can be noted, because the majority of both
sexes married in general after the age of 20 years old: there were
70.0% of such women, and significantly more of men — 87.3%. The
leaders in the age and sex distribution of marriage were women and
men of the age group 20-24 years old. More than half of the women
of the researched human community entered into matrimonial unions
at these age limits (55.3%). Feminine wedding outbreak can be fixed
only from the age of 20 (25.0%). Also the women of the age of 22-years-
old prevailed (11.7%). Feminine fractions of 21 years old were sig-
nificantly inferior (8.7%), 23 years old — 5.3%, and 24 years old — 4.4%.

In second place in the total feminine number was a group of
young people at the age of 15-19 years old. Comparing sex indica-
tors, it is logical that in the group of early marriages women were
significantly ahead. Almost 1/3 (30%) among them got married early
enough, because family socialization, public sentiment, traditions of
society, as well as the rapid puberty of girls compared to boys, sti-
mulated and simultaneously demonstrated readiness for early marriage?.
However, we can record feminine growth in this five-year group only
from the age of 19. Such women had a significant proportion — 17.3%.
18-year-olds were almost half as much — 9.6%, and the indicators of
17-year-olds (3.0%) and 16-year-olds (0.3%) were very small.

2 The puberty period (puberty), which is generally limited to 12—17 years,
differs by gender. In girls, it begins at 11-14 years and ends by 15-17 years of full
maturation. young people enter a new stage of life later in 15-17 years, and a mature
person is formed in the age limit of 17-19 (Gender characteristics of pubescence).
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From the number of young girls — brides, sources represent
only three people. Two 16-year-olds were from the city Sumi and one —
from the village of Khizhki (see Table 2). The first was a guild girl,
Maria Fedorova Taranenkova, who married on January 27, 1846, with
the «single» 20-year-old state peasant Vasily Prokopovich Tandenko
(DASO, .71, d. 1, c. 5, p. 42). The second married couple of state
peasants was the couple Marina Sidorova Nagornaya and 20-year-old
Naum Vasiliev Strunov (DASO, f. 71, d. 1, c. 5, p. 81). Their wedding
took place on January 23, 1849, as stated above in the town of Sumi.
Another young bride was Maria Mironovna Skorikova, the daughter
of a retired non-commissioned officer, who was married on October 13,
1857 with a single ordinary soldier of the Tobolsk regiment, Konstantin
Venediktovich Siryk of 30 years old (DASO, f.865, d.1, c. 13
pp. 130-130). All representatives of couples, taking into account the
principle of social endogamy, were at almost the same level of social
hierarchy.

In third place in the proportion of women stood out a group of
25-29-year-olds — 11.6%. This group begins the feminine category of
persons at risk of female loneliness (Borodenko, 2012, p. 62), because
with each generative year the chances of marriage were lost. In general,
the marriage market was narrowing and there were not enough potential
marriage partners, mostly older in age or peers. Do not forget also
that some young men were taken to the recruit service. In addition, it
is necessary to take into account the minor migration processes of the
population, because a significant part of the couples came from one
locality, the other — from the nearest neighboring points. According
to folk customs, the wedding took place in a bride’s parish. First of
all, obviously, in order to prevent the illegal registration of marriages,
fornication and extramarital childbearing. Otherwise, if brides from
other parishes happened, then the woman and the man were required
to testify her spiritual father with the necessary testimony: «A girl or
a widow, how old she is, if she had a confession and Holy Communion,
and attach this evidence to the search» (PSZRI, 1838e, p. 948).

In the following women’s groups, we observe a spasmodic
decline in the number. Thus, women at the age of 30-34 years old were
26 (2.2%). And in three other productive groups, single cases are
generally noticeable when women marry for the first time: 35-39
years old — 6 (0.5%), 4044 — 3 (0.3%) and 45-49 — only one (0.1%).
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Since the age of 50 for a quarter of a century, not a single matrimo-
nial union has been found, when a woman would marry for the first
time. This confirms our thesis that with the onset of the age of the «old
maids», the chances for the marriage of the «maidens» practically did
not exist. Such women were considered marginalized, not perceived
by society, therefore, quite often they voluntarily went into monkhood.
The oldest woman (48-year-old) Cossack Ekaterina Kirillovna Shev-
chenko from the village of Vovkivtsi got married for the first time
June 24, 1847 in the Khrestovosdvizhenskaya Church. She was married
to a fellow-villager of Cossack origin Ivan Prokopovich Panchenko
at the age of 54 years old, a widower for his first marriage (DASO,
f. 1071, d. 1, c. 3, p. 116).

Analyzing male indicators, we can say the following. First, the
masculine proportion of the age group of 15-19 years old is almost
three times less than that of women (12.7%). Secondly, the 18-year-
olds were young, but in quantitative terms they are much more nu-
merous than women — they are 20 people (1.9%). Thirdly, feminine-
masculine age differences of the youngest people give grounds to
assert that the boys became, obviously, socially and physiologically
adapted in the marriage sense at least 2 years later than the girls.

Turning to the age and sex characteristics of married couples,
in which the youngest men of 18 years old are found, we observe an
interesting tendency. Thus among 20 people only 3 (15%) married
with their peers. Two (10.0%) married one year younger girls. In
general, it is 5 (25.0%) people. All other «young men» — 15 (75.0%), that
is, 3/4, married older more experienced girls: three married 19-year-
olds and 24-year-olds (30.0%), four (20.0%) — 20-year-olds, two
(10.0%) — 21 and one each married 23, 25 and 27-year-olds (15.0%).
The age difference between a boy and a girl was about 9 years. This
couple was represented by the Krolevets residents, married in the
Varvarinska Church on November 8, 1853: Cossack Pavel Ivanovich
Sagaevich, of 18 years old, and the 27-year-old bourgeois daughter of
Evgenia Fomivna Makarovtsova (DASO, f. 834, d. 2, c. 4, pp. 87-87).
Given these gender-age differences, we can assume that some of these
young men were infantile, that is, psychologically insufficiently
socially mature, not ready to take responsibility, with a low level of
behavioral motivations. They were easy to manipulate parents and
older girls. We do not exclude the possibility that the younger children
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and their families had their own pragmatic interests, although we
admit the fact of love for the newlyweds.

Fourthly, analyzing the gender-territorial delimitation of people
who entered into marriage for the first time, the number of brides who
were married in three town parishes was almost identical: 42.0% men
and 41.7% women. Accordingly, in rural churches, slightly more than
58.0% of men and 58.3% of women were married. Of the 20 males, the
majority were rural weddings 17 (85.0%) and a minority — 3 (15.0%) —
urban. A minority of 19-year-old men are counted in towns — 23 (19.8%)
people, and the vast majority in villages — 93 (80.2%). A total of 18-19
years old, the town’s wedding ordinances accounted 26 (19.1%), rural —
110 (80.9%). Twice as high as female territorial delimitation. Thus,
at the age of 16 to 19 years old, 140 (39.4%) women were married in
urban parishes, and 215 (60.6%) rural parishes. So, in the towns, young
men entered into half the number of early marriages than women of
similar age. In fact, by analyzing the early marriageable people of urban
origin, we note that a significant proportion among them was women
of the Krolevets’s Pokrovsky parish — 84 (23.7%) people (DASO,
f. 1187, d. 1, c. 10). Turning to the materials of the marriage searches
of this church, we find out that almost all the parishioners belonged
to the social stratum of landlord peasants. They actually belonged
territorially to the urban parish church, and to the peasantry by social
stratification. Therefore, is it hardly possible to actually consider them
full-fledged town dwellers? Such cities, in which the majority of the
population was peasants, had a more pronounced rural character than
the urban one (Arendarenko, 1849, p. 44).

Fifthly, like women, men’s marriages dominated between 20
and 24 years old, but their share was slightly higher and amounted to
60.0% (see Table 1). In general, we note a similar trend in the feminine-
masculine pattern in these age categories. The male marriage activity,
similarly to women, was recorded in 20-year-olds — 18.8%. Their
share in comparison with feminine is 6.2% less. Then it is shown the
men of 22 years old (14.8%), the 21-year-olds conceded (11.9%),
then the 23-year-olds (8.2%) and the 24-year-olds completed — 6.1%.
Although, we note that the distribution of persons from among the
women in this age group is more abrupt, therefore, age fluctuations
of 8 times between the maximum and minimum number are noti-
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ceable. In contrast, the male age structure is characterized by signifi-
cantly smaller leaps — only 3 times.

Sixth, in the proportion of different male age groups, as opposed
to women, it was noted that the age group 15-19 years old (12.7%)
occupied the third place and was inferior to the more mature group
25-29 (17.7%). Therefore, we can make a certain conclusion. So, a
significant part of men who first married — 90.4%, represented at the
age from 18 to 29 years old. Of these, 77.7%, that is, the majority, were
in the border frame of two male groups of the adult population —
20-24 and 25-29 years old.

Seventh, highlighting the masculine indicators of the first
marriage rate, starting from the age of 30, we notice a whole greater
number of «young men» (9.6%) in contrast to the «girls» (3.1%). As
you can see, the gender difference is more than three times in favor of
male representatives. It is clear that such feminine-masculine indicators
of age decrease. So, in the group of 3034 years old 4.6% of men are
represented, in the next one — 35-39 — 3.6%, then 40—44 — 0.9%. In
the other three masculine groups of the adult, working-age population,
there were solitary instances of men who got married for the first
time. In particular, two (0.2%) people are shown at the age of 46 and
49 years old, two (0.2%) were 50 years old, and the oldest man was
58 years old (0.1%).

Pay attention to the territorial identity of the five oldest men.
Only one of them got married in the Volkovsky parish, which was
located in the countryside. Four are registered as town residents: three
from the town of Sumi and one senior bridegroom was from the town
of Krolevets. The last one was a 58-year-old parishioner of the Pokrovska
Church in the town of Krolevets, a retired non-commissioned officer
Dorofiy lvanovich Ivchenko. He entered into a legal marriage with
the 30-year-old widow Khavronya Ivanovna Prunova January 16, 1849
(DASO, f. 1187, d. 1, c. 10, p. 134). It should be noted that all these
men were retired or ordinary soldiers. For example, the 50-year-old
retired soldier of the Riga Infantry Regiment, Grigori Vasilyevich
Ignatiev, married the widow of Cossack origin Maria Spiridonovna
Rygenkovy of 30 years old from the village of Vovkovtsy (DASO,
f. 1187, d. 1, c. 10, p. 38-38). Ordinary military hurried to marry,
find a family shelter. Otherwise, if there was nowhere for them to return
after the end of the 25-year service, they could be sent to a monastery
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for state maintenance, either to settle along the Irkutsk road or Lake
Baikal, for their old age and decrepitude but of their own free will
(PSZRI, 1838a, p. 301; PSZRI, 1838c, p. 76, 262).

In general, these data indicate a slight popularity of early age
marriages in the 30-50s of the XIX century, when young people who
entered into marriage the first time were 15—-19 years old. We note a
small dominant of women in this issue , and the importance of male
early-female marriage does not occur at all. More than 2/3 of women
and almost 9/10 of men entered into matrimonial unions after the age
of 20. At the age of permanent celibacy (15-24 years old) women were
indicative ahead of 85.3%, while men conceded 72.7%, since the
largest share of the latter was in two age groups of the adult popu-
lation, from 20 to 29 years old that is, in adulthood. It is noteworthy
that such gender-age ratios of different age groups determined the average
feminine-masculine indicators of the first marriage named Ukrainian
society. In particular, the average age of first marriage for men was 23.4,
and for women it was 21.5 years. The gender-age interval was 1.9 years
in favor of masculinity. Historical and comparative analysis of indicators
of the Polish town of Gubin allows to determine a rather significant
difference. The maiden average age at first marriage was 25.3 years,
and the male age was 27.8. The age interval is 2.5 years (Kurowska,
2010, p. 139). The feminine-age discrepancy between the Polish and
Ukrainian indices was 3.8 years, and the masculine ones even more —
4.4 years. So it is significant that in the Ukrainian lands people entered
into their first marriage earlier than in Poland.

Conclusions. In In accordance with the proposed by L. Anri
two types of division of the population into two large groups, we can
state the following: 100% of men who marry for the first time were
in the economic category of people of working age — 15-64, similarly,
women. According to biological typology, 12.7% of men belonged to
the category of young people (0—19 years old) and the majority were
adults — 87.3%, between the ages of 20 and 59 years old. Young women
were significantly more — 30.0%, of course adults are numerically
less — 70.0%.

Thus, the analysis of quantitative indicators of the Ukrainian
population of the middle of the nineteenth century on the processed
materials of marriage searches allows to assert the insignificant popularity
of early marriage among women (30.0%). Men’s marriage cases in
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the age group of 15-19 years are generally small (12.7%). The total
number of single men was 1067, and women more than one — 1181. The
feminine masculine jump of the first marriage was observed from the
age of 20 years of adolescence. In general, since this age, 70.0% of
women and 87.3% of men have concluded matrimonial unions. Young
girls who were married for the first time were 16 years old (0.3%),
and among men — 18 years old (1.9%). The oldest were: a woman 48
years old and a man 58 years old. The average age of entry into the first
marriage for women was 21.5 years, and for men — 23.4. The materials
of church searches allow us to continue the study of individual historical
and demographic issues: the characteristics of repeated marriageability,
the marriage market, the genealogy of individual families, and etc.

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MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKY
IN REFLECTION OF CZECH HISTORIOGRAPHY
AT THE END OF XIX — BEGINNING OF XX CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the study is to reconstruct Czech
reception of diversified activities of M. Hrushevsky during the late
XIX — early XX centuries. The methodological basis for the work is
an interdisciplinary approach. The biographical method plays an
important role, which involves the study of historical phenomena and
processes through the prism of life and creative heritage of certain
outstanding representatives of the era. The scientific novelty of the
article isto comprehensively analyse the Czech reception of diversified
activities of M. Hrushevsky during the late XIX — early XX centuries.
Conclusions. The Czech science in its evaluations of M. Hrushevsky's
creative activity was objective and generally quite favourable. The
benevolence and objectivity of the Czech scholars when referring to
the scientific works of the author of «History of Ukraine-Rus» are
particularly noticeable when compared with the emotional assessments
of his work by Russian and Polish colleagues. The lack of mutual his-
torical claims, the difficult experience of imperial oppression, the
traditionally strong Czech-Ukrainian cultural relations, the personal
friendly relations of the scholar with the leading representatives of
the Bohemian scientific world created a favourable atmosphere for
the construction of a rather harmonious inter-ethnic historiographic
dialogue. Despite the sceptical attitude towards the anti-Normanism
of the author of «History of Ukraine-Rus» and some reservations
about his historical modelling, Czech scholars were quite appreciative
of the diverse cultural activities of their Ukrainian colleague, closely
monitoring the appearance of his scientific works. Czech scholars
especially recognized scientific and organizational work of M. Hru-
shevsky, who, in their belief, legitimized Ukrainian studies as an impor-
tant field of Slavic studies.
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The statement of the problem. Among the current trends of
modern Hrushevsky studies is the importance of the perception of
M. Hrushevsky’s creative heritage in the historical thought of the late
19" — beginning of the 20™ centuries. At the same time, only the research
of the Ukrainian Hrushevsky studies has a solid and comprehensive
experience of interpretation due to the prominence of the scientist, the
cruciality of his contribution to the development of different aspects of
Ukrainian life of that time. The problem of perception of M. Hrushevsky’s
creative work in other national history schools is still little-known
today. We can cite only single publications that cover the peculiarities of
Russian, Polish and German Hrushevsky studies. At the same time,
appealing to national traditions of interpreting the works of a prominent
scientist will solve, alongside with a number of specific historiogra-
phical problems, a wider range of issues: first and foremost, ones of a
cultural and scientific dimensions. It is well known that M. Hrushevsky,
being in the epicentre of Ukrainian national life for a long time, embodied
a contemporary Ukrainian for the Western world. Therefore, the foreign
assessments of his activity can be extrapolated to the entire Ukrainian
movement of the late XIX — early XX centuries.

The multifarious activity of M. Hrushevsky outside the Ukrai-
nian environment was met with the most interested reaction by the
representatives of neighbouring Slavic peoples, who have been clo-
sely observing the rapid growth of Ukrainian cultural and socio-political
life since the end of the 19" century. At the same time, Russian and
Polish observers, in their majority, were critical towards the revitali-
zation of the Ukrainian movement, considering it to be a danger to
the traditional foundations of expansionist policy on Ukrainian lands.
As Ukrainian-Polish and Ukrainian-Russian polemics aggravated at
the turn of the 19™-20" centuries, the reception of the achievements
of the Ukrainian movement in the Czech scientific literature and jour-
nalism seems to be rather calm and friendly, especially concerning
creative achievements of one of its leaders. This was facilitated by the
establishment of close Czech-Ukrainian cultural contacts during that
period, as well as by the personal friendly relations of M. Hrushevsky
with the leading Czech figures.
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Analysis of previous research. The problem of the Czech
reception of the creative heritage of M. Hrushevsky has already been
raised in the researches of V. Telvak (2008) and D. Ishchenko (2001).
However, the writings of the aforementioned researchers did not take
into account a significant number of newly discovered review texts,
which make our research relevant.

The purpose of the article is to reconstruct the Czech recep-
tion of diversified activities of M. Hrushevsky during the late XIX —
early XX centuries.

The statement of the main material. M. Hrushevsky was first
mentioned in the last years of the nineteenth century on the pages of
the Czech scientific periodicals. At that time, diversified activities
aimed at modernizing of the Ukrainian cultural and public space of
Galicia gave first results. Czech scholars were approvingly commenting
on the scientific level of periodicals headed by Lviv professor of SSS, in
particular, the articles of «Notes of the SSS» which were reformed
from the annual journal into a two-month periodical. As an example, the
authoritative periodical in Slavic circles «Cesky Casopis Historicky»
described unfavorable conditions for the development of Ukrainian
science in its native language within the Russian Empire and pointed out
that despite all the obstacles, the task of Ukrainian culture development
was greatly accomplished by Lviv scientists, united by M. Hrushevsky
at the SSS. The employee of Prague journal, philologist and folklorist
Jifi Polivka stated that even possessing more than modest finances, the
journal thoroughly implemented its scientific program, that justly deserved
to be awarded the title of the Academy of Sciences. He emphasized
on the importance of scientific publications of SSS in promotion of
the achievements of Ukrainian culture and science (J.P., 1905).

Following the development of «Notes of the SSS», the Czech
observers of Ukrainian cultural life repeatedly noted that the perio-
dical had exemplary bibliographical and scientific chronicle sections.
Czech colleagues wrote about that in their reviews (Pasternek, 1900;
J.P., 1905; MI., 1914) as well as in letters to the chief editor. For
example, after receiving the «Notes of the SSS» as a present, the
director of the Czech Ethnographic Museum, Lyubor Niederle, wrote
to M. Hrushevsky: «I consider it to be my duty to express my genuine
admiration for the excellent and rich scientific chronicles and biblio-
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graphy in the «Notes...». Nothing like this would appear in another
magazine in the near future» (Naulko, 2006, p. 632).

Other periodicals and serial editions edited by M. Hrushevsky
were also admired by Czech scholars. The journal «Literary and Scien-
tific Herald» founded by M. Hrushevsky was frequently mentioned
on the pages of Czech magazines. It was also noted that the magazine
presented the political platform for the chief editor and his associates
who were opposed to the Polish ruling circles, and those who sup-
ported them, among whom we can mention Olexander Barvinsky
(Hrushevskyi, 1898).

The scientific works of M. Hrushevsky were mentioned by
representatives of the Czech scientific world after the publication of the
first volume of «History of Ukraine-Rus» in 1898. Despite certain prob-
lems with the perception of the Ukrainian-language work, there were
several notes about it in Czech journals. Thus, in the magazine «Cesky
Casopis Historicky» it was emphasized that the Ukrainian professor’s
book was written on a truly professional level and that it was the first
thorough study of the early period of Ukrainian people history («Zpravy»,
1899). Even more exalted were the assessments of Czech humanita-
rians expressed in letters to the author. For example, while expressing
gratitude for the gift, L. Niederle described the book as «excellent»
(Naulko, 2006, p. 635).

Founded by L. Niederle, the Prague magazine «Vé&stnik
Slovanskych Starozytnosti», informing about the appearance of the
first volume of «History» by M. Hrushevsky, promised its readers to
publish a detailed review of the book. Interestingly, the editor of
«Véstnik» contacted the author himself with a request to choose a
possible reviewer from the circle of his acquaintances (Naulko, 2006,
pp. 634-635). Following the advice of M. Hrushevsky, L. Niederle
turned to the young student of the Lviv professor Myron Korduba. In
order to please the author, L. Niederle agreed to place a comprehensive
review of M. Korduba of the pages of the magazine in Ukrainian
language (Korduba, 1899). M. Hrushevsky noticed this friendly gesture
of the editorial board and in his review of the Prague magazine he
noted «the progress that the editorial staff made, finally placing the
Ukrainian language among other Slavic languages» (M. H., 1901).

The real interest in the work of the Lviv professor in Western
Europe and in the Czech scientific environment in particular was
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triggered by the publication of the first German-language «History of
the Ukrainian people». This work was in fact an authorized transla-
tion of the second Ukrainian edition of the first volume of «History of
Ukraine-Rus». Czech historians responded to the emergence of this
book with concise bibliographic notes (Cenék, 1906), as well as with
two informative reviews.

A profound critical review of «The History of the Ukrainian
People» for the Prague magazine «Sbornik Veéd Pravnich a Statnich»
was written by professor of Karl University Karel Kadlec (Kadlec,
1909b). Having received a new work from the Lviv professor as a
present, the scientist, in a grateful letter dated April 30, 1908, expre-
ssed his admiration for the idea of M. Hrushevsky to translate his
main work into German, the language of contemporary science, thus
familiarizing Western European colleagues with his original ideas.

In his review K. Kadlec conducted a thorough analysis of the
content of the work demonstrating the profound knowledge of the
subject. At the beginning of his review, the Czech researcher introduces
the author to readers of the reviewed book. He stated that M. Hrushevsky
remained an unknown scholar for the Czechs: «although he belongs
to the most interesting and most distinguished Slavic authors». Describing
the various talents of the Lviv professor, K. Kadlec wrote: «A 42 years
old scholar already has noteworthy literary works, and at the same time
he is the head of the Ukrainian movement seeking official recognition
for Ukrainian (Rusyn) nationality not only in Galicia, [...] but also in
Russia, which still does not recognize the Ukrainians as a separate
group. 14 years ago he moved to Lviv [...], united Rusyn writers around
him, reorganized the Shevchenko Scientific Society, which by importance
equals to the scientific academy for the Rusyns, briefly trained a
number of talented Ukrainian historians and extended his activity for
Ukrainians on the territory of the Russian Empire since 1905» (Kadlec,
1909b, p.298). ldealizing to a certain extent the personality of
M. Hrushevsky, the reviewer compared his contribution to the deve-
lopment of the Ukrainian culture with the significance of Frantishek
Palacky for the Czech culture. For K. Kadlec Hrushevsky «...woke
up people by his scientific and journalistic activity, proving the fairness
of the requirement that Ukrainians be recognized as independent, distinct
nation from the Russian one». It should be noted that since that review
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of K. Kadlec, such a comparison of F. Palacky and M. Hrushevsky’s
influence for their peoples gained popularity in the Czech Hrushevsky
studies.

K. Kadlec notes, that «The History of the Ukrainian People»
was basically the significant contribution to the national revival. The
Czech researcher devoted his close attention to the introduction in the
first volume, which outlines the conceptual foundations of the entire
«History of Ukraine-Rus». The reviewer fully agrees with the basic
theoretical postulates of the Ukrainian scientist, calling them «here-
tical» in relation to the generally accepted Slavic studies of that time.
K. Kadlec considers the author’s emphasis on the history of culture
and socio-economic life to be an appropriate accent, which suggests
the continuity of the historical process of the Ukrainian people, that
lived an independent political life only in the oldest period of its exis-
tence. According to K. Kadlec, M. Hrushevsky’s statement about the
heredity and continuity of the Ukrainian state tradition from the times
of Kyiv Rus and the emphasis on the importance of the Old Rus
heritage in the formation of Eastern European culture was especially
courageous.

Highly appreciating the scientific level of the work, the revie-
wer did not overlook its debatable points. For example, he observed
the insufficient argumentation of the M. Hrushevsky’s hypothesis
about the Antes as direct ancestors of Ukrainians, as well as the exces-
sive categoricalness in its defense, which was rather dissonant with
the general poverty of the available historical sources about that issue.
In conclusion, the reviewer once again mentioned the importance of
the first volume of «History of the Ukrainian people» as significant
historiographical phenomenon: «[...] The work of prof. M. Hrushev-
sky is written with such an extraordinary erudition and relied on such
a rich literature and so many sources that it truly belongs to the most
outstanding achievements of Slavic literature over the past decade»
(Kadlec, 1909b, pp. 301-302).

Along with a purely polemical component, the review of K. Kad-
lec had an extensive informative part in which he briefly acquainted
the Czech readers with the contents of the remaining six volumes of
«The History of Ukraine-Rus» published at that time. Explaining the
necessity of such a supplement, the reviewer mentions the difficulties
with the dissemination of the main work of M. Hrushevsky, espe-
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cially in the Russian Empire, where he was practically forbidden in
terms of the Ukrainian language. Informing the Czech reader of the
content from the second to sixth volume of M. Hrushevsky’s work,
K. Kadlec drew attention to the richness and diversity of the prob-
lems raised by the author. Particularly, the Czech scientist marked the
sixth part of the work: «Like all previous volumes, the sixth volume
of Hrushevsky is based on numerous sources and rich literature, and
therefore provides guarantees for its great scientific value, which is
further enhanced by the well-known study of the author» (Kadlec,
1909b, p. 305).

The thorough review of the historian and publicist Jan Slavik
in «Cesky Casopis Historicky» was noticeably more critical towards
the «History of the Ukrainian people». At the beginning of his review,
the reviewer revealed his own credo concerning the very essence of
the Ukrainian — or in reviewer’s terms — the «Little Russian» ques-
tion. J. Slavik claims that he does not stand at the position of those
scholars who, «in the Great and Little Russians discussions, occupy
an extremely negative position, which in the 1860s Russian Minister
Petro Valuev expressed most fully in the words: «there was no Ukrai-
nian nation, neither it can and will be». Next, the reviewer admitted
that «this part of the dispute, when the very existence of the Little
Russians as a separate ethnographic unit was seriously questioned, is
already left in past. The Little Russian people exists and will always
exist» (Slavik, 1908, p. 214).

At the same time, the Czech scholar raised the question of
whether this people existed for a long time or differentiated on the
threshold of Slavic history? He questioned Mr. Hrushevsky’s positive
answers to these questions. The theses of the Ukrainian scientist, as
he emphasized, «are significantly different from the generally accepted
view». In concluding the latter, the reviewer said that «for us, Ukrainians
[...] are part of the Russian (ruského) tribe, the product of a secondary,
special development that Russian (rusky) people» (Slavik, 1908, p. 214).
The caution of the author in this aspect was that strong that he found
it necessary to «consider only with the appropriate warning [...] the
southern Russian tribes to be the ancestors of modern «malorossy»,
although it has become «some kind of a habit to define them as such»
(Slavik, 1908, p. 214).
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J. Slavik also stated that Lviv professor was not satisfied with
this hypothesis, and «combined or eliminated from the Byzantine
sources the identity of the Antes with the «Ukrainian» tribes». The
Czech scholar consistently takes in quotes the ethnonym «Ukrainians».
«An entire «Antes» hypothesis of prof. Hrushevsky is doubtful. From
all the evidence given by Hrushevsky, there is no one that gives grounds
to consider the Ants to be ancestors of «Ukrainians» (Slavik, 1908,
p. 215). The only thing that the reviewer agrees with is that «the set-
tlement of the ants coincided, apparently, in part with the settlements
of Little Russians, but it is also very difficult to confidently state that
Antes settled between the Dniester and the Dnieper, as Hrushevsky
does — it is necessary to move the area southwest to Carpathians»
(Slavik, 1908, p. 215). The Antes hypothesis of a Ukrainian colleague
was called «carmina non prius audita» in his review.

Such a skeptical attitude of J. Slavik was aroused by M. Hru-
shevsky’s attempt to reproduce the palette of ancient tribes, using the
evidence of the Nestor Chronicle, as well as Byzantine and Arab sour-
ces. Such an attempt, as the reviewer noted, is far from new; «The only
thing that is new here is that the author takes as a proven fact the
statement that was and, | believe, will remain only a hypothesis». In
the opinion of the critic, such an ungrounded argumentation of his
hypotheses concerning the Old Rus age the Ukrainian scientist also
demonstrated in other parts of the peer-reviewed work.

J. Slavik’s greatest criticism was targeted at the M. Hrushev-
sky’s Anti-Normanist theory, which was substantiated in a special
appendix to the first volume. The reviewer himself called this appli-
cation «a good review of the history of controversy», admiring the
author’s exhaustive analysis of the literature. At the same time, he said:
«Hrushevsky’s intention to undermine the Norman theory as well as
the same efforts of his predecessors failed. And the «Slavic» hypothesis
about the origin of the Kyiv principality obviously lacks objectivity»
(Slavik, 1908, p. 215).

Finally, J. Slavik criticized the architectonics of the book. In
his opinion, the work, at least in its German edition, was too ample,
because there was an overwhelming number of occasional unneces-
sary details. Apart from this, the reviewer states, «the boundary of the
bibliographic data has been exceeded». «What value», the columnist
asked rhetorically, «has the listing Little Russian and Russian litera-
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ture in a book addressed primarily to those who do not know these
languages?» (Slavik, 1908, p. 215).

We do not know about the direct reaction of M. Hrushevsky to
the criticism of Czech historians. Although his researcher self-esteem
obviously was pleased by the attention of Western colleagues to the
German-language translation of the first volume of «History of Ukraine-
Rus», which cost the author considerable time waste and money. His
attitude to the discussions caused by the appearance of the book was
reflected in a letter to the Russian colleague Alexander Lappo-Dani-
levsky: «Me and my «History...», released last year in German, are
now experiencing a true baptism of fire. Despite the more or less
harsh comments dictated by unfriendliness to my «innovations» or
personal and political prejudices, | was pleased to see that even the most
unfriendly critics did not point at any real flaws in my conclusions or
methods; From this angle, these unfriendly reviews, perhaps, should
be appreciated even higher than friendly ones, and especially — loud
compliments. This urges me to make a new revision of the book».

At the same time, M. Hrushevsky could not leave unanswered
some of the criticisms of his Czech colleagues, especially regarding
the appropriateness of the use of ethnonyms «Ukraine» and «Ukrai-
nians». Such an answer was given by the Lviv professor in many re-
views on the novelties in Czech historiography. M. Hrushevsky was
surprised by the inertia of the research thinking of his Czech colleagues
who could not get rid of the Russian imperial optics of the perception
of Ukrainian history as part of the «common» one. The scholar was
irritated by the treatment of contemporary Ukrainian historiography
as an organic part of the Russian by Czech colleagues. This irritation
is especially noticeable in the review of «Véstnik slovanské filologie
a starozitnosti» by L. Niederle: «Quite surprisingly interpreted in the
edition of Ukrainica. One might get the impression that the distinguished
Czech editors tried not to contradict the Pan-Russian views. | would
not like to attribute them any to political prejudices, but it looks like
that» (Hrushevskyi, 1903, p. 2).

It is worth noting that the mentioned Russophilism of L. Niederle
was also criticized by some of his Czech counterparts. In particular,
Professor of Karl University Jaroslav Bidlo responded with a review
to the publication of a new work by L. Niederle «Slovansky Svét»
(Praha, 1910), in which he explicitly expressed his critical view of the
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position of the Ukrainian people in the scientific concept of a famous
historian (Bidlo, 1910). J. Bidlo’s criticism obviously contradicted the
editorial policy of the magazine «Cesky Casopis Historicky», on the
pages of which a review was published, since the footnote to it stated that
the editors did not always agree with the author’s judgments. Interes-
tingly, in the following years, we do not come across such notes.

The debate around the German-language first volume of «History
of Ukraine-Rus» and the increasingly active work of the headed by
M. Hrushevsky SSS, gave him authority and popularity among the
Czech colleagues. They were more and more interested in his works
written in Ukrainian language. A special attention was drawn to the
«History of Ukraine-Rus» on which M. Hrushevsky worked with sublime
perseverance, despite the growing public-political and scientific-
organizational activities on both sides of the Zbruch region of Ukraine.

Most of the Czech researches were excited by volumes of the
so-called «Cossack cycle» of «History of Ukraine-Rus». A review of
the seventh volume of work devoted to the study of an important issue
of the genesis of the Ukrainian Cossacks was written by already men-
tioned J. Slavik. He considered his critical response to be a conti-
nuation of the discussion initiated by the German-language review of
the first work of Ukrainian colleague. In the introduction, the Czech
scientist again reminded that M. Hrushevsky traced back the origins
of the Ukrainian people to the beginnings of the ancient Rus state. The
ethnonym «Ukrainians», as in beforementioned reviews, was usually
written in quotation marks. Observing the scope of the research, the
reviewer once again pointed at the presence of digressions with
numerous details and extensive quotations, which, together with the
abundance in the presentation, in his opinion, led to an excessive
increase in the volume of all work: «The author often repeats himself,
we can come across a lot of details twice or thrice [...], the author
leaves a vast space for additional information».

However, despite these flaws, which, according to the reviewer,
characterize all the volumes of «History of Ukraine-Rus», J. Slavik
admitted that the peer-reviewed volume is better than the previous
one in a range of aspects. «The research gets rid of prejudices», the
reviewer emphasized, «and it is not biased anymore. Presentations
about the origin of the Cossacks are based on, | believe, convincing
sources and, perhaps, | will not be mistaken if | say in advance that
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here we have for the long time the product of the main ...» (Slavik,
1910, p. 335). Among the noted drawbacks, the Czech researcher
sometimes pointed at a bit careless usage of available sources, the
desire of his Ukrainian colleague to say more than the documents of
that era can give (Slavik, 1910, p. 339). Briefly summarizing the content
of the whole volume, J. Slavik wished that Lviv professor could please
the reader with the continuation of his studies on the Ukrainian
Cossacks as soon as possible.

More accomplished and comprehensive reviews on the Cossack
volume of «History of Ukraine-Rus» were published in two parts in
Russian translation under the title «The History of Ukrainian Cossacks»,
in the magazine «Shornik Véd Pravnich a Statnich» by K. Kadlec.
Having received these books as a gift from the author, the Czech
scientist expressed his admiration for the scientific prolificacy of his
Ukrainian counterpart: «I am your great debtor. My review of your
«Kyiv Rus» has not come out yet, and | have already received work
of a greater value».

In the reviews of Cossack volumes «History of Ukraine-Rus»,
which K. Kadlec called «the work of the whole life of prof. Hrushevsky»,
special attention was devoted to acquainting the Czech reader with the
content richness of the research. The critic pointed at the diligence of
working out sources and literature by his Ukrainian colleague, and also
emphasized on his critical approach in relation to common myths and
stereotypes. K. Kadlec noted the courage of the historiographical
construction of the past of the Ukrainian Cossacks, the entirely original
hypotheses concerning the origin and evolution of this social strata.
Summarizing the review of the first part of the «History of the Ukrainian
Cossacks», the reviewer noted: «Hrushevsky for the first time gives
us scientific work, in which, quite objectively, based on numerous
sources, the history of the Cossacks, one of the most interesting
phenomena in the history of the Slavic peoples, is presented» (K. K.,
1913a, p. 442).

A similar logic was marked by an overview of the second part
of «The History of the Ukrainian Cossacks»: K. Kadlec dedicated the
majority of his text to an overview of the work. As in the previous case,
he drew the attention of the reader to the originality of the Cossack
hypotheses of the Ukrainian colleague. Summarizing his impressions,
the reviewer gave an assessment of the first part: «The second volu-
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me of Hrushevsky’s work is marked by the same diligence as the first
part» (K. K., 1915, p. 60). With similar admiration, Czech researchers
also noted other Cossack works of M. Hrushevsky («Zpravy», 1909).

With similar interest Czech researchers reacted to the scientific-
popular works of M. Hrushevsky. When in 1905 the Russian Empire
published the Russian-language «Essay on the History of the Ukrai-
nian People», the Czech scientific journals noted its appearance by
several bibliographic reports. They stressed that the work of the Lviv
professor, despite its popularization character, was the first attempt to
present the Ukrainian past from prehistoric times to the beginning of
the twentieth century as a whole (Cengk, 1905).

Again, with great interest the Czech scholars met the publica-
tion of the popular «lllustrated History of Ukraine». M. Hrushevsky
sent this book, as well as his other works, as a present to his Czech
colleagues, receiving the words of gratitude and admiration in return.
For example, after receiving the book, Konstantin Jirecekin a letter of
gratitude called it «a famous work». Similar recognition was expre-
ssed in letters of Kadle.

«Casopis Musea Kralovstvi Ceského» in Prague responded to
the new work of M. Hrushevsky with a review of his long-time sym-
pathizer — K. Kadlec. The Czech scientist said about the importance
of the scientific popularization in the latest work of Lviv professor, which
better informed not only Ukrainian society, but also representatives
of other peoples interested in Ukrainian affairs. Briefly summarizing
the contents of the whole book and highlighting the author’s story, the
reviewer paid special attention to the study of the Cossack community.
According to K. Kadlec, these are the best parts in the work, because the
author provided not only unknown facts, but also gave them a quali-
tatively new interpretation (Kadlec, 1912). According to the columnist,
the perfection of the author’s History made it appealing and under-
standable to the average reader. The illustrative design of «lllustrated
History of Ukraine» was approved by Kadlec as well, since it made
the content more interesting for the broad circle of readers. «The value
of Hrushevsky’s book», the critic concluded, «consists not only in the
fact that it is accessibly written in a clear and comprehensible manner,
but above all that it has been written by the best connoisseur of the
Ukrainian past» (Kadlec, 1912, p. 178).
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K. Kadlec also responded to the Russian translation of «lllustrated
History of Ukraine» by a brief bibliographic review (K. K., 1913b,
p. 196). He noted that the book by M. Hrushevsky had a remarkable
success in the readers’ circles, as evidenced by its repeated reprint
and translation into Russian. Comparing the Ukrainian and Russian
publications, the reviewer fully recognized the author’s right to decide
on the extension of the last part of the «lllustrated History of Ukraine»,
which dealt with the current state of development of Ukrainian life —
the era of national revival. Czech observers also appreciated an essay
on the Ukrainian past by M. Hrushevsky, placed in the encyclopedia
collection «Ukrainian People in its Past and Present» published in
St. Petersburg on the eve of the First World War (Ml., 1914).

Alongside with the scientific and popular works, Czech com-
mentators of Ukrainian life also appreciated the journalistic activity
of M. Hrushevsky. Especially they paid attention to the speeches of
the Lviv professor dedicated to the analysis of the complex Ukrainian-
Polish relations in Galicia. Thus, a resonant collection of articles from
the Lviv professor «On the History of Polish-Ukrainian Relations in
Galicia» was frequently referenced on the pages of the «Slovansky
Ptehled» journal. The reviewer, with a certain embarrassment, listed
the highlights of M. Hrushevsky’s explanations of how the Ukrainian
majority was suppressed by the Polish minority in Eastern Galicia
and expressed the desire that «this book would soon become more
than just theoretical» and that Ukrainians were given the rights for
national autonomy (C., 1907, p. 284).

It is interesting to note that, with the approval of M. Hrushev-
sky’s attempts to awaken the national consciousness of the Dnieper
Ukrainians through the publication of numerous popular scientific
works, the Czech observers at the same time critically perceived the
struggle with the educational activity of the scientist from the side of
Russian intellectuals, the supporters of the monarchical ideology. Thus,
on the pages of the Czech scientific journals, one of the anti-Ukrainian
ideologues the professor at the University of St. Volodymyr, and at
the same time the Kyiv censor Timothy Florinsky, was subjected to
condemnation. The observers of his anti-Ukrainian opuses were sur-
prised at the bias in discussing Ukrainian issues, emphasizing at the
political motivation of all his struggle with Ukrainianity (Polivka, 1908).
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Observers also discussed a scandalous situation around Hru-
shevsky’s attempt to take the vacant chair of Russian history at the
University of Kyiv, which was free after the death of Petro Golubov-
sky in 1907. Kyiv chauvinists made significant efforts to devaluate
scientific activity of Hrushevsky, descending to outright insinuations
that became the subject of lawsuits. Despite the fact that press defen-
ded the activity of Lviv professor the department did not approve his
candidature. An observer of Ukrainian life in the «Slovansky Prehled»
magazine expressed his real surprise that the candidature of M. Hru-
shevsky — «the author of great and valuable works» — was rejected by
Kyiv professors (ch., 1908).

An interesting feature of the editorial policy of the «Slovansky
Prehled» magazine was that Ukrainians themselves often wrote about
the latest events of Ukrainian cultural and public life. The importance
of such an editorial decision was that the Czech reader received first-
hand information from the most engaged activists of the national
revival. Obviously, the heterogeneous work of M. Hrushevsky was in
the center of discussions. Among them we can enumerate numerous
reviews of Ivan Franko (Franko, 1899), Volodymyr Hnatyuk (Hnatiuk,
1903) and Ipolit Bochkovsky (Boczkowski, 1910). Occasionally,
Ukrainian linguists also wrote reviews on the books of Lviv professor.
As an example, we can mention Bohdan Lepky’s review of «The
Essay on the History of the Ukrainian People» (Lepkyj, 1907).

A peculiar result of the Czech Hrushevsky studies at the begin-
ning of the twentieth century were publications dedicated to the
commemoration of the decade of Hrushevsky’s migration to Galicia
(1904). This event was the first commemoration on behalf of his con-
temporaries and became a turning point in Ukrainian journalism as
well as in the life of Galician Ukrainians. In numerous publications
professor was unanimously recognized the leader in scientific and
public life.

Such assessments of the importance of the cultural work of
M. Hrushevsky for Galician Ukrainians were also shared by the Czech
observers. For example, in 1904 Rudolf Broz in the essay «The
Awakening of Little Russian People» sincerely admired vitality and
diversity of the national service of Lviv Professor: «Rusyn Revival in
recent years was marked by the return to scientific work. The break-
through in Rus-Ukrainian thought led to the creation of «Shevchenko
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Scientific Society» in Lviv, headed by M. Hrushevsky, a professor of
history at Lviv University, who is a person of great knowledge, energy
and endurance. Hrushevsky united all the Rusyns who wanted to work
for the revival of their people. With a pedagogical tact, he led young
people to scientific work, and clearly under his leadership, this group
has achieved great results» (Broz, 1904, p. 397).

Students and friends of M. Hrushevsky presented to him the
magnificently published volume of scientific works, which was pub-
lished with considerable delay in 1906, on this jubilee (Naukovyi
Zbirnyk, 1906). Actually, this great gift to M. Hrushevsky once again
attracted the attention of the Czech observers to the figure of leader
of Ukrainian scientific life. Recognizing the emergence of the «Scien-
tific Collection», the Czech observers noted that the output of such a
magnificent book was an indication that: «Hrushevsky has a respect-
ful academic school around him» («Na oslavus, 1906).

The aforementioned anniversary and the publication of the
«Scientific Collection» again led to presentation of M. Hrushevsky to
Czech audience in the Prague journal «Slovansky Pichled». K. Kadlec
was the one to represent the versatile figure of M. Hrushevsky on the
journal’s pages (Kadlec, 1909a). Explaining to the reader the motives
of his appeal to the author of «History of Ukraine-Rus», he emphasized:
«Mykhailo Hrushevsky was the first to dwell upon the Ukrainian
guestion to a great extent, he was also the first to make a scientific
substantiation of the autonomy for Ukrainian people and organize the
Ukrainian movement. Even one aspect of his activity would suffice to
assure the immortality of his name for the Ukrainian people» (Kadlec,
19094, p. 163). According to the Czech scholar, his Ukrainian colleague:
«...belongs to the most prolific and most profound Slavic scholars».

In the following parts K. Kadlec introduced the reader to the
main milestones of M. Hrushevsky’s life and creative principles, being
based on his autobiography, which the historian wrote on the occa-
sion of his fortieth birthday in 1906 (Hrushevskyi, 1992). The Czech
scientist was unanimous with the high estimates of the various work
of M. Hrushevsky, expressed by colleagues of the scientist in the in-
troduction to the aforementioned «Scientific collection». Quoting them,
K. Kadlec emphasized that the organizational skills of the jubilant
contributed to the rapid progress of the Lviv SSS that transformed into a
true Academy of Sciences, as well as the Kyiv Ukrainian Scientific
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Society (hereinafter — the KUSS). In addition, the author highlighted
that due to Hrushevsky the Ukrainian science reached all scientific
requirements (Kadlec, 1909a, p. 163). Apart from this, K. Kadlec
concentrated on the scientific-organizational work of the scientist,
stressing that under his leadership the first scientific historical school
in Ukrainian academic culture arose.

Alongside with such a large-scale research and scientific-orga-
nizational activities, K. Kadlec also drew attention to the public service
of the Lviv professor, where he has already practically implemented
his convictions regarding the right of the Ukrainian people for free
cultural and social development. Fascinated by the ideas of the socio-
political journalism of the author of «History of Ukraine-Rus», the
Czech scientist emphasized that on its pages the scientist not only
informed readers about the state of the Ukrainian question, but also
offered ways to solve it. Explaining the Czech audience the credo of
Hrushevsky’s politics, K. Kadlec wrote with understanding that for
the Lviv professor the only acceptable solution to the Ukrainian issue
in Russia was a national-territorial self-government and broad decen-
tralization. As a result, summarizing the assessments of contemporary
Ukrainian journalism, K. Kadlec pointed out at the proportionality of
Hrushevsky’s contribution to the development of Ukrainian life along
with his great predecessors, Taras Shevchenko and Mykhailo Draho-
manov.

It is interesting to note that M. Hrushevsky knew that a Czech
colleague was preparing a biographical note on him, because K. Kadlec
asked Ukrainian scientist to send his photo. Responding to the request of
K. Kadlec, M. Hrushevsky on November 29, 1908 visited a photo
shop, he left a note in his diary about this event. It should also be noted
that the written biography of K. Kadlec was published on the pages of
Ukrainian magazines and was written with great sympathy for the
Ukrainian leader. The Bukovinian newspaper «Kamenyari», having
received the permission of a Czech scientist, even published his article
on its pages in the translation of Zenon Kuzela — a student of M. Hru-
shevsky (Kadlets, 1909).

Another indication of the popularity of M. Hrushevsky in the
Czech scientific environment was also the appearance of an ency-
clopedic article about him in the renamed Czech encyclopedia «Ottiv
Slovnik Naucny». From the letters of K. Kadlec, we know that he
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was the initiator of the publication and the author of the biographical
slogan about the Lviv professor, as he asked him to send the main
biographical dates of his life and a list of scientific works. Also, at the
request of K. Kadlec, M. Hrushevsky was often the mediator between
those Ukrainian figures whose biographies the Czech professor con-
sidered necessary to be published on pages of «Ottliv Slovnik Nau¢ny».

After the first Russian revolution of 1905, M. Hrushevsky paid
more and more attention to the need to develop the cultural and
scientific life of the Dnieper Ukrainians. Since then, the scientist was
struggling to unify the Ukrainian lands scattered by the Zbruch bor-
der, and was torn apart between the Dniester and the Dnieper, in his
words: «living in two houses». The student of the Lviv historical school
Ivan Krypiakevych mentioned those years of his teacher’s life: «All
this time he was like a flying bird, being in Galicia, then over the
Dnieper. And all this time he was alone in his mind, thinking of sprea-
ding his activity in all parts of the Ukrainian lands» (Krypiakevych, 1992).

The period of 1906-1914 was marked by the active propagan-
da of the Ukrainian question, an attempt to unite the disparate Ukrai-
nian movement on the platform of the territorial-national autonomy
of Ukraine while maintaining the federal structure of Russia. The
proclamation of political liberties in the Romanov empire gave him
the hope that the situation in Ukraine could be changed in a better con-
stitutional way. The scientist made every effort to bring Ukrainians of
Galicia and Dnieper closer to each other, making Kyiv a true center of
political and cultural life for compatriots. M. Hrushevsky launched
an active scientific-organizational and publishing work — initiated the
founding of the Ukrainian Scientific Society and its periodicals: «Notes
of the SSS» and the magazine «Ukraine». This activity was quite
quickly responded to in the circle of the Czech observers of Ukrainian
life, who were genuinely interested the activity of the Lviv professor
and noted the high level of scientific journals he founded («Zacal
vychazeti», 1909).

The little-known page in the biography of M. Hrushevsky is
that for a long time in Kyiv, he settled contacts with representatives
of the Czech community in the city. He wrote about those new acquain-
tances in a diary. In particular, he referred to the name of Vaclav
Vondrak from Volyn, an entrepreneur, a lawyer, a member of the Czech
cultural and educational societies in Kyiv (the head of the Kyiv sports

club Sokol, a member of the Janus Amos Comenius Charitable and
Educational Society) V. Vondrak was the founder and editor-publisher
of the magazine «Rusky ¢ech» — the edition named after Jan Amos
Komensky, dedicated to the Czech interests in Russia, which was
publishing in Kyiv from October 17, 1906 to June 27, 1908, initially
as a weekly edition, and then it was issued twice a week. Since the
beginning of the First World War, V. Vondrak was a member of the
Kyiv Victims of War Committee. The Ukrainian scientist repeatedly
traveled to St. Petersburg with him, when the Duma began its meetings
in the capital.

A high recognition of the achievements of M. Hrushevsky in
the study of the history and culture of the Slavic peoples by the Czech
academic community was the election of him as a member of the
Czech Academy of Sciences in 1911. It was firstly reported by K. Kad-
lec. The author of «The History of Ukraine-Rus», and both his rela-
tives and colleagues treated this news with a significant upsurge as an
evidence of the recognition of many years of scientific work and
considerable efforts to popularize the achievements of modern Ukrai-
nianity. However, the joy turned out to be premature, as the political
intrigues intervened: given the emperor’s status of the Academy, the
approval of this appointment was delayed. In the last pre-war years,
the opposition to the Ukrainian movement, Polish journalism, consis-
tently created the image of M. Hrushevsky as a separatist, which made
the choice of the Czech academic community completely vetoed by.
This decision was treated by M. Hrushevsky, as evidenced by his letter
to Alexei Shakhmatov, as the next manifestation of the repressive
policies of imperial power against Ukrainians».

As a compensation for this refusal, the Czech intellectuals chose
M. Hrushevsky as a member of the oldest scientific institution — the
Czech Scientific Society, which did not need any governmental appro-
val for its choices. The initiator of this election, L. Niederle informed
Ukrainian scientist in his letter of January 8, 1914: «I have the honor
to inform you that the Czech Scientific Society (Ceska kralovska spo-
le¢nost natk) has elected you yesterday as a foreign member taking
into account your enormous and outstanding activity in Slavonic science»
(Naulko, 2006, p. 638). Later, M. Hrushevsky received an official
announcement signed by Joseph Zubaty, in which he said: «The Royal
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Scientific Society of the Czech Republic, recognizing your merits to
science, has decided to elect you as our current member.

It should be noted that M. Hrushevsky himself repeatedly ini-
tiated the election of Czech humanitarians, whose works concerned
the history and culture of the Ukrainian people, as members of scien-
tific institutions headed by him in Lviv and Kyiv. For example, only
during 1914 he attributed the SSS membership to Jiti Polivka, and
K. Kadlec was elected to the SSS.

Conclusions. Summarizing the research on the Czech Hrushev-
sky studies at the end of the XIX — early XX centuries. we can say
that the Czech science in its evaluations of M. Hrushevsky’s creative
activity was objective and generally quite favourable. The benevolen-
ce and objectivity of Czech scientists when referring to the scientific
works of the author of «History of Ukraine-Rus» are particularly
noticeable when compared with the emotional assessments of his work
by Russian and Polish colleagues. The lack of mutual historical claims,
the difficult experience of imperial oppression, the traditionally strong
Czech-Ukrainian cultural relations, the personal friendly relations of
the scientist with the leading representatives of the Bohemian scien-
tific world created a favourable atmosphere for the construction of a
rather harmonious inter-ethnic historiographic dialogue. Despite the
sceptical attitude towards the anti-Normanism of the author of «History
of Ukraine-Rus» and some reservations about his historical modelling,
Czech scientists were quite appreciative of the diverse cultural activities
of their Ukrainian colleague, closely monitoring the appearance of
his scientific works. Czech scientists especially recognized scientific
and organizational work of M. Hrushevsky, who, in their belief,
legitimized Ukrainian studies as an important field of Slavic studies.
In this context, the Czech scientists traditionally compared M. Hrushevsky
with Czech historian F. Palacky as they both were prominent for the
historiography of their countries. Therefore, it is no coincidence that
M. Hrushevsky received his greatest academic titles — one of a foreign
member of the National Academy of Sciences — in the Czech Republic.
Czech historiography also has the biggest amount of Hrushevsky studies
publications: special publications dedicated to M. Hrushevsky reproduced
the image of a prominent Slavic scientist, a tireless worker in the field of
Ukrainian culture, a fundamental defender of national interests.

BORYSLAV AND HIS INTELLECTUAL ENVIRONMENT
IN LIFE AND CREATIVE INTERESTS OF IVAN FRANKO
(SELECTED ASPECTS)

Summary. The purpose of the study is to make a comprehensive
analysis of Ivan Franko’s works on Boryslav and to analyze his corres-
pondence with selected representatives of the city’s intellectual environ-
ment. The methodology of the study involves the use of traditional
principles of historicism and objectivity, as well as general scientific
and special historical methods. The scientific novelty of the research
is evident in the comprehensive analysis of Ivan Franko's creative
heritage about Boryslav and the analysis of letters sent to Franko
from the Boryslav mailbox. Conclusions. The whole of Ivan Franko'’s
creative heritage about Boryslav contains the subjects of what he saw
and heard personally, as well as the submission of materials from his
friends including local correspondents. This is due to the fact that the
researcher constantly communicated with the local workers discussing
their troubles and problems, sharing their thought. He was interested
in their daily life, which found its reflection in the working folklore:
songs, kolomykas, proverbs, sayings. Franko's creative heritage about
the city testifies that he was well acquainted with both the history of
Boryslav and its surrounding villages as well as the narrative tradition
of workers and peasants. This, in turn, helped him in the creation of
scientific, historical, local history, literary and non-fiction works.
Boryslav's theme has a significant place in Ivan Franko’s multifaceted
creative heritage, adding important touches to his collecting and research
activities. In addition, the topic of Boryslav was also the way to
success in the literary field. It became an opportunity for propaganda
of the scientist’s political ideas among the readership not only of the
city but also of the surrounding settlements. As a result of a meaningful
analysis of the preserved Franko epistolary heritage from Boryslav,
we have determined that these unique primary sources make it possible
to deeper reconstruct and investigate the little-known facts not only
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of the life and history, ethnographic-folklore and research activity of
Ivan Franko, and also with the local diverse social composition, types of
correspondent activities, little-known biographical facts of Franko's
life and his addressees, etc.

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THE INFLUENCE OF STATE HELP
ON THE WORK OF THE VILLAGE «PROSVITAS»
OF THE RIGHT-BANKED UKRAINE (1917-1918)

Summary. The purpose of the study. Taking into account the
relevance of the topic and the lack of coverage of a number of its
aspects, the author aimed to find out the peculiarities and conditions
of assistance to rural «Prosvitas» assistance from the state and local
self-government; to trace the direct dependence of the effectiveness of
the cells on receiving such support. Research methodology. According
to the purpose of the publication, general scientific and special historical
methods were used. Among the interdisciplinary, a structural-system
method was applied, which made it possible to consider the object of
study with all its main features as a whole. The method of analysis
and synthesis was applied by common methods, the method of analysis
of available sources and scientific literature was applied by empirical
methods. During the preparation of the publication, preference was
given to specific historical methods — historical, comparative, synch-
ronous and statistical. Historical-comparative method has allowed us
to compare different times with the subject of study. The use of the
synchronous method made it possible to find out both the general
patterns inherent in the educational movement of the first decades of
the twentieth century, as well as certain regional peculiarities. The
statistical method has made it possible to find out quantitative indi-
cators of assistance to educational companies. The scientific novelty
of the study is that, for the first time in Ukrainian historiography,
analyzing the previously unknown archival materials and documents,
the conditions and peculiarities of providing assistance to the «Prosvitas»
of Right-Banked Ukraine were clarified. Conclusions. The activities
of educational societies depended entirely on their financial capacities,
and, above all, on external sources — assistance from central authorities
and local self-government. Assistance depended on a registered charter
that not all partnerships had. Due to this circumstance, and also due
to constant military actions, due to the difficult financial situation,
the state could not provide sufficient financial assistance in carrying
out cultural and educational work by the «Prosvitas». The village
societies received little assistance, which prevented them from carrying
out the educational work properly.

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THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE UKRAINIAN-BELARUSIAN SCIENTIFIC
CONNECTIONS DURING THE INTERWAR PERIOD

Summary. The purpose of the research is to analyze the deve-
lopment of the Ukrainian-Belarusian connections in the field of science
during the interwar period. Methodology of the research centers on
the principles of historicism, systematic and objective approach towards
the phenomena of the past, which is based on the comprehensive and
complex sources and scientific literature analysis. Scientific novelty
of this paper is the attempt to research the content of scientific relations
between Ukrainians and Belarusians during the 1920-30’s. Conclu-
sion: first of all, interconnection between Belorussia and Ukraine in
the scientific field is expressed in the great help of Ukrainian people
towards Belarusians through highly skilled scientific professionals,
by creating the High School and scientific institutions. The development
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of scientific connections between the two nations during the outlined
period pursued in certain forms: firstly, scientific trips, the develop-
ment of personal contacts, scientists’ works’ reviews, then, the series
of topics from the history of Belarusians; common participation in
scientific conferences and symposiums also took place. The most
numerous scientific delegation was the one from Ukraine. This fact
testifies not only to the proximity of two nations, but also tight con-
nection between Ukrainian and Belarusian scientists. All in all, this
factors promoted the intensive acquaintance of two Slavic people,
their topical national problems. In fact, the Soviet authority never
stopped eliminating everyone who went beyond scopes and stereo-
types of standard thinking, particularly in science. The perspective
direction of further problem exploration is to study the Ukrainian-
Belarusian socio-cultural connections during the interwar period.

OPPOSITION OF STUDENTS OF PEDAGOGICAL
HIGHER EDUCATION ESTABLISHMENTS
ON ECONOMIC POLICY OF SOVIET POWER
IN THE RURAL (1930s) AREAS

Summary. The purpose of the study is to show the attitude of
students of pedagogical educational institutions towards the policy of
the Bolsheviks in the Ukrainian village in the 1930’s. On the metho-
dology, in the process of writing the article, a complex of general
scientific (analysis, synthesis, comparison method, dialectical) and
special scientific methods of historical cognition (historical-genetic,
historical-comparative, historical-typological, problem-chronological)
were used. Scientific novelty: the author gives a comprehensive
coverage of the manifestations of the opposition of student youth,
who did not agree with the high rate of collectivization, the policy of
dispossession, acutely perceived grain procurement, poor nutrition,
etc. Conclusions. In the 1930s a part of the students of pedagogical
educational institutions, future teachers, who, according to the plan
of the authorities, were supposed to provide the ideological education of
children and adolescents in the near future, began to openly state the
mistakes of the authorities in the Bolshevik policy on agriculture. They
believed that the actions of the Soviet government led to the decline
of agriculture and degradation, and the collective farmers received
very low wages. Because of this, some students refused to go to
villages, participate in campaigns, in particular, collectivization, grain
procurement, political and educational work, etc. Regarding collec-
tivization, the students openly stated that the violent methods widely
used by the ruling power, could lead to a massive anti-Bolshevik
peasant movement. Some of the young people believed that the Bol-
sheviks should not interfere in the cause of collectivization and fight
against the kulaks. The students did not accept the plans of the authorities
for grain procurements, considering them overwhelming for peasants.
Particularly oppositional sentiments of students intensified during
the Holodomor of 1932-1933.

THE ROLE OF P.I. SHYPENKO IN REVIVAL
OF THE TARAS SHEVCHENKO
PRYLUKY CITY THEATRE DURING
THE NAZI OCCUPATION
(September 1941 — September 1943)

Summary. The aim of this research is to study the activities of
Petro Ivanovych Shypenko, the manager and artistic director of the
Taras Shevchenko Pryluky City Theatre, during the period of Nazi
occupation of Pryluky city (September 1941 — September 1943). The
methodology of the study is based on scientific principles, systematic
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approach and historicism. Specific searching and historical-systematic
methods were used during the research. Also there were used methods of
analysis, synthesis and generalization. The scientific novelty is that the
biographical data of the theater director P.l. Shypenko were investi-
gated on the basis of archival documents introduced into the scien-
tific sphere for the first time. The role of P.I. Shypenko in renovating
and development of the Taras Shevchenko Pryluky City Theatre was
determined. The basic areas of theatre life were analyzed. Conclusions.
Thanks to the hard work of P.l. Shypenko, the manager and artistic
director of the theatre, the team continued the theatrical traditions of
the pre-war period. Within two years the number of members of a
theatre troupe increased and their creativity level rose. Artistic heritage
of the team is characterized by dozens of premieres of classical works by
Ukrainian and foreign authors, and also going on numerous tours to
cities and villages of Chernihiv region.

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THE JEWISH POPULATION
OF THE DROHOBYCH REGION:
THE POST-WAR LIFE (1944-1958)

Summary. The purpose of the article is to highlight the daily
life of the Jews of Drohobych region in the post-war period. The metho-
dology of the research is based on the principles of historicism, science,
and social approach and methods of social and oral history. The scien-
tific novelty is that for the first time an attempt is made to investigate
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the post-war everyday life of Jews in the Drohobych region on the
basis of memoirs, oral recollections of eye-witnesses to events and
the use of foreign archival sources. Conclusions. After the German
occupation of the region, the Jews settled their «peaceful» life in new
conditions. 1. They are faced with the housing problem. A lot of Jewish
homes had been destroyed or had other owners. 2. Most of the Jews
in the region were ordinary workers and, like other residents of the
region, experienced a lack of food, clothing, hunger, and difficult living
conditions. But those who held high management positions were in a
completely different financial position. 3. Children’s experience of post-
war everyday life had its peculiarities. Children had a break in their
studies during the War. After the War they faced a different problem:
Ukrainian schools were attenfef by the children who spoke only
Polish. 4. Despite the atheistic policies of the Soviet authorities, most
Jews in the region continued to secretly celebrate Jewish holidays
and preserve religious traditions and rituals. Their religious outlook
differed from other national groups in the region. It had the influence
and reflection on the household moments. 5. In the post-war period,
most Jews in Drohobych region left the region forever due to difficult
relations with the Soviet authorities, difficult financial situation and
unwillingness to start a «<new life in Drohobych region. Moving was
not always an easy process, it required long preparation and obtaining
of a special permission.

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THE ORGANIZATION OF THE STRUGGLE
OF REPRESSIVE-PUNITIVE BODIES AGAINST
THE UKRAINIAN LIBERATION MOVEMENT:
UNKNOWN INSTRUCTIVE DOCUMENTS (1945)

Summary. The purpose of the article is to introduce the instructive
documents of the Soviet repressive-punitive bodies about the organization,
forms and methods of the struggle against the Ukrainian liberation
movement in the western regions of Ukraine. The methodology of the
study is based on the principles of historicism, systematism, scien-
tificity, verification, authoritative objectivity, moderate narrative
constructivism, as well as the use of general scientific (analysis,
synthesis, generalization) and special historical (historical-genetic,
historical-typological, historical-systemic) methods. The scientific
novelty is that the unknown instructive documents about the organization
of the fight of repressive and punitive bodies were introduced for the
first time — a decree of the troops of Lviv Military District (January
13, 1945) on comprehensive assistance to the Soviet party organs,
PCIA and PCSS structures in the struggle against OUN and URA
and the instructions of the Deputy People’s Commissar of the USSR,
Lieutenant General Strokach, submitted at the meeting of the com-
manders of units of 82 cd (November 25, 1945). Conclusions. Thus,
the repressive-punitive system in the struggle against the liberation
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movement on the Western Ukrainian lands used a number of forms
and methods that were «honed» during the struggle. Accordingly,
they were marked by efficiency and caused considerable losses to the
nationalists. The hopes of the Soviet administration for the swift and
complete destruction of the liberation movement were not justified
since it had the support of the population and, in its turn, chose the
optimal model of functioning in the relevant period. That is why the
repressive and punitive apparatus changed its tasks while fighting
against Ukrainian nationalists. However, throughout the whole period
of the struggle the main focus was on the forceful resolution of the
conflict. Thus, if large-scale operations were carried out at the initial
stage of the struggle, then in late 1946 — early 1947, security forces
conducted operations with small maneuvering units against specific
insurgent units or individual figures of the underground (district, supra-
district and regional (provides) branches of the OUN), dislocation of
which was noticed by agenda. These changes allowed the Soviet security
forces, operating in small groups, with accurate agency data to cover
a larger territory and eliminate the remaining nationalists. Recently,
we have found two documents that expand the scope of the struggle
of the Soviet system with the Ukrainian liberation movement, and are
at odds with the official picture presented in official Soviet propaganda.
It should be noted that the published documents are an important
source for a comprehensive study of the repressive policies of the Soviet
administration in the Western Ukrainian region in general, and the
confrontation with the Ukrainian liberation movement in particular.

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YULIIAN TARNOVYCH AS A RESEARCHER
OF POLISH-UKRAINIAN RELATIONSHIPS

Summary. The purpose of the study is to reconstruct the Polish-
Ukrainian discourse of editorial and journalistic works of Yuliian
Tarnovych. The methodology of the study is based on the interdiscip-
linary approach. The biographical method is a leading one, as it helped
to focus on reconstruction of the events of the past through the prism
of the biographies of its creators. Such methods as general scientific
(first of all, historical, logical, analysis and synthesis methods), special
historical (comparative, genetic, typological, etc.) were also applied
as well. The scientific novelty of the article is the attempt to compre-
hensively analyse Polish-Ukrainian issues in the social-political jour-
nalism of Yuliian Tarnovych. Conclusions. The study showed the
richness of Yu. Tarnovych’s creative heritage that covered the problems
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of Polish-Ukrainian relations. At the same time, it is obvious that a
prominent publicist covers this difficult topic not only from a narrow
national position, but from the standpoint of universal values. He
showed that if the stronger ignores the human rights of the weaker, in
the long runm, it destroys the former, because barbarity towards one’s
neighbour produces the energy of self-destruction. Recreating the
tragedy of the Lemkos in the 1930s and 1940s, the researcher does
not hide the actions of some Polish friends of the Ukrainian people,
who saved their neighbours from the horror of the newest genocide at
the cost of their lives. Even though such testimonies were not numerous,
they are the ones, as Yu. Tarnovych claimed, that give hope for the
Polish-Ukrainian consensus, restoration of historical justice and
honouring the memory of innocent victims.

The statement of the problem. Among the leaders of the
Lemko movement of the twentieth century, Yuliian Tarnovych holds
a special place. After all, many publications (for example, the news-
papers «Our Lemko» («Nash Lemko»), «Ukrainian Word», «Lem-
kivschyna», «Ukrainian Worker», («Lemko news») «Lemkivski Visti»,
etc.) and organizational projects (for example, the Lemkos Commi-
ssion at «Prosvita») are associated with his name. These projects
aimed at modernizing all aspects of life of the Ruthenian community
and establishing close connections with Ukrainian cultural world. At
the same time, a special place in the multifaceted creative heritage of
Yu. Tarnovych belonged to the issue of the problem of Polish-
Ukrainian relations, which was the most urgent for the inhabitants of his
small Motherland. After all, Lemkos, like no other Ukrainian ethnic
group, being historically settled among the Polish population, felt all
the tragedy of the effects of a conflict between historical neighbours.
As a direct witness and in some places an active participant in this
conflict for many decades, Yu. Tarnovych turned to the analysis of its
origins, the course and consequences, and during the post-war period
he became the most authoritative expert on the problems of Polish-
Ukrainian antagonism in Zakerzonia.

Analysis of previous research. Nevertheless, Yu. Tarnovych’s
creative heritage is still not thoroughly researched. Nowadays, there
are only a few brief biographical essays (Savka, 1999, pp. 327-330)
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and references to his activities in Lemkos studies (Nakonechnyi, 2017,
pp. 129-137) or general literature. This obviously does not corres-
pond to the magnitude of Yuliian Beskid’s contribution to the study
of the history and culture of his native land.

The purpose of the article is in the reconstruction of Polish-
Ukrainian discourse of editorial and journalist works of Yuliian Tarno-
vych.

The statement of the main material. As Yu. Tarnovych
became the chief editor of the first Lemko magazine of pro-Ukrainian
sentiment «Nash Lemko» (issued in the second half of 1930s), he
comprehensively approached the problem of Polish-Ukrainian rela-
tionship.

Yu. Tarnovych joined the work on newspaper being inspired
by a well-known publisher, Ivan Tyktor, who, according to Yuliian
Beskid himself, was «the first to dare, amidst the thoroughly hostile
Polish police regime — to publish the first in the history of Lemkiv-
schyna Ukrainian national magazine «Nash Lemko», and later to help
the editor of that magazine Yuliian Beskid to publish the Library of
the Lemko Region in difficult circumstances (Yuliian Beskid, 1954,
p. 51). Reflecting on the urgent need for an independent printing for
the Highlanders, he noted: «The awakened from sleep Lemkivshchyna
lacked a healthy national «feed». For the people of Lemkivshchyna
this feed was the newspaper «Nash Lemko» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954,
p. 51).

The responsible decision to head the people’s newspaper came
from Yu. Tarnovych’s understanding of the importance of periodicals
in native tongue for the national progress: «The measure of people’s
cultural development is its press. The press is a mirror of the soul of
the people, their cultural heritage, moral and material richness, social
and economic income» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954, p. 8). Due to the edi-
torial policy of Yu. Tarnovych, the columns of the newspaper now
can tell us about many years of violence that has been planned and
consistently implemented by numerous representatives of the Polish
administration to supress the national consciousness of the Lemkos.
In spite of the constant confiscation of individual articles, or even whole
issues of the newspaper, the newspaper he edited desperately fought
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for the right of the Lemkos to be Ukrainian, informing their readers
about the forms and methods of «de-nationalizing» of the most western
ethnic group of our people.

Yu. Tarnovych himself became the most active contributor to
his newspaper, writing on various topics that were united by the prob-
lem of the national existence of the Lemkos in the Second Common-
wealth. While reproducing the multifaceted nature of his work in «Nash
Lemko», the editor later noted from the perspective of decades: «In
order to fill the most important gaps of work, following the principles
of a healthy Lemko state of mind, the editor signed all major political
and public articles in «Nash Lemko» with his real name; literary and
educational articles were signed by his family name of his mother —
Beskid, household ones — by the name of his friend from young years,
who died in the war during the Ukrainian War of Independence —
Yuri Zemlyanyn, and all other articles were signed by the name of an
the old landlord who had a talent for telling stories — Ostap Zubryd»
(Yuliian Beskid, 1954, p. 12).

According to «Nash Lemko» columns, the national pressure of
the Polish state was felt in all areas of the Ukrainian population from
the mountainous terrain. The pressure was the most unbearable in the
area of public self-organization. Representatives of the Polish admi-
nistration of all levels — from sotectwo to the police and the represen-
tative of the fiscal service — paid particular attention to those Ruthe-
nians who professed Ukrainian national ideology. In this case, the
marker of the latter was the fact of peasants’ subscription for «Nash
Lemko».

Although the newspaper was published completely legally, and
before it got into the hands of a reader, it went through meticulous
censorship, subscribers to the publication inevitably got into the list
of unreliable ones. Using various pretexts government officials often
visited and punished these Lemkos for the smallest, usually entirely
made up, offenses. Complaints about such visits were often included
in the column of editorial mail, though mostly in censored form.

As the «Nash Lemko files in the library of Ivan Franko National
University of Lviv contains copies of the newspaper from the censorship
committee, we have a chance to get a real picture of Lemkos’ appeals
to their newspaper. On the occasion of officials’ pressure an anonymous
correspondent complained: «From the time | subscribed for «Nash
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Lemko», | was punished regularly. The police are treating me in a
special way. [...] The police persecute all those who feel themselves
Ukrainians, and the old people told me not to linger in politics, because
to read the newspaper «Nash Lemko» is to be interested in great politics
[...]. The living is unbearable here, denunciations, slanders, and everyday
reality, but we believe in a better future» («Harni slova», 1934, p. 3).

The special subjects of the repressive policy of the Polish
administration in Lemkivschyna were reading halls of «Prosvita» — the
leaders of national education and culture. Government officials tried
at all costs to find reasons that could close these centres of Ukrainian
spirituality. There were numerous defamation cases against people
who gave their homes to reading rooms, and when such were found,
they falsified «evidence» of dangerous public behaviour («Chytalnia
zahrozhuie», 1936, p. 9).

The most violent were the actions of the Polish administration
in the educational field. In fact, the Polish state has abandoned its
international obligations to give cultural autonomy to its national
minorities, first of all, the most numerous one — Ukrainians. In a short
time, it became clear to the officials that without total influence on the
school it would be impossible to implement plans for the denationa-
lization, and subsequently, the Polonization of the Rusyn population.
Therefore, despite their promises, the Poles began a violent de-Ukrainia-
nization of the Lemko school. First of all, they made the attempts to
replace the Ukrainian influences at school with the Moskvophilic
ones. According to «Nash Lemko» correspondence, Ukrainian ABC
books were widely replaced by the Moscow textbooks. However,
Lemkos were aware of the dangers of such a replacement in the
elementary school of Ukrainian literary language by the Moskvophilic
«iazychie». One of the newspaper’s contributors noted: «Today, every
Lemko knows that he can use his language can at his home, but the
common Ukrainian literary language must prevail at the school. [...]
[Lemkos] are demanding teaching in Ukrainian literary language —
one that is taught in all Ukrainian schools because we are children of
one Mother! This is not a declaration of single people, it is the will of
all Lemkos» («My ne khochemo bukvariv», 1934, p. 3). Of course,
this claim has also been repressed — it was substantially edited with a
censor hand.
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Another threat to the Lemkos national school was the forced
replacement of Ukrainian teachers by the Polish ones. The former
ones were transferred to schools with the predominant Polish con-
tingent, while the latter were put in Ruthenian educational institutions
to create necessary denationalizing effect. These teachers, not knowing
the native language of the local population, taught Lemko children in
Polish, despite the law providing for the right of instruction in their
native language («Bida z lemkamy...», 1936, p. 8). This situation be-
came the topic of many posts on the pages of «Nash Lemko», where
it was explicitly stated that «a Pole-teacher is not different from a Pole-
policeman» («Dytyna, yak i zhyttia», 1935, p. 4).

The sphere of church and religious life of the Lemko commu-
nity, which, by the specificity of its tradition, has always been a reliable
protection against the Polonization of Lemkos, was not neglected by
the Polish administration. The religious policy of the Polish state was
aimed at proving the Lemkos with the means of propaganda that they
were «Uniate Poles». This propaganda became especially insisting from
the spring of 1934, when a papal administrator for the Lemko Region
was appointed in Rome. The editorial board of «Nash Lemko» kept
telling its readers that the Ruthenians are Greek Catholics and this
fundamentally differs them from the invaders: «As we can see, Lem-
kivshchyna had a living connection only with the East. The claim that
all Lemko churches were built by Polish gentry is also false. Church
chronicles clearly state that the Lemkos themselves built churches
together, and some churches were built by sotectwo Lemkos» (Lemko,
1934, p. 4).

The Polish administration’s attention was also drawn to the his-
torical memory of the Lemkos. State officials have made considerable
efforts to reduce Ukrainian influence on the processes of formation of
the national consciousness of the Ruthenians. The Polish authorities
did not pick up the means in this struggle — they tolerated the propa-
ganda of the Moskvophilic vision of Ruthenians’ past or tried to present
them as denationalized Poles. Therefore, the repression of the editions
that formed the Ukrainian optics of their past and future was quite
expected. A vivid example here was «Nash Lemko», front pages of
which suffered censorship interventions in the historical columns the
most. Polish officials were in particular concerned about the memory
of the short-lived statehood of Western Ukrainians and their heroic

protection of the Western Ukrainian People’s Republic. The annual
commemoration in «Nash Lemko» concerning the proclamation of Unity
on January 22, 1919, was constantly a subject to censorship confiscation.
Thus, in one of the confiscated texts, this heroic day for the Ukrainians
of Zbruch was highlighted in such a way: «On that memorable histo-
rical day, despite all the malicious allegations, the Ukrainian people
bore witness to their spiritual unity and inseparability. On that day,
we told the world that we — the Kuban and Dnipro, Volhyn and Polissia
Ukrainians and those from far Podlasie and Kholmshchyna, Hutsul,
Boyko, Lemko, Transcarpathia, Bukovyntsi and Besarabka — are children
of one common Mother Ukraine, united by one desire, one faith, one
idea» (Halych, 1936, p. 3).

Polish censors also sought to correct the canon of national
heroes presented on the pages of «Nash Lemko». Particularly meticulous
was their attention to the commemoration of the Dnipro figures on
the pages of newspaper. Thus, when Mykhailo Hrushevsky died in
November 1934 and the entire Western Ukrainian press responded to
this sorrowful event for the nation (Telvak, 2008, pp. 358-377), the
censor found it necessary to edit the content of the obituary mentioned in
the newspaper.

The economic policy of the Polish state regarding the Lemko
territories has caused no less criticism on the pages of Our Lemko.
The authors of the newspaper drew attention to the barbaric approach
of officials to the exploitation of the natural resources of the region,
their unwillingness to invest in renewable projects. Particularly threa-
tening was the case of uncontrolled deforestation, which brought the
threat of natural disasters to the local population. For example, in one
of the confiscated posts, this problem was outlined: «You were called
Galician Siberia, Native Lemkivschyna. [...] The healing waters of your
valves treat strangers now, your own children die in need, the forests
of your beautiful tops disappear, the bridges are built of them on the
far paths, and streams and debris become the roads for you» (Kosta-
revych, 1934, p. 3).

Despite the galloping state terror against the Lemkos, Yu. Tar-
novych noted that the Poles had failed to achieve their goal. This hap-
pened, first of all, thanks to the active educational work of the Lemko
intelligentsia and such popular publications as «Nash Lemko». Its
editor proudly stated: «The population of Lemkivshchyna stood firm-
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ly on the guard of their national rights and did not surrender. It was
not afraid of any threats and heroically stood against its greatest dan-
ger» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954, p. 126).

As it is well-know, the story of «Nash Lemko» was short-lived —
its last issue was published on the eve of the bloodiest of all world
wars. Already in emigration in Canada, Yu. Tarnovych highly praised
his own publishing offspring: «The Ukrainian, national magazine»
Nash Lemko» happened to be a daily «nourishment» for the people
of Lemkivshchyna; in that printed mirror they saw themselves, felt
themselves and believed in each other. From the day the magazine
appeared, the old, princely soul of the autochthon and the ruler of those
Ukrainian lands, and from the cliffs of the Sribnolentnyi to the blue
waters of Poprut and Dunayets, the Ukrainian heart began to beat in
one stroke» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954, p. 8). Also, the editor rightly clai-
med: «The newspaper influenced the growing interest in the Lemko
problems among the broad Ukrainian community, and in the second
half of the 1930’s, all the Ukrainian national press in Lviv supported
«Nash Lemko» and published articles about Lemkivshchyna» (Yuliian
Beskid, 1954, p. 9).

The Polish national policy depicted above was one of the fac-
tors behind the weakness and swift absorption of the Commonwealth
of Poland by Nazi Germany. Unfortunately, according to Yu. Tarno-
vych, Poland’s another division between Hitler and Stalin did not be-
come a lesson for the Poles and a reason for reflection on the causes
of this situation. On the contrary, after the German occupation of part
of the Lemko terrains, the Polish-Ukrainian antagonism, inherited from
the former masters, took on new cruel forms. As a witness of the events
of the time, the publicist set out to recreate the tragedy of Polish-
Ukrainian relations in the 1940s. Recognizing the complexity of his
plan, he noted: «The historian’s task is difficult: s/he should not worry;
neither to cause nor to take away anything as s/he wishes; s/he must
write only what has happened and rely on true sources» (Yuliian Bes-
kyd, 1954, p. 123).

Taking into account the abovementioned facts, Yu. Tarnovych
supported every fact and every event with substantial evidence. The
outbreak of World War 11 was marked by Polish intentions related to
attracting fascist terrorist attention to its Ukrainian neighbours. Accor-
ding to the orders of the German occupying power, all available
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military equipment — weapons and ammunition — should have been
given to the police. Failure to comply with this order led to the death
penalty without any trial. Therefore, Ukrainian-phobic minded Poles
picked up purposefully such things to their Ukrainian neighbours, at
the same time informing the Gestapo or the police, which in their grass-
roots remained Polish. According to Yu. Tarnovych, many Lemkos
were destroyed in this way, without trial and investigation. Outlining
the horror of the local population, the author wrote: «The people did
not know where and from whom to seek rescue. Polish policemen were
far more cruel to the Ukrainian population of Lemkivshchyna, being
supported by Gestapo, who did not doubt and the slightest denuncia-
tion from the Polish police led to the detainment of the accused or s/he
was taken to concentration camps or even shot on the spot» (Yuliian
Beskid, 1954, p. 60). However, Lemkos, as Yu. Tarnovych argues,
once again demonstrated «a heroic stance», refusing the call of the
Bolshevik agitators to go to Moscow’s «paradise».

Lemkos suffered even more in the last years of German-Soviet
confrontation. The Soviet and fascist troops and the diverse Polish
guerrillas acted against the aboriginal inhabitants of Zakerzonia with
all their might and ruthlessness. The bandit practices of the guerrillas
were even more cruel than those of totalitarian powers. But it was
absolutely impossible for the Lemkos to live after the Bolsheviks and
the Polish Communists planned a large-scale resettlement campaign
to expel the native inhabitants of Zakerzonia from their native lands.
It was Yu. Tarnovych’s book «At the Burning Grounds of Zakerzo-
nia» that became the most complete work in the first post-war decade,
where the genesis and the course of the Lemkos genocide was recon-
structed with great detail and operation «Wisla» became its last infa-
mous chord. The author explained the reasons for writing his book:
«Human memory is short, human life is even shorter, but nothing
should be forgotten from the life of the people. With that in mind, we
proclaim the historical documents of the events and losses suffered
by Lemkivshchyna in our present day; by what methods and by what
ways the enemies of Ukraine destroyed our homeland, one of the best
branches of the Ukrainian Lands, recently rich and full of happy life,
and today a wasteland» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954, p. 91).

Reproducing the Bolsheviks and the Poles’ motivation to destroy
the Lemkos, the author noted: «Stalin presented Lemkivschyna to the
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Poles and he relocated the Ukrainian population from the Lemkivschyna
by force to the East. He did it not because of great love for the Ukrai-
nian people and for the Ukrainian nation. [...] Dzhugashvili thought
carefully about his strategy for the destruction of Lemkivshchyna.
Having made an agreement for giving this Ukrainian land to the Poles
as a present, he gave the possibility to the Poles to deal bloodily with the
Lemkivshchyna, which the Poles could not themselves defeat, obtain
and assimilate or de-nationalize for centuries» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954,
pp. 77-78).

In implementing this crime against humanity, Stalin aimed to
set off the Polish chauvinists on the Lemkos, known for their strong
national consciousness, whose lands were the centre of a rebel move-
ment of liberation. At the same time, the expectation was that the Poles
would first and foremost destroy the Lemko intelligentsia, and without
their leaders, the simple Ruthenians would be much more manipu-
lated and less likely to resist measures to resettle them on Soviet lands.
«And the Poles have accomplished their «heroic» task with 100 %
accuracy! — proves Yu. Tarnovych. — How to explain killing hund-
reds of defenceless people of Lemkivschyna — there has not been a
single trial for the Poles, who have been torturing the Ukrainian po-
pulation of Lemkivshchyna for days and nights, cutting out people’s
eyes alive, burying them alive, tying people to horse tails, carving cros-
ses on their breasts, hitting young children heads on an iron pole in
one hit — killing hundreds of Ukrainian children. Thus, the Poles ful-
filled the will of their patron and the benefactor, who gave them all the
riches of the Lemko region — the will and order of the Asian: Dzhuga-
shvili Stalin» (Yulian Beskid, 1954, p. 79).

Further, literally with chronic accuracy, Yu. Tarnovych recons-
tructed the Lemko «Golgotha» over half a hundred pages during 1944—
1946. He showed by numerous examples the cooperation of the Polish
and Soviet communists in the barbaric process of subjugation, destruc-
tion or expulsion of Lemkos from their native lands. «The tragedy of
Lemkivshchyna, the equal to which is difficult to find is the tragedy of
the entire Ukrainian people» — the researcher said (Yuliian Beskid,
1954, p. 79).

It should be noted that for his study about the recent tragic
times of the Ukrainian Lemkivshchina Yu. Tarnovych conducted a
serious and extensive research work. Along with his own observations,
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he questioned the Lemkos who, having witnessed the genocide of their
people, survived and moved across the ocean. As a result, he managed to
reconstruct the terrible martyrologic image of the Ukrainian Zaker-
zonia — systematically destroyed and depopulated. Thus, even during
the frontline actions in the fall of 1944, the Bolsheviks deliberately
destroyed Ukrainian villages, even those that were between the Polish
ones, so that the homeless population would sooner agree to move to
the USSR. The author provides numerous examples. For example, the
village of Chaszyn in the Sianotski county, which lay between two
Polish Tarnavs, was burned down only where the Ukrainians lived. The
same fate was prepared for the villages of Mokry, Morokhiv, Zavadka
Morokhivska, Kamiane, Polonna, Sredne Velyka and others. At the
same time, neighbouring Polish villages remained intact by a military
outrage.

Reconstructing the mechanism of the Lemko genocide, Yu. Tar-
novych wrote: «They [Bolsheviks] used the existing Ukrainian-Polish
antagonism, resorted to chauvinistic and bandit Polish elements,
advised them to expel Lemkos from the Polish state. After that the
NKVD created Polish gangs and ordered them to plunder and torture
the Ukrainian population so that it would soon abandon their villages
and leave for the Ukrainian SSR. Bandit groups, created under the
initiative of the NKVD, were followed by all sorts of criminal Polish
types — thieves and scum gangs, to benefit from wartime and plunder
other people’s property. And Lemkos had such property, so everyone
attacked them and every village where possible» (Yuliian Beskid,
1954, p. 82).

Due to such a mechanism of repression, in the early spring of
1945, various sorts of Polish bandits attacked Ukrainian villages every
day and night, plundering everything that had any worth, beating and
killing innocent peasants. At the same time, on every occasion, the
bandits ordered the terrorized Ukrainians to move to Soviet Ukraine,
because there, as they said, was «Polish land». More conscious pea-
sants, intellectuals, and those unwilling to leave their homes under any
circumstances received letters from the Poles and Bolsheviks stating
the deadline for the forced departure. Failure to comply with this order
led to the death penalty. Lemkos realized the threat immediately as
they saw the fate of their families and relatives. The shootings of
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Polish bandits could be heard every night and they saw the burned
down by communist barbarians Lemko settlements.

It is noticeable that the Soviet troops did not prevent Polish
bandits from terrorizing the Ukrainians in Lemkivshchyna. On the
contrary, representatives of the Soviet administration, pretending to
pity the Ukrainians, in every way persuaded them to flee to the east
from the historical oppressors. Yu. Tarnovych proved in numerous
examples the connection of the Poles and Bolsheviks in the expulsion
of Lemkos from their native lands. That was a banal scheme, where
the villages that were not lured by Soviet advertising and refused to
leave their homes were attacked by Polish bandits at night, and the
next day they, as representatives of the migration commissions, again
insisted on leaving their homes, hinting at futility and danger of resi-
stance.

Reconstructing the geography of the atrocities supported by the
Stalinist authorities of the Polish guerrillas and Army Krajova soldiers
aimed at the Ukrainian Lemkos, Yu. Tarnovych noted: «The strongest
Polish gangs, known for their atrocities against the Ukrainian popula-
tion, were recruited in the following Polish villages of the Romanov
region: Balutianka, Klymivka, Lyubatova of Krosno and Doshno County,
Hlyboke, Wojtyakhova, Dovhe of Senik County. The gangs of those
villages, soaked in hatred of the Ukrainian population and thirsty for
profit, following the orders of the Bolshevik migration commissions,
treated the Ukrainian masses very horribly» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954,
p. 84).

Further on, the author, summarizing numerous witness state-
ments, recreated the terrifying picture of the systematic barbaric des-
truction of the Lemkos and their material world. Consecutively — by
counties and villages, with specific dates and figures. He presented
an impressive number of victims — human and material. As a result of
Tarnovych’s study, a picture of the true Lemko genocide emerged,
which has not yet received its proper assessment. The author himself
was shocked by the cynical lies of communist propaganda about these
bloody events, spread through various news channels in the late 1940s —
in the first half of the 1950s: «Today, the Moscow-Bolshevik and
Polish-Bolshevik shamelessly brag about the «happy and joyful life»
of their citizens. But isn’t it a barbaric mockery? When here, in every
village of Lemkivshchyna, there were cases of mass murder, robbery,
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arson, or when state robbers with weapons in their hands demanded
from the Lemkos to give them crops, which they did not have in
general» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954, pp. 97-98).

But even among these unprecedented atrocities, there were
instances of unspeakable cruelty that made shiver even accustomed to
war crimes witnesses. As an example, Yu. Tarnovych for the first time
thoroughly reconstructs the tragedy of the Lemko village of Paviokom,
which became a symbol of the genocide implemented by the Poles.
Appealing to numerous testimonies, the author consistently reproduces
the course of events that led to the complete barbaric destruction of this
picturesque corner of the Lemko region and its population (Yuliian
Beskid, 1954, pp. 102-105). At the same time, showing Polish atrocities,
the author invariably mentioned those Poles who did not succumb to
mass anti-Ukrainian hysteria and remained humane even in such cruel
circumstances: «Fortunately, there were also those Poles, who, while
exposing themselves to danger, gave shelter to families and people»
(Yuliian Beskid, 1954, p. 104).

By expelling the Lemkos from their native lands or eliminating
the most conscious citizens, the Polish invaders continued to demon-
strate their barbaric essence. Yu. Tarnovych describes the actions of
the new owners of the Lemko terrains: «By evicting the Ukrainian
population from their homes over the middle part of the Danube and
Poprad — the Poles by all means took care of the destruction of any
remnants that would indicate that there were once Ukrainian settle-
ments or Ukrainian churches. Bandits attacked those village people
who remained; broke down houses for fuel; they destroyed farm buil-
dings, drilled fences, took down even piles of wood on roads and
demolished road signs and brought them to their Polish estates. [...]
This is how the Poles took revenge on the Ukrainians, expelled from
their native lands by Kremlin executioners, who turned their homes
into the ashes and desert. And we must know that nothing is endless
in history. Therefore, the Poles will pay a great price for Ukrainian
ruins» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954, pp. 122-123).

Summarizing his study of the immediate and delayed conse-
guences of the Lemko genocide, Y. Tarnovych noted: «Nowadays,
without any connection with the native land, it is difficult to give a
complete picture of the moral and material losses caused by Polish-
Moscow hands in the whole of Zakerzonia; one thing is incontestable:
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material losses can always be fixed, but as for moral ones — no human
help will do better. The very fact that the Poles and Muscovites killed
the defenceless Ukrainian population in Zakerzonia causes the greatest
moral losses of Ukraine and brings the eternal shame to Poland and
Muscovy» (Yuliian Beskid, 1954, p. 3).

Conclusions. The conducted research makes it possible to
conclude that the richness of Yu. Tarnovych’s creative heritage is a
problem of Polish-Ukrainian relations. At the same time, it is obvious
that a prominent publicist covers this difficult topic not from a narrow
national position, but from the standpoint of universal values. He has
demonstrated in many examples that ignoring the ordinary human rights
of the weaker side by the stronger side, in the long run, destroys the
latter, because barbarity towards one’s neighbour produces the energy of
self-destruction. Recreating the tragedy of the Lemkos in the 1930s
and 1940s, the researcher does not hide the actions of Polish friends of
the Ukrainian people, who at the cost of their lives saved their neighbours
from the horror of the recent genocide. Even though such testimonies
were rare, they are the ones, as Yu. Tarnovych rightly highlighted,
that give hope for a Polish-Ukrainian consensus at the cost of restoring
historical justice and honouring the memory of innocent victims. The
analysis shows the prospects of the further appeal to the international
discourse of the creative heritage of Yuliian Tarnovych —a prominent
Lemko personality, which should become a key component of his
intellectual biography.

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THE IMPACT OF CULTURAL LIBERALIZATION
AT THE CONSCIOUSNESS TRANSFORMATION
OF UKRAINIAN SOVIET SOCIETY (1950-1960)

Summary. The purpose of the research is to study the transfor-
mation of the outlook of the Ukrainian Soviet citizens from 1950’s to
1960’s, which was influenced by the processes of liberalization: the
liberation of Soviet society from the Stalin regime of personal power,
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the cessation of mass terror and repression, the reduction of ideolo-
gical control over the population in cultural and other spheres. Although
the liberalization was temporary in nature, it did not fundamentally
change the foundations of the totalitarian system, but did make it
possible to spread some innovative phenomena and processes in the
life and culture of the population, to transform the consciousness of
the Ukrainians. Those changes had far-reaching consequences. Research
methodology. Scientific research is based on general scientific methods
of cognition (logical, analytical, problematic, chronological methods,
methods of analogy, synthesis and analysis), such historical methods
as comparative, genetic, system-activity, socio-cultural, micro-historic,
anthropological, ethnographic, cultural and methodological psycho-
logical and sociological analysis and other methods of «oral history».
This made it possible to thoroughly analyze the processes of cons-
ciousness transformation of the Ukrainian Soviet society of that time.
Conclusions. In Ukrainian history, the period of 1950-/960’s was an
important stage of development of the Ukrainian Soviet state. It was the
time of liberal reforms initiated by the new political leadership. The
reforms were characterized by democratic trends and were associated
with the elimination of the most reactionary features of the Stalinist
regime. Partial liberalization did not particularly change the founda-
tions of the totalitarian system, but it contributed to the emergence of
innovative processes in Ukrainian society, which had an impact on
the transformation of Ukrainian consciousness.

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Summary. The purpose of the research is to discover the
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education institution in the system of the State Emergency Service of
Ukraine — Cherkasy Institute of Fire Safety named after Chornobyl
Heroes in the period from 1973 till 2019. The research methodology
is based on the principles of historicism, system-formation, scientific
character, the authors’ objectivity, the use of general scientific methods
(analysis, synthesis, generalization), methods of empirical research
and special methods (deduction, induction). The scientific novelty of
the article consists in the argumentation of the fact that, for the first
time, the comprehensive historical analysis of the 46-year-long path
of the higher education institution in the system of the State Emergency
Service of Ukraine was made. Conclusions. The main task of Cherkasy
Institute of Fire Safety during all the stages of its establishment and
development was training of highly skilled professionals for the Civil
Protection Service. Education system sponsored by government agencies
occupies a leading place in the country’s educational sector making
its contribution to the preparation of engineering and technical staff
for Ukraine. Quality of teaching in higher education institutions
sponsored by government agencies is high. History of higher education
institutions sponsored by government agencies including Cherkasy
Institute of Fire Safety is a part of history of Ukraine which has a
number of peculiarities shown on social, economical, political and
cultural development of the country. At the core of the work of the
higher education institution in the system of the State Emergency Service
of Ukraine is orientation towards improvement of teaching and learning
process, giving professional knowledge, skills, self-realization of the
personality to the creative work and continuous education for life,
formation of the future professionals ready for full integration into
social and professional life of the society.
