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THE WILL OF THE ZHYTOMYR STEWARD
IVAN KOMARNYTSKI (1760)

Summary. The aim of the research is the publication of a
historical source and its presentation for the scientific community. In
particular, the publication of the will of the Zhytomyr steward Ivan
Komarnytski, one of the representatives of the Ruthenian gentry of
the Przemysl land of the 18th century. The methodology of the research
is based on the principles of historicism and the use of methods
acceptable for the study of microhistory, the history of local social
groups. The scientific novelty — a historical document unknown to
historians is published for the first time. This document helps to describe
the historical figure, that is, Ivan Komarnytski, Zhytomyr steward,
representative of a wealthy group of the Ruthenian gentry of Przemysl
land. The published document can be used for prosopografic studios,
genealogy and related topics on the history of the Carpathian society
in the early modern period. Conclusions: as a result of archival searches,
a historical source was discovered. The document is presented for the
scientific community. This is the testament of the Zhytomyr steward lvan
Komarnytski, concluded in 1760. The information indicated in it illu-
minates certain episodes of the life and activity of this historical figure,
sheds light on his worldviews, personal preferences e.t.c.

Formulation of the problem. The gentry of the Przemysl land
were the leading group of society in the Carpathian region in the
XV-XVIII centuries. They formed and determined the main trends in
many areas of life. The gentry controlled the economy because it
concentrated land in its hands. They determined the public mood
because they exercised control in the region. They controlled church
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life because they held most of the church posts and, in particular, the
position of bishop. Thus, the study of the history of the gentry of
Przemysl land is the basis for the study of the whole history of the
Carpathian society of the early modern era. The implementation of
such studies should be based on the search for historical documents.
Their presentation to researchers and interested parties will help to
better know the history of the gentry. One type of such documents is
a will. It contains a lot of valuable information that shows the world
and the values of the individual. This demonstrates the life priorities
of the gentry, what bothered them and how they looked at life and death.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The study and
publication of wills of the gentry from the territory of Ukraine were
made in the XIX century. Modern developments on this topic include
several dozen articles and books. The most significant contribution is
the books and articles of Polish and Ukrainian historians O. VVynnychenko
(Vynnychenko, 2006; Vinnychenko, 2008a, 2008b), W. Zeletska-
Mikotajczyk (Zielecka-Mikotajczyk, 2012; Zielecka, 2010), L. Dem-
chenko and I. Teslenko (2014, 2015, 2016), N. Bilous (2016), P. Klint,
K. Rzemenecki, J. Weglorz (Klint, Rzemieniecki, & Weglorz, 2018).
However, the question is not yet settled. Many wills of the gentry
from the Ukrainian regions have not been published and are unknown
to historians and history buffs.

The purpose of the article. To put a scientific source into the
scientific circulation, in particular, the wills of the Zhytomyr steward
Ivan Komarnitsky, one of the important representatives of the Ru-
thenian gentry of the Przemysl land of the 18th century.

Statement of the main material. Sources for the history of
the Ruthenian gentry are represented by a wide array of documents.
The vast majority of them remained in the Borough and District acts
of Przemysl land. In their content-specific structure, they cover a wide
range of documents that were produced in the then paperwork.
Testaments were separate forms. They were regularly concluded and
widely used to resolve property relations and related legal conflicts.
However, they fell into Borough and District acts only in the event of
a dispute over the legacy of the testator. Therefore, they came to us in
small quantities. We are talking about several hundred documents
from the XVI to the end of the XVIII century. Among them are both
the testaments of ordinary noblemen who regulate their current property
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and family affairs, and the wills of more famous historical figures.
These include the will of lvan Komarnitsky — an outstanding perso-
nality of the Ruthenian gentry in the mid-18th century.

Ivan belonged to a noble family, whose estate was in the village
of Komarnyky, which lies in the mountainous part of Sambir district.
His ancestors left Komarnyky at the beginning of the XVII century
and moved to villages nearby — Bagnovate and Rykiv. lvan, the son
of Fedko Komarnitsky, the founder of these two villages, left several
sons (Smutok, 2004, p. 129). All of them are known from the documents
of the 1610-30s. The youngest, Alexander, founded a separate tribal
branch. The nickname Alexandrovychi or Postodolsky was assigned
to his descendants. In 1666 Stefan Alexandrovych and Ivan Alexan-
drovych has received the Royal document on the part of the land in
Bagnovate. Stephan lived up to the 1710s. Married to Anastasia Yavorska
he had ten children. It was with their generation Alexandrovychi
Postodolski began to make progress on the economic and social field
and rise above the ordinary gentry (Smutok, 2020, pp. 457-458). The
most impressive career made the oldest son, llya. Being a man of
means, he bought land in Uhertsi (1719, 1723, 1732), Radilovichi (1726),
Verkhne Vysotske (1728), Kulchitsi (1725-1726). llya ruled the royal
estates for a long time. So, in 1713 he was the administrator of the
Starosilska saltwork, llInitsky and Gvozdetsky districts; in 1715-
1716, he served as vice-administrator of Sambir Economy; in 1718—
1722, he was the manager of the Drogobych district; in 1724-1727 —
official of the Medenytsky Key. Where, before 1726, he also administered
the Dolynski district and local saltworks (Smutok, 2020, pp. 459-460).

Ilya’s life became an example for his nephew Ivan. He also
conducted vigorous economic activity. In particular, in the 1740s, he
bought land in Kulchitsi, estates of Sozansky Guitiny, Kulchitsky
Gritinichi, Gusti, Smetanky and Zhigaily. At the same time, he became a
landowner in Radilovichi and Uhertsi, paying uncles different amounts
for the estate of the late llya. From 1742 until the end of his life, lvan
held the post of Zhytomyr steward. Perhaps for some time he was in
military service. lvan married Marianne Pogoretska from Sozan, but
the spouses did not have children. Ivan is known for his religious zeal. In
particular, in 1744 he donated 1000 zlotys to the cloister in Lishnya
(Smutok, 2020, p. 460).
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Ivan Komarnitsky wrote his will on February 16, 1760 in Uhertsi.
He probably understood that his life path was ending. And indeed, as
the documents testify, lvan died a few weeks later, in March 1760.
The testament was written down in acts of the town of Przemysl. lvan
personally brought it to Przemysl. The form of the document is ordinary
and does not contain any peculiar properties. The dispositional part
of the testament is the most voluminous. Its obligatory element is the
order regarding the funeral. lvan willed to bury his body in a church
in Sambir. Local priests pledged to hold a liturgy during two days.
The testament also informs about other acts of lvan in the church
sphere. So, in 1745 he donated 29.500 zlotys to a monastery in Dob-
romyl. However, in his will, he cancelled his gift and left only 3.000
zlotys for the monastery. Ivan also donated 1000 zlotys to the monastery
in Lishnya and 500 zlotys to the church in Uhertsi. Ivan’s financial
situation was difficult. He owned estates in the village Radilovichi
and Uhertsi. But most of the estates were held by creditors. The estates
in Uhertsi were put up for sale. Ivan expected to get 26.000 zlotys for
them. Perhaps the difficult financial situation can be explained by the
fact that Ivan spent a lot of money on the construction of a church in
Sambir. Ivan announces his marriage to Mary Pogoretska. However,
in the will he does not recall the children. Probably the couple did not
have children. Ivan chose persons from the local gentry and officials
of Przemysl to fulfill the will.

Conclusions. As a result of archive searches historical source
were identified and introduced into the scientific practice. It is the
will of the steward of the Zhytomyr Ivan Komarnytsky concluded in
1760. The information in it provides an opportunity to understand
certain aspects of life and activities of a specified historical person, it
demonstrates his worldview, personal preferences, etc.

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DISTRICT LETTER OF THE PROTO-HEGUMEN
JOSEPH MORGULETS (15.11.1778)

Summary. The purpose of this study is to review the major
innovations introduced by the Apostolic Sedes and consultations on
the monasteries of the Saint Protection province in the rule of the proto-
hegumen Joseph Morgulets. Research methodology is based on the
use of analytical and synthetic critique of the sources. To establish the
objectivity of information, in the absence of the original letter, its in-
formation in comparison with other handwritten copies and old printed
copies, which we found. The scientific novelty is seen in the introduction
for the first time to the widespread circulation of official correspondence
of the proto-hegumen Joseph Morgulets with the superiors of the monas-
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teries of Protection Province. Conclusions. On the basis of the selected
structural parts of the text of the district letter, three levels of mana-
gement of the monasteries are defined: the Apostolic Sedes — the Proto-
Archimandrite — the Proto-Hegumen. Each of these links is represented by
specific decisions on the regulation of the ascetic way of the life Ba-
silian monkhood. The Basilian Order, in possession of the papal law,
was directly subordinated to the Roman Pontiffs, who edited and ap-
proved the Constitution of the General Chapters. It is noticeable that
the Pope tried to equate the rights of archimandrites with bishops. The
powers of the Proto-Archimandrite and Proto-Hegumen expanded
considerably. A significant step forward was that the priest-monks
received pastoral authority in the parishes. The decisions of the
Provincial Consultations, as the advisory body of the Proto-Hegumen,
allowed for effective response to the challenges of the times. Consi-
derable attention has been paid to the preservation of the commemorative
tradition and the development of the missionary and preaching work
of the monks.

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FEATURES OF ACQUISITION OF THE RIGHTS
OF PROPERTY ON THE PROPERTY AND OTHER THINGS
IN UKRAINIAN LANDS IN THE COMPOSITION
OF THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE AT THE END OF THE XVIII -
AT THE BEGINNING OF THE XIX CENTURY

Summary. The aim of the study — conducting research on ways
to acquire property rights on Ukrainian lands within the Russian Empire
at the end of the XVIII — at the beginning of the XIX century. Metho-
dology of research relies on the principles of historicism, systemicity,
science, interdisciplinarity. The following general historiographical
methods are used: historiographical analysis, terminological analysis,
comparative, typological. Scientific novelty. In this scientific article
the authors consider the problematic moments concerning the ways
of acquiring ownership of Ukrainian lands within the Russian Empire at
the end of the XVIII — at the beginning of the XIX century. It was estab-
lished that in the Ukrainian lands of the Russian Empire at the end of
the XVIII — at the beginning of the XIX century, the concept of «acquiring
property rights» and «realization of property rights» in the texts of
the analyzed normative documents are mostly identical, since there
are generally no differences between the concepts of «property» and
«possession». The classification of forms of ownership, which estab-
lishes the existence in the Russian Empire of supreme, complete, private
and state ownership, has been carried out.
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Conclusions. Ownership of a particular thing may arise in a
concrete person in various ways in acquiring ownership of Ukrainian
lands within the Russian Empire at the end of the XVIII — at the be-
ginning of the XIX century. Ownership should be understood, first of
all, as a right (measure of possible behavior). However, human freedom
in the process of realization of the right to property can not be limitless.
Its boundaries should not exceed the level above which the freedom
of one person would be contrary to the interests of other people, society
or state. All methods of acquiring property rights were divided into
primary and derivative by Roman law. The specified classification was
preserved also in the texts of normative legal acts in the late eighteenth
and early nineteenth centuries.

Keywords: ownership; property; ways of acquiring; contract;
things; property; obligations.

Problem statement. The article explores ways of acquiring
ownership of a particular thing on Ukrainian lands in the Russian
empire at the end of the XVIII — at the beginning of the XIX century.
Based on the analysis of legal acts of ownership, there appeared the
subjects of civil legal relations on various grounds, in particular: since
the conclusion of the contract, during the development of «freex»
lands, since the time of making things individually, etc. Conditionally,
all methods of acquiring property rights can be divided into primary
ones — if the ownership of the property arose for the first time and
derivatives — the ownership right passed from one person to another
by mutual consent and willingness (Boiko, 2000).

The analysis of sources and recent researches. Reliability,
completeness and comprehensive coverage of the above issues are
provided through research and critical analysis of scientific works,
memories of lawyers and historians with their own, often atypical
and revolutionary views on the development of legal science of that
time, which somehow related to the acquisition of property rights on
Ukrainian lands. This was observed, in particular, in the works of
I. Boyko (Boiko, 2000), P. Danevskyi (1857), A. Kunitsyn (1820),
T. Lishcheniuk (2001), M. Perhament (Pergament & Nolde, 1910),
I. Pokrovskyi (Pokrovskiy, 1918), V. Cherevatiuk (2010) and others.

The publication’s purpose is to conduct a study on ways to
acquire ownership of Ukrainian lands in the Russian Empire in the
late XVIII — early XIX century.
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Statement of the basic material. In the text of the «Assembly
of Little Russian Rights» in 1807 (8§ 93, 94) another classification of
the acquisition of property rights is given, namely, that the right to
property arises if it is a fruit grown on the ground that is owned by
the subject, or fell on its ground, if the property is created from a tree
that is the property of the subject, that which is created from the
material of the subject of ownership and can not be returned to its
previous state, the house is erected on the site of the subject, since real
estate follows the land (Vislobokov, Tkach, Usenko, & Chekhovich,
1993).

Instead, the Code of Local Laws of the Western Provinces of
1837 in § 496, concerning the classification of ways to acquire ownership
rights, sends us to Articles 396403 of the Complete Collection of the
Laws of the Russian Empire, disclosing in its text only the features of
the implementation of certain methods of acquiring property rights
(Pergament & Nolde, 1910). One of the main primary ways of acquiring
property rights was ownership or «occupation» — property acquired
by the right of the first settling of free or abandoned land, which did
not become the property of senior citizens or nobles.

In particular, this was allowed to be done by people of a spiritual,
gentry or military rank. The owner of the land became the one who
began to cultivate it first. This rule also applied to things, but they
needed to confirm that this property did not really own the owner or
the previous owner refused it. Thing is considered to be abandoned
when someone leaves it because he does not want it to be his. Then
he stops to be the owner of this thing. When the owner throws things
at sea in a storm or bad weather to ease the movement of the ship, it
has a totally different meaning. These belong to their owner, because
they were thrown out to escape the disaster. In case if someone assigns
such things to himself — he will be accused in the theft (Vislobokov,
Tkach, Usenko, & Chekhovich, 1993).

The next way was to recognize the natural creation of a property
right, ie, pouring, gradual application of sand and ground from the
upper area to the lower one, which unintentionally increased one plot
at the expense of another or a new island appeared on the river. Thus,
8 400 of the Code of Local Laws of the Western Provinces says, «In
this respect, the right of full ownership to the owner of the land is
provided when using the dried land remaining from the river leaving,
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along with what has grown there, in the place where the river was ...»
(Pergament & Nolde, 1910).

In the civil law in the late XVIII — early XIX century, there
were rules to regulate the relationship when lost things and treasures
were found.

In this case, ownership was not lost, but only thing lost was the
actual ownership. In particular, in the «Assembly of Little Russian
Rights» there was a norm (Chapter XVI, 8 96-101): «... who finds
any thing on a public road, in a city, village, field, generally on the
surface of the earth, he should have informed about it and handed it
over to the local administration, which through publication, had to
bring it to the public; costs and rewards to the person who finds the
thing and notifies about it, were relied on the owner of the found
thing». This implies: the person who found the thing did not become
an owner right away. If during the five years the owner wasnot found,
then the thing or its value was divided into three parts: one was received
by the person who found the thing, the second was transferred to the
needs of the church, and the third — to the state court or the owner of
the land on which the thing was found (R.O. Stefanchuk & M.O. Ste-
fanchuk, 2009, p. 964). At the same time, the legislator in the Civil
Code of the Russian Empire in Article 859 affirmed that «one who
accidentally found a lost thing, if the owner is unknown, has the right
to remuneration for the find or the right to a found thing if such con-
ditions are kept» (Pakhman, 1876). In particular, these rules included
notice of finding to the police authorities within clearly specified
terms, presentation of the found thing to its potential owner, at first
demand, etc. Unlike the previous rule, according to the Civil Code,
one could get the right to ownership of the found thing a year after
the notice of the found thing, if its legal owner did not appear.

Separate legal regulation was determined for treasure, which in
legal sense called silver, gold, money and other valuable things hidden
in the land so long ago that their owner could no longer be known.

The main legal forms of the original acquisition of property
rights were, first of all, state acts (royal letters of credit, hetman uni-
versals, «letters of the colonel»). The advantage was given to the charter
of the king as the supreme overlord. They were considered a bigger
guarantee than the Hetman’s universals, the «deed of gift», of the
Russian nobles, «the colonel’s letters». Such documents required periodic
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confirmation of legal validity, in particular when redefining the Het-
man. The following ground — judicial decrees (decisions). Thus, in
claims for the distribution of the inheritance, the disputed boundary,
the right of ownership was acquired directly by the decree of the court.
The main derivative way of acquiring property rights was the contract.
The contract is one of the oldest legal constructions. Earlier in the
history of binding law there were only delicacies that were direct
heirs of one of the most resentful remnants of the tribal system —
revenge (Pergament & Nolde, 1910, p. 291).

It should also be noted that the concept of a contract is dif-
ferent from the broader notion of a civil-law agreement: a contract is
not any, but only an agreement that is implemented and coincides
with the expression of the will of two or more parties. Only those
obligations that appear on the basis of the agreement of its partici-
pants are recognized as contractual (Maikut, 2009).

In the period of the end of the XVIII — at the beginning of the
XIX century , both obligations from treaties, and from delinquencies
appeared. Contracts were concluded by mutual agreement of the
parties. Thus, Chapter XI «Assembly of Little Russian Rights» in 1807,
8 1 says, «The essence of the subject of the contract appears in the
free will of everyone to dispose of the property belonging to himy.
§ 496 The Code of Local Laws of the Western Provinces of 1837
consolidated the following provision: «... Rights to property are acquired
without coercion and with consent. In case of violation of free con-
sent, the right to property is not acquired ...». The purpose of the treaty
could not contradict the law and public order. The unwarranted purpose of
concluding an agreement made it worthless. Sulliveness existed when
the contract was aimed at termination of legal marriage, evasion of
payment of debts, transfer of rights to a person that she could not
have, based on her social, legal and other status, to damage the state
treasury. The subject of the contract could be the property or any actions
of the person in relation to the property, which did not contradict the
law, public order and charity. Otherwise, the deal did not have strength.

The contracts were concluded in writing and orally, however,
for some of them (loans, donations, mortgages, luggage) only written
form was determined. Thus, according to paragraph 15 of Chapter XI
«Assembly of Little Russian Rights»: «Nobody can do lending without a
written document ...» (Zalomov, 2012, p. 51). The parties could enter
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into the terms of the contract that do not contradict the law — on
terms, forfeit, security, payment and other.

The law provided for means of ensuring the execution of con-
tracts, including: a guarantee, a penalty and a pledge of both immo-
vable and movable property.

The most widespread agreements with the law were: mine
(unlimited possibilities of mines of movable property were established,
and real estatewas allowed to be changed only in some cases). For
example, cities to obtain a comfortable expedition had the right to
change state land to landlords (Article 3 «Certificates of Rights and
Benefits to the Cities of the Russian Empire» of April 21, 1785). But
the main thing remained the contract of sale, which was concluded
both by the owner and by persons «on behalf». Only the property
belonging to the seller on the property right, including the serfs (it
was forbidden to sell serfs to non-native descendants) could be sold.
8§ 329 «Collection of Little Russian Rights» from 1807: «Everyone
has the right to sell his or her property, parent, maternal, well-deserved,
bought or gained in other way». Article 830 Chapter VI of the Civil
Code of the Russian Empire of 1814 establishes the norm where it is
said: «Ownership of a movable thing starts on the basis of a contract
concluded between the owner and the buyer from the moment when
things are transferred to the buyer. The transfer takes place by handing
the thing or transferring it to the buyer’s property in another way»
(Danevskiy, 1857).

The sale of real estate was carried out through registration of
the relevant documents — the bills of sale, the details of which were
regulated by law (Chapter XXVI «Assembly of Little Russian Rights»).
«According to § 147, chapter XXI «Assembly of Little Russian rights»
«... a person of a simple state who has no noble liberties, has no right
in any way to acquire or possess noble property, in case of acquiring
such property, the closest relatives can redeem it even after the ex-
piration of the deadlines limitation period». At the same time, § 438
of the Code of Local Laws of the Western Provinces stipulates that
«property belonging to the clergy, church scientists, educational and
other non-governmental organizations can not be alienated without
the High Consent».

Contracts were made by home, notarial, parole or serfdom
order (Article 58 of Chapter Il of the Civil Code of the Russian Empire
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in 1814). The serfdom order — the contract is formed on the stamp
paper in the office of the state body, certified by the required number
of witnesses — from 2 to 5; parole — it is made by the contractors
themselves, and then it is registered in a special book by a notary in
the office of the relevant board or other public authority; home — on
small affairs, which was drawn up and signed by the parties and certified
by witnesses. Mining contracts are drawn up by the Notary Order
(Full Collection of Laws of the Russian Federation, pp. 98-99). In
the bill of sale it was indicated how the seller bought this property,
and it was confirmed by his freedom from the prohibition on alienation
and disposition of it (§ 499-501 of the Code of Local Laws of the
Western Provinces of 1837) (Pergament & Nolde, 1910).

Interesting was the procedure for acquiring ownership of certain
social classes. Thus, the peasants were given the right to buy their
estates, and with the consent of the landlord — other lands. The redemption
consisted in the fact that the government issued the landlord with
securities the amount of land redeemed by the peasants, and imposed
on the peasants redemption payments in accordance with the repayment
of the paid landowner capital and interest thereon. The redemption
was originally voluntary, with the consent of the landowner and peasant,
and since 1882 it became mandatory (Lishcheniuk, 2001, p. 276). In
order to facilitate the purchase of land by peasants in 1882, the Peasant
Land Bank was founded.

The sale of property was allowed — a prototype of the contract
of intent. Often, such a feature related to the contract of purchase and
sale. After all, the development of industry, crafts, agriculture, transport
communications in the Russian Empire in the second half of the
XVIII — at the beginning of the XIX century determined the increase
in trade operations, which conditioned the spread of the use of purchase
and sale agreement and the emergence and active use of sales contracts.
The contract of sale was recognized as an independent contract in the
system of Russian law of the XVIII-XIX centuries and was a pre-
liminary agreement on the conclusion of a subsequent purchase and
sale agreement. The essential conditions of the contract of sale were
the subject and the price of the future sale, the term and methods of
securing the transaction related to the non-mandatory terms of the
offer (Danilovich, 1861, p. 386). In § 1000 of the Code of Local Laws of
the Western Provinces of 1837, it was stated: «Under the contract of
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sale one party undertakes to sell to the other party, in clearly defined
terms, movable or immovable property. The contract specifies the
price, other conditions and a penalty, as a way to ensure fulfillment
of the obligation».

In resolving the issue of separation of the purchase agreement
from the contracts of sale and supply the most fair is the approach
according to which the main distinctive feature of the offer was the
purpose of the conclusion of this contract. As a kind of preliminary
agreement, the offer was directed to the conclusion of the main con-
tract, that is, the contract of sale.

Legislative consolidation of the institute in the Russian civil
law of the XVIII century was due to the complication of the proce-
dure for real estate purchase and sale transactions, as well as the
equation of the buyer with the act, which establishes the basis and the
actual acquisition of property rights (Kunitsyn, 1820).

The general provisions of the preliminary agreement, contained
in modern legislation, were developed by the practice of using the
institute of promise in the imperial law of the XVIII-XIX centuries.
The main difference between the norms of the civil law of Ukraine in
terms of concluding a preliminary agreement from the law and judicial
practice of pre-revolutionary Russia is that the person obliged under
the pre-war agreement could not be compelled to execute the buyer
or before the transfer of property, the law in force, on the other hand,
contains the provision that, in the event that the party which has
concluded the preliminary contract deviates from the conclusion of
the main contract, the party whose rights are violated has the right to
apply to the court with the requirement to prompt the conclusion of
the contract.

The preliminary contract was known to the Roman law (pactum
de contrahendo) and represented a contract for the conclusion in the
future for a specified period of a particular operation. In foreign law
of the XVIII-XIX centuries, there were analogues of promise agreements.
Thus, the French civil law is known for the «promise of sale» deal.
The California Civil Code of 1873 contained provisions regulating
such types of preliminary sale-purchase agreements as one-way and
bilateral promises to sell and buy.

For the implementation of the contract for the sale of real estate,
the law provided for two forms of its conclusion: a statement on the
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deposit and prescription record (8 1001 of the Code of Local Laws of
the Western Provinces of 1837).

The lack of a holistic legal regulation of the procedure for the
implementation of contracts for the sale of movable property gave
rise to the application in practice of rules on the realization of the sale
of real estate on the principles of operations with movable property.

The contract of sale of movable and immovable property was
to be concluded with witnesses. The record of the contract was to be
included in the special book of local government and the buyer received
an extract from it for himself. There was a moratorium on the sale of
church property. The exception was the property intended for the
ransom of the prisoners (8 330 of the Chapter XXVI «Assembly of
Little Russian Rights», 1807). The sale of real estate took place due
to the registration of the bills of sale, that is notarially, which was
regulated in detail by law. For the sale of movable property the law
did not establish a written form. The legislation of the investigated
period recognized the obligation to give the sold thing within the
established time frame and determined the responsibility for violation
of this norm, compensation for losses caused by accidental damage to
property, return of things that do not correspond to the declared qua-
lity, etc.

By regulating a mining contract, the legislation limited the land
of immovable property, and this contract was necessary to be executed
notarially. Twice in the XVIII century the authorities tried to impose
a prohibition on this agreement (in 1714-1731 and in the years 1780-
1788), but by the end of the century freedom of the mine finally won.

The contract for the formation of a company in the new eco-
nomic conditions is widespread. The following types of partnerships
were envisaged: a complete partnership (members of the partnership
are responsible for all its agreements through their property); a partnership
on faith or on deposits (part of the members, «mates» are responsible
through all their property, part, «depositors» — only by made deposits); a
stock company (the members only match to the contributions made in
the form of shares); labor society or artel (members are bound by a
circular guarantee, have a common account) (8 1103 of the Code of
Local Laws of the Western Provinces of 1837).
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For the formation of the company registration was required
(for the emergence of a joint stock company — the permission of the
government).

Acquisition of ownership of land was characterized by certain
features. At the end of the XVIII — at the beginning XIX century there
were two main types of acquisition of ownership of land: obtaining a
land allotment «in ranks for service» and acquiring it in various legal
ways — obtaining a legacy, buying, occupying free and abandoned
lands. In the process of development of social relations the legal status
of «rank» lands and lands acquired by other legitimate means, gra-
dually leveled off. Both in the imperial and in the law in force in
Ukrainian lands, there were two main types of feudal possessions for
land: the land received «for eternity» (in the property) — the estate;
the rank — like the property that was considered temporary.

The estate, or «immovable possession» (Kunitsyn, 1820, p. 552)
was a possession on the rights of full ownership. This landed property
could be the object of purchase, sale, inheritance, mines and dona-
tions. The reason for the transfer of such lands to the Cossack’s elder
was the hetman’s universals. The growth of the estate also contributed to
the fact that all purchased, given, inherited possession was considered
«immovable» and it has always been recorded in the relevant acts. In
the Russian empire, such lands were provided with imperious orders
(acts), which were recorded in the estate books. The acquirer became
a full owner and had the right to own, use and dispose of specific
property. Thus, the inviolability of land ownership was established.
Another group of prominent possessions were temporary possessions.
At the same time, the term for which land ownership was provided,
was not called, but was determined by the general formula: «to the
affection of our raimentary and military». Sometimes it was noted
that the estate was provided to support the economy. Science has dif-
ficulty to determine why in some cases the provision of possessions
was temporary. Mostly this happened when the possession was ranked
or controversial; the one to whom it was given did not have legal
grounds for obtaining estates in full ownership. In the future, this
ownership was supposed to be taken in favor of the Hetman or other
persons.

A significant group of land holdings were so-called ranked
estates. Under this title are known possessions, which were provided
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to the senior officers, as well as other representatives of local admi-
nistrations (vistas, bourmasters, and from the second decade of the
XVIII century — to Russian military ranks). They were provided to
representatives of local administrations during their term of office.
Fellows of ranked estates in every way tried to turn them into private
property. The most favorable for this was the royal service and the receipt
of a present (gift) for special merits before autocratic authorities or
the Hetman.

Rank tenure has become widespread in the first half of the
XVIII century. The land on rank (military position) was provided to
the decision of hetmans, colonels and sotniks (Cossack lieutenant)
within their authority. In the XVIII century, the land for the rank of
senior officer was endowed with the royal government. Ranked land
ownership gradually converges with the legal regime of estates. The
transitional stage before this was the transfer of ranked land on the
basis of the inheritance, on the condition that the descendants would
carry the service. Also, the owners of the ranked lands secured their
ownership through reformed tribal courts in the second half of the
XVIII century, using the age-old prescription, and in connection with
the transition of the Cossack army into the Russian. After the liqui-
dation of the hetman regiment-sotniks system all the rights of the
Russian nobility were spread to the Ukrainian elder. Later, the equality
of rank and land estates was legally secured.

Peculiar norms of local law in the Right-Bank, which were
used before the entry into force in the region of the Code of Laws of
the Russian Empire in 1840 and were included in the above-men-
tioned draft Local Laws of the Western Provinces. The most revealing
legal norms that distinguished the legal structure of the right-bank
provinces from the all-Russian legislative space was the settlement of
relations in the donation contract, namely: the subjects of the right of
property of the Right-Bank Ukraine had full and unlimited freedom
in giving their belongings to any person, in the Russian Empire such
right was extended only to the closest relatives. The peculiarities of
donating property in accordance with the Code of Local Laws of the
Western Provinces are described in detail in the previous section of
the scientific study.

Comparing the special rules for the Poltava and Chernihiv pro-
vinces of the provisions of the Laws of the Russian Empire with the
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imperial legal norms, O. Korostashov noted that the norms, which
revealed the features of legal relations (primarily civil and family
law), were reflected in 53 articles of the Law of the Law civilian (Volume
X of the Law of the Russian Empire of 1842). The most complete
differences between the special provisions for the Poltava and Cher-
nihiv provinces by the provisions of the Law of the Russian Empire
and general imperial legal norms are found in the regulation of the
property rights of the spouses, as well as the prevalence of the rights
of the father over the rights of the mother to children, the peculiarities
of the legal provision of loan institutions, inheritance and care (Che-
revatiuk, 2010, p. 32).

Acquisition or transfer of property rights was also carried out
through inheritance and the institution of marriage. The inheritance
of the property took place in accordance with the will or law.

The will was necessarily written in the form of persons who
were «with a healthy mind and firm memory» and in accordance with
the law had the right to alienate their property. Thus, according to
§ 265 of the Collection of Little Russian Rights in 1807, «... a tes-
tament or other spiritual record can not be made by these persons:
men under the age of 14, women under the age of 12». The Code of
Local Laws of the Western Provinces of 1837 in Article 308 provides
for the right to make a will to persons who reached the age of 21. In
§ 270 «Collection of Little Russian Rights» the form of making a will
is described, a came: namely: «as a general right to do the testament:
if someone wants to bequeath his property to another person, he must
do it in good health and in the presence of seven witnesses, to whom
he will announce his will». Similar norms are duplicated in other
normative legal acts (the Code of Local Laws of Western Provinces, the
draft Civil Code).

There were two kinds of wills: the will of the general form and
the will of a special form. The wills of the general form were divided
into notarial and domestic wills. The notarial will was made by a notary in
the presence of three witnesses, and if one of the witnesses was a
priest, then in the presence of two witnesses. Witnesses could be only
individuals who were not involved in the inheritance and not soul-
bearer, for the validity of the will signatures of witnesses were needed.
In the absence of a will, the property was passed to the heirs by law and
was distributed according to the following principle: § 196 Assemblies
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in 1807: «Every maternal property left after her death, and not properly
divided, both movable and immovable, ie money, gold, silver, pearls,
precious stones, dress, utensils, tin, copper, horses, carts, carpets,
utensils and home-made utensils, as well as the dowry is added to the
property of a husband, all in equal parts is divided between sons and
daughters. § 197 Collection of 1807: «The immovable property, trea-
sures and movable utensils left after the death of father, inherited
only to sons and relatives on the father’s line, especially if the father
did not leave a testamentary or other spiritual record». Thus, the closest
right of inheritance was to the relatives of the male (the sons of the
deceased, in the absence of sons grandchildren became the heirs, in
the absence of grandchildren — great-grandchildren, etc.).

If brothers were alive, daughter received fourteen parts of immo-
vable property and an eighth part of the movable. In the absence of
male heirs, heirs of a female were involved in inheritance: daughters,
granddaughters, etc.

If there were no direct heirs, the legacy was passed to further
relatives — cousins and second cousins. By law, children were divided
into legal and illegally (non-marital) born. The last ones had no right
to the name of the father and his property (8 283, 288-289 of the Code
of Local Laws of the Western Provinces from 1837). If a person of a
Cossack status acquired a noble title, then the real estate was allowed
to be inherited or given in any other way to his heirs. In the case of
the transition of the Cossack to the taxpayer, the burghers or state
peasants, as well as the circumcision of the monk, his children did
not inherit the parental property, but were obliged to sell it (Zakhar-
chenko, 2007, pp. 141-146).

Conclusions. Based on the foregoing material, the following
primary methods of acquiring property rights are investigated: ownership
or «occupation», the natural creation of an object of property, the
discovery of lost things or treasure. State acts and contract were
reviewed among the derivatives. All methods of acquiring property
rights were divided into primary and derivative by Roman law. The
specified classification was preserved also in the texts of normative
legal acts in the late eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries.

The article focuses on the study of such primary ways of acquiring
property rights: ownership or «occupation», the natural creation of an
object of property, the discovery of lost things or treasure. State acts
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and contract were reviewed among the derivatives. Each of these
sources passed its evolutionary path under the influence of state,
trade and economic, social and domestic processes, in order to ensure
their existence and effective practical application.

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TRADITIONAL UKRAINIAN PEOPLE CLOTHING
AS A MARK OF ETHNIC IDENTITY
OF THE END OF THE XIX - EARLY OF THE XX CENTURY
(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE ZALISHCHYSKY
PODNISTROVYA)

Summary. The purpose of the study is to uncover the features
of traditional folk clothing, including the embroidery of the Zalishchysky
Podnistrovya, and to establish its influence on the ethnic identity, identity,
and consciousness of the end of the XIX — early of the XX century.
The research methodology is based on the principles of historicity,
systematicity, and objectivity. The interdisciplinary nature of the re-
search has led to the use of a whole range of general scientific, philo-
sophical and special historical methods, among which it is expedient
to distinguish the following: field, historical, selective survey, obser-
vation, etc.

The scientific novelty of the research is conditioned by the
analysis of the stock collections of the Zalishchyk Museum of Local
History, field materials, and the available theoretical base, which made
it possible to distinguish the basic structural and artistic features of
men’s and women’s folk clothing (embroideries) of one of the Ternopil
regions and to establish their influence on the place originality. The
main methods of embroidering are analyzed separately: nyz, lyshtva,
zanyzuvannya. The influence of traditional clothing and embroidery
ornament on the contemporary culture and consciousness of Ukrainians
is determined.

Conclusions. It is established that for the territory of the Za-
lishchysky Podnistrovya of the end of the XIX — early of the XX century
the characteristic division of clothing by gender, age, function, and
the style of ornament. Women’s clothing, except for the upper, was more
diverse than men’s. The traditional embroidery of geometric and floral
ornaments was the dominant element of the decoration. The variety
of Ukrainian traditional clothing and the meaningful filling of the
embroidery has a significant influence on the ethnic mentality and
consciousness of the Ukrainians of today and is manifested in the
revitalization of national memory, adherence to traditions, the trans-
formation of the embroidery from the element of decoration of casual
clothes into sacred and festive.

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CHERNIHIV REGION
IN THE UKRAINIAN-BELARUSSIAN EDUCATIONAL
RELATIONSHIPS AT THE END OF XIX -
BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURY

Summary. Objective. The purpose of this research is to investigate
the role and place of Chernihiv educational institutions in the social
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and cultural relations of Ukrainians and Belarusians during their
national and cultural revival. The research methodology is based on
the principles of historicism, consistency and objectivity in the approach
to the phenomena of the past, based on detailed and comprehensive
sources and scientific literature analysis. The scientific novelty of the
article consists in an attempt to investigate the content of educational
relations between Ukrainians and Belarusians in Chernihiv region at
the end of XIX — beginning of the XX centuries comprehensively.

Conclusions. The Belarusian-Ukrainian relations in the educa-
tional field were quite one-sided in fact. This was caused by the difficult
situation in the sphere of schooling in Belarus (there were no universities
at all) and the comparatively better developed system of education in
the Ukrainian lands. A lot of immigrants from Belarus studied in Nizhyn,
Glukhiv institutes. During their educational and scientific studies Be-
larusian students and scientists were able to get acquainted with the
real life of the Ukrainian people, to compare their situation with the
situation of Ukrainians. Also Belarusian students participated in nume-
rous clubs and societies of multifarious character and orientation.
Special attention should be paid to the creative activity of J. Zhurba,
F. Bogushevich and Y. Kolas in Chernihiv region. The presence of
Belarusians in different educational institutions of Ukraine caused the
establishment of personal contacts, which subsequently actively pro-
moted scientific relations, dissemination of knowledge and culture in
general. All this allows speaking of the solid basis on which the relations
in the field of education, science and literature subsequently developed.

A prospective direction for further research of the problem is
the study of Ukrainian-Belarusian educational relations during the
interwar period.

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LAND REFORM IN THE SECOND POLISH REPUBLIC:
IMPLEMENTATION AND CONSEQUENCES

Summary. The purpose of the articles of in dout the main
features of the agrarian trans formations which took place as are sult
of the land reform sin the Second Polish Republic in Western Ukraine in
context of the nation wide reform. The methodological basis was
chosen taking into account the objective and specificity of the object
and subject of study. The basis is the system of methods of scientific
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knowledge: formal logic (analysis, synthesis, deduction, induction,
analogy, abstraction) — in order to clarify the content of the issues under
consideration; theoretical — for the analysis of scientific literature;
method of systematic analysis — to summarize the features of legal land
regulation. In addition, statistical, problem — chronological, empirical,
comparative and source-based methods were also used. The author
of this article brings a new scientific approach to specific changes in
land affairs in the Western Ukraine in the context of the nation-wide
reform carried out by the Polish state using the resources the state
had at that time. Conclusions. Key objectives of the agrarian reform
were not achieved. The economic purpose of this reform was the crea-
tion of efficient private farms. This was not fulfilled. Also, the social
and political tensions were intensified in Western Ukraine as a result
of this reform. Considering the overpopulation in rural areas, the weak
growth of the Polish economy and the weakness across different
industries which was intensified by a worldwide economic crisis and
unemployment growth, which has lead us to the conclusion that it was
impossible to solve the social problems of peasants by solely focusing
on agrarian sector reforms. This should be taken into account when
decisions are made regarding changes to the agrarian sector in mo-
dern Ukraine.

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THE STUDY ON THE MANUFACTURING PERIOD
OF NATIONAL ECONOMY
IN THE UKRAINIAN ACADEMY OF SCIENCES
(20-30th of XX century)

Summary. The purpose of the research is to determine the state of
studying the problem at the moment and to indicate the prospects for
further research in this direction on the basis of analysis of existing
printed and hand-written developments on the history of the manufac-
turing period of the Ukrainian economy. The research methodology
is based on the principle of historicism, consistency, reliability, objectivity.
The problem-chronological, historical-genetic, analytical-synthetic
methods are used in this article. The scientific novelty. A complex of
studies of the manufactory period in the context of Ukraine’s economic
development conducted by the staff of the Ukrainian Academy of
Sciences in the 20’s and 30’s of the 20th century on the basis of com-
parison of materials of literary sources and archival data are presented
for the first time. Conclusions. The development of a network of in-
stitutions for studying the national economy of Ukraine in the structure of
the Ukrainian Academy of Sciences is shown. The comprehensive
study by the members of the Ukrainian Academy in the field of Eco-
nomics from the 17th to the beginning of the 19th century was shown.
It was reflected in a large number of books and articles created by them.
It was emphasized that the explicit proclamation by the authorities in
1928 of the course to combat against «internal enemy» significantly
slowed down the process of academic science, leading to the destruction
of a number of works on the history of economics, published or prepared
for publication. The originality of Oleksandr Ohloblyn’s and Natalia
Polonska-Vasylenko's research in the history of porcelain and faience
manufactories of this period is underlined. The research of features
of the Ukrainian economy of the given period by the domestic scientists
who have been working since the 1960°s and to the beginning of the
3-rd millennium is noticed. It is recommended to pay attention to the
expediency of further development of the history of the Kyiv-Mezhyhirs ka
manufactory in the process of future reconstruction of knowledge
within the initial period of formation of the national economy of Ukraine
as an institution. A detailed analysis of technological technigues and
products of this establishment will be important for understanding
the interrelationships between art and science, for learning history of
not only economics, but also of the culture and art of our state. The
first step in this direction may be the publication of the book «Essay
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on the History of the Kyiv-Mezhyhirs 'ka Manufactory», prepared by
N. Polonska-Vasylenko. It is stored in the archive of the Institute of
Manuscripts of the National Library of the Vernadsky National Library of
Ukraine and is one of the brightest achievements left to us as heritage by
our predecessors.

Problem statement. Studies on the history of Ukrainian industry
are of particular importance now in connection with the necessity to
build effective ways for its further progressive development. In this
sense, the reference to the works of the researchers of the 20-30’s of
the 20th century, devoted to the consideration of significant trans-
formations of the Ukrainian economy during the XVII-XVIII centuries,
can be considered as a useful source for obtaining important informa-
tion from the experience of the past.

The analysis of sources and recent researches. The first work
on economic history of Ukraine is the monograph of Sergiy Podo-
linskiy. In this work he noted that in the XVIII century in Ukraine
there were already factories which in the nineteenth century replaced
plants and factories (Podolynskyi, 1880). In January 1895, Yulian
Bachinskyi’s book «Ukraine irredenta» was published, in which he
substantiated the necessity of Ukraine’s political independence, which is
a prerequisite for «not only its economic and cultural development,
but its very existence as a nation» (Bachynskyi, 1924). According to
Y. Bachinskyi, the issue of Ukraine’s independence was on the agenda in
the process of developing of its productive forces. He states that
handicraft and the old-fashioned manufactory came to a decline,
conceding «fast pace in front of our eyes» to the factory industry.
Three years later one of the most famous works in the history of
economics in pre-revolutionary Russia was published, which contained
an analysis of the development of capitalism in the country, from the
establishment of the factory from the serf manufactory in the XVII
century to the machine industry of the 1890’s (Tugan-Baranovskiy,
1898). For this work, its author M.I. Tugan-Baranovskyi received the
title of Doctor of Political Economy. According to Mykhailo Hrushevskyi,
till 1917 the history of political events taking place in Ukraine was
mainly investigated, while «the development of economic phenomena,
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their influences and significance in the history of Ukrainian life were
hardly touched. And therefore they are worthy of special attention».

The purpose of the publication: reconstruction of the know-
ledge accumulation process on the economic history of Ukraine,
starting with a detailed studying of the manufacturing period, initiated in
the walls of the Ukrainian Academy of Sciences, and the definition of
the prospects for further researches in this direction.

Statement of the basic material. According to one of the founders
of the Ukrainian Academy of Sciences, academician V. Vernadsky,
«The state’s weight of the Academy is shaped by the influence which
it will have on increasing of the productive forces of the country ...
Due to the extensive research work it is necessary to quickly increase
the weight of Ukraine’s natural wealth ... and at the same time to find
the measures necessary to increase the productivity of the work of its
people through econometric studies». The development of these issues
was to be held at the 111 Division of the Academy, the Department of
Social Sciences, whose organizer, Academician M. Tugan-Baranovskyi,
worked hard on its structure. The first subdivision, the Legal, had to
focus on the study of law, while the second, Economic — on the study
of material life. It was about this wrote M. Vasylenko, noting: «The
third department, the Department of Social Sciences, on it’s structure,
in many respects, is a completely new form of academic institutions.
Social sciences in St. Petersburg’s other Academies are submitted
only by single departments and only by Academie des Sciences Morales
et Physicus in Paris and, perhaps, partly British Academy in London
are approaching to some order in the way of the future Ukrainian
Academy. The greatest news of its structure is the class of economic
sciences, both the number of the cathedral, and their character. To-
gether with the widespread development of purely scientific questions, his
statement also acquired the tasks of applied nature, which are closely
connected with the questions of the economic life of Ukraine ... in
connection with the general conditions of world life».

The composition of the Socio-Economic Department provided
for two subdivisions: the branch of economics and law sciences. In
the economic subdivision, it was decided to establish two institutions:
the Institute for studying economic conditions, which would become
a kind of economic observatory, registering and analyzing changes in the
state of affairs with the aim of their scientific synthesis and predic-
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tion of their course in the near future, and the Demographic Institute.
The first one was founded on the idea of the deceased Academician
M. Tugan-Baranovskyi, and he became his first chairman. In May
1919, after his premature death, Academician K. VVoblyi was elected
as Director of the Institute. In view of economic-political circumstances
of that time learning the economic conjuncture was out of the question,
that is why the Institute all its work aimed to learning of Ukrainian
national economy (it’s history and current situation), and accordingly
it was called the Institute for learning of economic conditions and
national economy («Zahalnyi spysok ustanov», n.d.). In 1922, an
order from the center was issued to reduce the state; it was necessary
to reduce the number of employees of the Academy of Sciences from
606 employees to 149. Instead of 40 full-time posts, the Il Division
had now only 7, and in connection with such sharp reduction of states,
the Institute stopped its activity.

Academician K. Voblyi also led the Seminar for studying the
national economy of Ukraine, created on October 12, 1925, which
was transformed into a Commission for studying the national economy
under his own chairmanship in 1927. The task of the Commission
was to study: 1) the creative and productive forces of the national
economy of Ukraine; 2) the opportunities, forms and weight of Ukraine’s
participation in the global economy; 3) conditions, process and con-
sequences of Ukraine’s transition from the old to the new system;
4) perspective plans of individual branches of the economy of Ukraine
and their agreement with each other; 5) to work out a bibliography on
the economy of Ukraine (Zvidomlennia Ukrainskoi Akademii Nauk,
1928).

In 1929, during the Historical department of All-Ukrainian
Academy of Sciences, the Commission for the Socio-Economic History
of Ukraine with two employees (staffed from 1930) was established:
headed by Professor O. Ohloblyn and Senior Researcher and Acting
Scientific Secretary N. Polonska-Vasylenko. Freelance members were
also involved in the work of the Commission. The main tasks of the
Commission were researches: 1) the history of industry and the
working class in Ukraine; 2) the colonial policy of Poland and Russia
in the era of feudalism; 3) the bourgeoisie in Ukraine in the era of
imperialism.
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At the meetings of the commission and the seminar, the staff of
the Ukrainian Academy of Sciences delivered reports on various
problems of the economy: «Concerning the question of the method in
the study of economic phenomena» (Orzhentsky, 1921); «Assumptions
about our future economic opportunities and prospects» (Vasiliev,
1922); «From the history of the Shosten gunpowder plant to the half
of the nineteenth century» (Verkhovets, 1923); «Cloth factory of Kiev
«Order of the Public Prizreniia» (Tishchenko, 1926); «Industry in the
Podillya at the end of the 18th century» (Karachkivskyi, 1927); «On
the history of porcelain production in Chernigiv region» (Smolichev,
1928); «Potash industry as an element of economic evolution» (Yaro-
shevich, 1929); «Ways of Textile and Industrial Development in Ukraine»
(Shrag, 1930). Quite often such performances were as material for
print works, among which were: the monographs by K. Vobliy (VVoblyy,
1928), M. Slabchenko (1922), V. Dubrovskii (Dubrovskyi, 1930),
. Jidjori (Dzhydzhora, 1930), articles by V. Barvinskyi (1926, p. 18-29),
M. Tkachenko (1931, pp. 33-35), V. Danilevskyi (Danylevskyi, 1927,
pp. 239-247) and a handwritten note by K. Voblyi (Voblyy, 1920).

However, the most detailed history of the Ukrainian factory was
described in the works of O. Ohloblyn. For this purpose he planned
six volumes: the first one — from the history of the Ukrainian manufactory
of the XVIII century; the second is the Ukrainian serf factory from of
the end of XVIII to the first half of the XIX century; the third is the
non-serf factory of the first half of the nineteenth century; the fourth
volume was intended to represent the internal organization of the
Ukrainian factory of the first half of the nineteenth century; the fifth
and sixth are related to the history of the Ukrainian capitalist factory
until 1917 inclusively (Vynar, 1977, pp. 64-92). As D. Bahalii said,
Ohlablyn was the first who set himself the task of writing a wide
source sketch of the history of the Ukrainian factory on the basis of
scattered sources. In the 20’s and early 30’s he worked on archives of
Kyiv, Kharkiv, Chernihiv, Dnipropetrivs’k, Zhytomyr, Moscow, Lenin-
grad and others. A little explored factory archival funds of the Kyiv-
Mezhihors’ka Faience Factory, the Bakhmut and Torsky Salt Plants,
the Shosten Powder Factory, materials from the archives of the Kyiv
Magistrate and the Antonovych Kyiv Central Historical Archives
where investigated by Ohloblyn.
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The first of the planned volumes, submitted to the publishing
house in 1922, came out in 1925 (Ogloblin, 1925a). The third, published
in the same 1925, was presented by Ohloblyn as a doctoral disserta-
tion (Ogloblin, 1925b). In this paper he set and substantiated the thesis
of the economic independence of historical Ukraine. After public
defense in Odessa in summer of 1926 he was the first national historian
who was awarded with the degree of Doctor of History of Ukrainian
Culture. However, this degree was not recognized by Higher Attes-
tation Commission in Moscow, and only in the beginning of 1941
0. Ohloblyn was awarded a Doctor of Historical Sciences degree (without
defense of the dissertation) on the basis of published and handwritten
works. The second volume, submitted for printing in 1924, came out
only in 1931 (Ohloblyn, 1931) and was destroyed. It prevented further
work Ohloblyn above 4, 5 and 6 volumes. And only in 40 years the
first three volumes from the history of the Ukrainian factory were
published in Volume 12 of the Harvard series of Ukrainian studies
(Ohloblyn, 1971).

The hard destiny touched a number of other works of O. Oh-
loblyn. As wrote about those times the famous Ukrainian historian
O.1. Gurzhiy, they «were affected by all those complicated, and so-
metimes tragic events of that time, when the Marxist-Leninist metho-
dology began to displace other forms of knowledge of social processes
and comprise all branches of science» (Hurzhii, 1994, pp. 283-287).
This is illustrated eloguently by «Conclusions and proposals of the
commission of the NKO of the Ukrainian SSR on the examination of
the All-Ukrainian Academy of Sciences from February 15, 1928»:
«Created under the conditions of the hetman regime, the VUAN starting
from it’s establishment has become and remains a shelter and center
of consolidation, on the one hand of bankrupt social groups of the
Ukrainian bourgeois-nationalist intelligentsia (first of all SRs), on the
other hand — the cadet-monarchist circles, the Russian and reactionary
circles of the former university professorship» (TSDAHO Ukrainy,
f. 1, op. 147, ark. 176-194). Among the employees of VUAN, who
had experienced the consequences of new trends, was O. Ohloblyn.
At the end of 1930 he was arrested, and after his release in 1931, a three-
day «dispute» took place, in which the «class-hostile character» of his
historical works was proved. Following this, O. Ohloblyn was for-
bidden to perform professorship for some years, and some of his works,
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already published, did not see the world, among them: The Manufactory
in Right-bank Ukraine for the last quarter of the XVIII century // Notes of
the Historical and Philological Department of VUAN, Pr. XXVI-XXVIL.
(This book of «Notes» was destroyed); Essays on the history of ca-
pitalism in Ukraine. Issue I. Kharkiv — Kyiv. State Publishing House
of Ukraine. Proletarian. 174 p. (published but did not reach the readers
because they were distributed by «closed order»); History of metallurgy
of the Right-bank Polissya of the XVI-XVIII centuries (destroyed in
1937). According to Lubomyr Vinar, a number of works by O. Ohloblyn
still remain in the manuscript: Left-bank Ukrainian-style manufactory
of the XVIII century (Historical sketch), 1931; the industry of the
Right-bank Polissia of the XVI-XX centuries. (Historical essays of
enterprises of iron ore, glass (gutnits’ka), faience, porcelain, paper,
cloth and copper foundry industry, examined by Polissia expedition
in 1932), 1933. Glass industry of the Right-bank Ukraine of XVI-XX
centuries (Historical and economic essay), 1934; Porcelain and faience
industry of the Right-bank Ukraine of the XVIII-XX centuries (His-
torical and economic essay), 1934 (Vynar, 1995, pp. 19-47).

Among the relatively small works of O. Ohloblyn from the
history of the Ukrainian factory, preserved to this day, the article
about the Kyiv-Mezhihirs’ka faience manufactory is of considerable
interest (Ohloblyn, 1926, pp. 332-342). Production of faience, he notes,
first started on the Right Bank in the last quarter of the XVIII century.
The first was a factory in Chudniv (1783), which belonged to Prot
Pototskiy. In the same 80s, Prince Czartoryskyi’s large faience and
porcelain factory appeared in Cork, which was almost destroyed by
the fire in 1797. Its successor who continued the tradition of the right-
bank manufactory became the Kyiv-Mezhyhirs’ka factory founded in
1798 near Kyiv in the picturesque area of Mizhhir’ia. It was given a
manor house of the former Mezhyhirs’kyi Spaso-Preobrazhenskiy
monastery with all buildings and gardens and granted the right to use
wood from the monastery forest and clay from Petrivka Mountain.

Kyiv-Mezhyhirs’ka factory, which became the first small-scale
faience production plant in Ukraine, was originally under the control
of the Kyiv magistracy, which was hoping for profits. However, the
first steps of the factory were slow and not very capable: its breeders
did not show the necessary clearness and entrepreneurial abilities.
Great damage was caused by the fire in 1810, but already in 1814,
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mezhihirs’ki products were presented for sale in St. Petersburg, where
they caused considerable interest, but were not competitive with
foreign products. At that time, British dishes, imported to Russia in a
lot quantity through Odessa, were in great demand.

In 1822 the factory with all its property was transferred to the
imperial office, and during the 1820’s and 30’s of the nineteenth century
it represented a state-owned enterprise (a type rather rare in Ukraine)
with a clerical organization of labor, clerical peasants and a government
organization (Tugan-Baranovskiy, 1898). The state-owned organization
of production did not improve the situation of the factory. The pro-
duction technique was obsolete, and although a steam engine was
introduced and number of manual work was changed by mechanical
one, masters from abroad were engaged, this did not help. The epoch
of the serf labor organization has already gone away. In 1873, the
economic crisis began, and it complicated the situation. Mezhihirs’ka
faience factory did not withstand competition with foreign products,
which thanking to the network of railways in the 60’s and 70’s occupied
the Ukrainian market, and in 1874 was closed. In the same year, the
monastery was restored, and the buildings of the faience factory,
located on its territory, went to the administration of diocesan authorities.

The study of the history of the Kyiv-Mezhyhirs’ka factory was
one of the main directions of N. Polonska-Vasylenko’s work. In her
opinion, Mezhyhirs’ka and Volokityns’ka factories, which worked
not only on the owners but also on the market, had the greatest signi-
ficance among the porcelain-faience plants in Ukraine (Vasylenko-
Polonska, 1976). The Porcelain Factory in the Volokityno village of
Glukhiv district in Chernigov region was founded in 1836 by A. Mik-
lashevsky, and in 1839 its products were first exhibited at the St. Pe-
tersburg exhibition. The range of production was quite broad: «from
jewelry to very large articles». The factory produced fireplaces, dressing
tables, washbasins, watch cases, coat-of-arms doors, chandeliers,
mirrors frames, whole porcelain windowsills with painted gloves and
scarves, literary portraits and figurines (NBUV NAN Ukrainy, IR,
f. 42, No 14, 108 ark. (104+2). [Arkhiv Polonskoi-Vasylenko]. Mezhy-
hiria (Kyievo-Mezhyhirska faiansova manufaktura)).

N. Polonska-Vasylenko noted that the history of the Mezhihirs’ka
manufactory is almost unclear. Only a small article by E. Kuzmin
(1911, pp. 255-270) and two articles of Ohloblyn were devoted to it.
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On the basis of rich archival materials, Polons’ka-Vasylenko created
a monograph «The work of the Kyiv-Mezhihirs’ka manufactory»
which is not published. But in Kyiv, the Institute of Manuscripts
retains a part of this work, which is essentially an independent work
called «Kyiv-Mezhihirs’ka Faience Manufactory» (NBUV NAN Ukrainy,
IR, f. 42, Ne 14, 108 ark. (104+2). [Arkhiv Polonskoi-Vasylenko]. Me-
zhyhiria (Kyievo-Mezhyhirska faiansova manufaktura)). This is con-
firmed by its contents, compiled by the author:

N. Polonska-Vasylenko according to O. Ohlablyn regrets about
tragic fate of Ukrainian science and Ukrainian culture. At the same
time she emphasizes the importance of products of Mezhyhirs’ka
manufactory as monuments of national art. «Mezhyhirs’ka faience
factory», she notes, «was during the first half of the nineteenth century
the largest and best enterprise in the field of faience production not
only of Ukraine, but even in the total Russia, and reflecting on its
products various enthusiasm and trends in art, was in the same time is
closely linked to local folk art» (NBUV NAN Ukrainy, IR, f. 42, Ne 14,
108 ark. (104+2). [Arkhiv Polonskoi-Vasylenko]. Mezhyhiria (Kyievo-
Mezhyhirska faiansova manufaktura)). The age of the factory is quite
significant, it existed for 75 years. Other similar institutions have lived
10, 20 years and left a noticeable trace in the history of art and industry.
Not as expensive as porcelain, products of Mezhyhirs’ka factory have
been preserved. Nevertheless, it would be worthwhile to find them in the
museum funds of Ukraine and consider in the context of the combi-
nation of common cultural and regional artistic traditions.

Conclusions

Modern researchers have not ignored the manufacturing period
of the Ukrainian economy. In the early 60’s of the twentieth century,
the role of manufactures in the development of native industry is
highlighted in the monographs P. Fedorenko (1960) and 1. Gurzhiy
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(Hurzhii, 1962). In the 70’s O. Ponomariov addressed this topic, devoting
to it a monograph (Ponomarov, 1971) and a doctoral dissertation
(Ponomarev, 1971). And at the beginning of the XXI century a very
thorough article by M. Zasypko came out, in which the main aspects
of the transition from the craft trade to factory production in the territory
of Ukraine (Zasypko, 2013, pp. 154-158) were revealed. However, in
all the above-mentioned works, the character of the technology and
features of the porcelain-faience factory is mentioned only in passing.

Summary. Objective. In the article, the author showed the activity
of the branches (branches and circles of the «Soiuz ukrainok» («Ukrai-
nian Women’s Union»)) in Tovmach region on the basis of the materials
found in the magazines «Zhinocha dolia» («Women'’s destiny») and
«Zhinocha voliay («Women’s willy). The author showed the work of
three branches in Tovmach, Tysmenytsia and Otyniia towns and seven
rural circles of the Ukrainian women’s organization on the territory
of the county, he characterized their cultural, educational and social
activities, he showed separate statistics on the guantitative compo-
sition of the circles of Tysmenytsia judicial district.

The cultural and social work of the «Ukrainian Women'’s Union»
local centers was carried out through lectures and presentations, or-
ganization of various holidays, solemn events in honor of prominent
Ukrainian writers, public figures, fighters for the will of Ukraine,
through the organization of various educational courses for women,
through the establishment of a network of children’s kindergartens and
child custody from poor Ukrainian families. Also in the article the
author showed the cooperation of the members of the «Ukrainian
Women’s Union» of Tovmachchyna with other Ukrainian cultural-
educational and economic societies «Prosvita», «Ridna shkola» («Native
School»), «Silskyi hospodar» («Rural host»). Methodology of the
research is based on the use of analysis, synthesis, historical and
comparative methods.

Scientific novelty of the article — for the first on the basis of the
materials found in the magazines «Zhinocha doliay («Women's destiny»)
and «Zhinocha voliay («Women'’s willy) the author showed the ac-
tivity of the branches (branches and circles of the «Soiuz ukrainok»
(«Ukrainian Women’s Union»)) in Tovmach region.

Conclusion. In the 1930s, despite two cases of cessation of
power, the «Ukrainian Women'’s Union» became the largest and most
popular Ukrainian women'’s organization in both Tovmachchyna and
all of Eastern Galicia. With the establishment of Soviet power in Western
Ukrainian lands, the «Ukrainian Women’s Union» was finally banned
and its local centers liquidated by another occupier.

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YOUTH OF UKRAINE
IN SOCIO-POLITICAL CHANGES
IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE 1940s

Summary. The aim of the research is to fully explore the pecu-
liarities of youth involvement in the socio-political processes that occurred
in Ukraine during the second half of the 1940s. This aim has been
achieved by using the complex of sources, historiographical achieve-
ments and applying the modern methodological approaches. The
research methodology is based on the principles of scientific character,
historicism, dialectical approach, the author’s objectivity, specific
analysis, system-formation considering the methodological pluralism
that exists in historical science today. There was used the principle of
author’s objectivity particularly to evaluate the events and phenomena
that had been occurring during this period and influenced on socio-
economic, political and cultural life of the youth. The author used gene-
ral scientific, interdisciplinary, general historical as well as specific
sources research methods of the scientific research. The scientific
novelty of the article consists in the argumentation of the fact, that,
the material and social living conditions of the youth, its socio-political
engagements and religious beliefs are studied here in the context of
social, economic and political challenges of the postwar period con-
sidering the influence of external factors, ideologization and cultural
life politization of Ukraine. Conclusions. Summing up, one of the main
problems of the postwar young generation was the scarcity of housing,
poor housing conditions and many others inconveniences. However,
the targeted and aggressive state propaganda gave the population a
hope for a better future and convinced people that all these postwar
hardships were only temporary so the youth got used to the specific
conditions of that time. It was the postwar generation who had the
hardest time dealing with the choosing of their beliefs, assessment of
the external and internal political events, sorting themselves out and
their likes or dislikes due to the totalitarian regime in the country.

Poor material and living conditions and rigorous policy of the
ruling regime provoked the need of social changes among the young
generation. This need contributed to the emergence of the «Khrushchev'’s
Thaws.

FORMATION OF MEDICAL STAFF
OF THE PODILLIA REGION DURING
THE SECOND HALF OF THE 1940°s — EARLY 1950’s
OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the article is to investigate the process
of formation of medical personnel of the Podillia region in the
postwar period. The research methodology is based on the principles of
historicism, systematization, scientificity, verification, authorial objec-
tivity, moderate narrative constructivism, as well as on the use of
general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special-
historical (historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-systemic)
methods. The scientific novelty is that for the first time the peculiarities
of the formation of medical staff of the Podillia region in the postwar
period are studied, as well as the role of local medical schools in the
training of highly qualified medical workers. Also, the author of the
article for the first time introduces into scientific circulation a number of
archival materials. Conclusions. Thus, the Podillia region is one of
the regions of Ukraine that suffered the most from the Nazi occupation.
Al this had a negative impact on its industrial potential and demographic
situation. The medical sphere of Podillya was especially affected. In
the post-war period, the health care sector of the region was rapidly
restored. An extremely positive result of changes in the post-war
medical sphere of the Podillya regions was the spread of specialized
medical care in rural areas, the association of hospitals and out-
patient clinics in rural district centers made it possible to introduce
specialization of medical staff in certain specialties substituting general
practitioners. However, it was not enough to restore the full func-
tioning of the medical sector in the region. At that time, the Podillia
region faced an acute shortage of medical workers: doctors, paramedics,
nurses, etc. During the second half of the 1940s and the beginning of
the 1950s, the problem of forming qualified medical staff for medical
educational institutions in the region was generally solved. We should
note here the huge post-war labor enthusiasm of the inhabitants of the
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Padillia region, thanks to which it was possible to solve the shortage
of medical personnel in the region within the shortest possible time.
Among medical institutions, a special place is occupied by the Vinnytsia
Medical Institute, which, thanks to the efforts of both faculty and students,
has become not only a powerful educational alley of the research
institution of Podillia. All this in general contributed to the training of
highly qualified medical personnel. As for the policy of the Soviet
government in this area, to encourage the success of students in edu-
cation and work, it used the so-called extra-economic factors, the most
common of which was the organization of socialist competitions both
between medical schools and within them between student groups,
faculties, etc.

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POST-WAR SCHOOLING IN THE LIGHT
OF REPORTING DOCUMENTS OF THE UKRAINIAN
NATIONALIST UNDERGROUND RESISTANCE

Summary. The purpose of the study is to analyze what infor-
mation about schooling in Drohobych and Lviv regions is presented
in OUN reports, their significance for comprehensive and objective
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coverage of educational processes in the western region of Ukraine
in the early postwar years. The research methodology is based on
the principles of historicism, systematization, scientificity, verification,
authorial objectivity, moderate narrative constructivism, as well as
the use of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and
special-historical (historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-
systemic) methods. Scientific novelty lays in an attempt to show how
members of the Ukrainian liberation movement evaluated Soviet edu-
cational policy, and by what means they fought against the Sovietization
of schooling in the region. It is proved that the Ukrainian liberation
forces analyzed the conditions, personnel, content and results of the
educational process in schools, determined the tasks set by the Soviet
system for students and teachers and what methods were used to achieve
them. It is found how the underground reports describe the everyday
life of teachers. Conclusions. OUN reports are extremely important
historical sources that shed light on the confrontation between the OUN/
UPA and the Soviet system over school in the western regions of Ukraine
in the early postwar years. Information from underground reports proves
that the network of schools and the number of teachers was increasing
during this period. All teaching staffs in their majority consisted of
teachers arrived from all regions of the USSR, in particular from eastern
regions, and from the village derivatives regions of the USSR. Sum-
maries from Lviv and Drohobych show that the emphasis was on the
ideologization of the educational process, the mass involvement of
students and teachers in Komsomol and pioneer organizations. The Soviet
system used both propaganda and repressive measures to influence
schooling. The OUN and UPA tried to prevent this through educa-
tional measures and force actions. Various actions of disobedience in
schools testify to the vitality of national ideas and commitment to the
youth movement.

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THE UNKNOWN DOCUMENT
ON THE VIOLATION OF SOCIALIST LAW
AT THE APPROVAL OF THE SOVIET ADMINISTRATION
IN THE WESTERN UKRAINE

Summary. The purpose of the article is to publish and analyze the
information about the extraordinary events and immoral manifestations
in the parts of Lviv military district (November 1945) as a source to
the history of studying of Sovietisation peculiarities of the Western
Ukrainian region, and to a comprehensive study of the issue of the
violation of socialist legitimacy in these areas. Research methodo-
logy — the principles of scientificity, objectivity, historicism, methods
of external and internal criticism of sources. The scientific novelty is
that it was the first time when the information about extraordinary events
and immoral manifestations in the parts of Lviv Military District (No-
vember 1945) and its analysis is introduced in scientific circulation.
Conclusions. The published information about extraordinary events
and immoral manifestations in the parts of Lviv Military District (No-
vember 1945) (State Security Service of Ukraine, f. 71: the acts of transfer
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of archival documentary materials of the KGB in Lviv region to the
archive (1939-1991), des. 4, case 8, pp. 162—165) is an important source
as to the history of studying of the features of the Sovietisation of the
Western Ukrainian region and to a comprehensive study of the violation
of socialist legitimacy on the above mentioned territory. According to
the information potential, the published document is quite large. It shows
the variety of violations throughout November 1945 by servicemen of
the parts of Lviv military district. The document shows that lack of
discipline became one of the elements that gave rise to crime. It was
created the situation of complete lawlessness, total violation in military
units, which was done by both ordinary employees and the heads of
departments. The majority of crimes were committed in a state of heavy
alcohol intoxication. In particular, illegal detention and imprisonment,
robberies, rapes, murders. An interesting fact is included in this docu-
ment — on October 31, four soldiers of 112 Rifle Division in the village
Konstantynivka, Sarny district of Rivne region were engaged in looting,
and when local residents tried to detain them, they began to imper-
sonate themselves as banderivtsi.

MATVIY STAKHIV’S SOCIO-POLITICALACTIVITY
IN EMIGRATION 1949-1978

Summary. The purpose of the study is to analyze Matviy Stakhiv's
socio-political activities in exile in 1949-1978. The methodology of
the study are general scientific, primarily analysis and synthesis, as
well as specially-historical methods. Scientific novelty of the article
is that on the basis of the critical analysis of sources and scientific
literature, an attempt was made to comprehensively review the public
and political activity of the famous politician, a social activist — M. Stakhiv
against the post-war Ukrainian emigration environment. Conclusions.
In 1939, M. Stakhiv and his family left Lviv and moved to a permanent
place of residence — first in Poland and later in Germany and the
United States. In exile, he continued the active socio-political work,
which was in the work of the first session of the Ukrainian National
Rada (UNR), two Ukrainian World Congress (UWC) meetings of the
Ukrainian Congress Committee of America (UCCA). Also, Stakhiv was
criticized by the communist regime, defended the national and political
rights of Ukrainians, and reports delivered at international forums
and introduced the general public with neglected pages of Ukraine’s
history, repeatedly Depicted the stages of struggle of the Ukrainian
for their statehood, defined the main objectives of Ukrainian diaspora
institutions. Equally critically, the former leader of the Ukrainian So-
cialist-Radical Party (USRP) treated the practical activity of socio-
political organizations created at the initiative of the national-conscious
elite of Galicia and Dnieper region, who operated abroad during the
postwar period.

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THE REPRESSED EDUCATOR
FEDIR VYSHYVANYI (1890-1951): ON THE MATERIALS
OF THE ARCHIVAL-CRIMINAL CASE

Summary. The purpose of the article is to reveal the biography
of the repressed Ukrainian teacher Fedir Vyshyvany based on the
materials of the archival-criminal case. The methodology of the research
is based on biographical and prosopographic approaches, the principles
of historicism, systematicity and scientific method. The authors used
general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special-
historical (historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-systemic,
documentary heuristics) methods. The scientific novelty is that for
the first time the biography of Fedir Homovych Vyshyvanyi (1890-1951)
was systematically and comprehensively disclosed on the basis of
unknown and little-known archival documents. Conclusions. The life
path of Fedir Vyshyvanyi can be divided into several stages: 1) 1890
1914 — childhood and adolescence, education at Lviv Academic Gym-
nasium and Lviv University; 2) 1914-1920 — pedagogical and military
activity in the years of the World War | and subsequent military conflicts,
participation in the formations of the Ukrainian Sich Riflemen and
the Ukrainian Galician Army; 3) 1920-1931 — scientific-pedagogical
and organizational work in the system of pedagogical education of
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Soviet Ukraine; 4) 1931-1934 — stay in Soviet concentration camps on
charges of counter-revolutionary activity; 5) 1934-1946 — the bifurcation
period associated with the attempt to settle in the territory of the North
Caucasus region of Russia, the collaborative work under Nazi occu-
pation in the local government, the return to the small homeland in
the village of Lishchyn in Drohobych district, an attempt to adapt to
the conditions of the new Soviet reality through renewal in teaching;
6) 1946-1951 — repression by the MGB authorities and imprisonment in
Stalin camps. Certainly, F. Vyshyvanyi was a talented teacher, profe-
ssional teacher, promising scientist. Unfortunately, he fell victim to the
Soviet repressive and punitive system, like many thousands of repre-
sentatives of the Ukrainian intelligentsia.

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PECULIARITIES OF SCHOOL EDUCATION PERFORMING
IN THE RURAL AREAS OF UKRAINE IN 1953-1964

Summary. The purpose of the research is to research the deve-
lopment of secondary school education in the countryside of Ukraine
in 1953-1964 on the basis of the analysis of the references, using the
latest principles and methods of solidly historical cognition. The research
methodology is based on the principles of historicism, scientific character,
verification, authors’ objectivity, and the use of historical-statistical,
institutional, systematic and problematic-chronological methods, methods
of comparative judgment and generalizing inference. The scientific
novelty. The dynamics of development of secondary education in the
rural areas in 1953-1964 was traced. A detailed analysis for in-depth
knowledge of that time forms of training of rural people was made.
The positive aspects and disadvantages of the educational transfor-
mations of 1953-1964 were analyzed. One of the advantages was the
elimination of illiteracy of rural people; among the negative aspects
were shortage of skilled personnel, reduction of hours devoted to
humanity subjects, overloading most rural schools pupils with labor
during industrial training, and divorcement of that labor from the
curricula, the transformation of schools into powerful coordinators
of ideological work. Conclusions. In general, the period from 1953
to 1964 was marked by a complex process of secondary school restruc-
turing. Since 1958, instead of seven-year, a compulsory eight-year
school education was introduced, thus, full secondary education could
be received in three stages: after finishing full secondary school, by
continuing education at a school of rural or working youth or in a
labor polytechnic school with industrial training, which was compulsory
in the upper classes and, in the rural areas, was functioning in the
form of pupil’s production brigades. It was thanks to it that rural pupils
of senior classes could receive the skills of work. So, the development
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of the school education in the rural areas helped to solve one of the
main tasks — illiteracy among rural population — and gave rural people
the opportunity to get further education in training colleges and
agricultural higher educational institutions.

Problem statement. Nowadays, Ukrainian society witnesses a
complete transformation of the usual way of life through a series of
reforms that have resulted from the aspiration of our people for the
European integration as one of the key requirements of the Revo-
lution of Dignity. These were judicial, anti-corruption, pension, medical
and educational reforms, which, when implemented, immediately
gave rise to the Ukrainians’ complaints. In this context, the educa-
tional reform or the New Ukrainian School reform, according to which a
transition to a 12-year school system took place in the academic year
2018/2019, has stood out as the educational institutions have became
autonomous, and the share of the Ukrainian language in the educa-
tional process has increased significantly.

However, the implementation of the educational reform has
immediately encountered many difficulties, ranging from the banal
lack of funds needed for its implementation (especially in rural areas)
to the inability of a large number of teachers to accept the philosophy
of the New Ukrainian School, oriented towards European values. In
addition, the reform has caused indignation of neighboring countries —
Hungary and Romania, which considered it would narrow minority
rights to study in their native languages. Therefore, many scholars
hold that instead of a full-fledged educational reform the Ministry of
Education carried out only a so-called «redecoration» of the educa-
tional achievements of the period of independence and updated the
education reform of 1996.

In view of this, we consider that referring to the past experience
can help facilitate effective performance of the New Ukrainian School
reform, both in the cities and rural areas, and fix inefficiencies that
have become apparent in the process of its implementation. Its objective
analysis can undoubtedly be useful in solving many problems of modern
educational sector, and to avoid possible errors in the future. In this
context, the period of 1953-1964 — Khrushchev’s Thaw period — is of
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particular interest because, in spite of its half nature, after extremely
difficult years of the war, repressions and famine, there were profound
changes that significantly influenced the transformation of all spheres
of cultural and spiritual life of Ukrainian rural people, including, of
course, the educational sector. Scientific reflection and critical analysis
of the schooling reform of 1953-1964, as well as the implementation
of innovations in rural areas will help to provide a holistic view of
the educational transformations of our state.

The analysis of sources and recent researches. The period of
the national history which lasted from 1953 to 1964 is the subject of
study of many historians and scholars of other sciences. In particular,
profound data on secondary school reform of the period in question
are presented in the scientific papers of Y.S. Berezniak, A.D. Bondar,
.M. Romaniuk. However, when using scientific research data, it is
necessary to take into account the period in which they were created
(1960s), hence, the contents should be treated objectively and critically.
Scientific papers by modern scientists, such as K.M. Timchuk,
0O.Yu. Kaganova, H.l. Lysenko, who have elaborated on the issues
relevant to our topic, complement our research, too.

The publication’s purpose. The purpose of the paper is, on the
basis of the analysis of the references, using the latest principles and
methods of solidly historical cognition, to research the development of
secondary school education in the countryside of Ukraine in 1953-1964.

Statement of the basic material. In the early 1950s, secondary
schools, which later on underwent significant reforming, were the
main element of the educational processes in the villages of the USSR. It
is worth noting that by 1958 all general schools had the following
structure. Children of junior school age (7-10 years old) attended
four-year elementary school. The next stage was a compulsory seven-
year school for children aged 7 to 13-14, followed by secondary (ten-
year) school for young children aged 7 to 17-18 years old. During
1953-1957 the introduction of labor in the elementary school, as well
as practical classes at workshops and school educational-experimental
plots for the pupils of the 5th — 7th forms was the most significant
change in the secondary school curriculum (TsDAHO Ukrainy, f. 1,
d. 31, c. 369, p. 2).

At the end of the 1950s, the reformer and remarkable individual
of Thaw period M.S. Khrushchev made new transformations in the
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educational sector. On December 24, 1958, the Session of the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR adopted the Law on the Strengthening of the
Relationship of School and Life and the Further Development of the
National Education System in the USSR, which determined the main
tasks that arose at a new stage before the Soviet school (Tymchuk,
2011, p. 66).

According to that new documentary and regulatory structure,
since the end of the 1950s education was got in two stages. The first
stage consisted of obtaining compulsory secondary education, and
the second one was divided into three types of complete secondary
education:

a) schooling at a working and rural youth secondary school;

b) schooling at a secondary general labor polytechnic school
with job training;

c) training a part of youth in secondary specialized educational
institutions.

Since then, instead of compulsory seven-year secondary education,
general eight-year education had been introduced. Already in 1960,
95.5 % of the pupils who finished the seventh form passed the eighth
class (Fedorenko, 2008, p. 186).

The transition to the new system of education was carried out
gradually, firstly in the junior school, and then in the senior school.
There were also changes in the curriculum (there were introduced
some elements of history and science in the 1th — 4th forms, and in
5th — 8th forms the number of mathematical and natural sciences was
increased due to the reduction of humanities) and textbooks that were
adapted to new curricula.

Reduction in the number of academic hours for humanitarian
disciplines caused indignation in some prominent educators, including
V.0. Sukhomlynsky, who began to complain about the threat of
lowering the level of general secondary education and the lack of schools
for more gifted children (Kahanov, 2018, p. 69).

The introduction of industrial training was a new idea of the
school curricula in the mid-1950s — early 1960s. This was, in fact, a
practical application of the so-called Leninist idea of a labor poly-
technic school introduced in the 1920s when all senior schools were
reorganized into vocational schools. The official version of government
was that the secondary education of young people should be «based
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on a combination of learning and productive labor so that all young
people of this age were included in the socially useful work» It should be
noted that industrial training had been practiced since the academic
year 1954/1955, and the background to its implementation was the
creation of vocational groups at schools and guided tours to various
forms of production. In the academic year 1955/1956, workshops on
the basis of agriculture, mechanical engineering and electrical engineering
were implemented in the educational process. Technical and agricul-
tural groups at secondary schools contributed to the improvement of
knowledge and skills received at educational workshops during practical
classes (Kushnir, 2014, p. 70).

Industrial training was practiced in the 8th — 10th forms. The
establishment of productive training in schools was dictated by the
resolutions of the XXth Congress of the Communist Party of the
Soviet Union. The authorities insisted on the reconstruction of the
educational work in high schools for deeper industrial specialization
so that the youth after a 10-year school had a good basic education
paving the way to higher education. Moreover, the youth had to be
prepared for practical work, because most of school graduates started
to work immediately after finishing school in various sectors of the
national economy. After the implementation of the new educational
reforms, this kind of education had become one of the main obligetory
points in the curriculum in the upper classes, providing rural youth with
specialized education, thereafter stopping their migration to the city.

Schools which shifted to the industrial training program had
special curricula, according to which there were 6 hours of industrial
training per week in the 8th — 10th forms. Teaching loads increased by
2 hours, while the number of academic hours for Ukrainian and Russian
Literature, Physics, Chemistry, History, Foreign Languages was reduced.
The program also provided for a 25-day workshop practice in the 8th
and 9th forms.

Pupils’ production brigades created at rural high schools became a
common form of industrial training in the villages of Ukraine during the
specified period. Their task was to combine educational work at
school with collective farm production. Pupils’ brigades were organized
throughout the USSR. The largest number of them was concentrated
in the Crimean, Kharkivs’ka, Kirovograds’ka, Odes’ka oblasts.
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The work of the pupils’ brigades was organized in the following
way: for instance, Novoprazs’ka high school production brigade (in
Kirovograds’ka oblast) established in April 1957 united 117 pupils, who
were allotted 91 hectares of land, necessary tools and equipment by the
collective farm management. Pupils studied for 5 days and worked one
day in the field. During holidays the brigade cultivated the land plot 4-6
hours five days a week, while Saturdays and Sundays were days off used
for excursions, sports and amateur performances (Bondar, 1968, p. 118).

The results of the school brigades’ activity were quite signi-
ficant. Pupils’ industrial brigades of Novoselytsia secondary school
in Shpoliansky district gathered in the crops 92 dt/ha of corn grain
from a five-hectare plot, Voznesens’ka secondary school in Zolotonis’ky
district — 89 dt/ha of corn per 4 hectares and 35 dt/ha of wheat of the
same space; Kozatska secondary school of Zvenigorods’ky district
67 dt/ha of maize corn, 37 dt/ha of wheat and 300 dt/ha of beets per
five hectares, Victorovs’ka secondary school — 422 dt/ha of sugar beet
per 4 hectares. In 1959 in Ukraine about 5.000 school production
brigades united 200.000 senior pupils who were allotted 100 thousand
hectares of land (TsDAVO Ukrainy, f. 5111, d. 1, ¢. 193, p. 73).

The lack of the skilled personnel in Ukrainian villages made the
Ministry of Education of the USSR develop programs for rural schools
for the preparation of agricultural machinery mechanizers of multiple
types. In the academic year 1960/1961, almost 70 schools in Kirovo-
grads’ka oblast followed the new industrial training program preparing
mechanizers of multiple types (Zavadska, 1964, p. 126). Senior pupils of
these schools were supposed to learn to drive tractors, combine harves-
ters and other farming equipment, acquire knowledge and skills in me-
tallurgy, electricity, and study the basics of agronomy and zootechnics.

The organization of industrial training according to the require-
ments of the new program was influenced by such important factors
as special economic conditions of the district and school. For example,
Bogdanovs’ky secondary school in Znamens’ky district of Kirovo-
grads’ka oblast trained mechanizers of multiple types on the basis of
the educational and research facilities of the school, which was an
integral part of the collective farm and had a land plot, a garden, an
apiary, tractors, a motor vehicle, a combine (Zavadska, 1964, p. 126).

Pupils combined studying compulsory secondary education
course subjects (Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Mathematics) with
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optional — Machine Science, Mechanization of Agriculture and The
Basics of Agricultural Production. That school developed an effective
learning and practice system, which included three components:
a) «learning by doing» classes in the agrobiological classroom, in the
mechanization classroom, as well as outside in the natural environ-
ment; b) workshop field practice; c) a complex of «learning by doing»
experiments on the cultivation of some crops.

Research work in rural schools became an integral part of the
industrial training programs. In particular, in 1961, 1.300 production
brigades were engaged in research work, and in 1962 they were already up
to 2.000. Collective farms, state farms, plant breeding stations, variety test
plots, etc. provided assistance in carrying out experiments at schools.

Thus, in Cherkas’ka oblast, over 200 pupil brigades worked as
assigned by research institutes; in Kharkivs’ka oblast 128 brigades
carried out 25 experiments on crop science and livestock raising with
12 out of these experiments being assigned by scientists. Many rural
schools established contacts with leading higher education institutions.
One of them was Ivanivs’ka secondary school in Kyivs’ka oblast which
cooperated with the Institute of Plant Physiology of the Academy of
Sciences of the USSR and, upon its recommendations, conducted
experiments on the study of the impact of microfertilizers on maize
crop. Korsun-Shevchenkivs’ka school was under the auspices of the
Department of Agronomy of Odessa Agricultural Institute and, on its
instruction, conducted a study on the application of micronutrients in
maize cultivation (Zavadska, 1964, p. 129).

A common type of production training was the work of pupils’
brigades on livestock enterprises, dairy, poultry farms. So, one of the
first learning and practice farms was established in Sums’ka oblast in
Chornoplatovs’ka Secondary School, where 86 calves were placed
under custody of pupils (Kolosova, 1960, p. 42). Combining their
knowledge of zoology and breeding, pupils tended for animals, ob-
served their behavior and development, and received practical skills
while deepening knowledge of school subjects.

However, there were very serious shortcomings in the work of
pupils’ brigades, the first and foremost of which was overloading of
children of most rural schools with agricultural labor and distance of
that labor from the educational objectives of school. For example, 70
students of Azovs’ka high school pupils’ brigade in Crimean oblast
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were allotted 260 hectares of land. They could not farm the fields
properly and it was obvious that the pupils could not keep the crops
they cultivated; as a result, they did not have the planned harvest. In
addition, they did not acquire knowledge and skills described in the
curriculum (Bondar, 19678, p. 171). Many rural schools throughout
the USSR faced such a problem. For example, pupils of Talalaievs’ka,
Smilivs’ka, Hlyns’ka, Tereshkivs’ka schools of Romny district in
Sums’ka oblast were overloaded with labor in «learning by doingy»
brigades. There was about one hectare of land per pupil who, of course,
could not cultivate it qualitatively (TSDAVO Ukrainy, f. 166, d. 15,
c. 3045, p. 120).

In the early 1960s, industrial training plans were rethought to make
them more realistic, more adaptable to life. Pupils’ brigades remained
one of the forms of labor and professional training at schools, but the size
of the land plots given to them was reduced. Since then, it depended
on the number of pupils in the brigade, the degree of mechanization
of the economy, as well as the time they could set aside for labor.

During 1950s — 1960s schools of rural youth were also a com-
mon form of education in rural areas. In these schools, seven-year
school graduates who worked on collective farms could receive secondary
education and upgraded their skills (Bereznyak, 1964, p. 32). Such
schools were usually evening or part-time, located as a separate edu-
cational institution or as organized classes in primary, seven-year, or
secondary schools. In some oblasts (Kyivs’ka, Cherkas’ka, Chernihivs’ka)
rural youth schools were created right on livestock farms or in collective
farm brigades (TsDAVO Ukrainy, f. 166, d. 15, c. 2709, p. 6). They
were popular: in the academic year 1955/1956 there were 2.808 schools
of rural youth which accounted for 81.8 thousand students («Kulturnoe
stroitelstvo», 1956, p. 119), and in the early 1960s their number increased
almost threefold. There were one or two, rarely three classes in schools
of rural youth. For example, in the village of Berezova Balka, in Vol-
hans’ky region of Kirovograds’ka oblast in 19571958 there studied
26 people in two classes (9th and 10th forms) of secondary school
(DAKO, f.r-3175, d. 6, c. 383, p. 9), and in the village Kutsevolivka
of Onufriivsky district of the same oblast there were organized 3
classes of rural youth with 21 pupils (DAKO, f.r-3175, d. 6, c. 327, p. 56).

There was also a kind of evening school of rural youth — training
school where students combined getting general education with up-
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grading their political literacy. Training schools operated mostly in
Western Ukraine, where the policy of the Soviet power was not popular
among the population. In the villages of Chernivtsi region, there were
organized 35 training schools (TsDAVO Ukrainy, f.5111, d.1, ¢. 321,
p. 28). The creation of such educational institutions motivated young
people to learn there by material interests, because they received 5%
wage supplements on collective farms, and after their graduation they
took a degree of the master of collective farm production, whose
salaries were 10-15% higher than of an average farmer (Alterovich,
1969, p. 91).

More than a half of rural youth school students were made up
of young mechanizers, livestock breeders, and section leaders. According
to the data of the Agriculture and Procurement Department, as early
as in the beginning of 1960s, after the Law on Strengthening the Re-
lationships of School With Life and Further Development of the
System of Public Education was published, youth quality in rural
youth schools where workshop heads of collective farms and state
farms were trained (heads of collective farms, their deputies, heads of
farms, accountants of collective farms, etc.) improved greatly (TsDAVO
Ukrainy, f. 2, d. 9, c. 7590, p. 168).

In Kitsmansky district in Chernihivs’ka oblast, all the brigade
leaders, section leaders, mechanizers, livestock enterprise workers
who did not have any secondary or eight-year education went to rural
youth schools, and in Zastavniansky district of the same oblast out of
1.900 people who finished school in 1961/1962, 70% were shock workers
of collective-farm production: 45 heads of collective farms and village
councils, 80 brigade leaders, 113 section leaders, 173 livestock breeders,
98 mechanizers. 3.500 shock workers studied at rural youth and training
schools in Volyns’ka oblast. Many shock workers got that way their
secondary education in Kyivs’ka, Cherkas’ka, Chernivets’ka oblasts
(TsDAVO Ukrainy, f. 2,d. 9, ¢. 3717, p. 163).

Thanks to the secondary education reforming, already by the
end of the 1950s those rural people who had been eager to study were
empowered to get further vocational secondary and higher education.
Agricultural training colleges, which consisted mostly of rural youth,
had become quite popular in this regard. Between 1959 and 1965, they
trained 18-24 thousand junior agricolists, livestock experts, veterinary
technicians, accountants and other specialists annually (Istoriia
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selianstva, 1967, p. 510). Even so, the shortage of qualified personnel
had been a vexed problem of the Ukrainian village for a long time
because the majority of the rural schools graduates did not leave villages
and continued to work on collective farms limiting themselves with
basic school education.

Conclusions. In general, the period from 1953 to 1964 was marked
by a complex process of secondary school restructuring. Since 1958,
instead of seven-year, a compulsory eight-year school education was
introduced, thus, full secondary education could be received in three
stages: after finishing full secondary school, by continuing education
at a school of rural or working youth or in a labor polytechnic school
with industrial training, which was compulsory in the upper classes
and, in the rural areas, was functioning in the form of pupil’s pro-
duction brigades. It was thanks to it that rural pupils of senior classes
could receive the skills of work.

Thus, during 1953-1964, the development of school education
in rural areas, despite major deficiencies (shortage of skilled personnel,
reduction of hours devoted to humanity subjects, overloading most
rural schools pupils with labor during industrial training, and divorcement
of that labor from the curricula, the transformation of schools into
powerful coordinators of ideological work), helped to solve one of the
main tasks — overcome illiteracy among rural population gave them
the opportunity to get further education in training colleges and
agricultural higher educational institutions.

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CONCEPT OF FORMATION AND DEVELOPMENT
OF FARM ANIMAL BREEDING IN THE UKRAINIAN SSR
IN THE SYSTEM OF PUBLIC REGULATION

Summary. The purpose of the article is to cover the agrarian
policy of the Soviet period on the formation and development of farm
animal breeding, compare different schemes of functioning of selection-
breeding service, study its impact on the efficiency of the livestock
industry in the Ukrainian SSR. The research methodology is based
on the general scientific principles of historical reliability, objectivity,
comprehensiveness, systematic and comprehensive approaches. The
author used general scientific, interdisciplinary and special historical
methods. The source base of the research covers a variety of material,
including archival documents highlighting the history of the centrali-
zation of livestock breeding in the Ukrainian SSR, the main periods
of its structuring and professionalization. The scientific novelty of
the article is that for the first time it compares the effectiveness of the
activities of different coordinating structures in the system of breeding
service of the Ukrainian SSR at different periods of its functioning
and reveals such negative tendencies of the public policy of the Soviet
state as command-administrative methods, multi-departmental mana-
gement, which led to duplication of scientific themes. Conclusions.
The article highlights the main periods of organization of selection-
breeding work in the Ukrainian SSR. The period 1919-1941 is charac-
terized by its nationalization, centralization and professionalization,
as well as formation of a network of state breeding farms and repro-
ducers. The main task of the period of reconstruction of the national
economy (1945-1955) was to restore breeding resources and further
structuring the breeding service as an organization, formalizing the
new methods and techniques of livestock breeding. The period 1956—1969
was marked by the reform of the system of selection work on the
basis of the introduction of new structural units — breeding plants
and state stations for breeding work and artificial insemination. The
period 1970-1978 is associated with the transfer of the branch to an
industrial basis, improving the organizational structure of the breeding
service of the Ukrainian SSR. In 1979-1980, new coordinating
organizations and methods of farm animal selection were introduced
due to the scientific and technological progress of the branch, the use
of the achievements of related natural sciences.

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CONFECTIONERY IN UKRAINE: ADOPTION
OF EUROPEAN FOOD TRADITION

Summary. Objective is to analyze the adaptation of European
food traditions in Ukraine on the example of the historical development
of the confectionery industry. Methodology of the research — the principle
of historicism, which allowed us to reveal the ways of transfer and
transformation of food traditions. The scientific novelty is to find out
the type of conversions, the quality and nature of borrowings, examples
of local adaptation, and their historical background. Conclusions.
1. An industrial revolution that needed mass consumption and, accor-
dingly, could provide cheap counterparts to traditional sweets played
a significant role in adaptation. 2. The raw material basis for the deve-
lopment of the industry was formed only during the nineteenth century.
3. The location of Ukraine at the crossroads of geopolitical interests
has shaped different spheres of influence, and, accordingly, the variety
of regional sweets, which is later preserved in the factories range.
Thus, the Ottoman rule in the Northern Black Sea, despite the reco-
lonization of the region after the Russo-Turkish wars, has preserved
the traditions of Eastern sweets in the culture of the Ukrainian South.
4. Based on the analysis of archival documents and periodicals, an
analysis of the assortment of confectionery factories of Ukraine was
made, which made it possible to compare them with the corresponding
assortment of European factories and to trace the interweaving of the
local food tradition and its combination with the European traditions
(for example, Ukrainian adaptation of biscuits and local traditions in
forming a recipe of Ukrainian gingerbread compared to Polish and
English analogues of this product). 5. Spreadingof chocolate techno-
logies was a multilayered process: those technologies were transported
from Vienna to Poland and Ukraine actually at the same time. Thus,
we got a blossoming industry of chocolate making in Lviv. On the other
hand, the transition from the craft to the factory stage of the develop-
ment of the industry was far more difficult in Western Ukraine, due to
position of this region as an agrarian in the common structure of the
Austro-Hungarian Empire.

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Problem statement and analysis of researches and publications

History of Ukrainian confectionery has not had appropriate
complex research yet. Instead, there is a huge variety of works
dedicated to the common history of food industry. In fact, we can
find only partial analysis of development of this branch. From the Soviet
period we should single out the works of A. Fedorovskyi, K. Filatov,
Frishman, M. Rosenfeld, 1. Brover. From the period of independent
Ukraine we can find random reminds in works of T. Lazanska, O. Reent,
V. Grinchutskiy.

Presentation of the main content

History of food it’s always deep interrelations of economy, policy,
local traditions and innovative technologies. Ukraine always was a
specific territory, with intersections of East and West, a borderland,
where everything is possible. For the most of all, we should pay at-
tention to the peculiarities of trade in Kyiv Rus. A famous trade route
from «Varangians to Greeks» had influenced our territory dramatically.
Byzantine monopoly concerning Eastern trade was a great problem of
Western Europe that formed extremely high prices. On the other hand,
Crusades gave them a special meaning for the Eastern products.
Being a restricted area, they became very popular. In theory of medieval
nutrition sweets and spices were a great cure to withstand a black bile —
according to the Ancient Greeks theory of four bodily humors, big
quantity of black bile causes melancholy (Adamson, 2004, p. 205).
Neither tea, nor coffee — European medieval cuisine simply had to fill
this emptiness that is way we’ve got numerous recipes of European
beverages, using cinnamon, black pepper and other spices (Pokhlebkin,
1975, p. 11). Lively trade with Byzantines had put strong emphasis
on the meaning of Kyiv Rus as a transit territory. It meant affordable
prices for many products. For the example spices were expensive, but
it wasn’t luxury (Tolochko, 1980, p. 75). That is way, from the very
beginning a food history of Ukrainian territory got many differences
in comparison with food traditions of the Western Europe. A famous
food culture Historian, Massimo Montanari, had determined World
History as an endless struggle between the famine and the welfare
(Montanari, 2009, p. 7). Formation of the food culture in different
countries is an important part of their history.

Baking has long traditions in Ukraine and embodies the agri-
cultural peculiarities of the Eastern Slavs. First and foremost, we are
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speaking about the special feature of Slavic cuisine — the place of
secondary cereals. Roman civilization and its derivatives brought the
primacy of white bread and white flour into a food culture of Europe
(Montanari, 2009, p. 43). According to the Roman system of nutrition,
bread, made of rye or barley — «panisplebeius», bread for slaves. Roman
system came to Europe with Christianity, and Roman bread, made of
wheat, became a not separated part of European cuisine (Montanari,
2008, p. 368). The kitchen of the Slavic peoples did not know such
division. Rye flour and mixed rye-barley flour was used throughout
the territory of Ukraine. It was not bread for poor people; rye bread
was respected in rich families.

First great improvement in case of the «white bread» traditions
had started when we finally joined Poland in 1569. The fall of Byzantine
Empire and a great source in case of Belorussian and Ukrainian fertile
soils made Poland an important part of the grain trade in Europe. As
well, as Poland had adopted a Roman system of nutrition, the primacy of
wheat in agriculture — and cuisine — was proclaimed (Montanari, 2008,
p. 368). Second wave was colonization of the South as a consequence
of Russian-Turkish wars, which made Southern Ukraine a crucial
region of bread supplies.

Despite to all, in 19th century Gingerbread still has been a regional
product of northern Ukraine, in particular, the Kharkiv region and the
Chernigiv region. There were a wide range of enterprises in Kharkiv
during the times of industrial revolution, which produced gingerbreads
only. For example, a factory of Michail Poluektov, founded in 1848
(DAKNO, f. 922, d. 1, c. 33, p. 40).

In Eastern tradition we use the word «pryanik» (Russians,
Ukrainians, or «piernik» (Poles). «Pierniki Torunskie», as they are
known in Polish, the iconic Polish sweets, is the last border of the
white flour gingerbread (Bobecka, 2012, p. 15).

Ukrainian tradition with using of rye flour was formed from
the times of Kyiv Rus and combined local traditions and special features
of this territory — tradition of the rye bakery and a trade with Byzantine
Empire, which meant wide source of Eastern products (Rybakov,
1982, p. 309). Ottoman Empire also added the oriental features to this
production. Crossing the borders, we can find other embodiment of
«pryanik» — Russian gingerbread traditions of Tula and VVyazma, also
made of rye flour.
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The mass fraction of rye flour decreases as the product range
approaches the European one, and subsequently concentrates only on
the narrow «gingerbread» segment. The penetration of European tra-
ditions brings to the confectionery traditions of Ukraine products with
predominant use of wheat flour — waffles and biscuits.

Localization of sweets, as well as localization of every kind of
food, it’s a question of local traditions and local facilities. As an
example, English term «biscuits» dates us back to the next definition
from Oxford Dictionary, «A small baked unleavened cake, typically
crisp, flat, and sweet» («Biscuit», 2019). The origin was connected with a
special way of cooking: from the Latin «bis» (twice) and «coctus» (to
cook, cooked), and, hence, means «twice-cooked»: first baked, then
dried. It’s easy to keep it without spoiling. That is why the biscuits
were used to supply troops for ages. But that reasonable definition
later was changed by the local traditions. In Scotland «biscuit» means
soft bread, similar to sponge-cake (David, 1977, p. 10). What interesting,
those kind of biscuit was adopted in Ukraine, and when the Kharkiv’s
factory of George Borman tried to produce a first kind of biscuit,
they were forced to use term «English biscuits» to prevent confusion
(«Kharkovskaya gubernskaya zemskaya uprava», 1917, p. 123).

History of waffles was strongly connected with traditions of
Western European Christianity. A first example dates us back to the
9-th century and traditions of Catholic communion. Rich decorated
irons with depiction of crucifixion and other religious motifs. Three
ages later the waffles tradition became a separate part of European
cuisine, more secular, than religious. The waffle-irons, decorated with
different plots and a floral motifs we can find practically in every
kitchen of Europe (Adamson, 2004, p. 70), but it still not usual for
Ukraine. The industrial revolution became a turning point for this
product. The mass production of the waffles had started.

Napoleonic wars became a hard challenge for Europe. Using of
white beet to produce sugar — one of the consequences, which made
rise of confectionery industry in Ukraine possible. Both empires weren’t
successful in case of tropic colonies, so the white beet sugar was a
great solution. Division of Ukraine between two empires — Russian
and Austrian caused great differences in case of industrial develop-
ment. Central and Eastern Ukraine were territories, close to the parent
state of Empire. Being involved in common commodity circulations,
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they became industrial regions. Western Ukraine was far province in
common structure of Austrian empire, doomed to be a sales market
for the central provinces. The issue is, that flour and sugar are the key
raw material of this industry.

Speaking of common sweets tradition of Europe and Ukraine,
formed from the very beginning and on the same base, we should
admit candied fruits. It is believed that candied fruits became popular
in Western Europe thanks to the Arabian invasion on the South. First
mentions dates back to the 16 century. Production of the candied
fruits started to rise in Provence mostly thanks to the papacy in Avignon.
But using of candied fruits was common for the Mediterranean region. It
will be possible to suppose, that trade relations with Byzantine Empire
was much more appropriate way to adopt this food tradition. The
Ottoman Empire, an Oriental state with Mediterranean traditions,
made it uninterrupted. On the other hand, the origin of the Ukrainian
word «tsukaty», which means «glace fruits», derived from the Ukrainian
word «tsukor» (sugar). Local tradition of candied fruits in Ukraine
makes us think of synthesis between the Byzantine and a Western
European example. For the first of all, we are speaking about the
Balabukh family — a Kyiv dynasty of the confectioners. Known from
the 18 century, they were producing their candies for the Royal court
of the Russian Empire. Soft climate of the Nothern and Central Ukraine
with a huge variety of fruits in combination with immediate need to
keep them unspoiled bring it to life. Flowering of the Balabukh business
made them an example for the other manufacturers (DAK, f. 59, d. 1,
c. 6387, p. 45). Though the original Balabukh candied fruits were
recognized unsurpassed, numerous Kyiv sweet stores dare to copy
them. The manufacturers of the «dry jam» also were the factories of
Semadeni, Berto, Gorovits and others (DAK, f. 51, d. 1, c. 1958, p. 13).
At the same time Balabukh original product was not as rough as common
candied fruits use to be. It was something in the middle between jam and
candied fruits, and it was called «dry jam» (Fontaniy, 2009, p. 77).
Unfortunately, the original recipe of this candy was lost. But if we
turn to the Ottoman food traditions, we can find numerous variations
of the soft fruit candies, based on the using of the honey syrup, mixed
with herbs and spices.

The footprint of the Byzantine and a Turkish culture could be
marked in the Northern Black sea area of Ukraine. One of the specific
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features of the confectionery market in Odessa can be considered as a
large number of Halva and Turkish delight factories. Very often their
owners had Greek or Turkish origin. In particular, the Greek direction is
tracked in the form of small workshops, both early and late. In written
sources of that time we can find coffee shops and confectioneries of
Duvargeoglu, Pavlidi, Ambarzaki. Their products were Rahat-Lukum
with the addition of various types of nuts, jam, halva, nougat and
sherbet.

Traditions of making halva are the basis of the assortment of
many Odessa factories and confectioneries, which, of course, is due
to the geographical location of the city. However, speaking about the
technologies of its production, we see them inherited from two
sources — Greek and Turkish. A perfect consequence of past — Southern
Ukraine was included into Ottoman Empire structure for more than
300 years. But 19th century has brought another emphasis to this problem.
Being implemented in Ukraine in the middle of 19th century, culture
of sunflower influenced production of halva dramatically. Chip raw
material from sunflower — its seeds — formed a useful base of sunflower
halva production. In comparison with sesame halva, this product is
quite rough, but, nevertheless, now this version of halva is the most
widespread in Ukraine.

The production of solid chocolate in confectionery brunch of
Ukraine begins in the second half of the nineteenth century. After all,
since the discovery of America, Europe knew chocolate only as a
drink. Solid form of chocolate was born with Industrial revolution.
Invention of the Coenraad van Houten, his famous «Dutch cocoa»
with its mild taste and high solubility has marked new era and were
shared by the famous sweets producers very soon. Solid form meant
great opportunities — a new shack, with a huge variety of forms and
recipes, from the most expensive to the cheapest. Those great expec-
tations were rewarded very soon.

Lviv is often positioned as the capital of sweets, the source of
confectionery in Ukraine. However, in this case we should rather
speak about the different ways for the East and West. Thanks to the
geopolitical position of the city, Lviv tended to use Western samples,
a classical confectionery technology — waffles, candies, sponge cakes
etc. The confectionery face of Lviv was formed by the common industrial
development of Galychyna — bright, but not successful in case of
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machine way of sweets producing. There were huge varieties of cake-
shops. Their bright assortment was also based on those historical cir-
cumstances. Firstly, in14th century Lviv got the warehouse right, as a
city of transit trade. Secondly, this kind of sweets marketing was common
for the Vienna. A strong influence of Vienna made a chocolate — at
the very beginning as a drink, later in a solid form — a main regional
product. The first masters of confectionery production were mentioned in
historical sources of Lviv near the late 18 century. The documents of
the end of the nineteenth century have marked next owners of sugar
candy: Y. Hornyker, L. Zalevsky, T. Gelfinger.

Solid form of chocolate has come to Lviv in late 19 ct. The
process of the technology import is still not clear. Some researchers
suggested chain Vienna — Warsaw — Lviv. But first mechanized factories
in Galicia and in Poland actually were opened at the same time. For
example, the famous factory of Adam Piasecky (later-Wawel) was
mechanized in 1910. No doubts, that Vienna, as a heart of Austrian
empire, known by their chocolate traditions, was first. But terms and
ways of further expansion is quite contradictory.

The combination of economic circumstances and a specific of
colonial policy led to the fact that in the beginning of twentieth century, in
industrial sense Lviv actually was not developed. During the period
of Polish rule, the largest number of enterprises and workers was in
the sewing and a footwear industry, than in building. A food industry
took third place in the list. Does it mean that the confectionery branch
became technically improved? Unfortunately, no. There is an inte-
resting issue — being not important as a producers of essential goods,
a confectionery branch shows the level of industrial development in
common. If it is high — there definitely will be industrial enterprises.
Confectionery branch will be industrial if there is an appropriate base
of the hard industry. Just because if not — there’ll be more easy to use
a hand-made productions.

On the verge of 20’s situation was still complicated. Having
lost national liberation war, Western Ukraine was forced to join Poland.
The autobiographical work of the one of Lviv’s sweaters, Clementine
Glinsky gives us an emotional, but rather clear description of small
confectionery enterprises of the Western Ukraine and Eastern Poland.
In particular, she describes the state of the Przemysl store — «a small,
dirty, poorly ventilated room, which combined a shop and a house. In
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a dark and stuffy room the owners lays ill. There was a table near the
bed, with a typewriter attached to it. The baby was sitting there in
wet pants, playing with all the instruments. There also were a several
pairs of copper rollers, all of which grew out of copper rust» (TsDIA
Ukrainy, f. 682, d. 1, c. 616, p. 13). Unfortunately, the most part of
enterprise looked similar to that one. Though the scale of output and
a number of workers were different, the sanitary and hygienic conditions
were the same — inadequate. These are the characteristics of the newborn
industry, which had neither state control nor its own sufficient resources,
to become an orderly and stable. At the same time, we have got examples
of the «Branka» (TsDIA Ukrainy, f. 203, d. additional, c. 1 461, p. 3)
and a petition of Vladyslav Pidgalych to let him improve his factory by
the new machines of Leman factory — the most known equipment pro-
ducer of those days (TsDIA Ukrainy, f. 165, d. 9, c. 178, p. 10). That
kind of conditions was going to be developed in late 20’s, until they
were interrupted by the economic crisis in Poland.

Conclusions

Chains of the food traditions in Ukraine need to be well re-
searched as an evidence of the cultural and economic interactions. On
the example of Ukrainian South we can see, that though the Ottoman
Empire was gone, its imprint was still here. Thanks to the food tra-
ditions unique culture of this region was not razed to the ground by
the Russian-Turkish wars. On the other hand, we have well-preserved
traditions of Kyiv Rus a rye bread making traditions on example of
gingerbread of the Ukrainian North. In some cases, local and borrowed
products are pointing much more, than written sources, which could
be falsified according to the political reality. A food history is a great
source to determine common development of the territory, situated
on the crossroad of geopolitical ambitions, as Ukraine is.

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BISHOP JOSEPH SHUMLYANSKIY’S
REFORMATION ACTIVITIES AND THE EXPANSION
OF THE UNION OF THE DIOCESE OF LVIV
IN THE INTERPRETATION OF PETRO VAVZHENYUK

Summary. The article analyzes the scientific works of Petr Vav-
zhenyuk that are dedicated to the history of the Diocese of Lviv and
Bishop Joseph Shumlyanskiy’s reforms. The historian from Stockholm
was the first scientist in ecclesiastical and secular historiography to
present the era of the 17th — early 18th centuries as a period of mea-
ningful reforms in the Diocese of Lviv using modern Western European
methodology in his research. It is emphasized that Petro Vavzhenyuk
introduced several innovative concepts for the interpretation of the
undertaken reforms in the Diocese of Lviv. In particular, the scholar
stated that the regional processes of prioritizing catholic confession
and civilization of the clergy were similar with European reforms
and tendencies of the counterreformation at that time. Shumlyansky’s
reforms were also influenced by the 17th century reforms introduced
by the Metropolitan of Kyiv Petro Mohyla. According to Petro Vavzhe-
nyuk the clergy should have been the main driving force to have spread
the union in the diocese. Objective of the research — to analyze the
contribution of Petr Vavzhenyuk’s works to the study of the problem
of union expansion in the Diocese of Lviv and Bishop Joseph Shum-
lyansky’s reformation activity. Methodology of the research is based
on the use of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and
special-historical (historical-typological, historical-systemic) methods.
Scientific novelty of the article — the concept of Peter Vavzhenyuk on
the reformation activity of Joseph Shumlyansky is analyzed for the first
time. Conclusion. Therefore, Joseph Shumlyansky'’s reformation activity
directed at the orthodox clergy attempted to convince them of the
benefits of Catholic religious culture. It is emphasized that the findings
of Petr Vavzhenyuk concerning the fact that the Bishop of Lviv, with
the help of the Polish government, won many privileges for the clergy
and increased its socio-legal status. With the help of the union pro-
cesses in the western dioceses of the Kyivan Metropolitanate, the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth wanted to isolate the Orthodox Church
from the influence of Constantinople and Moscow.

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CHURCH FRATERNITIES OF HALYCH
IN THE INTERPRETATION OF HISTORIANS

Summary. The purpose of the study is to fully reveal the process
and main stages of the study of Orthodox Galician fraternities on the
basis of studying historiographical sources, all scientific products
devoted to the development and activities of fraternities from the
second half of the XIX — early XX century. The research methodology
required the use of various techniques and methods, the combination
of which was found on the basis of the principles of scientific objectivity
and historicism. Scientific novelty of the research is that this study is
practically the first special attempt to study the historiography of the
church fraternities of Halych. Conclusions. Summing up the available
work on the history of the Galician church fraternity of Rohatyn, most of
the analyzed works are imperfect with numerous shortcomings, in
particular, in chronology and individual personalities. The source base
of the problem, the peculiarities of the relations between the Galician
and Rohatyn fraternities, the role of the Lviv fraternity on the socio-
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political and cultural development of the Rus (Ukrainian) community
of Halych are insufficiently studied by scientists. Certain circumstances
need a more detailed modern explanation, including the attitude of the
Galician fraternity to the union, relations with the episcopal center in
Krylos, as well as the time and reasons for the decline of the fraternal
movement in Halych.

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DEPICTION OF THE EVENTS
OF THE POLISH-UKRAINIAN WAR OF 1649
IN THE POLISH HISTORIOGRAPHY
OF THE FIRST HALF OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the research is to study the peculiarities
of depicting the events of the military campaign of 1649 in Polish
historiography of the first half of the twentieth century, and in par-
ticular the siege of Zbarazh by the Cossack troops and the Battle of
Zborow; isolate various stereotypes, patterns and historical myths;
analyze the approaches of Polish scholars to the image of various
historical figures, the creation of educational ideals of heroes of the
homeland or anti-heroes for the younger generation of Poles; study
the diversity of historians’ approaches to the analysis of the circumstances
of the conclusion and conditions of the Zboriv Peace Treaty; consider
the visions of Polish scholars on the international context of the events
of 1649, on the vision of the influences on the Cossacks of various
foreign policy forces.

The research methodology is based on the scientific principles
of historical science, namely the principles of historicism, objectivism,
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systematization and verification, scientific constructivism, as well as
the general scientific principles of analysis, synthesis and generalization.
Special historical methods are used, such as historical-genetic, his-
torical-comparative and historical-typological.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the coverage of a
whole range of problems raised by Polish scholars in the first half of
the twentieth century while constructing an image of the events of the
Polish-Ukrainian confrontation in 1649. Great attention is paid to
the ideological approaches of historians and their political beliefs through
the prism of which they considered historical events. The research
investigates historical mythologies, stereotypes and patterns that in-
fluenced the representation of the past in Polish historiography and
received their response in the historical consciousness of Poles and
all further development of studies on the history of Polish-Ukrainian
relations in the Polish science.

Conclusions. The events of the Polish-Ukrainian war of 1649
became significant in the presentation of the image of Khmelnytsky
region by Polish researchers. The main accents on them were laid at
the end of the XIX century by the Polish historian L. Kubala and the
writer G. Sinkevych and continued to develop actively in the historio-
graphy of the first half of the XX century. Their images were significantly
influenced by the educational ideals of the Polish society in its stateless
period, which served to «strengthen the hearts» of the people. After
World War I, scholars’ approaches to historical material were super-
imposed on their ideological attitudes due to their commitment to one
or another political camp of the Second Polish Republic, and in par-
ticular the ideology of the National Democrats or the camp of Marshal
J. Pilsudski. Through their prism, the international context of the event
was considered, in particular the influences of the Crimean Khanate,
the Ottoman Empire or the Moscow Empire. Researchers’ political
visions also influenced their views on internal processes among the
Ukrainian people, in particular the formation of a political nation and
state-building processes.

Layering of mythological archetypes in the presentation of
various facts of the military campaign is of particular interest, which
had an impact on the formation of anti-Ukrainian stereotypes and
phobias. Polish researchers and artists paid a lot of attention to the
creation of the ideal of a hero-defender of the fatherland and an exemp-
lary representative of the noble «Sarmatian people» from the figure
of Prince Jeremia Vyshnevetskyi. In the context of the analysis of the
significance and consequences of the Zboriv Peace Treaty, historians
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considered the very circumstances and processes of transformation of
the Polish-Ukrainian conflict, its internal social and cultural incentives.

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THE ROLE AND SIGNIFICATION OF CYRIL
AND METHODIUS’ ACTIVITY AMONG THE SLAVS
IN THE ENCYCLICAL «SLAVORUM APOSTOLI»
BY JOHN PAUL 11

On the centenary of the birth of Pope John Paul Il

Summary. The purpose of the study is to analyse the Encyclical
«Slavorum Apostoli», authored by Pope John Paul Il, on the activity
of Cyril and Methodius among the Slavs, through which the Brothers
became known as the «Slavic Apostles». Research methodology. Both
general scientific methods (analytical, logical), historical (chronological,
historical-comparative), and source studies — as heuristic, critical have
been used in our research, as well as, the method of hermeneutics.
Scientific novelty is determined by the fact that the source being studied
until now has received little attention in both Ukrainian and Russian
historical science, although this document is dedicated to a special
event — the conversion to Christianity of the Slavic people, during
which the Thessaloniki Brothers not only promoted the Christianization
of the Slavs, but they also developed an alphabet (Cyrillic) for them
and translated church books into their language. And later the Church
Slavonic language became not only the language of the church, but
also the basis of the whole culture of the Slavic people. We have made a
detailed analysis of the contents of the Encyclical in order to identify
the position of the Roman Pope on the mission of Cyril and Methodius,
its historical significance and its impact on the history and present of
Europe. And it was determined that John Paul Il highly assessed its
results, noted the enormous role of Cyril and Methodius among the
Slavs, and emphasized its historical significance not only for the Slavic
people, but for the whole Christian civilization.

Conclusion. The Encyclical «Slavorum Apostoli» should be studied
both as a source of theological and as scientific — historical, religious,
cultural and political content. It is impossible to agree with the little
attention paid to this important and deeply meaningful document by
contemporary historians, cultural scientists, religious scholars, and
representatives of other humanities.

Relevance of the research. The scientific research on the spread
of Christianity among the Slavic peoples, the emergence of the Slavic
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alphabet and writing is directly related to the names of the Thessa-
loniki brothers Cyril and Methodius. It is one of the most complex
subjects in all the world history. Despite the abundance of literature
on the topic, this problem is far from being finally solved. The most
important result of the Brothers’s work was the realization of the
Great Slavic Idea — the use of a living vernacular in Church and in
Scripture that in its turn had a great cultural and theological signi-
ficance. «Constantine’s idea — to church service in a real language,
was unusual», wrote Metropolitan Hilarion (Ogienko). «He put forward
a revolutionary idea at that time: praise of God could be realized in
all languages. Even in his last prayer, the great humanist Cyril asked
God to overcome «a trilingual heresy» (llarion, 1970, p. 318).

The great accomplishment of the Slavic educators was also the
first translation of the Bible. As soon as the Slavic worship began to
sound in Slavic language, Cyril said: «The Slavic tribe is flying nows.
Thus, in our opinion, Cyril the Philosopher noted a phenomenon
occurrence with deep and precise phrase, that had great national and
state-making significance, and which in modern science is defined by
the term «passionarity». The Brothers’ deed was mission-relevant and
it is hardly something else equal in its dignity and importance in cul-
tural history that could be put next to it according to usefulness of its
results for the Slavs. We should evaluate the activities of the Slavic
apostles Cyril and Methodius in this civilization sense. In 1985 Pope
John Paul 1l dedicated his Official Message (Encyclical) Slavorum
Apostoli precisely to this complex-scientific and theological problem.

Statement of problem research. We have been paying attention
to the Encyclical itself and its contents in various aspects (Borysova,
2010, 2013). Analysis of recent publications on this issue has revealed
that the situation with the study of this document have not changed
much in the last five years. In Ukraine, the Encyclical was translated
and published in Ukrainian (Apostoly slovian, 2008), but scholars
neither paid much attention to this document earlier and nor doing it
now. Indirect information about it is traced through translations into
Russian (Kobernyk, 2013, p. 114). Catholic theologians pay it some
attention («Vid dialohu liubovi», 2019 and others). Russians, for some
reason, are not very fond of Encyclical as well. Both scientists and
theologians mention it very casually (Polyanskaya, 2012; Karimova,
2004; Kulesh, 2008; Zaychenko, 2011; Igumen Innokentiy Pavlov, 2011
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and some others). Therefore, it could be concluded that both the Encyc-
lical itself and John Paul’s Il position against the role and importance
of the Thessaloniki Brothers’ mission among the Slavic peoples have
not been properly explored yet even nowadays.

Source Base. We were acquainted with the text of the Encyclical in
2004, when it was found in Russian translation in the State Archives of
the Luhansk Oblast among annexes (Annex 11) to the Report of being
the Delegation of Russian Orthodox Church on the 111 Assembly of
Romanian Religion in September 1985 (DALO, Fr.-3699, op. 1). The
Encyclical itself («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla I1», 1985) was translated
into Ukrainian by a member of the Union of Writers of Ukraine, Raisa
Lukyanchuk. This translation was published by us (Borysova, 2008,
supplement).

The purpose of the article. The article analyses the Encyclical
Slavorum apostolic, its main theme being the activities of Cyril and
Methodius on a mission among the Slavs thanks to which the Brothers
came into the History under the great name of the Slavic Apostles.

Presenting main material. John Paul 11 began the introduction to
the Encyclical with the words «The Slavs’ apostles St. Cyril and
Methodius, remain in the memory of Church in connection with the
great work they accomplished. It is the Process of Evangelism. And
we can even say that the mention them became especially vivid and
relevant in our era» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 71). It is
further noted that, in view of the importance of the Brothers’ mission,
the worship of their names by whole nations, Pope proclaimed Cyril
and Methodius the co-patrons of Europe with the Egregiae virtnis
document (December 31, 1980). In this way he continued the cause
of honoring the «Slavic Apostles», made by Leo XIII (1880) and
Paul VI (1964). «More than in a hundred years after the publication
of the Encyclical of Leo XIII, new circumstances during the celebration
of the eleventh century blessed death of St. Methodius, call on to re-
expression of what Church remembers in this important anniversary.
And the first Pope, called from Poland, and consequently, from the
center of the Slavic nations, to occupy the throne of St. Peter, feels
especially called to this mission. It is further noted that the Brother’s
experience could be now examined more maturely and deeply, and
the lessons of their life and apostolic activity have been revealed in
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new fullness and brought new results («Entsyklika lvana Pavla 11»,
1985, pp. 73-74).

The history of the Brother’s life and activities is expounded in
Chapter Il of the «Biographical review». And it is already stated in
the general item of the Encyclical (p. 4) that during a visit to Khazaria,
while being in Crimea, in Chersonese, it was found a church where,
according to the Brothers’ thoughts, Pope Clement Pumchkuii!, was
buried, and his relics were brought to Rome and passed over to Pope
Adrian Il («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 76). Further it is
said, that in response to the petition of Moravian prince Rostislav to
Emperor Michael | to send to his people a «bishop and teacher ...
who would be able to explain them the true Christian belief in their
language» it was decided to send the Brothers with this mission, «to
which they both devoted the rest of their lives, which was marked by
wandering, misery, suffering, enmity and persecution, which (persecution)
reached, the cruel captivity, if we speak about Methodius». But the
Brothers with dignity carried the burden of the mission, «they carried
with them the texts of Holy Scriptures..., which were prepared and
translated by them into ancient Slavic language, written in a new
alphabet, which was invented by Constantine the Philosopher and
perfectly adapted to the phonetics of this language» («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 76).

However, not everything was simply, the counteraction of the
Brothers’ activity was also considerable. They were summoned up to
Venice, where the innovative principles of their mission were discussed.
But Pope Adrian Il met the Brothers favorably?. «Approving the
Slavic liturgical books, he solemnly placed them on the throne of the
St. Mary ad Praesepe Church, which today is called St. Mary’s Maior,
and ordered to ordain of their followers in priests» («Entsyklika lvana
Pavla ll», 1985, p. 77). But Cyril was already seriously ill and died
on February 14, 869 in Rome. «St. Methodius», writes John Paul Il,
«remained faithful to the words, which Cyril had told him on his
deathbed: «My brother, we have divided one fate, leading the plow in
one furrow; now I’'m falling to the field at the end of my day. You, I

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know it, love your Mountain® very much; but don’t leave the teaching
deed, when you would back to the Mountain. Truly, where can you
better accomplish the work of your salvation?» («Entsyklika Ivana
Pavla 11», 1985, pp. 77-78). It clearly shows that Cyril the Philosopher
paid great importance to the case of education.

Methodius went through many unjust persecutions after the
death of his brother. Look closely at the John Paul’s II phrase: «The
new sovereign of Greater Moravia, Prince Sviatopolk, also was opposed
to the case of Methodius, refusing Slavic worship and raising doubts
in Rome about the orthodoxy of the new archbishop. In 680 Me-
thodius was summoned up to ad limba Apostolorum to lay out all the
questions to John VIII personally. In Rome, he was cleared of all
accusations, and achieved Pope’s the permission to publish Bulla In-
dustriae tuae* which, in the extreme, essentially restored the prerogatives
in favour of Slavic language in worship, which were recognized by
his predecessor, Adrian Il. When Methodius went to Constantinople
in 881 or 882, his perfect legitimacy and Orthodoxy were recognized
in the same way by the Byzantine Emperor and Patriarch Photius,
who was then in full communion with Rome» («Entsyklika Ivana
Pavla Il», 1985, p. 78) (italic is our — O.B.). In italics, we highlighted
the interesting thing: John Paul 11 uses the term «Orthodoxy» twice
(and it will be lower). And we ask the question: whether this has deve-
loped such a cool attitude of the part of Catholics to this Encyclical?

Last years of his life Methodius dedicated to translations of the
Bible, liturgical books, writings of the Church Fathers’, as well as a
collection of church and civil laws called Nomokanon («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla ll», 1985, pp. 78-79). And in De script Carantanorum lebellus
(871), in Chapter XII, we read: «The famous Greek, called Methodius,
in the new-found Slavic writings, philosophically transcended Latin»
(Quote: llarion, 1970, p. 181). As we can see, Slavic language provided
better opportunities to define philosophical concepts, categories etc.
Philosophy also generates the accuracy of cognition, the correct under-
standing of the world. Unfortunately, this feature of Slavic language
still has not only properly defended but it has not been even seen by
anyone! Orthodox Slavs, we think, should read not only what the

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bishops of their churches write (although they write virtually nothing
but the historical myths), but also what Catholics themselves write
about them. Very useful, this is truth.

Methodius died on 6 April, 885. «By his visionary activity»,
says John Paul Il, «by his deeply Orthodox study®, his poise, his
tolerance, his apostolic zeal, his fearless generosity, he gained the
recognition and trust of Roman Popes, Constantinople Patriarchs,
Byzantine Emperors and a large number of Princes of the new Slavic
peoples. That is why Methodius became the conductor and lawful
pastor of Church, which he founded during this era among these
nations, and he is worshiped, just as his brother Constantine, as the
preacher of the Gospel and teacher «from God and the Holy Apostle
Peter» and as the basis of complete unity between the newly estab-
lished Churches and more ancient Churches». The Brothers’ case
«remains a living model for Church and for missionaries of all times»
(«Entsyklika Ivana Pavla 11», 1985, p. 79).

In Chapter Il «Gospel Heralds», Pope justifies the idea that
the Brothers «were able to become Apostles of the Slavs in the full sense
of this word». First of all he, as the Divine, explains it like «God
sometimes demands from his electorate to distance themselves from
their homeland», and then says that Apostol Paul had the vision and
in which he was called to preach Christianity to Macedonia. So, it
can be seen that church has always paid great attention to psycho-
logical forms of human life in which night dreams, visions, etc.
occupy a significant place. Then the ideological justify is following:
The Brothers were called to the mission by «the voice and authority
of the Byzantine Emperor and Church of Constantinople» («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 80). The task involved abandoning ordinary
life, leaving beyond the Eastern Roman Empire, and long living
among peoples who did not know the foundations of Greek Christian
culture, which was already developed at that time. «Pope addressed
the same request to Methodius three times, sending him as a bishop
to the Slavs of Greater Moravia, in the ecclesiastical region of the
ancient diocese of Pannonia» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla Il», 1985,
p. 81). This fact expresses both Rome’s attention to the cause of the

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mission, and to the Slavic lands. However, the Brothers agreed to go
on a mission only when they were referred by Emperor Michael Il1.
Constantine told him, «Although | am exhausted and endured physical
hardship, I will gladly go to this country... in the name of the faith of
Christ» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla 1I», 1985, p. 81). Thus, both centers
of Christianity — Rome and Constantinople, as well as equally spiritual
and secular power, sent to the Slavs Brothers. The respect and consi-
deration of the formula «symphony of relations» of church and state,
embodied in the Codex of Justinian (VI c.) is seen here. Then a series
of gospel statements («Entsyklika lvana Pavla 11», 1985, p. 82) follows,
which confirms that such an approach to the case responds to the
completeness of Christian doctrine.

The Brothers took all the problems «faced to peoples defending
their existence in front of the face of military and cultural pressure
from the new Romano-German Empire, and trying to abandon the
forms of life, which they considered alien» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla I1»,
1985, pp. 82-83). The division between Western and Eastern Chris-
tianity was already rising by that time, and the Brothers could not get
past this, but «they were able to uphold the true Orthodoxy (and once
again, the term «Orthodoxy» is used. — O.B.) and to be careful to the
fact that the new ways of life, which is inhere to the peoples whom
they evangelized were not differ with the treasure of Transfer», in
spite of any ordeals, not abandoning from «firm intention to cooperate
and serve the benefit of the Slavic peoples and the unity of the Uni-
versal Church» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 83). And in the
prospect of the process of evangelism, both Brothers devoted themselves
to the important deed of translating the Holy Scriptures from Greek
into Slavic. In order, as the Pope notes, «it was necessary to know
well the inner world of those to whom they intended to preach the
Word of God, using images and concepts that would be native to
them... It was a new method of catechism». The case was agreed in
Rome with the doctrine, which was left by the ap. Peter and Paul.
Constantine and his assistants «took care to create a new alphabet
with the aim proclaim and teach the truth written in Slavic and thus
fully clear and understood by those to whom they were intended»
(«Entsyklika lvana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 84). According to this Brothers
are an example for all missionaries who «from ancient times to
modern times — from Europe to Asia and today on all continents —

worked on the translation of the alive languages of different peoples
of the Bible and worship texts» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 85).

Chapter IV, called «They Exalted God’s the Church» is stated
that although the Slavs accepted the Brothers as «Slavs by heart»
they were «people of Hellenic culture and Byzantine upbringing, so
to those people who fully belonged to the both secular and the church
traditions of Christian East» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 86).
And such a remark is appropriate. Further it is said that the Greek
Church knew its own traditions of the national Oriental churches
which used their peoples’ languages. The two Brothers did this way,
so the nature of their activity was distinctly Eastern. The Western
Church was different, it was international one: «Western Christianity,
after the migration of new peoples, united ethnic groups who joined
the local Latin population, providing everyone, with an aim to unite
them, Latin languages, worship, and culture as transmitted to the
Roman Church». The course was taken for monotony, because «any
difference was in risk to be taken as a threat to this unity, which was
still in bieri, and which might be strong tempted to get rid of it, even
by applying to various forms of coercion» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla I1»,
1985, p. 87).

«From this point of views, Pope writes, «it is strange and fas-
cinating to see how the two saints... did not try to dictate, on the peoples
they were supposed to preach, neither the undeniable superiority of
the Greek language and Byzantine culture, nor the customs and
behavior of a more developed society, in which they were raised and
to which, of course, they remained tied... Motivated by the great desire
to unite new believers in Christ, they adapted to Slavic language rich
and sophisticated texts of Byzantine worship and harmoniously applied
the complicated and sophisticated elaborations of Greco-Roman law
to the thoughts and customs of the new peoples. Following this prog-
ramme of harmony and peace they committed the responsibilities of
their mission at any time» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla I1», 1985, pp. 87-88).
Further it is emphasized that the Brothers, despite being residents of
the Eastern Roman Empire and subordinate to the Patriarch of Cons-
tantinople, «respected their obligation... to report to Pope on their
missionary work» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 88). Here we
must see the correctness of the Brothers’ behavior, since the church
was not separated in their time, and wisdom: they did not want to
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involve the Slavs in the already existing difficulties in the relations
between the two world centers of Christianity. Pope considers the
content of such an action as the Head of Rome Church: «Beginning
their mission on the basis of the authority received from Constan-
tinople, they then desired, in a specific sense, to confirm these rights
by appealing to the Roman Apostolic Throne, the visible center of
unity of the Church» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 88). And
here it is necessary to see not only the «complains of the Roman Popes»
to confirm the authority received from Constantinople (to which
some scholars tend), but first of all — the collision with the collapse of
Eregli (Heraclius) — the metropolis, which was subordinated to Rome,
and that was done by Constantinople. It is clear to understand why
the latter does not like to raise this problem, because it will turn out
that with the authority there really was a problem. But it is also clear
why Pope almost does not affect it: Heraclius (Thrace) until the
collapse was one of the organizing centers of the Eastern Orthodox
Church, and then it turns out that Rome, because of it, was also part
of the Eastern Orthodox Church. It is said about self-proclamation of
Constantinople by Popes, but they prefer to keep silence about their
own one (even it concern only of one metropolis).

Therefore, a mutual confirmation of the powers of Rome and
Constantinople was needed, because this was the only way to reach
the Catholic completeness of the church. That is what John Paul 1l
understands and sees in the Brothers’ deed, because he writes further,
«Thus they exalted the only Church, holy, catholic and apostolic»
(«Entsyklika Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 88). This is a matter of fact:
Peter (Western Church), Paul (Eastern Church), Andrew («Scythia,
the land of the future Slavs). Yes, it is completely catholic, the only, holy,
apostolic church. However — it is independent (thanks to St. Andrew),
but Popes and Patriarches prefer not to talk about it. Although in
John Paul’s II last sentence, something like this is traced... Is it true?
Therefore, the mission of the ap. Andrew the First-Called is extremely
important for a church with an organizing center in Kyiv, to which,
unfortunately, scholars do not pay much attention.

Next, Pope cites Christ’s words and the ecumenical appeal of
the Apostolate of the Encyclical («Entsyklika lvana Pavla 11», 1985,
pp. 88-89), which confirms the ecumenical significance of exactly
this Brothers’ behavior. And here we can agree that «the conviction
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of both Thessaloniki Saints, according to which each local Church is
appealed to enrich with its own gifts a catholic «pleroma» (fullness),
was in perfect harmony with their evangelical intuition, which consisted
of the fact that the different ways of living of Christians Churches
can never justify disorder, strife, breaks in the proclaiming of the
Only Faith and in the practice of love» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla I1»,
1985, p. 89). Pope sees in Cyril and Methodius the true forerunners
of ecumenism, justifying his view that the care «which expressed
both Brothers — and especially Methodius because of their episcopal
responsibility — of maintaining the unity of faith between the Churches,
to which they belonged, in particular, between Constantinople church
and the Church of Rome, on the one hand and the generating Churches —
on the other hand, was and remains forever their great merit» («En-
tsyklika Ivana Pavla 11», 1985, p. 90).

In Chapter V «The Catholic Meaning of the Church» John
Paul Il draws attention to the instructive aspect in the catechism and
pastoral method that the Brothers developed during their mission
among the Slavic peoples, and which had a profound influence on the
formation of the vision of the Universal Church that formed today in
the bosom of the Western Church. And such a vision, according to
which catholicity is understood «in the image of a symphony of different
liturgies in all languages, united in one single liturgy, or a harmo-
nious choir, which, being strong by the innumerable multiplicity of
its voices, is exalted by its modulations, timbres and endless contrapo-
sitions to exalt God out of all points of our earth, and at any moment
in history, — it is especially well suited to the theological and pastoral
vision, which inspired the apostolic and missionary work of Cons-
tantine the Philosopher, and Methodius and was the principle of their
mission among Slavic nations» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 93).

And such a vision Cyril defended courageously, defending it in
front of supporters of «trilingual». «Reminding us that God commands
to rise of the sun and to fall the rain on all people without exception»,
it is said in Encyclical, Cyril said, «Do not we all breathe the same
air? And you do not have a conscience, confining only three languages
(Hebrew, Greek and Latin) and deciding that all other peoples and
races remain blind and deaf. Tell me: do you support all this because
you find God is so weak to allow all of these, or too jealous to want
it?!». The Saint answered the historical and dialectical arguments, which
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were presented to him, on the base of «Holy Scripture» («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 94). Further, the Pope outlines the canonical
vision of catholicity inherent in the Catholic Church («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, pp. 94-96), emphasizing that through the
missionary efforts of both Brothers, the Slavic peoples were able to
realize their purpose, «to participate in the eternal plan of the Most
Holy, universal plan rescue the world» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla 11,
1985, p. 96), for which their descendants remember and honour the
Brothers.

Chapter VI «The Gospel and Culture», emphasizes that the
process of evangelism, which was done by the Thessaloniki Brothers
among the Slavs «is a model of what is today called «inculturation» —
the embodiment of the Gospel in local cultures and at the same time
the introduction of these cultures in the life of the Church» («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla 11», 1985, p. 98). The Brothers made a major contribution to
the culture and literature of all Slavic nations by creating the alphabet
for the Slavic language. «In addition», says Pope, «the translation of
the Holy Books, made by Cyril and Methodius, in collaboration with
their followers, has provided an efficacy and cultural dignity to the
liturgical Slavic language, which has become not only an ecclesiastical
but also an official language for many centuries and the literary and
even spoken language of the most cultural circles of most Slavic
nations, especially among the Slavs of the Eastern Rite... This lan-
guage played a role identical to the role of Latin in the West in the
historical development of the Slavs of the Eastern Rite. In addition, it
lasted longer — partly until the 19th century — and had a more direct
impact on the emergence of local literary languages through their
close language roots» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla 1l», 1985, pp. 98-99).
So, the logical conclusion follows that from the process of evangelism
carried out by Cyril and Methodius is, in some sense, constantly pre-
sents in the history and life of the Slavic peoples («Entsyklika lvana
Pavla II», 1985, p. 99).

Chapter VII, The Significance and Proliferation of the Influence
of the Christian Millennium in the Slavic World, John Paul Il begins
by stating that the apostolic and missionary activities of Cyril and
Methodius, which took place in the second half of the ninth century,
«can be regarded as the first effective process of evangelism of the
Slavs» («Entsyklika lvana Pavla ll», 1985, p. 99). We believe that in
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this way John Paul 1l acknowledges the fact of others, pre-Brotherhood
missions, attempts to evangelize the Slavs (just not effective enough).
It is impossible not to see that Rome, therefore, remembers the «Gospel
written in Russian writings», which was brought by Cyril the Philo-
sopher from our territories. Thanks to this fact, it became possible
both to create a Cyrillic alphabet and to recognize the Slavic ceremony
by the Rome. Rome is consistent in its actions; it should be noted.

The chapter then outlines historical material on the proliferation of
Christianity in Moravia, Slovakia, Pannonia, Poland, Bulgaria, Croatia,
Romania, Kiev Rus («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla II», 1985, pp. 99-101).
«Therefore, it is fair», writes John Paul Il, «that St. Cyril and Me-
thodius were quickly recognized by the Slavic peoples as the Fathers
of their Christianity and culture». The Pope emphasizes the importance
of Christianity to whole Europe, noting that the Brothers’ case «is a
huge contribution to the creation of the common Christian roots of
Europe, which, by their strength and vitality, is the solidest foun-
dation that cannot be ignored by any serious attempt to reform the
unity of the current continent in a new and relevant way» («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla II», 1985, pp. 101-102).

Pope points out that after X1 centuries of Christianity that the
Slave had it clear that the Brothers’ heritage remains deeper and
stronger for them than any division. He concludes that the western
and eastern traditions of the church are a reflection of diversity, which if
properly understood, could only enrich the culture of Europe, its reli-
gious tradition but become the basis for its spiritual renewal («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 102). It is important that the experience of
the process of evangelism Slavs provoked the Head of the Roman
Church to think so. Pope, in particular, emphasizes the value of the
Brothers’ appeal, which has not lost its relevance today, «to nurture
communication together», and emphasizes the value of their activities
in the form of «inculturation» as well: «Both Brothers not only ful-
filled their mission, fully respecting the already existing culture of
the Slavic peoples, but they maintained it and developed in the best
way, as well as religion», that is an example for the churches in their
progress. «Cyril and Methodius, in their personality and their work,
are figures who awaken in every Christian a great «nostalgia in union»
and in unity between the both Churches sisters: East Church and the
West one» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla II», 1985, pp. 103-104).
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In the Conclusion, John Paul Il emphasizes that the whole
church should celebrate solemnly and joyfully the XI century of the
apostolic cause of Cyril and Methodius, and states: «Everyone can
understand that the first son of the Slavic tribe wishes to participate in
this celebration with deep admiration because he was called, afterwards
by almost two thousand years, to be the head of Episcopal Chair,
which was the chair of St. Peter’s in this city of Rome» («Entsyklika
Ivana Pavla I1», 1985, p. 105).

«l pass my spirit into Your hands»: we congratulate the eleventh
century after the death of St. Methodius», Pope writes, «the same
words he spoke before his death, as his Life in the Slavic reported, —
the moment when he was going to be united with their fathers in
faith, hope and love; with patriarchs, prophets, apostles, teachers,
martyrs. He gave an example of a fruitful calling, with the testimony
of his word and his life, supported by the charisma of the Spirit, both for
the century in which he lived and for the next centuries, and especially to
our own time» («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla II», 1985, pp. 105-106).
After the death of Methodius — the first archbishop of the church,
which he founded in the Slavs, the following honored him by worship in
Latin, Greek, and Slavic («Entsyklika Ivana Pavla Il», 1985, p. 106).
«Now», Pope writes, «when XI centuries have passed since his death,
I would like to find myself... in Velegrad, where probably Foresight
allowed Methodius to end his apostolic life:

— | also wish to stay in St. Clement’s Basilica, the place where
St. Cyril was buried;

— and near the tombs of these two Brothers, the Slavs’ Apostles, |
would like to entrust their spiritual inheritance in special prayer to the
Holy Trinity.

«Into Your hands | pass»... («<Entsyklika lvana Pavla Il», 1985,
p. 107).

Then Pope continues a special prayer to God, believing the
inheritance of the faith of the Slavic nations to God («Entsyklika Ivana
Pavla Il», 1985, p. 107-111).

The document, which we have analyzed, is firstly a spiritual
manifest of Pope and secondly, a profound theological work, in which
both time and space are completely filled, and in which the special

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Conclusion. Encyclical «Slavorum apostoli» by Pope John
Paul 11 already has and will eventually have even deeper and much
greater great historical significance. Its author is a Human, a great
person who was tearing down the Catholic picture of the world, going
beyond it, recognizing the great historical significance of the Slavs’
Christian experience the founders of which were the Slavic apostles.
This is also one of the most important manifestations of the historical
significance of Pope’s life and activities. And scientists, we believe,
should not be left out in this matter. It is necessary to make a qua-
litative and accurate translation of the Encyclical into Ukrainian from
Latin, made the comment to the text, because it contains some ina-
ccuracies about the historical facts and to begin thoroughly study of
this document by historians, religious scholars, cultural scientists,
linguists. It is not possible to continue to mention it briefly in writings,
while at the same time not forgetting to list the sources used.

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HUTSUL’S MASCULINE INITIATION PRACTICES

Summary. The purpose of the study is to analyse the rituals
and actions performed by the Hutsuls to manifest the changes in age
or social status of a male, to describe the structure and age sequence
of the rituals and to identify the main ritual elements related to the
changes of male’s status. The research is conducted on the basis of
available sources. The research methodology is based on principles
of systematicity and objectivity, as well as on comparative-historical
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method, structural-semantic and typological analysis and the field
research method. The term «initiation» refers solely to the rites of
male’s transition from an infant to an adolescent and from an ado-
lescent to an adult. The scientific novelty of the research is establishing
the correlation between different initiation practices and age and social
markers. The structure of the initiation practices as well as their in-
fluence on the appearance of a person, his/her place in the community,
social rights and responsibilities has been described. Conclusions. The
initiations Hutsuls performed were meant to empower a new member
of the community with rights and responsibilities, and more importantly,
to extend his lifespan. Several rituals were important to young men in
different periods of their life as they had initiation significance. According
to the typical scheme of transition by A. van Gennep, we can distinguish
two main groups of initiations — those that contain the liminal phase
and those that do not.

The main markers of status change for men (in the studied rituals
and ceremonies) are the change of hairstyle (cutting hair), «misbehaving»
within the fellow community, showing required physical qualities and
military service.

Meanwhile, we must admit the lack of solid source base for
this study. Therefore the structure, the nature and the significance of
Hutsul’s masculine initiation practices cannot be fully revealed. The
way of gaining special statuses by Hutsul males requires further scien-
tific research.
