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SPHENGUS (FOURTH SON OF SVYOTASLAYV OF KYIV): OVERVIEW
OF SCIENTIFIC HYPOTHESES IN HISTORIOGRAPHIC TRADITIONS

Summary. The aim of this study is to examine the hypothesis of the existence of Sfengus, the fourth
son of Prince Sviatoslav Thorovych, who has been portrayed as the commander of a Norman detachment that
acted in 1016 against the Byzantine governor George Tzulos. The authors attempt to analyze the sources
and scholarly works regarding the issue of Sfengus and present his hypothesis as a significant example of
employing a Norman contingent in the fight against nomads. The methodology of the research relies on the
principles of a specific historical approach, historicism, objectivity, comprehensiveness, systematic analysis,
as well as the application of counterfactual methods.

Historiography offers several approaches to addressing this issue. Soviet historiography, in its unique
discourse within the framework of the “Norman theory”, attempted to justify the Rus’ origin of Sfengus.
However, the factual content of this problem suggests the apparent Norman origin of “‘Viadimir s brother”, with
the ethnic composition of his military contingent also being Varangian. Ukrainian historiography interprets
the issue of Prince Sviatoslav Ihorovych's son as an episode in the struggle between Rus’ and Byzantium and
unequivocally recognizes him as a «military commandery of the Norman contingent involved in the fight for
the Tmutarakan principality against nomads. Western historiography focuses on the decline of Khazaria, the
«Gothic problem in Crimea», and other pressing issues of medieval Eastern history, highlighting Sfengus
campaign with the Byzantine forces as a contributing factor to these events.

Scientific novelty lies in the authors’attempt to analyze foreign and domestic historiographical traditions
regarding the hypothesis of Sfengus Sviatoslavych's existence based on available historical sources.

Conclusions. Summing up the results of the research, historiography identifies Sfengus, the son of
Sviatoslav Ihorovych the Brave, as a probable commander of a Norman detachment, often equated with Jarl
Sveinn. It is suggested that Sfengus, along with his contingent, could have strengthened the Tmutarakan
principality, as he had access to the necessary military resources, presumably of Norman origin. This issue
remains contentious in both Western and Ukrainian historiography and requires further investigation.

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RUTHENIAN NOBLE FAMILIES OF THE STRYI DISTRICT
OF THE PRZEMYSL LAND IN THE SIXTEENTH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the study is to comprehensively characterize the noble community of the
orthodox faith of Stryi district in the XVI century through the prism of demographic, property, and geographical
factors. Trace its evolution and differences from rest of noble society. The methodology of the study is based on
the principles of historicism and methods of microhistory research, prosopography, genealogical studies, social
history. Scientific novelty. The personal (family) composition, property, demographic status, and geographic
distribution of the Orthodox nobility of Stryi district are analyzed. On the basis of comparative methods, the
socio-cultural difference of the Orthodox nobility of Stryi from the rest of the nobility of the Roman Catholic
faith has been proven. Conclusions. The population of the Stryi district did not differ from the neighboring
regions in terms of the structure of land tenure and social stratification. Here church, royal, and noble land
ownership were equally present. Among the owners we can find both wealthy families of Polish and Ruthenian
origin and people from local szlachta families. The latter were represented by such families as the Lubenetski,
Klodnytski, Semyhynivski, Bratkivski, Krushelnytski, Pidhorodetski, Korchynski, and Skolski. All of them used
the Sas coat of arms. The early history of these families is closely connected with the so-called “Wallachian
colonization” of the Carpathians. Representatives of these families were representatives of ordinary szlachta
and did not manage to achieve significant success and take a significant place among the rest of the Przemysl
nobility. The family s property was limited to one or more villages, more often — to shares in two, four, or six
villages located close to each other. Marriages were concluded with representatives of families of similar
status. During the XVI century, there was a steady demographic growth among them. The material situation of
the orthodox nobility was insignificant. She ran her own household and did not have large estates.

Problem statement. The study of local social communities in a particular region is a necessary
prerequisite for larger-scale studies of society. Such studies allow accumulating factual material,
tracking certain local peculiarities and elucidating certain social processes at the level of microhis-
tory. The Stryi region, a historical part of the Przemysl land, is interesting from the point of view
of combining different models of social development during the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.
The natural landscape and the combination of the southern mountainous part in the Carpathians and
the northern plains were also characteristic of Drohobych, Sambir, Przemysl, Zhydachiv, Sanok, and
Halych counties. Thus, the study of the social structure of the population of Stryi region, in particular,
elite groups, allows us to reconstruct a social model characteristic of a much wider area that covered
the entire Carpathian region.
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Analysis of the study. The first works on the history of the Stryi district, as well as the neigh-
boring Skole district, which was part of the Stryi district until the early XIX century, were written in
the early XX century. F. Pappé published a small monograph on Skole and its surroundings in 1891.
The researcher elaborated on the colonization of the mountainous part of Stryi region in the XV-XVI
centuries, using relevant information from Przemysl grodsky and zemski acts (Papee, 1891, p. 25-39).
A century later, Ukrainians in the United States initiated the publication of a local history collection
entitled “Stryishchyna. A Historical and Memoir Collection”. The first volume contains a brief histor-
ical sketch. However, it does not contain detailed factual information (Shankovskyi, 1990). In 1936, a
well-known Polish legal historian P. Dgbkowski published a book about the nobility of Korchyn and
Krushelnytsia. The work is professionally done and contains interesting material about the Ruthenian
nobility of the XVI century in Stryi region (Dabkowski, 1936). In contrast to P. Dabkowski, S. Sorod-
nyk published a small book about the Korchyn szlachta. However, it is significantly inferior to the
previous publication (Sorodnyk, 2002). In the 1930s, L. Wyroszek wrote about individual families of
the Stryi region. His studies are limited to the XV century (Wyroszek, 1932). In the 1990s, S. Pashyn
wrote about the XV-century Stryi nobility, using published materials from Przemysl grodsky and
zemski acts (Pashyn, 2004).

The study’s purpose is to comprehensively characterize the noble community of Stryi district
in the XVI century through the prism of demographic, property, and geographical factors.

Summary of the main material. During the existence of the Polish-Lithuanian Common-
wealth, from the XVI to the late XVIII centuries, Stryi region was part of the land of Przemysl and
was the eastern outskirts of this territorial entity. The Stryi district covered the territories of the pres-
ent-day Stryi and Skole districts, and partially Drohobych and Zhydachiv districts. Despite the fact
that by the beginning of the XVII century the Stryi district practically ceased to exist, the mentioned
territories continued to be considered as an integral part of this region (Przybos, 1994; Przybos, 1999).

In terms of the structure of land tenure and social stratification of the population, it did not
differ significantly from the other parts of the Przemysl land (Sambir and Drohobych) and the neigh-
boring Lviv and Halych. Church, royal, and private landownership were equally represented here.
Among the owners of the latter, we find both significant magnate and lordly families of Polish and
Ruthenian origin (Ostrozki-Zaslavski, Stadnitski, etc.) and people from local petty nobility (Papee,
1891, p. 40-55). The presence of the latter was a specific feature of the region (it can be found in the
neighboring territories, consisting of the mountainous part of the Carpathian foothills and the Dnies-
ter lowlands), which deserves a more detailed analysis.

The formation of the petty gentry in the Stryi region began in the late XIV century, when the
territory of the former Kingdom of Galicia-Volhynia, in particular, Galicia, was completely incorpo-
rated into the Kingdom of Poland. The process lasted until the early XVI century.

The first mention of three members of the Lubenetski family, the owners of Liubentsi in the Skole
region in the foothills of the Carpathians, dates back to 1427. At the beginning of the XVI century,
the Lubenetsky family also owned shares in Rozhurtsi, located south of Liubentsi towards Nyzhnie
Syniovydne. According to L. Wyroszek, this family was a branch of the numerous Tustanovski family,
whose lands were spread over the territory of Sambir, Drohobych, and Stryi districts (Akta Grodzkie
1 Ziemskie, 1888, nr 1182; Wyroszek, 1932, p. 62—63; Pashyn, 2004, p. 27).

Another branch of the Tustanovski family, the Klodnytski family, is regularly found in Prze-
mys$l grodsky and zemski acts starting from the 80s of the XV century. They were the owners of
such villages as Dolholuka, Volia Dolholutska, Klodnytsia, and Monastyrets, located at the source
of the Kolodnytsica River, near Ulychne on the one side, and the Stryi River on the other. Notably,
in a boundary dispute with the Cherneiowski family in 1469, the Tustanovski family presented King
Wiadystaw Opolczyk’s privilege to found Klodnytsia and the surrounding villages as proof of their
rights. Thus, the Klodnytski family nest emerged long before the family was separated from the
Tustanovski family (Akta Grodzkie i Ziemskie, 1888, nr 75, 978, 1503, 1562, 1943, 20032005,
3116, 3729, 3753, 4021. 4423, 4512, 4770, 4826; Matricularum, 1915, nr 17270, 17274; Wyroszek,
1932, p. 63—64; Pashyn, 2004, p. 28).
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On the right bank of the Stryi River, opposite the Klodnytski and Lubenetski lands, is the vil-
lage of Semyhyniv, the ancestral home of the Semyhynivski family. The family’s first representative
was Ivan Holubey, who is mentioned in documents from the 1460s (Akta Grodzkie i Ziemskie, 1888,
nr 4556, 4558; Wyroszek, 1932, p. 73; Pashyn, 2004, p. 30).

Further east were the lands of the Bratkivski family. Their ancestral home, the village of Brat-
kovychi, was located on the Stryi River, south of the town of Stryi. In addition, the family owned such
settlements as Lukavytsia, Naniv, Berezhnytsia, part of Dubrovliany and Rozhirtsi. The first mention
of the Bratkivski dates back to 1427 (a certain Prokop from Bratkovychi is mentioned), while more
regular information about the family members appears only in the 1450s (Smutok, 2019, p. 596—600;
Wyroszek, 1932, p. 71; Pashyn, 2004, p. 29).

A separate mention should be made of the large family community of Krushelnytski, Korchynski,
Pidhorodetski, and Skolski, whose lands were located in the mountainous part of the Stryi district.

In 1395, Wiadystaw Jagietto granted Krushelnytsia to certain Ivashko and Demian Krushel-
nyk. The latter are considered the protoplasts of the Krushelnytski family. Until the end of the XV
century, information about this family was extremely scarce, and it was not until the 1490s that infor-
mation about the Krushelnytski began to appear regularly (Smutok, 2021, p. 256-263; Wyroszek,
1932, p. 69; Pashyn, 2004, p. 32).

In 1427, Stepan of Korchyn, the ancestor of the Korchynski family, attended the congress of the
nobility of the Ruthenian Voivodeship (Halecki, 1919, s. 188; Smutok, 2021, pp. 21-23; Wyroszek,
1932, p. 71; Pashyn, 2004, p. 31).

The owners of Pidhorodtsi Ivan, Ivan Savytych, and Chula are mentioned in 1391. This year, they
received a charter for 10 manors in Pidhorodtsi from King Wtadystaw I1 (CSHAUL, f. 13,d. 1, p. 286, p. 53).

The lands of the Skolski family were located the furthest from Stryi, among the Carpathians,
and were granted by Wiadystaw Jagiett in 1397 to Myko and Ivanko Volokh (Wyroszek, 1932, p. 66).

In the XV-XVI centuries, some members of the Hoshovski family migrated to Stryi district.
Yurko Hoshovski was mentioned among the owners of Korchyn in the 1470s. His descendants later
changed their surname and are known as the Korchynski Senkovychi (Smutok, 2021, p. 57-60). At
the same time, Hoshovski acquired shares in the villages of Skole, Korostiv, Hrebeniv, Holovetske,
Kozeniov and Tukhlia under unknown circumstances. In 1577, Ivan, Fedir, and Ivashko Hoshovski
sued the heirs of kniaz Kostiantyn Ostrogski over the ownership of these villages (CSHAUL, f. 13,
d. 1, p. 293, p. 76-78). The tax register of the Przemysl land of 1589 informs about a certain Fedir
Hoshovski, who was in charge of land ownership in Krushelnytsia, Skole, and neighboring villages
that formed the so-called “Tukhol estate” (Zrodta dziejowe, 1903, p. 42—43).

In addition to the settlements under their name, the Krushelnytski, Korchynski, Pidhorodetski,
and Skolski families owned the villages of Hrebeniv, Korostiv, Tukhla, and Holovetske. They had
their own shares in each of them. These settlements were also located in the upper reaches of the Opir
River (Papee, 1891, pp. 25-36).

These noble families of the Stryi region had much in common that distinguished them from the
rest of the szlachta. First, they all used the “Sas” crest and the early history of these families is closely
connected with the so-called “Wallachian colonization” of the Carpathians. L. Wyroszek claimed that
they originated from immigrants from Maramarosh, who were related to each other. As bold as this
assumption is, it remains debatable. However, in the charters for a particular settlement, which later
became the ancestral home of this nobility, along with the names of the recipients of the charter, the
surnames “Volokh and “Voloshyn” were used (Wyroszek, 1932, p. 32).

All these families represented the ordinary szlachta and did not achieve significant success among
the rest of the Przemysl nobility. Some representatives served as grodsky judges in Stryi. For exam-
ple, Ivashko Bratkivskyi (1465—-1482) (Smutok, 2019, p. 596) and Stanislav Klodnytskyi (1512—1520)
(CSHAUL, f. 13,d. 1,c. 4,p.449; f. 14,d. 1, c. 7, p. 291). This was the maximum they could achieve in
the social and public sphere. The rest of them did not hold any positions in the governments of the Stryi
district in particular and in the land of Przemysl in general.
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These families’ sphere of family and property contacts was rather narrow and local. The fam-
ily’s property was limited to one or more villages, most often to shares in two, four, or six villages
close to each other. Perhaps the only exception was the Lubenetski family, who, according to the 1508
tax register of the Przemysl land, had their holdings not only in Stryi district, but also in Radylovychi,
Uhertsi and Truskavets in Sambir and Drohobych districts (Zrodta dziejowe, 1903, p. 114).

Marriages were concluded with representatives of families of similar status. Until the beginning
of the 16th century, among the marriage partners of the Krushelnytski, Bratkovski, and Semyhynivski
families there were natives of neighboring counties of the Przemysl land, Zhydachiv county of the
Lviv land, and others, primarily the Tustanovski, Vysochanski-Komarnytski, [Inytski-Turetski-Yavor-
ski, Vynnytski, and Stupnytski families. However, in the first half of the 16th century the geography
of marriages narrowed. Marriages between representatives of the same family became more frequent
if it had more than two or three dozen representatives in the third or fourth generation. The number
of marriages between fellow villagers was rising sharply. Marriages to members of wealthier families
was the exception rather than the rule (Smutok, 2017, p. 181-189).

In the XVI-XVII centuries, the fate of petty noble families was different. Let’s take the Semy-
hynivski family as an example.

Ivan Holubey, the owner of Semyhyniv (1460s—1490s), left behind three sons and a daughter.
His daughters-in-law were Fedka Ilnytska, married to his eldest son Miklash, and Oliukhna from Tusta-
novychi, married to his second son Yatsko (Akta Grodzkie i Ziemskie, 1903, nr. 2083, 2311-2312).
Both came from the Sambir district. Ivan Semyhynivskyi’s daughter was married to Oleksandr Urozkyi
(Uruskyi) (1531), who was also from Sambir district (CSHAUL, f. 14, d. 1, c. 6, p. 308-309). By the
middle of the XVI century, the family was growing. In the late 1580s and 1590s, the Semyhynivski
were represented by about three dozen male family members. All of them owned their own lands in
Semyhyniv (CSHAUL, f. 14, d. 1, p. 279, p. 574; p. 283, p. 345; p. 288, p. 223, 1008). During the XVI-
XVII centuries, none of the family members achieved a respectable social position among the Przemysl
szlachta but continued to remain in the status of ordinary nobles. Most of them migrated to the territo-
ries of Lviv and Halych in the first half of the XVII century. In the second half of the XVII century, the
Semyhynivski family was mentioned among the nobility of the Zhydachiv district (CSHAUL, f. 7, d.
1,c.30,p.719;c.31,p.408; £.9,d. 1, c. 183, p. 1632; £.9,d. 1, c. 185, p. 955).

The Skolski (Skilski) family suffered a similar fate. In the 1530s, they still owned part of their
ancestral village. In particular, these were the Skolski Berendychi, represented by Petro, Mykhailo,
and Hrytsko; the brothers Demko and Hlibko Skolski; and the sons and grandsons of Malysh
Skolski. Gradually, the Skolski family sold their shares of Skole, Tukhlia, Hrebeniv, Slavske, and
Korostiv to Andrii Krushelnytskyi (CSHAUL, f. 14, d. 1, c. 262, p. 140-141; c. 262, p. 661-665; c.
262, p. 864-867, 1004, 108—-1090, 1270; c. 263, p. 591; c. 266, p. 638, 715; c. 268, p. 20). As early as
the 1620s, we come across representatives of this family in the Przemysl grodsky acts (CSHAUL, f.
13,d.1,c.353,p. 598). However, they no longer lived in their family nest. The Skolski family sold the
remains of their real estate in Skole, Tukhlia, and Slavske to the Ostrogski family in 1590 (CSHAUL,
f. 14, d. 1, c. 290, p. 516). Then they migrated to the east. In the second half of the XVI century
they are mentioned among the landowners of Holyn in the Zhydachiv district (CSHAUL, f. 14, d.
1, p. 279, p. 1196-1197); some of them settled in Borshchiv (CSHAUL, f. 9, d. 1, p. 133, p. 53-54,
58; p. 385, p. 1296; p. 387, p. 762). By the middle of the XVII century, the Skolski family was also
among the owners of Novosiltsi in the Zhydachiv district (CSHAUL, f. 74, d. 1, c. 5, p. 934). How-
ever, as in the case of the Semyhynivski family, the family completely left Stryi region.

Unlike the Semyhynivski or Skolski, the history of other minor noble families of Stryi region
was different. In most cases, they were characterized by stable demographic growth. For example,
the Pidhorodetski, Krushelnytski, and Korchynski families were represented by several dozen men
at the beginning of the XVI century. This trend continued during the XVI-XVII centuries (Smutok,
2014, p. 36). In the register of the Przemysl land’s nobility, which appeared as a result of the pospolite
ruszenie near Medyka in September 1648, we found 4 representatives of Bratkovski, 11 representa-
tives of Pidhorodetski, 16 representatives of Korchynski, and 19 representatives of Krushelnytski
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(Akta Grodzkie i Ziemskie, 1911, p. 28-35). For comparison, the same register records the names of
13 Ilnytski, although it is well known that in the 1640s—50s, up to a hundred members of the IInytski
family lived in Ilnyk, Turka, Losynka, Radych, Matkiv, Vysotsk, Komarnyky, Husne, Yasionka, all
villages in the Sambir district (Smutok, 2021, p. 47-323). Thus, it can be assumed that the number of
either Pidhorodetski, Krushelnytski, or Korchynski families in the middle of the XVII century aver-
aged more than a hundred men.

Of course, staying in family estates that consisted of one or two villages created many difficul-
ties for many nobles. Some had to leave the Stryi region and seek a better life.

Conclusions. The population of the Stryi district did not differ from the neighboring regions in terms
of land tenure and social stratification. Here, church, royal, and noble land ownership was equally present.
Among the owners, we can find both wealthy families of Polish and Ruthenian origin and people from
local petty gentry families. The latter were represented by such families as the Lubenetski, Klodnytski,
Semyhynivski, Bratkovski, Krushelnytski, Pidhorodetski, Korchynski, and Skolski. All of them used the
Sas coat of arms, and the early history of these families is closely connected with the so-called “Wallachian
colonization” of the Carpathians. Representatives of these families formed an ordinary nobility and failed
to achieve significant success and take a significant place among the rest of the Przemysl szlachta. The
family’s property was limited to one or more villages, and most often there were shares in two, four or six
villages that were close to each other. Marriages were concluded with representatives of families of similar
status. During the X VI century, there was a steady demographic growth among them.

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DMITRY DONSKY: THE MYTHOLOGIZED “SAINT” OF MOSCOW

Summary. The purpose of this study is to examine the church policy of the Moscow prince Dmitry
Donskoy, who was canonized by the Russian Orthodox Church in 1988, and to refute the mythologize about
the so-called “holiness” of this representative of the Moscow Rurikovichs. Research methodology of the study
is based on the principles of objectivism and historicism, methods of analyzing historical sources about the
relations of Dmitry Donskoy with church hierarchy. The scientific novelty lies in the fact that the author has
for the first time specifically analyzed a wide range of historical evidence about the anathematization in 1378
by Metropolitan of Kyiv and All Russia Cyprian of Dmitry Donskoy: church chronicle collections, a letter from
the Lithuanian prince Olgerd to the Patriarch of Constantinople Philofey, an appeal by Metropolitan Cyprian
to the Moscow abbots Sergius of Radonezh and Feodor Symonovsky. Conclusions. The Moscow prince
Dmitry Ivanovich tried to transform the church into a structure subordinate to the state, appointing priest
Mitya as the Russian metropolitan after the death of Metropolitan Alexei. At the same time, Dmitry Moscow
demonstrated complete disrespect for both the Patriarch of Constantinople and the canonically appointed
Russian metropolitan Cyprian. When the latter arrived in Moscow, the prince mocked the metropolitan,
imprisoning and robbing him. It has been found that Dmitry Moscow behaved not as an Orthodox prince, but
as a barbarian who was unaware of Christian laws and the prescriptions of human morality. It has been proven
that in 1378 he was rightly anathematized by the Rus metropolitan Cyprian. However, the shameful massacre
of a legally appointed church hierarchy by the “Christ-loving” Muscovite Dmitry Ivanovich did not prevent
the leaders of the Russian Orthodox Church from recognizing Dmitry Donskoy as a saint.

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COMMODITY AND MONETARY RELATIONS IN THE SIVERSHCHYNA DURING
THE DECLINE OF THE HETMANATE (1701-1782)

Summary. The aim of the study. Using written and treasure sources, to analyze the processes of
commodity and monetary relations in the territory of the Sivershchyna region during the period of the decline
of the Hetmanate (1701 — 1782). Research methodology. To study the commodity and monetary relations
of the Sivershchyna region during the period of the decline of the Hetmanate (1701-1782), materials on
the commodity and monetary relations in the Sivershchyna region during the period under the study were
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analyzed, systematized, and summarized. The scientific novelty consists in the fact that materials indicating
the negative impact of the monetary reform of the tsarist government on the commodity and monetary relations
of the Sivershchyna region of the specified period were introduced into the scientific circulation, and the
influence of monasteries in the problem was determined. Conclusions. The analysis of the written sources and
treasure complexes of the 18th century found in the territory of the Sivershchyna region allows us to state that
by the end of the 18th century the Russian monetary system replaced the European coins on the territory of
the Seversk region, and Russian gold imperials (10 roubles), silver roubles, poltyns (1/2 rouble), half-poltyns
(1/4 rouble), 20, 10, 5 kopecks, copper 10, 5, 3, 2.1 kopecks, den’ha (1/2 kopeck), polushka (1/4 kopeck) were
in circulation.

Secondly, in large trade transactions until the end of the 18th century. along with the Russian chervinets’
and roubles, Western European gold ducats and silver thalers, florins, orts were used.

Thirdly, the monasteries on the territory of the Sivershchyna region in the period from 1705 to 1795
played an important role in the development of the commodity-monetary relations. They were not only the
religious and cultural centres, but also the significant economic entities, as it was evidenced by the numerous
monetary treasures of the 18th century.

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PRUSSIAN VICE-CONSUL ALEXANDER RIEGLER

Summary. The purpose of the study is to examine the activities of Alexander Riegler as Prussian
Vice-Consul and to outline his biographical data. The peculiarities of Riegler's integration into the life of the
Odesa community, his professional interaction with Consul General Ernst Mas and the local bureaucracy,
as well as the specifics of the activities of Prussian consular representatives in the region are established.
The research methodology was based on the principles of historicism, analysis of archival documents, their
comparison and synthesis. Scientific novelty: for the first time, a comprehensive study of Alexander Riegler's
activities as Prussian vice-consul in Odesa was carried out, in particular, his ties with Bessarabia, Podillia
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and Volyn were studied, and his desire to distance himself from subordination to the consul general in Odesa
was revealed. Conclusions. The appointment of Alexander Riegler to the post of Prussian vice-consul in Odesa
was an important step in strengthening Prussia’s presence in southern Ukraine. His activities were part of
the overall strategy of expanding the consular network to protect trade and political interests in regions of
growing economic importance. At the same time, while holding the position of vice-consul, Riegler actually
performed his duties outside Odesa, focusing on the regions of Bessarabia, Podillia, and Volhynia. This practice
reflected both the geographical priorities of Prussian diplomacy and Rieglers desire to distance himself from
subordination to the Consul General in Odesa. His desire to distance himself from the consulate in Odesa
provoked resistance from the local bureaucracy and Consul General Ernst Mas. Rieglers biography remains
insufficiently researched, which opens up prospects for further study of the history of Prussian consular offices
in the region.

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ARTISTS AS TEACHERS: SOLOMIYA KRUSHELNYTSKA
AND MYROSLAYV SKORYK: GENERATIONAL CONTINUITY

Summary. The purpose of the article is to systematize and summaries information about the pedagogical
activities of Solomiya Krushelnytska and Myroslav Skoryk, in particular, to identify common and distinctive
features of their pedagogical activities. The research methodology consists in the analysis and synthesis
of materials containing information about the methods and principles of teaching excellence of both artists. The novelty
of the study involves analyzing and assessing the relevance of the pedagogical approaches of Solomiya Krushelnytska
and Myroslav Skoryk. The analysis of the main milestones of their biographies, in particular the pedagogical activities
of Solomiya Krushelnytska and Myroslav Skoryk, shows that the opera singer saw her students as an extension of
herself and her talent, so, unable to perform abroad, she treated the teaching process with responsibility. Solomiya
Krushelnytska did not leave behind any theoretical guidelines, textbooks, or manuals, so the memoirs of her students
are important materials for studying her work. Despite his busy schedule, Myroslav Skoryk tried to pay full attention
to creating and shaping his own individual approach to each student. He not only passed on his own experience to his
students, but also discovered their uniqueness. Many of his tips are recorded in interviews, reviews and memoirs of the
composer § students. The study also revealed that the pedagogical activities of Solomiya Krushelnytska and Myroslav
Skoryk had both common and distinctive features, but despite their differences, both artists attached great importance
to the development of the students individuality, the formation of their creative potential, and played an important
role in creating a new generation of Ukrainian artists in the music industry. The pedagogical activities of the analyzed
figures require further study and adaptation for modern students of music education.

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BELGIAN GLASS ENTERPRISES OF KOSTYANTYNIVKA AT EXHIBITIONS
IN UKRAINE IN THE LATE 19TH - EARLY 20TH CENTURIES

Summary. The aim is to investigate the participation of Belgian glass enterprises of Kostyantynivka
in industrial exhibitions in Ukraine in the late 19th — early 20th centuries. These three enterprises near the
Kostyantynivka station and the village of the same name in the Katerynoslav province (modern Kostyantynivka,
Donetsk region) belonged to two Belgian joint-stock companies: glass factories (Societe des Verreries de
Donetz) and mirror factories (Societe anonyme des Glaceries du midi de la Russie). It is also important to note
that this is the only similar complex of Belgian glass industry enterprises not only in the Donetsk and Dnieper
regions, but also in Ukraine as a whole. The methodological basis of the work is the principles of historicism,
objectivity and scientific reliability. Historical-systemic, chronological and analytical methods were used. The
scientific novelty lies in the fact that the outlined topic was first highlighted and comprehensively researched.
Conclusions. Belgian entrepreneurs, whose glass factories were located in Kostyantynivka, took part in major
exhibitions in Ukraine, where the industry was represented, namely in Kyiv (twice), Odesa and Katerynoslav
(Dnipro). The exhibition debut took place in Kyiv in the first year of the glass enterprise s operation and marked
its entry into the building materials market. Participation in exhibitions was marked by the highest awards
for quality. The system of receiving awards itself was a powerful advertising tool, which was used by Belgian
glass companies. Special attention was paid to original solutions for exhibiting their own glass products. The
exotic glass pavilion created for this purpose was one of the best examples of small-form architecture. It was
successfully presented at exhibitions, which was noted by contemporaries.

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ODESA DURING THE FIRST WORLD WAR THROUGH THE PERCEPTION
OF A POLISH REFUGEE: FROM THE COLLECTIONS OF THE WARSAW
NATIONAL LIBRARY

Summary. The purpose of the study is to determine the role of narrative sources, in particular, refugees’
memoirs, in the study of socio-cultural aspects of the history of Odesa during the First World War. Research
methodology. The study was conducted using the principles of scientificity, historicism, objectivity and the use
of methods of external and internal criticism of sources. The scientific novelty is the introduction into scientific
circulation of the Ukrainian translation of a typewritten memoir by a contemporary of the events, the Pole
Bohdan Kossowski, found in the Warsaw National Library. The publication offers for review those fragments
of his memoirs related to his stay in Odesa in 1915-1918.

Conclusions. The article examines the situation of Polish refugees in Odesa during the First World
War (1914-1918) through the prism of the memoirs of one of the Polish refugees. It is indicated that among
the cities of the southern region of Ukraine, Odesa was a priority for Polish refugees for several reasons. The
first was the economic advantages of a large port city with a developed infrastructure, and the second was
the presence of a well-organized Polish community in the city. During the War, cultural and artistic societies
and political organizations established in the early twentieth century continued to operate here, and new ones
emerged, for example, the Polish Committee of Odesa to Assist the Wounded and the Population Victims of
the War, headed by a well-known scientist and public figure of Polish origin, director of the Botanical Garden
B. Hryniewiecki. The committee provided substantial material assistance and psychological support to Polish
refugees, many of whom found refuge in Odesa.

A contemporary of the events, Polish teenager Bohdan Kossowski, was forced to emigrate from Warsaw
to the southern regions of the Russian Empire with his parents during the war. He spent four years in Odesa,
from 1915 to 1918. Then he returned to Poland, worked as a maritime transport specialist, and spent a long
time in Europe. He wrote his memoirs in 1989 in Polish, and the typewritten text is kept in the manuscripts
department of the Warsaw National Library. In the preface, the author briefly describes the reasons for writing
the text and his own methodology. Two chapters from this work are relevant to the topic of our study: “Lata
1915-1918 w Odessie” and “Rewolucja Pazdziernikowa”. These fragments contain personal information from
the private life of the Kossowski family, as well as descriptions of Odesa and the life of the Polish community
in Odesa during the final period of the First World War. The memoirs are published in Ukrainian translation.

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MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKY’S PUBLIC ACTIVITIES IN THE DNIPRO REGION
IN THE DISCUSSIONS OF THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the article is to clarify the peculiarities of M. Hrushevsky s contemporaries’
understanding of his socio-political activities in the Dnipro region. The research methodology involves the use
of principles (objectivity, historicism, and systematicity), general scientific (historical, logical, generalization,
analysis, and synthesis) and special-historical (genetic, comparative, typological, psychological, etc.) methods of
historiographical research. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the first special attempt at a comprehensive
reconstruction of the discussions caused by M. Hrushevskys public activities during 1906—1914. Conclusions.
The article has concluded that M. Hrushevsky s public activities in the Dnipro region at the beginning of the 20th
century was perceived with considerable interest by his contemporaries. They were generally supportive of his
public initiatives of a sobornist nature. At the same time, the growth of particularist sentiments among a part
of the Ukrainian intelligentsia during the last pre-war decade gave rise to criticism of his strategy and tactics.
But despite isolated voices of disagreement, on the eve of World War 1, the scientist was usually portrayed in the
Ukrainian media as a consistent sobornist activist, often described as All-Ukrainian. The Russian and Polish
reception of M. Hrushevsky s public service was no less attentive. During the period under study, it noticeably
radicalized. The reason for this was the growing understanding among the elites of our historical neighbors of
the transformation of the Ukrainian movement under the influence of M. Hrushevsky s conscious work from a
regional phenomenon into a noticeable factor in European politics. Therefore, his socio-political initiatives were
perceived as a threat to the customary dominance over the Ukrainian masses and an obstacle to their successful
assimilation. Despite the aforementioned differences in assessment, all observers of the Eastern European
political scene were united in recognizing the leadership status of M. Hrushevsky in the Ukrainian movement.

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MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKY ROUTINE PROFESSOR LIFE.
A TRY AT RECONSTRUCTION

Summary. The purpose of the study is to reconstruct M. Hrushevsky's didactic workload at Lviv
University, the weekly schedule of his classes, the peculiarities of lectures and seminars, and communication
with the faculty administration. The methodological basis of the work is an interdisciplinary approach
with particular emphasis on the structural-functional systematic analysis of historiographical facts and the
comparative-historical method, based on the principles of objectivity and historicism. The scientific novelty
of the article lies in the first specific attempt at complex reconstruction of professorial work of Mykhailo
Hrushevsky. Conclusions. Mykhailo Hrushevsky's teaching activities at Lviv University were intended to
implement the plan of Kyiv and Lviv nationalists to consistently transform Galicia into a national “Piedmont”.
The prominent historian had to implement the educational component of this cultural and social project,
training new cadres of Ukrainianists from the students of the main educational institution of the region. In
accordance with this mission, he developed and taught lecture courses on national history and the Eastern
European region in successive periods. Encouraged by these issues, students deepened their Ukrainian
studies in special courses and M. Hrushevsky's scientific seminar. This purely didactic process, focused on
a comprehensive justification of the historical subjectivity of the Ukrainian people, had the expected social
effect. It consisted in the unfolding of the struggle for the cultural rights of Ukrainians within the walls of
Lviv University. It was M. Hrushevsky who became the ideologist of this struggle and in his own professorial
practice fundamentally asserted the Ukrainian voice in the national polyphony of the university, setting an
example for his more moderate colleagues K. Studynsky and O. Kolessa. The result of the professorial activity
of the prominent scholar was numerous cadres of national intellectuals who, during the twentieth century,
completed his large-scale work on the integration of Ukrainian stories into the world historical process.

Problem statement. In recent years, thanks to active heuristic work, primarily the publication
of the student catalog (Telvak, Kachmar, Zhuravlov, 2023) and a number of official documents (Kach-
mar, 2016-2021, s. 127) from the university fonds of the State Archives of Lviv Oblast, Mykhailo
Hrushevsky’s professorship has finally ceased to be a field of Polish-Ukrainian historiographical
manipulation. Today, we are generally well informed about the quantitative and ethnic parameters of
the youth audience of the prominent historian, the specifics of its fascination and didactic tastes, the
scientist’s struggle for Ukrainian rights within the university, and so on. Clarification of these most
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stereotyped problems encourages a more thorough study of many other subjects of Hrushevsky’s
professorial life, regarding which researchers have long operated with a limited set of facts that,
in various combinations, have turned into interpretive clichés that require verification by extensive
source material (Telvak, 2021).

One of the most important topics for research is the reconstruction of M. Hrushevsky’s didactic
work at Lviv University, which is still in the shadow of his chronic scandals with Polish colleagues
and his methodological work on the formation of a scientific school. We still know little about such
important components of Hrushevsky’s image as a professor as, for example, his academic subjects,
the specifics of their teaching, or the weekly workload. Fortunately, the well-preserved documenta-
tion of the afore-mentioned university archive makes it possible to clarify the issues just mentioned
and other similar problems that often had a decisive impact on the success of the scholar’s scientific,
cultural, and public projects during the Galician twenty years of his life.

Analysis of recent research and publications. M. Hrushevski’s teaching activities have been
most often addressed by historians of Lviv University Oleksii Sukhyi and Volodymyr Kachmar. In
a number of publications, they touched upon a wide range of issues related to the ideological foun-
dations of M. Hrushevsky’s teaching, his didactic proposals, and the historian’s struggle against the
galloping polonization of the main university in Lviv (Kachmar, 1999; Sukhyi, 2016-2021). In turn,
Vitaliy Telvak studied the problems of the student audience of the author of the History of Ukraine-
Rus’ (Telvak, Lazurko, Zhuravlov, 2023; Telvak, Vladyha, Zhuravlov, 2023; Telvak, Shtoma, Zhu-
ravlov, 2023), and also found out the importance of university lectures for the formation of the
Galician school of Ukrainian studies (Telvak, Pedych, Telvak, 2021). In the works of the above-men-
tioned researchers, the issue of M. Hrushevsky’s teaching activity was articulated only occasionally,
as a background for the elucidation of the above-mentioned subjects. Therefore, the professorial
everyday life of the Ukrainian historian is still little known, which is why our research is relevant.

In view of the above, the purpose of the study is to reconstruct M. Hrushevsky’s didactic
workload at Lviv University, the weekly schedule of his classes, the peculiarities of lectures and sem-
inars, and communication with the faculty administration.

Presentation of the main material. M. Hrushevsky’s cooperation with Lviv University began
long before his move to Lviv at the end of September 1894. The impetus for this cooperation was the
victory of a Kyiv master’s student in the competition for the professorship of the newly opened his-
tory department in the main educational institution of the capital of the Kingdom of Galicia and Volo-
dymyria, in which his competitors were Volodymyr Milkovich and Volodymyr Antonovich (SALR,
f.26,d. 5, c. 510, ark. 3—16). A special commission of the Faculty of Philosophy left the Kyiv student
out of the three candidates admitted to the competition, predictably recognizing the superiority of the
founder of the Dnieper school of documentary writers. The latter, as expected for Ukrainian figures
privy to the opening of the department, withdrew his candidacy, since he took part in the competition
only in order to pave the way to the Lviv department for his beloved pupil with his authoritative per-
sonality. Therefore, M. Hrushevsky remained the only nominee and the Lviv professorial board had
no choice but to propose his candidacy for approval to the emperor. Therefore, based on the decision
of the competition commission, Franz Joseph I, by his decree of April 11, 1894, appointed M. Hru-
shevsky as an ordinary professor of Lviv University, with the decree coming into force on October
1, 1894 (SALR, f. 26, d. 5, c. 510, ark. 137). Interestingly, and few researchers know about this, the
Lviv board of the Faculty of Philosophy, accepting the then little-known Kyiv master into its ranks,
secured itself with a three-year probationary period for the newly appointed colleague. Therefore,
M. Hrushevsky became a “full-fledged” professor only at the end of 1897.

It was precisely with the royal nomination that his correspondence with the dean of the Faculty of
Philosophy, Professor Antoniy Kalina, regarding his future teaching activities began. Its parameters were
determined by the name of the newly created department — “the second ordinary department of world history
with a special overview of the history of Eastern Europe with the Ukrainian language of instruction”. Such
an unusually verbose title was a reflection of a difficult compromise between the Ukrainian initiators of the
establishment of the new department (primarily, O. Barvinsky, Yu. Romanchuk and V. Antonovych) and
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the Viennese bureaucrats. The point was that the original version of the name — “Department of Ukrainian
History” — desirable for Lviv and Kyiv figures and quite understandable given current disciplinary tradi-
tions, was resolutely rejected by the heads of the Ministry of Religions and Education. They were talking
about both the unwillingness to irritate Russia, where the ethnonym “Ukrainians” was banned, and the
Galician Poles. For the latter, Ukrainian history was an organic component of the Polish-Lithuanian Com-
monwealth past, and granting it disciplinary legitimacy would provoke “separatist” sentiments among the
local population, as they believed. Such unwillingness was also greatly hindered by the lack of consensus
among Slavists at that time regarding the scientific status of Ukrainian studies. The latter was eloquently
expressed in the response of the Minister of Education P. Gauch to the delegation of Galician Ruthenians
that Ukrainian history could not be considered a “specific science” (Vynar, 1986, p. 82).

The name of the department determined the nomenclature of courses that its professor was
to teach. Despite the absence of any mention of the history of Ukraine, all parties involved in the
opening of the department were aware that the newly appointed professor would place scientific and
didactic emphasis on the Ukrainian past. That is why, by the way, during the competition everyone
feared the victory of V. Milkovich, who was a prominent figure in the Muscovite camp and could,
in his practical teaching activities, profane the national-awareness nature of the lectures, which were
the initiators of the establishment of the department. By the way, he did this, having occupied a
similar department in Chernivtsi University in a few years. M. Hrushevsky actually went to another
unknown state precisely for such “reconstruction” work in the Ukrainian “Piedmont”, as Galicia was
then certified, by means of science and culture. The historian repeatedly mentioned this in later pub-
lic speeches, responding to the reproaches of Lviv’s compromise politicians about his ingratitude for
being transferred to Lviv. The plan to open a department of Ukrainian history at Lviv University, he
later recalled in his Autobiography, “was accepted by me with enthusiasm, despite the significance
that was then attached to the Galician movement in Ukrainian circles: in Galicia they hoped to create
an all-Ukrainian cultural center, literary and scientific, through the work of writers and scientists from
all over Ukraine, and with its achievements to break the system of proscription of the Ukrainian word
and nationality in Russia, to raise a national movement in it, etc.” (Hrushevskyi, 1992, p. 200).

In view of the above, immediately after defending his master’s thesis, M. Hrushevsky began
preparing lectures on Ukrainian history, as evidenced in his diary and epistolary of the time. Thus,
justifying his refusal to O. Barvinsky’s repeated requests to come to Lviv to make the necessary
acquaintances, the Kyiv master mentions intensive preparation for lectures: “The spirit is vigorous,
but the flesh is weak and requires rest for the autumn work...” (Telvak, Diadiuk, 2018, p. 50). To a cer-
tain extent, the scholar did not have much trouble preparing lectures for the first year of his teaching
career, because his voluminous medal monograph on the Kyiv land of the Old Rus period provided
the necessary material for this.

In his first year of teaching, the scholar intended to call his course on the history of the native past
“The Course of the History of Ukraine’s Rus,” as he informed the dean of the Philosophy Faculty in a
letter (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 6 zv.). This title was expected in view of the toponymic construct
“Ukraine-Rus” propagated during the second half of the nineteenth century by O. Barvinsky and Gali-
cian nationalists in the Austria influenced territories, which had a conciliar and general historical mean-
ing, uniting not only the territories divided by the Zbruch River but also ancient Rus times with the Cos-
sack era. Instead, in his reply letter, A. Kalina showed complete unfamiliarity with the popularization
efforts of Galician Ukrainians. Among other things, he noted: “<...> In Galicia, this name is unknown
among Poles and Ruthenians alike, and it is not known what it is supposed to mean. The accepted term
here is Rus, to denote the Little Russian people, and therefore the appropriate name is Rus history or
also Little Russian history.” (CSHAUK, f. 1235, d. 1, c. 510, ark. 6). For M. Hrushevsky, the ethnonym
“Little Russia” was not acceptable because of its imperial connotations. With this in mind, the young
professor named his course “The Course of the History of Rus long ago”.

Let us highlight that later, the title of the main course of the Ukrainian professor underwent
transformations in accordance with the evolution of the conceptual and terminological apparatus of
the scientist himself. Thus, from the first years of the 20th century, the toponym “Ukraine” and its
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derivatives began to dominate the titles of M. Hrushevsky’s subjects, most of all those focused on the
past times of our Cossack era. Thus, in the academic year 1901-1902, the professor began teaching
the course “Ukraine in the XVII-XVIII centuries” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 478, ark. 31). Over time,
we see the ethnonym “Ukrainian” in the titles of chronologically earlier courses, which was due to
M. Hrushevsky’s deliberate efforts to popularize this conciliar ethnonym, in his understanding, and to
replace the traditional names “Russian” and “Little Russian” with it. For example, in 1905-1906, the
historian taught the course “Ukrainian-Ruthenian Paleography” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 528, ark. 16)
and in 1906-1907, “Economic and Cultural Life in the Ukrainian-Ruthenian Lands in the 16th and
17th Centuries.” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 558, ark. 8).

Another compulsory lecture course, due to the nomenclature of the department, was to focus on
the past of Eastern Europe. M. Hrushevski was notoriously bitter about the need to teach such a subject,
as preparation for lectures distracted him from his main studies of Ukrainian history and took up a lot
of his precious time. Realizing the difficulty of simultaneously preparing for two lecture courses, the
newly appointed professor in late May 1894 asked the aforementioned dean of the Faculty of Philoso-
phy whether it was possible to postpone the teaching of the course on the past of Eastern Europe to later
academic years or, at least, to replace it at first with a special course on the history of the Russian Middle
Ages (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 6 — 6 zv.). A. Kalina was sympathetic to the difficult situation with
the preparation of several courses that his young colleague found himself in. This is evidenced by the
curriculum for the Lviv University for the academic year 1894-1895, in which in the first semester of
teaching M. Hrushevsky taught only subjects on the history of Ukraine, and in the second he taught the
proposed special course on a particular aspect of the East European past “History of the structure and
life of Great Novgorod” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 34-90). The young professor began to teach the
lecture course on world history provided for by the didactic nomenclature of the department only a few
years later, in the summer semester of 1897—1898. Usually, in weekly schedules and student catalogs,
this course was called “Selected Issues in the History of Eastern Europe”.

We underline that despite the considerable effort he put into preparing lectures for the course
on the history of Eastern Europe, M. Hrushevsky’s complaints were more likely evidence of his
overload with numerous affairs. In fact, giving lectures on the Eastern European past soon demon-
strated considerable positive scientific and didactic effects. Sviatoslav Pakholkiv drew attention to
the first, emphasizing that M. Hrushevsky’s teaching of such a course proved to be a real chance
for Ukrainian historical science, as it immersed the scientist in an important event context in the
reconstruction of our past (Pakholkiv, 2014, p. 279). The didactic impact of the course on the history
of Eastern Europe was no less significant, because thanks to it, non-Ukrainian youth of Lviv Uni-
versity (mostly Poles and Jews (Telvak, Telvak, 2023, p. 57-69)) came into the teaching orbit of the
Ukrainian professor, whose representatives later made a significant contribution to the popularization
of M. Hrushevsky historiographical ideas in the intellectual space of Central and Eastern Europe
(Telvak, Telvak, 2018, p. 46-53; Telvak, Kurylyshyn, Telvak, 2022, p. 347-371; Telvak, Salata,
2021, p. 32-39; Telvak, Yanyshyn, Telvak, 2021, p. 103—125; Telvak, Ilnytskyi, 2018, p. 53—-64; Tel-
vak, Yanyshyn, 2021, p. 71-90; Telvak, Luniak, 2022, p. 244-256; Telvak, Telvak, 2022, p. 120-138;
Telvak, Yanyshyn, 2021; Telvak, Telvak, 2019).

While the lecture courses just mentioned were determined by the problematic and thematic
nomenclature of the department, all other subjects proposed by M. Hrushevsky were exclusively his
own didactic initiative. First of all, the newly appointed professor raised the issue of his scientific sem-
inar, realizing its indispensability for the full training of new Ukrainian studies staff. Therefore, in his
first letter to the dean of the Faculty of Philosophy at Lviv University, M. Hrushevsky emphasized
that “I consider the study of sources <...> necessary in teaching the ancient period of Russian history.”
(SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 6 zv.). The response of the Polish colleague showed the Kyiv addressee
that his department was in a kind of second role at the faculty, as it was created ad personam as a result
of Polish-Ukrainian understanding. Therefore, since the scientific seminar was already functioning at
the main department of world history, it was not envisaged for the second M. Hrushevsky chair. The
problem was that in the didactic practice of that time, the functioning of the seminar was accompanied
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by considerable expenditures from the state budget for rewarding the best student works, paying the
head extra and forming a library.

Anticipating the Kyiv master’s embarrassment at such explanations, and sharing his scientific
and pedagogical idea of comprehensive training for researchers of the Ukrainian past, A. Kalina
pointed out in his letter possible ways to solve the problem raised by his colleague. The first was to
conduct the seminar privately in his spare time. However, since the newly named professor reasonably
wanted to formalize his practical classes, the dean advised him to give two of his mandatory teaching
hours to the study and interpretation of sources from the medieval and modern periods. According to
the established practice of didactics in Austro-Hungarian higher education, A. Kalina recommended
that such classes be called “Historical Exercises” (CSHAUK, f. 1235, d. 1, c. 510, ark. 3—6). After
receiving these suggestions, M. Hrushevski shared them with his Galician guardian O. Barvinsky and
asked if he could, through his close ties in Viennese government circles, achieve the introduction of
a full-fledged seminar. After many consultations, O. Barvinsky pointed out to his young colleague
that the case was hopeless. Therefore, M. Hrushevsky conducted his scientific seminar under the title
“Historical Exercises” until the outbreak of the Great War. Despite its formally secondary status, the
“Historical Exercises” fulfilled its important mission of training new cadres of Ukrainian historians
and became the basic institution for the formation of M. Hrushevsky’s Lviv historical school (Telvak,
Pedych, Telvak, 2021; Telvak, Telvak, 2022, p. 423-432).

After all, the professor of Ukrainian history announced, developed, and taught numerous spe-
cial courses over the years. Over twenty years of teaching, the list of these courses and their diversity
of issues and topics is impressive. Studying student catalogs and curricula, we see subjects from the
political (“The Struggle for Galicia and Volyn”, “The Grand Duchy of Lithuania in the 14th and 15th
centuries”, “The History of the Union of Lithuania and Poland”, “The Social and Political System of
the Grand Duchy of Lithuania” etc.), socio-cultural (“From the Culture of Rus” “Economic and Cul-
tural Life in the Ukrainian-Rusyn Lands in the 16th and 17th centuries”, “History of the Culture of the
Rus Lands”, “History of Rus Culture in the 11th—13th centuries”, “From the Cultural Movement of
Eastern Europe”, “Cultural and Spiritual Life in the Ukrainian Land”, “Social Relations and Cultural
Life in Rus” and others) and regional (for example, “History of the Crimea in the 13th—18th centu-
ries”) history. No less representative was the range of special courses of source and historiographical
nature: “Russian Historiography”, “Review of Sources for the History of Rus in the 12—13th cen-
turies”, “Ukrainian-Russian Paleography”, etc. (Telvak, Yanyshyn, Nakonechnyi, 2024). When we
examine the didactic functionality of the special courses, we can quite plausibly assume that they per-
formed a compensatory function. The point is that important scientific problems or thematic blocks
that were not included in the main lecture courses due to their cumbersomeness were presented by
M. Hrushevsky for discussion in special courses. Most of all, they were intended to supplement the
picture of political history that dominated the lectures.

Such a component of M. Hrushevsky’s practical teaching work as a weekly teaching load was
already defined in the imperial decree that nominated the historian to the Lviv department. The newly
appointed professor himself mentions this part of his workload in a letter to the dean of the philos-
ophy faculty: “The above decree states that I am to teach world history with a special focus on the
history of Eastern Europe, at least five hours a week.” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 6). It should be
noted that in the case of the didactics of that time, it was astronomical hours, not didactic hours (the
so-called “pairs”), as is now common for us.

Not knowing the educational traditions of the Austro-Hungarian state, which was alien to him,
M. Hrushevsky asked the Lviv dean for advice on how to best distribute these hours between com-
pulsory lecture courses, a scientific seminar, and special courses. The Kyiv master’s student saw his
weekly workload as follows: “a) a course on the history of Ukraine-Rus, ancient period, 2 hours;
b) sources for the history of Ukraine-Rus, ancient period, 1 hour; ¢) seminars for studying sources,
1 hour; d) newer historiography of Ukrainian-Rus (19th century), 1 hour”. In the event that a scientific
seminar was not included in the minimum number of hours, M. Hrushevsky proposed to increase the
number of lectures on Ukrainian history to 3 academic hours (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 6 zv.).
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A. Kalina understood the question of his younger colleague, who was unfamiliar with the educa-
tional traditions of the Danube Monarchy in general and Lviv University in particular. He confirmed to
him that “every professor is obliged to”” the minimum five-hour weekly workload, and seminar hours are
indeed not counted towards this minimum. In this regard, the dean of the Faculty of Philosophy advised
him to read a three-hour presentation from the course on the history of Rus and to devote one hour to
studying old and new sources. At the same time, A. Kalina politely added: “This is my advice, of course
it does not limit the will of yours any way” (CSHAUK, f. 1235, d. 1, c. 510, ark. 6). A. Kalina’s advice,
rethought by the young professor, was reflected in the curriculum drawn up by M. Hrushevsky for the
winter semester of 1894—1895. In it, he proposed: “A course on the history of Rus, the ancient period,
3 hours <...>. Historiography of Rus, the ancient period (general overview and critical analysis of the
most important sources) 2 hours <...>” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 34). A similar approach to the
distribution of hours was also used in the second semester of 1894—1895, with the only difference that
the “Course of History of Rus, the Ancient Period” was taught for 4 hours a week, and one hour was
allocated to a subject from the circle of Eastern European issues — “Great Novgorod, its history, structure
and life until the end of the 15th century” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 365, ark. 90).

The logic of the distribution of the five-hour weekly workload outlined below underwent
changes due to the introduction of the course of Eastern European history by M. Hrushevsky into the
teaching practice. As evidenced by the curricula (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, ¢. 383) stored in the archives of
Lviv University, the professor from the summer semester of 1897—-1898. It was customary to teach
courses on Ukrainian history and the Eastern European region (along with related special courses) for
two hours per week. The seminar “Historical Exercises” was present in almost every semester and
was traditionally allocated one hour.

Another issue related to the organization of the educational process concerned teaching days
and hours. Interestingly, this problem was raised by A. Kalina in his repeatedly mentioned response to
M. Hrushevsky’s letter regarding the specifics of teaching work at Lviv University. On this occasion,
he noted: “As for teaching hours, it is necessary to keep in mind that there should be no collision with
other lectures on related subjects. Since all the hours before lunch until 1 o’clock are already taken,
only the afternoon hours remain for you. Which of them you will take for yourself, however, will
depend on you only. In the meantime, in the printed version of the program, we will note that the hours
will be determined later. Maybe it would be convenient for you to teach from 4 to 5 o’clock every
day except for one day, for example, Saturday, or any other day” (CSHAUK, f. 1235,d. 1, c. 510, ark.
5). In this case, the young professor also completely followed the advice of the dean of the Faculty
of Philosophy and in the first winter semester of teaching work, he determined Monday, Tuesday,
Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday as his teaching days. On these days, he always taught at the same
time — from 16:00 to 17:00. According to this schedule, M. Hrushevsky worked continuously until
1902-1903. It is worth mentioning that the scientist’s biographers unanimously indicate that he chose
a lifestyle in Lviv in such a way that he would work at home until lunch, and in the afternoon go to
the university and on public affairs. They explain this feature by the specifics of the historian’s psy-
chotype, who was an early riser and preferred to spend the most productive morning hours at his desk.
As we can see, the documentation of Lviv University explains the professor’s working day schedule
with more prosaic circumstances.

After 1902-1903 M. Hrushevski’s chosen teaching hours tended to shift to the morning. We
do not know at this time whether this was due to the “windows” that appeared in the schedule or the
professor’s own desire to have the afternoon free, when meetings were usually held at the Ukrainian
cultural institutions he headed, primarily the National Academy of Sciences. Since then, M. Hru-
shevsky also practiced sometimes giving two consecutive hours of lectures on the same day, appar-
ently wanting to free himself one more day from attending Lviv University. However, the logic of the
week’s lectures remained virtually unchanged: Friday was usually a day off, the main courses were
taught from Monday to Thursday, and the “Historical Exercises” were mostly held on Saturdays.

After M. Hrushevsky sent proposals to the dean’s office regarding the content of teaching hours
and their weekly arrangement, the schedule based on this information was published by the university
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printing house and became available to the youth audience and the interested public. Meanwhile, the
Ukrainian professor faced such an unpleasant phenomenon as differences in his presentation and the
published version of the curriculum. The prevalence of this situation is evidenced by M. Hrushevsky’s
almost constant footnote to his proposals, which contained similar content in different stylizations:
“NB. I ask the Hon. Secretary to show me the proofreading, because that time there was a striking
error” (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 389, ark. 35).

According to M. Hrushevsky’s diary, the weekly schedule of classes was not categorically binding.
If necessary, the professor could withdraw a particular lecture or change the day and hour of its holding. At
the same time, such a change was his sole responsibility, because he did not inform the dean, but only the
university’s technical officer responsible for the schedule. According to the historian’s diary, he most often
canceled his lectures when he did not want to be distracted from writing scientific works, especially the
History of Ukraine-Rus’. For example, in a note dated February 7, 1908, we read: “I did not teach today (I
had to cancel on Monday) so as not to interrupt my work on Volume VIL.”” (Hrushevskyi, 2021, p. 25). The
entry of November 10, 1909, was similar in content: “Only today I could take up the History; I decided
not to teach on Thursday, so as not to have to break away into the field of chronicles and finish the section
on archeology.” (Hrushevskyi, 2021, p. 329). Sometimes M. Hrushevski proofread his hours more inten-
sively, which most often happened when he was planning a long trip out of town.

Often, adjustments to the weekly class schedule were also made by objective circumstances
such as natural disasters, student strikes, or funerals of colleagues. But most often, the reason was
major religious holidays: if they fell on a weekday, traditionally no one went to the university and
those hours were not worked. Sometimes such holidays, such as Launch, Christmas, or Easter, lasted
a week or more. Interestingly, M. Hrushevski, as a man of Orthodox religious culture, did not always
follow the schedule of Catholic holidays and often learned about such days off only when he arrived
at the university. We learn about his embarrassment at these situations from the pages of his diary.

The linguistic texture of M. Hrushevsky’s curricula is also worthy of attention. Historiography
has repeatedly drawn attention to the professor’s principled struggle for the rights of the Ukrainian
language at Lviv University (Telvak, 2017; Telvak, Yanyshyn, Telvak, 2023), which was quite bur-
densome for him from a moral and psychological point of view. Despite this, the historian has con-
sistently insisted that the state-determined ‘Utraquist’, i.e. bilingual, character of Lviv University
was completely voluntarily leveled by the Polish administration, which, through a system of internal
regulations, actually took away cultural rights from the local population, for whom the university in
the capital of the crown land was founded by Joseph II in 1784.

This conviction was manifested in the fact that M. Hrushevsky consistently conducted all offi-
cial documentation, including curricula, in Ukrainian. At the same time, in accordance with ministe-
rial requirements, he duplicated his wishes regarding courses and teaching days in the state language
of German, but never in Polish. Moreover, when filling out curricula in the relevant forms, which
were made in Polish by typographical means, he was not lazy to cross out all Polish-language ele-
ments of the form (name of the faculty and position of the teacher, place and date of filling, indica-
tion of the academic semester, etc. (SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 528, ark. 16). It should be noted that the
Polish side was no less principled: in several forms corrected in this way by M. Hrushevsky, we see
the crossing out of the professor’s Ukrainian text and the return of the Polish-language equivalents!
(SALR, f. 26, d. 7, c. 558, ark. 8). Thus, even such a completely trivial technical document as class
plans and schedules, resembling a schoolboy’s draft due to repeated crossings, turned into a field of
Ukrainian-Polish cultural competition.

M. Hrushevsky’s teaching of the material had its own peculiarities: similar to the didactic prac-
tice of today’s history faculties, the professor taught the course of the Ukrainian past in periods from
one academic year to the next. Thus, during the first year, ancient Russian history was taught; the
next year, the “middle period,” the third year, the “new period,” and so on. Thus, within seven semes-
ters M. Hrushevsky brought the teaching of Ukrainian history to the end of the 18th century. Sub-
sequently, the same course was repeated by him in 1898-1901 according to the outlined logic. The
professor chronologically coordinated the main subject of Ukrainian history with his other courses —
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“Selected Issues in the History of Eastern Europe” and the above-mentioned special courses. Thus,
the subjects read by M. Hrushevsky during the academic semester allowed students to gain a stereo-
scopic understanding of the processes, events, and facts of the Ukrainian past in the broader context
of the history of the Eastern European region. This chronological and problematic interconnectedness
of the Ukrainian scholar’s didactic proposals encouraged history students to attend all of his courses.
Finally, the dean’s catalogs confirm that young people oriented toward professional realization in
Ukrainian historical science systematically enrolled in M. Hrushevsky’s courses.

A separate explanation is needed for the fact that in rare cases M. Hrushevski marked the
planned lectures as “in publice,” i.e., public. Such a comment can be seen not only near lecture
courses on Ukrainian and East European history, but also a scientific seminar. The point was that,
according to the practice of higher education in the Austro-Hungarian Empire, lectures were divided
into public or open (mandatory for attendance, with these classes being paid for), and extraordinary
(i.e., those that were not mandatory for attendance and could be either paid or free). Later, the term
“public lectures” was replaced by “compulsory courses”, i.e., those that students of all other special-
izations at the faculty had to attend (Kachmar, 2021, p. 121-122).

As we mentioned above, M. Hrushevsky’s department had a secondary institutional status at the
Faculty of Philosophy. One of its consequences was that all the courses he offered were essentially
optional and were chosen by students outside the mandatory curriculum and beyond the ten-hour
minimum that each student had to complete within a week. Despite this, his reputation as a prominent
Ukrainian scholar attracted a large number of young people, and not only Ukrainians (Telvak, 2023;
Telvak, Telvak, 2023). Proud of his own popularity among students, M. Hrushevski wrote in 1898:
“<...> The fact that this department had a special significance in the most recent development of our
science, I will allow myself to state decisively, is not the influence of the department itself, but of my
small personality. I teach a subject that is not included in the examination program; therefore, it is not
obligatory for anyone, I do not ask questions during exams, in general I have all the chances against
me, and if, with all this, the influence of this department is evident in our scientific development, then
this is only my personal merit, no one else’s” (Hrushevsky, 1898, p. 2).

The quality of the knowledge gained at lectures and seminars was to be demonstrated by students
at exams and colloquiums. “Before the colloquiums”, recalled one of M. Hrushevsky’s students, “we
studied directly from the volumes of his history” (Krypiakevych, 2001, s. 89). In general, in the
memory of his students, the Ukrainian scientist appears as a demanding but benevolent professor
who set the professional maturation of his students as a top priority. Ivan Krypiakevych wrote in his
memoirs about the teacher that M. Hrushevsky “demanded a lot, but set high notes” (Krypiakevych,
2001, p. 89). Volodymyr Herynovych spoke similarly about the teacher, who many years after
his studies during the anniversary celebrations in 1926 recalled: “At the colloquiums and exams,
Mykhailo Serhievych was demanding and not submissive, but sociable and persuasive, forcing him
to study and work. “Mykhailo Serhievych’s history exam, in the eyes of his fellow students, was
a Scylla and Charybdis. There were desertions on this occasion, but whoever wanted to work became
close to his professor” (Yuvilei, 1927, p. 21-22).

But the principledness of Hrushevsky as a teacher in assessing students was not reckless and
for him the vital interests of the young man were more important than formal exam scores. For
example, let us recall the situation with Oleksandr Sushko, who received a lower than expected grade
for the colloquium from his teacher. In this case, the young man decided to ask M. Hrushevsky to
abandon his previous decision and rewrite the colloquial certificate with a higher grade (!). The young
man motivated his tearful request by financial need and the need to be exempted from considerable
university fees (the so-called “honest”), which could not be obtained if not all semester grades were
the highest (in the vocabulary of that time — “famous”) (CSHAUK, f. 1235, d. 1, c. 780, ark. 1-5).
In his subsequent letters, O. Sushko did not raise this topic, but their grateful tone allows us to assume
with great probability that M. Hrushevsky still went to meet the student.

Conclusions. Mykhailo Hrushevsky’s teaching activities at Lviv University were intended to
implement the plan of Kyiv and Lviv nationalists to consistently transform Galicia into a national

“Piedmont”. The prominent historian had to implement the educational component of this cultural
and social project, training new cadres of Ukrainianists from the students of the main educational
institution of the region. In accordance with this mission, he developed and taught lecture courses on
national history and the Eastern European region in successive periods. Encouraged by these issues,
students deepened their Ukrainian studies in special courses and M. Hrushevsky’s scientific seminar.
This purely didactic process, focused on a comprehensive justification of the historical subjectivity
of the Ukrainian people, had the expected social effect. It consisted in the unfolding of the struggle
for the cultural rights of Ukrainians within the walls of Lviv University. It was M. Hrushevsky who
became the ideologist of this struggle and in his own professorial practice fundamentally asserted the
Ukrainian voice in the national polyphony of the university, setting an example for his more moderate
colleagues K. Studynsky and O. Kolessa. The result of the professorial activity of the prominent
scholar was numerous cadres of national intellectuals who, during the twentieth century, completed
his large-scale work on the integration of Ukrainian stories into the world historical process.

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CONCEPTUAL VIEWS OF UKRAINIAN AND POLISH HISTORIANS
OF THE INTERWAR PERIOD ON THE UNION CHURCH

Summary. The purpose of the research is to analyze the conceptual views of Ukrainian and Polish
historiography on the historical necessity, vocation, and peculiarities of the formation of the Union Church.
The research methodology is based on methods of historical analysis and comparison. The scientific novelty
is that for the first time the concepts of Ukrainian and Polish historians regarding the importance of the
Union Church for Ukraine and the European region have been analyzed. Conclusions. So, the conceptual
views of Ukrainian unism in the interwar period were determined by the need to find a prominent and equal
place for the Greek Catholic Church in the confessional-political Ukrainian and European space. Ukrainian
historiography of the interwar period for the manifested concept that the Union Church contributed to the
preservation of Ukrainian national-cultural and religious-church identity, and served as a reliable bridge
between the Orthodox East and the Catholic West. The Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, as a significant
nation-building factor, has become a significant obstacle to the implementation of Moscow's political plans —
the incorporation of Ukrainian territories and the destruction of Ukrainian identity and identity. Scientists
presented the formation of the Union Church as a long religious and cultural process, closely related to
the features of the Christianization of Ukrainian territories and the geopolitical location of the country.
Researchers defended the concept of equality of Western and Byzantine influences and the independent, union
character of the Ukrainian church from the very beginning of the introduction of Christianity in Rus-Ukraine.
1t is the historical circumstances, in the opinion of Ukrainian scientists, that led to the gradual transformation
of the Union Church from a means of Catholicization and Polonization of the Ukrainian ethnic group into an
institution of national revival, the church hierarchy over the centuries tried to steadfastly preserve Eastern
rites and thus preserve national identity. Gradually, the union church took deep roots in Ukrainian society and
became a national church.

The conceptual views of Polish scholars on the history of the Union Church were determined by the
then ambiguous inter-religious relations in the restored state and the exacerbation of Polish-national conflicts
at that time. Scholars tried to consider the expediency and history of the union church in view of the ethno-
political interests of the former Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and by analyzing in detail the contemporary
international circumstances, especially with Moscow's aggressive interventionist policy. Some researchers
believed that the union church was introduced at the initiative of the Vatican without a clear state necessity.
They assessed the union confession as an unsuccessful method of synthesis of the West and the East in the
church and a significant obstacle to the penetration of Roman Catholicism as far as the Urals. According to
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them, the establishment of the Union Church in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth led to the rapprochement
of Polish society with the East, which separated the state from Western civilization. According to scientists,
the Greek Catholic Church created significant differences in cultural, national, public relations between Poles
and Ukrainians, and it was these differences that prevented the peaceful coexistence of both peoples. Another
part of the researchers emphasized that the formation of the union church was a historical necessity, since the
dependence of the Ukrainian church on the Tsargorod and Moscow patriarchates was harmful to the interests
of Poland. After concluding the Eternal Peace in 1686 the union church became the only way to separate the
Ukrainian church from Russia and brought the Ukrainian people closer to the Polish community.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF UKRAINIZATION OF THE BODIES OF THE COLONIAL
RUSSIAN-BOLSHOWIST GOVERNMENT (BASED ON THE EXPERIENCE
OF THE PODIL GOVERNANCE)

Summary. The purpose of the article is to comprehensively analyze the reasons, objectives, forms,
methods, and results of the Ukrainization of the colonial Russian-Bolshevik authorities in the Podil Governorate.
The methodology of the research is based on general scientific principles of objectivity, historicism, and
systematics, as well as general scientific and special historical methods of deduction and induction, historical-
systemic, statistical, and content analysis. The scientific novelty lies in the fact that the article provides the
first comprehensive examination of the work of the provincial authorities in organizing the implementation of
Ukrainization within the power structures, clarifies the reasons for the dominance of the Russian language
and surzhyk (a mixed language) in office work, demonstrates the wave-like nature of the mentioned activity,
explores the attitude of the new administrative “elite” towards Ukrainization, and summarizes the results
of this policy in the region. Conclusions. Based on primary sources, it is established that all work on the
implementation of Ukrainization in the Podil Governorate was carried out under strict control of the provincial
and district party and Soviet bodies. It is emphasized that for the implementation of Ukrainization, a system of
courses and schools for learning the Ukrainian language was established, which contributed to the gradual
transition of office work in institutions and organizations to Ukrainian. It is noted that the positive role was
played by the implementation of language proficiency exams among officials and the threat of dismissal in
case of failure. It is emphasized that the leading personnel, especially those sent from the center, avoided these
exams under various pretexts. Furthermore, even those officials who passed the exam mostly did not use the
Ukrainian language in their work. This was because correspondence with republican and union authorities
was conducted in Russian. It was established that by the end of the NEP period, in the Podil districts, on

average, less than half of the officials “were good” at the Ukrainian language, a third “poorly” knew it, and
a fifth “did not know it at all”.

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AGRARIAN REFORM OF 1921 IN BUKOVINA AND BESSARABIA:
LEGISLATIVE PRINCIPLES AND CONDITIONS FOR THEIR IMPLEMENTATION

Summary. The study is devoted to the analysis of the agrarian reform of 1921, which was implemented
in the territories of Bukovina and Bessarabia, which became part of Romania after the First World War.

The purpose of the article is to highlight the legislative foundations of the reform, the conditions for its
implementation, as well as to determine its first results in socio-economic and political aspects.

Methodology. The work uses an interdisciplinary approach, which includes a historical and legal
analysis of legislative acts and archival documents that regulated the implementation of the agrarian reform.
The method of comparative analysis is used to assess the effectiveness of reform measures in different regions. In
addition, historiographical analysis is used to study previous studies and critically interpret their conclusions.

Scientific novelty. The article reveals specific aspects of the implementation of the agrarian reform
in the regions of Bukovina and Bessarabia in the context of Romania s integration policy. For the first time,
the legislative mechanisms of land expropriation and impropriation, the creation of specialized institutions
responsible for implementing the reform, and their role in social stabilization are analyzed in detail. Little-
known aspects of the political motivation of the reform aimed at integrating the newly annexed territories into
Romania are revealed.

Conclusions. The agrarian reform of 1921 in Romania was complex in nature, combining economic,
political, and social aspects. It contributed to the partial redistribution of land, but could not completely solve
the problem of land scarcity and satisfy the needs of the entire rural population. In Bukovina, the reform had
a dual function: reducing social tension by allocating land to peasants and integrating the region into the
political and economic system of Romania. In Bessarabia, the main task of the reform was to confirm the
state of land distribution that had developed during the revolutionary events of 1917. Taking into account the
interests of large landowners and the colonization by the Romanian government along with the regularization
of land holdings of small owners. Along with the positive aspects of the reform, significant shortcomings were
identified, including bureaucratic obstacles and abuses in the distribution of land.

Thus, the agrarian reform in Bukovina and Bessarabia was an important, albeit controversial, stage in
the political and economic history of the region, the consequences of which influenced the further development
of the local population and its socio-economic prospects.

Summary. The purpose of the study is to provide an overview of the main issues described by the
parish clergy and to introduce the reports they compiled into scientific circulation. Research methodology.
In order to verify the documentary material, an analytical and synthetic critique of the information source
was conducted. The scientific novelty is seen in the introduction of handwritten archival documentation into
widespread research use. Conclusions. In the 30s of the XX century the parish communities of the Boryslav
Deanery of the Greek Catholic Diocese of Przemysl, according to the reports of local pastors, were marked
by certain achievements in moral and religious life: numerous and regular participation in liturgies, reception
of the Holy Sacraments (Confession and Communion), celebration of church holidays, maintenance of the
church in proper condition, donations for the needs of the church, self-organization of church brotherhoods
and religious societies, performing church marriages, observing Christian commandments, subscribing to
and reading the religious Catholic press, rejecting the teachings of Christian sects and the atheistic views
of communist propaganda. Parish congregations took care of the rise of Christian spirituality. The arrival
of a large number of hired workers in the Boryslav oil basin, who violated local customs and traditions and
undermined local corporate Christian spirituality, had a negative impact. In such circumstances, there was a
need to unite the parishioners to protect their native faith, language, culture, history, and the foundations of
Christian education. We believe that the deanery Greek Catholic community has managed to withstand the
challenges of time and preserved its Christian and national identity.

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THE PEOPLE’S COMMISSION’S HUNTER: THE CAREER OF PETR SEMENOV
AS AN EXAMPLE OF THE REPRECIATION OF THE SOVIET TOTALITARIAN
SYSTEM

Summary. The purpose of the study is to investigate the main stages of the biography of Petr Vasilyevich
Semenov (1898—1937) — one of the representatives of the high-ranking Soviet Chekists who made efforts to
create a repressive and punitive apparatus. The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism,
objectivity, complexity and systematicity. To achieve the goal, comparative-historical and problem-chronological
methods were used. Archival documents were studied based on the use of source studies and hermeneutic analysis
methods. The scientific novelty lies in tracing the career advancement of Petro Semenov and determining the
circle of people with whom he was associated on this path. The mechanisms that were used by the totalitarian
system to maximize the use of these people for its own strengthening and how their destruction took place in the
conditions of aggravation of internal struggle and the desire to hide countless of their own crimes were analyzed.
Conclusions. Together with many similar figures, P. Semenov took an active part in forming the foundations of
the totalitarian regime in the country, performed the functions of its protection, including by executing criminal
orders, which led to the destruction of many fellow citizens. The presence of official connections and personal
qualities that met the requirements of working in the Chekist structures ensured rapid career advancement,
high awards and, to a certain point, approval by the authorities. However, with the beginning of the repressive
campaign of the second half of the 1930s, even the Chekists could not feel safe. Many of them were repressed
on the same trumped-up charges and articles of the Criminal Code on counter-revolutionary activity, under
which they destroyed the citizens of their country, diligently building their own careers. P. Semenov became an
example of how the system dealt with those who were no longer needed by it. It was people like him who had to
take responsibility for the flaws, crimes and miscalculations of the totalitarian system so that it could maintain
comprehensive control over Soviet society for many decades to come.

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Summary. The purpose of this study is to present the results of a historiographical study of the works
of Poland scholars, primarily historians, regarding the Poland museums’ remembrance commemoration of the
victims of World War Il (WWII). Research methodology. Discourse analysis represents studies on the Polish
museumization of WWII in the context of collective memory. It made it possible to highlight several important
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Scholarly explorations of how Polish museums memorialize the victims of WWII are varied in scope and
perspective (transnational, national, existential, regional). In Polish historiography, memorial museums
established on the sites of former Nazi camps receive special attention, as well as conceptual changes in the
landscape culture of commemorating victims of violence (the so-called “‘forensic turn”, ecological memory).
It highlights how Polish museums respond to Holocaust studies by constructing discourses about WWII
from the perspective of a survivor. It is argued that although museums demonstrate attempts to reconcile
Polish national memory with broader European narratives, tensions between national and more inclusive
approaches to exhibiting different forms of suffering and sacrifice persist. The representational capacities
of Polish museums in finding a balance between historical specificity and anthropological universalization
require further in-depth analysis.

Problem statement. World War II (WWII) was exceptional both in terms of the scale and
geography of hostilities and in the context of the disproportionate loss of civilian and military lives. In
many countries, institutions were established to deal with memory policies and practices, to develop
and maintain a culture of remembrance of the terrible events of WWII, and to preserve, disseminate,
and pass on knowledge about them to future generations. Museums became an important institution of
memory. It was not only about knowing and remembering but also about explaining the significance
of this war and why it is important to preserve knowledge about it. In Western and Eastern Europe,
the culture of remembrance of WWII differed somewhat. However, in general, there was a gradual
shift from military history to social history in line with the need to honor the memory of the victims.

Commemorating the victims of National Socialism, in particular Jewish victims of the Holocaust,
became the basis for European memory (since 2004) and an informal condition for gaining EU membership.
Poland, along with other Eastern European countries, by joining the EU, changed the “dominant memory
regime” to include Holocaust remembrance and created new standards for the musealization of the victims
of WWII (Kucia, 2016, p. 101). It has created many challenges for professional historians, as museum
discourses are part of national narratives around the history of the Polish state. For Ukraine, which gained
the official status of an EU candidate in June 2022, the “Europeanization of memory” of the museum
discourse on WWII and the Holocaust has become especially important.

Research analysis. Over the past 20 years, the current museum situation in Poland in terms
of commemorating WWII has been characterized by a so-called “museum boom” (Andrzejczyk,
Mazurczak & Pietrzy, 2019; Heinemann, 2017), with new national museum complexes opening and
existing ones undergoing significant reconstruction in terms of “working with memory” (Fontana,
2020, p. 45). Museum institutions have turned from “monolithic” or “universal” exhibitions to
more reflective, narrative ways of display that go beyond the presentation of collected objects.
Concurrently, new national narratives have developed and become part of the transformation of the
museum landscape in Poland. Narratives and their interpretations have been important in highlighting
traumatic historical events; the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum (USHMM) in Washington
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is considered the world’s first historical narrative museum (Krasuska, 2018). New narrative museums
(the Warsaw Rising Museum (WRM), Museum of the Second World War (MWII) in Gdansk, and
others) were created in Poland as a way to respond to often contradictory individual and collective
memories (Jagielska-Burduk & Jakubowski, 2020, p. 154—155). Museums engage historians in the
creation of new historical narratives, such as the permanent exhibition of the MWII in Gdansk, created
by a team of authors led by Pawet Machcewicz (Machcewicz, 2019).

Examining the content and focus of the new and renovated museums, it became clear that museums
are critical spaces in which discussions on how the events of WWII are interpreted unfold (Lachedro,
2007; Turon-Kowalska, Nawrocki, & Pyszkowska, 2024; Wnuk, 2018; Zigbinska-Witek, 2013). The
contributions of Polish historians are crucial to preserving historical memory and countering simplistic
narratives. Well-known Polish historians cooperate with museums, such as Krzysztof Ruchniewicz,
Piotr Madajczyk (on the scientific board of a foundation in Berlin responsible for the construction of a
museum dedicated to refugees and displaced persons), Andrzej Nowak (a board member of the Museum
of Polish History), Dariusz Gawin (intellectual creator of the Warsaw Uprising Museum), and others.
The changing attitude towards history, which can be seen in the context of present-day Polish museums,
makes it evident how history is used to contextualize and explain WWII.

The controversies over the interpretation of historical events and the influence of historico-so-
cial stereotypes make it important for scholars to explore new methodological approaches to muse-
umizing the history of WWIL. In characterizing the latest historiographical contributions, it is rea-
sonable to note that the reflections of both Polish and international researchers on the practices of
creating and publicly representing the history of WWII in Polish museums are very important in the
context of the Europeanization of the commemoration culture and deserve special consideration.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the publications of Polish historians and international
researchers on Polish practices of museumization of the history of WWII, focusing on how research-
ers cover the issue of the politics of memory and the contradictions between national and transna-
tional trends of commemoration.

Main material. In Poland, museums presenting the history of WWII were created posthu-
mously, with the first ones opening immediately after the war on the territory of former Nazi camps:
Auschwitz and Majdanek in 1947, later in Stuttgart (1962), Treblinka (1964), Kulmhof in Chelmno
nad Nerem (1990), Belzec (2004), and Sobibor (2020). In the early 2000s, when the concept of
a narrative museum became relevant, the following museums were founded: the Warsaw Uprising
Museum (2004), the Oskar Schindler Factory in Krakow (2007), the MWII in Gdansk (2008), the
Ulma Family Museum (2016), the Warsaw Ghetto Museum (2018), and others.

In the museums located on the territory of former Nazi camps, the main object is the site itself,
and the main principle of museumization is to preserve everything that survived and should serve
as a visual reminder of the horror. The visitors have access to authentic camp facilities, as well as
to the ruins of blown-up gas chambers, crematoria, and pits where the bodies of those gassed were
burned. The sites of the former Nazi extermination camps in Belzec and Sobibor were long neglected,
and only recently museums and memorial complexes were opened there (as branches of the State
Museum at Majdanek). The history of the founding of the State Museum of Auschwitz-Birkenau in
the light of Polish perception of Auschwitz was studied by Jacek Laczedro. The author showed both
the bright and dark sides of postwar Auschwitz: on the one hand, attempts to save the post-camp ter-
ritory by former prisoners who would later become employees of the museum, and on the other hand,
acts of vandalism and desecration of the remains of the dead. All of this is presented against the back-
drop of a changing political situation, particularly at the beginning of the Cold War (Lachedro, 2007).
Beata Siwek-Ciupak explained the history of the Majdanek Nazi camp and the memorialization of
the site (Siwek-Ciupak, 2013). Sarah Kunte described the most important aspects of the functioning
of the Majdanek Nazi camp, such as living conditions, work, destruction, and transportation. She
also drew attention to the three design concepts for the memorial complex (1949, 1961, and 2008),
which reflected differently on the handling of structural remains (such as the reconstruction of part of
the former “Prisoners Field III”"), on the replication of elements or the significance of preserving the
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“material evidence” of National Socialist crimes and exhibiting of human remains at the memorial
site (Kunte, 2016). Robert Kuwatek has researched the history of the Nazi death camp in Betzec, as
well as the post-war history of the site, highlighting the facts of the excavation of graves by local peo-
ple and unsuccessful attempts to memorialize it (Kuwalek, 2010). He was among the initiators of the
project of the Memorial complex in Betzec (and became its first director), which primarily envisaged
the protection of the area with mass graves.

In the current memorial culture honoring victims of violence, there is a conceptual shift toward
a “cultural sensitivity” to human remains and material traces of violence. The memorial landscapes of
former Nazi camps in Poland are also rethinking. Zuzana Dziuban examined the dealings of post-war
memory politics in Poland, ways of framing the graves of Holocaust victims, and practices of grave
looting (Dziuban, 2014, p. 34). The post-war difference in the practices of commemoration of Belzec
and Sobibor (extermination camps built and operated by Nazi Germany as part of Operation Rein-
hard, the plan to murder all Polish Jews), where Jews were exterminated, has been explained by the
Polish culture of mourning, in which Majdanek and Auschwitz became symbols of “the martyrdom
of the Polish nation and other peoples”. In the paper (Dzuban, 2023, p. 184), Polish memorial sites
and museums established at former Nazi extermination camps are investigated through a conceptual
prism of “museum-cemetery”, and the politics of dead bodies and structural violence (necroviolence)
are ethically debated.

The Polish researchers take into account the discourse of ecological memory introduced into
Holocaust studies in a situation where the era of the (human) witness ends, when witnesses and par-
ticipants in events pass away, and living direct memory fades away. With the beginning of the era
of the “material witness”, whatever entity whose physical properties testify to past events can be a
memory agent. The natural landscapes become objects of the memorial landscape of WWII, accord-
ing to the non-anthropocentric concept of the witness (Malczynski, Domanska, Smykowski & Ktos,
2020, p. 184). Jacek Matczynski attempted to reconstruct the natural landscape of the former Nazi
death camp in Betzec from its establishment in 1941 until the opening of the museum-memorial
in 2004. The researcher focuses on the trees growing on the sites of the Shoah as an example of a
different type of witness. The author critically assesses the new museum project of commemoration
(Museum and Memorial in Betzec. Nazi German extermination camp, 1942—1943), for which most of
the trees were cut down, and the role of witnesses was assigned to only a few older oaks (Matczynski,
2009, p. 209). The Berlin-Birkenau project by Polish artist Lukasz Surowiec, aimed at fighting against
forgetting, is also covered in the context of ecological memory. As part of the Berlin-Birkenau proj-
ect, several hundred birch trees were brought to Berlin from the outskirts of the former Nazi camp of
Auschwitz-Birkenau to be planted throughout the city. Thus, trees that grew on land marked by the
deaths of many people became a kind of “living archive” that brought life and breath to Berlin. The
birch saplings create a personal, proactive memorial; instead of a steel or stone monument, something
alive embodies a part of the traumatic past (Matczynski, 2018, p. 374). Poland’s history of WWII,
from the perspective of forests and their importance in the defensive war, hiding places for victims,
strongholds of partisan resistance, and crime scenes are highlighted in the temporary exhibition “For-
est. A shelter for victims, a crime hiding place” of the MWII in Gdansk (August 30, 2024 — February
28, 2025). The curators of the exhibition have updated the environmental history of WWII, aiming to
honor the memory of all victims of war. At the same time, it is a reminder that forests, both as material
objects and as memorial landscapes, as spaces of life and memorial spaces for war victims, remain
largely unexplored (Bactawska-Kornacka & Krzencessa, 2024, p. 5).

In Polish museum activities have shifted from large numbers of impersonal mass memories to
detail and personalization, emphasizing the importance of listening to the voices of survivors. Piotr
Cywinski, director of the State Museum of Auschwitz-Birkenau, analyzed the memories of survivors,
and on this background, deep reflections on the human condition of a person who was subjected to
the process of Nazi concentration camps are presented: “Primary Shock”, “Loneliness”, “Death”,
“Hunger”, “Society”, “Empathy”, “Decency”, “Struggle and Resistance”, “Culture and Science”,
“Fear”, and “Hope” (Cywinski, 2021). This research perspective, which emphasizes the polyphony of
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survivor voices, is valuable in the context of a new approach to the historiography of the Nazi camps
and the commemoration of the extermination sites.

The authenticity of the museum exhibitions at the sites of the former Nazi camps is important,
focusing on things and certain elements that witness the tragedy. However, there are discussions
about museum ways of honoring the victims. The most shocking impression on visitors of the Aus-
chwitz-Birkenau State Museum is made by the glass display cases of “piles of things” with shoes,
prosthetics, glasses, toothbrushes, suitcases, and women’s hair (Zigbinska-Witek, 2017, p. 137).
According to James Young, this way of commemorating the victims seems contradictory. The win-
dows force visitors to see the victims as the Nazis intended them to be, that is, “the ruins of a destroyed
civilization” (Young, 1993, p. 113). When the memory of victims is reduced to fragments of their
belongings, the memories of their lives are irretrievably lost.

Polish museums are applying the newest exhibition strategies that can foster empathy in vis-
itors. Exhibitions create new forms of storytelling, combine multiple discourses, and explore new
ways of communicating with visitors, including through artistic expression. Anna Zigbinska-Witek
described two exhibition examples: the so-called Central Sauna in Auschwitz-Birkenau and The
Primer installation in Majdanek. The creators of a new exhibition in the building of the so-called
Central Sauna on the premises of Birkenau recognized its concrete floor as the most significant relic.
In almost all accounts of prisoners it stuck most in their memories (it was where their clothes were
thrown during the humiliating undressing, where they were chased barefoot on its cold surface, where
they sat for hours waiting for what was to happen). The creators of a new exhibition in the building
of the so-called Central Sauna on the premises of Birkenau recognized its concrete floor as the most
significant relic. In almost all accounts of prisoners it stuck most in their memories (it was where their
clothes were thrown during the humiliating undressing, where they were chased barefoot on its cold
surface, where they sat for hours waiting for what was to happen). For this reason, the concrete floor
in the exhibition is preserved authentically, and a podium has been installed above it, throughout the
rooms, which visitors can walk on. Other elements of the exhibition include photographs taken before
the Holocaust, confiscated from people deported to Nazi camps, placed on the walls. These photos
show people in situations from their private, professional, and public lives. Some of the people in
the photographs have been identified and their biographies reconstructed; each identified photograph
strips the murdered of their anonymity, restores their identity, and allows visitors to identify with
individual victims. Anna Zigbinska-Witek noted that this expositional approach allows visitors to
feel the atmosphere of the place and puts aside the need to provide extensive detailed information.
She raised a methodological question about the limits of realistic depictions of what happened in
Nazi camps; perhaps the attempt to create an atmosphere of threat and hopelessness means more than
the naturalistic language of museums, even in authentic sites (Zigbinska-Witek 2017, p. 150-151).
The author argues for the constructive role of art in understanding tragic history, as a complement to
the cognitive understanding of the past, triggering the imagination of visitors, which allows them to
develop reflective perception and sense-making skills. The example of the art installation the Primer
in the State Museum in Majdanek, which expositionally divides Barrack 53 into two parts and at the
same time symbolically connects two different worlds: ordinary childhood and the world of children
imprisoned in Nazi camps, is discussed.

The debate over the exhibitions at the Auschwitz-Birkenau State Museum also focused on
national policies of memory, as it is here that the memories of different nations, religious confessions,
and people of different ideological and political views are centered. It is particularly reflected in the
Polish exhibition “The Struggle and Martyrdom of the Polish Nation 1939-1945 (opened in 1985).
Theresa McMackin’s article analyzed the narrative of this exhibition. Theresa McMackin analyzed
the narrative of this exhibition: it contains information about the experience of Jews during the Nazi
occupation, although the section that presents much of the information is under the heading: “Terror,
executions, expulsions, deportations to concentration camps, and forced labor affected all segments
of the Polish people” (McMackin, 2018). The author also noticed three large photographs made by
Einsatzgruppen in Ukraine after Operation Barbarossa that do not contain a quote but have captions:
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“Mass shootings similar to this one in Ukraine were also carried out in occupied Poland” (McMackin,
2018, p. 41). The section of the exhibition also informs the visitor about how, despite the risk of
death, 75 000 Jews were rescued in Poland, the vast majority of them by ethnic Poles. In general,
the exhibition distinguished between ethnic Poles and other prisoners deported from all over Europe.
Over the decades following WWII, the themes of Polish suffering and heroism dominated Poland’s
historical memory. Marek Kucia argues that in Poland, there is a significant contradiction between
claiming the Holocaust as a Jewish catastrophe (Shoah) and using it as a universal model by which
to understand the suffering of others (Kucia, 2016, p. 97). The Polish exhibition at the State Museum
of Auschwitz-Birkenau is closed, and it has been announced that a new exhibition is already being
planned. In addition, a new main exhibition, which has existed with adjustments since 1955 and
emphasized the massive nature of Nazi crimes, is being created. The new narrative will expand the
history to include the crime’s human fate and individual dimensions.

The discussion of the historical relationship between Jewish and non-Jewish Poles is ongoing
(Polonsky & Michlic, 2004), and some of the controversies in dealing with the Polish-Jewish past
have been overcome by creating a Museum of the History of Polish Jews, POLIN (opened in Warsaw
in 2014). The debate about Polish-Jewish relations during WWII largely revolves around an instal-
lation about the involvement of ethnic Poles in the murder of Jews in Nazi-occupied Poland. The
museum installation uses a collage of Jedwabne Jewish private photographs to commemorate the
pogrom and massacre of an estimated 300 Jews in Jedwabne in 1941 that, in Polish memory, came to
denote around two dozen pogroms after the beginning of Operation Barbarossa. Karolina Krasuska
interpreted the aesthetic experience of Holocaust memorialization by the POLIN installation on the
1941pogroms, comparing it with the emblematic segment of the USHMM exhibition, The Tower
of Faces. The author points to the global circulation of a universalized Holocaust memory through
museums. Whereas the Tower of Faces cuts through the exhibition, breaking its governing temporal-
ity, the installation in the POLIN using family pictures occupies a space that uses a different visual
logic (Krasuska, 2018).

The revelation in 2000 of the truth about the Jedwabne crime came as a shock to public opinion,
as it undermined the image of Poles as exclusively victims of WWII. The response was a series of
“righteous initiatives” and attempts to identify people and groups who helped Jewish families in dan-
ger. Maria Kobielska analyzed the permanent exhibitions of five new Polish historical museums (the
WRM, the Ulma Family Museum, POLIN, the MWII in Gdansk, and the Oskar Schindlers Enamel
Factory in Krakow) in terms of their representation of the rescue of Jews by Poles during WWII. The
strategies of marginalization, recognition, and contextualization, as well as the use and abuse of the
topic, were identified, placing them in the context of the various mnemonic plans present in the Polish
memory field (Kobielska, 2023, p. 142). The WRM, in particular, marginalizes the Jewish experi-
ence and emphasizes Polish heroism, focusing on Polish rescuers rather than Jewish victims. POLIN
Museum has a more balanced approach (recognition and contextualization): it acknowledges Polish
collaborators, contextualizing their actions within the broader Holocaust narrative; presents rescue
stories as part of Jewish history rather than Polish heroism; and avoids generalizations, focusing on
specific rescue stories and their circumstances.

The WRM’s permanent exhibition on the history of the Warsaw uprising (1944) is central to
historical scholarly debate and has generated a wide media and political resonance. A group of histo-
rians working at the WRM has prepared a book (Zawistowski, 2022) with the most important infor-
mation about the battles, the participants of the uprising, post-insurrection Warsaw, and the witnesses’
memories. This collective book also highlights the political aspects of the uprising and its long-term
consequences, which were undoubtedly catastrophic. However, the central idea is “we wanted to be
free and grateful for our freedom”. These words fit into Polish history’s romantic and emotional part
and are important to Polish memory policy. The WRM emphasizes the Polish national perspective
regarding the desire for freedom, which corresponds to the understanding of 19th-century patriotism
in the context of the struggle for national liberation. Lan Otdakowski, director of the museum, and
Dariusz Gawin, deputy director for scientific work, noted that observing the struggle of Ukrainians
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today, Polish society is increasingly understanding the values for which the Warsaw rebels fought
(Kedryna, 2022). In their opinion, the struggle for national freedom is interpreted from a transnational
perspective compared to the current wars.

The visual emphasis in the WRM exhibition is entirely on the martyrdom of the heroes. As
Anna Zigbinska-Witek has noted, the exhibition gives a positive assessment of death in the name of
higher values (Zigbinska-Witek, 2013, p. 90). The biographies of the deceased participants are pre-
sented on stands resembling tombstones, and their photographs are arranged in the form of funeral
portraits, culminating in the appearance of a tombstone with the inscription “City of Graves” (Dost-
lieva, 2020). This specific museum pedagogy of suffering does not correlate with the contemporary
view of memory culture, which tries to show historical events from different (sometimes contradic-
tory) perspectives and emphasize the multiplicity of possible interpretations. The museum’s exposi-
tion is criticized for the “isolation” of the history of the uprising and the almost complete absence of
other victims of Nazi persecution. Ljiljana Radoni¢’s article points out that the WRM’s permanent
exhibition uses terms related to Judaism and the Shoah to depict the suffering of non-Jewish Poles,
that “our” victims suffered “like Jews” (Radoni¢, 2022, p. 129).

Stephan Jaeger argues that the WRM’s permanent exhibition blurs the distinction between com-
batants and civilians and thus shows the total totality of war, focusing on ruins, rubble, and emptiness.
Human victims disappear into material losses or, as in this case, become just numbers. The signif-
icance of the concept of total war is also emphasized in a separate section of the exhibition, which
features the 3D film “City of Ruins: A 3D Flight over the Ruins of Warsaw in 1945”. The film has
almost no text, except for three sentences at the end of the film: “on 1 September 1939, Warsaw had
1 million 300 thousand inhabitants”, “on 1 August 1944, there were 900 0007, “after the fall of the
Warsaw Uprising, no more than 1 000 people remained in the ruins”. However, after viewing the main
exhibition, it becomes clear that the third statement is an emotional encapsulation of the complete
destruction of life caused directly by the Germans and indirectly by the lack of Soviet activity. There
1s no space for gaps or interpretations, and the visitor can leave the museum with the impression that
all Warsaw residents were sacrificed. Thus, Stephan Jaeger examines “City of Ruins” as an example
of how an audience can be manipulated into an emotional, universalizing understanding of the cost of
total war and how the visitor’s potential experientiality can be restricted (Jaeger, 2020, p. 272).

The history of the MWII in Gdansk’s creation, from the earliest stages of conceptual planning
to the final installations, was outlined in his book by Pawel Machcewicz, historian and first museum
director (Machcewicz, 2019). The exhibition of the MWII in Gdansk was an attempt to redefini-
tion and find a difficult balance between the changing demands and expectations formed within the
national framework on the one hand and the integration of transnational perspectives on the other.
However, the permanent exhibition of MWII in Gdansk has caused much discussion in Poland and
among international museum experts and historians due to the contradictory perspectives presented,
both national and transnational. In particular, the international perspective on the universalization of
the Holocaust is “completed” by emphasizing the Polish national memory of the rescue of Jews. In the
section “The Road to Auschwitz”, which tells about the deaths of prisoners in the Nazi extermination
camps, the original exhibition was amended to include a large-format photograph of the Ulma family
(they were executed by German gendarmes in their native village of Markova after it was discovered
that they had been hiding Jews in their home). This exposition addition violated the anthropological
nature of the narrative, and the honoring of those who rescued and helped Jews during the Holocaust
became a key element of the exhibition section. Ljiljana Radoni¢ noted that the “turn to the rescuers”
occurred in such a way that all empathy was directed exclusively to them. It is confirmed by the fact
that the Ulmas, the Polish rescuers, are treated as individuals, while the known names and stories
of the Jewish women and men they hid and who were murdered as soon as the Germans discovered
their hiding places are omitted and their photographs are not available. Presenting one’s suffering in
terms of genocide and mentioning the Holocaust in one’s own country only to emphasize the role of
“our compatriots” in saving them is considered by Ljiljana Radoni¢ to be the use of the “Holocaust
template” in the presentation of the past (Radoni¢, 2020, p. 131).
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MWII in Gdansk presents a Central and Eastern European perspective on the history of WWII,
which differs from the Western perspective in that not only Germany but also the Soviet Union is rep-
resented as an aggressor (which occupied the eastern lands of Poland, i.e., the Western part of Belarus
and Ukraine, parts of Lithuania and Romania). The Polish victim is at the center of the representation
of German and Soviet crimes. The experts point out that the narrative structure of MWII in Gdansk
does not leave room for consideration of a broader historical context, apart from the Polish experience
and, in this case, the experience of other groups. For example, Emma Mikuska-Tinman has studied
how museums interact with and intervene in discourses of national and transnational memory around
flight and expulsion and notes that MWII in Gdansk nationalizes memory and leaves little space for
competitive notions of sacrifice, and does not mention the expulsion of Germans and Ukrainians as a
result of post-war border movements (Mikuska-Tinman, 2018, p. 71).

Stefan Jaeger noted that MWII in Gdansk does not retain its transnational approach when
depicting the air war. The exhibition surpasses documentary factual presentation and directs visitors
to a specific interpretation of historical events. Visitors to the museum in Gdansk may get the impres-
sion that without Hitler and Stalin there would have been no total war. In contrast, visitors to Dresden,
Brussels, or Caen clearly get the feeling that the conditions of total war and the effects of aerial war-
fare would have materialized even in different historical conditions. A clear cause-and-effect model
stands against an anthropological explanation of war and violence (Jaeger, 2020, p. 271-272). The
MWII in Gdansk manipulates the viewer into accepting its narrative framework, with no sign of a dis-
cussion about whether and how air warfare shortened the war and whether it was a necessary means
to victory. The selection of images in the exhibition supports the idea that totalitarian regimes caused
unlimited destruction, in contrast to the Allied forces, which are depicted as responding in self-de-
fense or justified revenge (Jaeger, 2020, p. 275). The composition of the images makes it impossible
to simply empathize with the suffering of civilians from the air war, but rather to indicate that this suf-
fering is different from that caused by the German and Japanese bombing campaigns. The historical
main narrative dominates the universal form of suffering in MWII in Gdansk.

Rafat Wnyk, co-author of the MWII in Gdansk’s first exhibition, examines the Polish debate
over the museum’s exhibition. He argues that it results from different perceptions of Polish identity
and patriotism. It is a conflict between the nation’s perception as an ethno-emotional community and
the definition of the nation as a civil society. The debate is between those who support a positive
attitude to history, which makes them proud of their nation, and those who argue that the essence of
history is a critical attitude to the past. It is a dispute between Polishness, understood as an ethnic and
emotional national community, and state civic Polishness. It also reflects the tension between under-
standing history as a heroic and martyrological narrative that evokes a sense of national honor and
interpreting it in terms of reflections on the glorious and evil past (Wnyk, 2018, p. 348).

Conclusions. There is a sufficient number of works describing and analyzing the exhibition activ-
ities of Polish museums on the history of WWIIL. The Polish historiography outlines various museum
strategies for ‘penetrating’ the past. The authors focus on memorial museums established on the sites
of former Nazi camps and conceptual changes in the landscape culture of commemorating victims of
violence (‘forensic turn’, ecological memory). They also describe how Polish museums respond to
Holocaust studies by constructing discourses about WWII from the perspective of a survivor.

The explorations of how Polish museums commemorate WWII victims vary in scale and per-
spective (transnational, national, existential, and regional). The authors analyze the permanent exhi-
bitions of the new narrative museums from different perspectives, particularly from the point of view
of the use of artistic modes of expression that can foster empathy in visitors. Historians highlight how
Polish museums respond to the “Europeanisation of remembrance culture” requirements. They pro-
vide exhibition examples that focus on the civilian experience, which is assessed as a positive contri-
bution of Polish museums to the Europeanisation of memory. However, the analysis of the exhibition
sections on the Holocaust shows the contradictory presentation of Polish and Jewish narratives.

The researches cover museum exhibitions that are part of intense memory battles. It is argued that
although museums demonstrate attempts to reconcile Polish national memory with broader European
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narratives, tensions between national and more inclusive approaches to different forms of suffering
and victimhood persist. Interpretation of the representational capacities of Polish museums in finding
a balance between historical specificity and anthropological universalization requires further in-depth
analysis, including at the regional level, including the history of Eastern Galicia, Upper Silesia, etc.

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ECONOMIC SITUATION OF THE URBAN PARISH CLERGY OF THE UKRAINIAN
EXARCHATE IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE 20TH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the article is to analyze the conditions of material support, sources of
income, and the impact of socio-economic circumstances of the second half of the twentieth century on the
activities of the urban parish clergy in Ukraine, as well as to determine the specifics of the relationship
between the clergy and state bodies and local communities in the context of the economic challenges
of the period. The research methodology is based on adherence to the principles of objectivity and
systematicity. To implement the goal and the tasks set, general scientific methods were used — analysis,
synthesis, generalization, induction, and deduction, as well as unique historical research methods —
problem-chronological, comparative-historical, etc. The scientific novelty lies in the fact that, for the first
time, the economic situation of the urban parish clergy of the Ukrainian Exarchate of the second half
of the twentieth century. Became the object of a separate scientific study. Conclusions. Despite various
transformations caused by Soviet policy on religion, the financial support system for church communities
retained its stability. The primary source of support remained voluntary donations from believers. There
was a significant regional difference in material support. Large cities and regional centers had significantly
higher incomes, contributing to a better financial situation for the clergy. Stable incomes of parishes in
cities contributed to a relatively high level of material support for the clergy, which allowed some priests
to accumulate funds to purchase housing, transport, etc. At the same time, in less prosperous regions, the
situation was radically different, and many of the clergy faced financial difficulties. The harsh anti-religious
policy of the 1960s led to a substantial reduction in religious communities and increased control over their
activities. The introduction of fixed wages further limited the possibilities of financial maneuvering and
made priests dependent on state regulatory mechanisms. Despite this, the state failed to take complete
control of parish finances. City priests received a relatively stable remuneration for their service, which
contributed to the formation of a significant difference between the city and rural clergy.

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TRIALS AGAINST UKRAINIAN DISSIDENTS DURING THE GENERAL POGROM
(MAY - NOVEMBER 1972)

Summary. The purpose of the article is a comprehensive and complex analysis of the trials of Ukrainian
dissidents taken into custody during the general pogrom during May — November 1972. The methodological
basis of the article is the principles of objectivity, comprehensiveness, continuity and historicism. The methods
of analysis and synthesis, problem-chronological, retrospective, typology method, method of comparison and
Juxtaposition of information from different sources are used in the work. The scientific novelty is due to the
introduction into scientific circulation of a set of little-known documents of the Sectoral State Archives of the
Security Service of Ukraine (SSA SSU), which allow us to reveal the course of the judicial reprisals against
participants in the Ukrainian dissident movement in the midst of a large-scale wave of repression. Conclusions.
The May—November 1972 judicial reprisals against Ukrainian dissidents were the logical conclusion of the
long-term investigative actions carried out by the Committee for State Security (KGB) officers against the
arrested defendants of the “Bloc” case. Resistance activists were accused primarily of spreading samizdat
and oral “anti-Soviet agitation”. The vast majority of trials took place in Kyiv and Lviv, and their victims
were active members of local dissident groups. The sentences handed down by courts dependent on the Soviet
regime during the general pogrom were harsher than similar rulings during the wave of repressions of the
mid-1960s. The length of sentences imposed on dissidents largely depended on their previous experience of
imprisonment, their behavior during the investigation, and the scale of their dissident activity. Most of the
accused refused to repent and admit their guilt, and some prisoners dared to make harsh statements during
the trials criticizing the authorities and their national policies. The KGB's tasks during the organization of
Judicial reprisals were to prevent actions undesirable for the authorities by the accused, witnesses, or other
representatives of the dissident community, to select lawyers who were convenient and dependent on the
regime, to further compromise political prisoners, and to isolate them from society. However, during the trials
of Stefania Shabatura, Iryna Kalynets, Ivan Hel, Thor Kalynets in Lviv and Zinoviy Antonyuk in Kyiv, dissidents
managed to organize actions to support the prisoners and protest against the ongoing repressions. The actions
of the authorities and the KGB in organizing judicial reprisals in 1972 were much harsher than the courts
during the first wave of arrests, which indicated a purposeful intention to end the existence of any opposition
to the ruling regime.

THE NATIONAL-PATRIOTIC HAND IN THE URSS
OF THE SECOND HALF OF THE 1970S — THE BEGINNING OF THE 1990S
WAS BROUGHT IN BY THE LEG OF YAROSLAYV LESIV

Summary. The purpose of the article is to characterise the national-patriotic movement in the Ukrainian
SSR in the second half of the 1970s — early 1990s and to determine the contribution of Yaroslav Lesiv to it.
The methodology is based on the principles of historicism, scientificity, and systematicity. The methodology
vy used general scientific (analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, abstraction) and specific scientific
(critical, historical-genetic, historical-systemic) methods. The scientific novelty lies in the substantiation of
the claim that in 1979 the Ukrainian SSR witnessed the third wave of mass detentions of anti-regime movement
activists or the third round of dissidents, which particularly affected Helsinki residents, including Yaroslav
Lesiv (1945-1991), and was limited to arrests and convictions on fictitious, fabricated charges. Conclusions.
In the second half of the 1970s and early 1990s, the national-patriotic movement in Ukraine was closely linked
to the human rights movement, a component of the dissident movement, which was primarily concerned with
the protection of the rights and freedoms of citizens guaranteed by the Constitutions of the USSR and the
Ukrainian SSR. J. Lesiv had a significant role in it. In 1979, he became a member of the Ukrainian Helsinki
Group. He signed a number of memoranda on violations of the rights of individuals. In 1988, he joined the
Ukrainian Helsinki Union, which fought for Ukraine’s state independence. In his statements to the Soviet
authorities, he raised the issue of fabrication of criminal or political cases. As a member of the Committee for
the Defence of the Ukrainian Catholic Church, Lesiv played a key role in its emergence from the underground.
The year 2025 marks the 35th anniversary of the adoption of the act on the legalisation of the Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church and the 80th anniversary of the birth of the human rights activist.

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KAZIMIERZ TWARDOWSKI IN POLISH AND UKRAINIAN STUDIES

Summary. The purpose of the study is to outline the main areas of research related to the scientific work of
K. Tvardovsky and its impact on the development of various fields of science. The research methodology is based
on systematic analysis, the historical and philosophical method is used to establish the place of K. Twardowski s
concepts in the development of the European philosophical tradition; comparative analysis is used to establish
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links between methodological concepts and modern scientific research in the field of logic, phenomenology,
cognitive sciences and pedagogy. The scientific novelty is the systematization and generalization of the latest
research articles on the works of K. Twardowski. The article identifies still relevant aspects of the theory in
the field of logic, pedagogy, philosophy of language and cognitive sciences. An analysis of K. Twardowski's
contribution to theory and practice, in particular, in the disciplines of logic, teaching methodology, influence
on phenomenological philosophy, transformation of F. Brentano s method of introspection, transition from the
concept of psychologism to anti-psychologism, the influence of K. Twardowski's pedagogical innovations on the
European and Ukrainian educational system is revealed. Conclusions. K. Twardowski remains an important
source for modern research in several areas at once, due to the diversity of his scientific interests. Among the
main fields of science in which he conducted research are logic, analytical philosophy, cognitive sciences, and
pedagogy. For further study and research in the theory of judgment and consciousness, the concept of actions
and products of K. Twardowski remains the methodological basis. A broader study of his works, their detailed
analysis, coverage of his role in the history of Polish and Ukrainian philosophy, his rethinking of psychologism
and the introspective method remain relevant due to the importance of K. Twardowski's figure in history.
Further research of his ideas requires a comprehensive approach, taking into account the multiple interests of
the scientist and their interaction in the plane of not only theory but also practice.

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INDIA’S FOREIGN POLICY IN THE CONTEXT OF THE PALESTINIAN-ISRAELI
CONFLICT AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 21ST CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the study is to analyze the evolution and peculiarities of India’s foreign
policy in the context of the Palestinian-Israeli conflict at the beginning of the twenty-first century, taking
into account its geopolitical, economic and strategic interests in the region and in the international arena.
The research methodology is based on analytical, historical and comparative, and systematic methods. The
analytical approach allows us to consider official UN documents, statements by Indian politicians and parties
to the Palestinian-Israeli conflict. The historical-comparative method helps to analyze the evolution of India’s
position on the conflict and relations with its participants. The systematic approach provides a study of the
impact of external and internal factors on the formation of India s policy in the region. The scientific novelty of
the article lies in a comprehensive analysis of Indian foreign policy towards the Palestinian-Israeli conflict at
the beginning of the XXI century. The article reveals the relationship between India’s pragmatic economic and
security interests and its traditional support for Palestine. The study adds to the existing knowledge about the
transformation of India’s position in the context of global geopolitical changes. Conclusions. Indian foreign
policy at the beginning of the 21st century in the context of the Palestinian-Israeli conflict is characterized by
attempts to balance between historical support for Palestine and strategic partnership with Israel. India, as
one of the countries that actively supported the Palestinian independence movement in the second half of the
twentieth century, maintained its position in support of a two-state solution, advocating a peaceful resolution of
the conflict. At the same time, the development of economic and military ties with Israel after the establishment
of diplomatic relations in 1992 has significantly influenced the priorities of Indian diplomacy. New Delhi
seeks to avoid a clear choice between the parties to the conflict, focusing on pragmatic interests. Thus, India'’s
policy towards the Palestinian-Israeli conflict demonstrates a balance between ideological principles and
pragmatism, which allows Delhi to maintain diverse relations while maintaining influence in the region and
on the international stage.
