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SOMNUS IN URBE: THE PROBLEM OF SLEEP IN ANCIENT ROME

Summary. The purpose of the study is to investigate the phenomenon of sleep in urban Rome, with
particular attention to its disruptions, cultural perception, and implications for Roman urbanism and social
stratification. The research methodology is based on the general scholarly methods, including analysis,
synthesis, and content analysis of literary and legal sources, and is guided by the principles of scientific rigor.
Scientific novelty lies in its focus on the underexplored aspects of sleep in the context of Roman daily life and
urban space. Conclusions. In ancient Rome, sleep was not merely a biological necessity but a marker of social
status, shaped by the city s physical infrastructure, daily rhythms, and stark socioeconomic divides. While the
affluent could retreat to private domus in quieter, elevated districts or rural villas, the urban poor — crammed
into “insulae’ in noisy, congested quarters — faced constant auditory disturbances that undermined rest.
Nighttime cart traffic, daytime commerce, and the demands of early-morning obligations such as the salutatio
all contributed to a restless urban existence. Literary sources underscore these challenges, often contrasting
the privileged silence enjoyed by the wealthy with the unrelenting clamor endured by the lower classes. Sleep,
then, emerged not only as a physiological need but also as a luxury — accessible in its fullest form primarily
to those who possessed magnae opes. In this context, the ability to sleep soundly functioned as a subtle but
powerful index of inequality in the Roman metropolis.

Problem statement. Sleep (somnus) is as essential to human life as food, water, or air.
In “The Epic of Gilgamesh,” Tablet 11 depicts the inescapable human necessity of sleep. Gilgamesh
attempts to stay awake for six days and seven nights but fails this challenge, immediately falling
asleep, thereby highlighting the human inability to conquer the natural limitations of mortality.
Quintilian emphasizes the need for adequate sleep, since fatigue prevents success, and there should
be enough daylight for work (Quint. Inst. 10 3.26-27). Cornelius Celsus, a prominent Roman med-
ical writer, emphasized the importance of sleep for human health (Celsus, Med. 3.18.15). Accord-
ing to Plutarch, Perseus of Macedon died while in Roman captivity because his guards would not
let him sleep (Plut. Aem. 37.2). Somnus must not be confused with somnium (dream) — a distinc-
tion that Plutarch appears to conflate in his “Life of Cato” (Von Staden, 1996, p. 382). Sleep was a
fundamental physiological necessity and a profoundly culturally inflected experience in the ancient
world. But, one should agree that “Sleeping is not and has never been only a physiological phe-
nomenon” (Nissin, 2015, p.126). For the inhabitants of the densely populated city of Rome, a cru-
cial question arises: could they truly achieve peace and rest at night? An examination of Roman
domestic arrangements reveals that sleeping conditions were, by contemporary metrics, consider-
ably austere. Roman residential architecture typically incorporated compact bedrooms, often pro-
viding only minimal natural light, even for the elite (Wright, 1960, pp. 11-12). Such environmen-
tal factors arguably precluded the quality of restorative sleep often prioritized in modern societies.
Nonetheless, in the context of a bustling metropolis like Rome, an additional, significant imped-
iment to repose presented itself: the pervasive problem of urban noise. This factor’s impact was
considerable. Indeed, the severe traffic and noise problem was a direct consequence of the Lex Julia
Municipalis, a law prepared by Julius Caesar shortly before his assassination, which notably aimed
to restrict the movement of heavy wagons during daylight hours (For dating of this law see: Muel-
ler, 1965, p. 256-258). Ancient texts frequently portray urban sleep as disturbed, interrupted by
incessant noise. A comprehensive exploration of how sleep was experienced, disrupted, and con-
ceptualized by urban dwellers in Imperial Rome is therefore essential. This inquiry suggests that the
Roman experience of sleep was not merely a biological imperative but was deeply shaped by pre-
vailing urban conditions, moral discourses, and social structures.

Although Roman society has been extensively studied through the lenses of politics, religion,
and daily life, the phenomenon of sleep remains significantly understudied. Modern scholarship
has only marginally addressed how urban living shaped sleep patterns and perceptions. Yet given
sleep’s vital role in human well-being — and the recurring literary evidence of sleep disturbances
among city dwellers — this lacuna raises important questions about the nocturnal dimensions of
Roman life. The central challenge under consideration is the tension between the physiological need
for rest and the environmental and cultural forces that complicated or defined the experience of
sleep in the ancient city.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Modern historiography explores various
aspects of sleep in ancient Rome. Laura Nissinen (Nissin), for instance, observes that “the degree
of privacy varies both in antiquity and in the modern day” (Nissinen, 2012, p. 29). She empha-
sizes that although modern societies conceptualize privacy as a fundamental human right, ancient
cultures — while lacking such a formalized notion — still show evidence of individuals seeking pri-
vate spaces and moments, including for sleep. She also notes that “the segmented nightly sleep-
ing pattern was not an established Roman sleeping practice,” and argues instead that Roman sleep
culture was biphasic, consisting of two principal periods: a midday siesta and a single block of
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nighttime sleep (Nissin, 2016, p. 50). Suzanne Paszkowski examines the semantic field of somnus
in the context of the House of Sleep, a notable episode in Book 11 of Ovid’s “Metamorphoses”.
She contends that in the Sleep episode at the end of “Aeneid” 5, Vergil deliberately distinguishes
between somnus (the god Sleep), somnium (sleep), and insomnium (dreams) — a distinction clari-
fied by Servius. This differentiation underscores that Sleep induces literal sleep in Palinurus, not
dreams. Servius’ commentary highlights Vergil’s precise use of related terms, and Paszkowski notes
that Ovid later expands on this idea by portraying Sleep as distinct from the dreams inhabiting his
domain (Paszkowski, 2015, pp. 43-45).

This review does not claim to be an exhaustive survey of all scientific literature on sleep
in ancient Rome. It is important to note, however, that this topic remains largely unexplored in
Ukrainian historiography.

In light of the aforementioned, this study aims to analyze the nature of sleep within the
urban Roman context. Specifically, it seeks to identify common sleep disturbances, examine its cul-
tural conceptualization, and ultimately explore the implications of these insights for understanding
Roman urbanism and social hierarchy. This research will primarily focus on the period of the Prin-
cipate, as this era saw Ancient Rome, as a state, attain the zenith of its power, with the city of Rome,
its capital, embodying this imperial might.

Presentation of the main material. In Ancient Rome, the population was stratified by
legal and social status, exhibiting varying levels of property qualification. Affluent residents of the
metropolis typically owned their residences, whereas less prosperous inhabitants occupied rented
dwellings, which ranged from comfortable to notably modest. Despite the absence of definitive
demographic records for the city of Rome, it is widely accepted that its population reached approx-
imately one million during the Augustan era (Noy, 2000, p. 15-16). Comprising the smallest seg-
ment of Rome’s inhabitants were the senators and equestrians, who largely owned private resi-
dences (Latin: domus). The majority of the Roman population, however, consisted of the plebs, the
most numerous of whom were the proletarians, constituting approximately two-thirds of the city’s
populace (Loposzko, 1989, s. 62). These individuals typically rented accommodation in multi-story
apartment buildings (Latin: insulae). Records from the 4™ century AD provide the most detailed
extant data regarding the number of residential structures in Rome. Specifically, regional registers
from the mid-4" century document 1,790 domus and 46,602 insulae (Kolb, 2007, s. 99). While
direct data for earlier periods are scarce, it is generally posited that a similar proportion of domus to
insulae likely characterized the urban landscape in the 1 century.

Regardless of social status or individual living conditions, every inhabitant of Rome was
compelled to meet basic daily needs, chief among them the need for food. Satisfying this demand
entailed considerable logistical coordination and relied heavily on mule- and donkey-drawn trans-
port within the city. Substantial quantities of food were distributed to the kitchens of private domus
as well as to tabernae, where residents of insulae could purchase ready-made meals. In one of his
epigrams (Mart. 7.61), the poet Martial commends Emperor Domitian for his urban planning ini-
tiatives, particularly the widening of Rome’s narrow and congested streets. His vivid depiction of
the pre-reform capital as a “magna taberna” — a “vast shop” or “expansive stall” — captures the
commercial saturation and chaotic traffic that characterized the late first-century city prior to these
infrastructural improvements.

Despite coexisting within the same city, domus owners and apartment tenants occupied geo-
graphically distinct areas of it. This residential segregation is exemplified by the observation that
“The Palatine, especially the northeast and northwest sides, which overlook the Forum and the Vela-
brum, was the chief residential quarter of the wealthy Romans” (Witherstine, 1926, p. 567). Income
disparities in ancient Rome were extreme and intensified over time. According to some estimates:
“In Cicero’s time a moderately wealthy man had an income 714 times that of one who was poor,
while the extraordinarily rich were 10,476 times better off than the poor. For early Imperial times
the gulf between free labourers and the reasonably wealthy remained precisely the same, but now
the super-rich were 17,142 times wealthier than the poor” (Bastomsky, 1990, p. 40). Ray Laurence
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(Laurence, 2017, p. 21) observes that “sources present night-time in the houses of the wealthy as
a period of silence that might be disturbed by the sound of doors or windows being opened, or a
person at the door”. Juvenal claims that only the wealthy can afford to sleep peacefully in the city:
“magnis opibus dormitur in urbe” (Juv. 1.3.235), implying that the poor are constantly disturbed by
the noise and chaos.

Not all wealthy Romans lived exclusively in desirable areas. A notable example is Gaius
Julius Caesar, who, prior to his political success, lived in a small house in the Suburra (Suet. Tul.
46). This neighborhood, situated between the Celian and Esquiline hills, was infamously “the nois-
iest and the most disreputable street in the city” (Witherstine, 1926, p. 573). Martial calls this street
noisy — clamosa Subura (Mart. 12.18.2). So, to a large extent, both the poor and the rich inhabi-
tants of Ancient Rome could have had the same problems, one of which was the problem of noise
that interfered with sleep. Although the very wealthy, whose homes were located in privileged parts
of Rome, could count on more favorable sleeping conditions. Juvenal, in particular, states that the
noise and chaos of Rome make sleep impossible for the poor who live in cheap apartments, known
as meritoria. In contrast, the wealthy, who could afford quiet, luxurious homes, were able to rest.
This is captured in his famous lines: nam quae meritoria somnum admittunt? magnis opibus dormi-
tur in urbe (Juv. 3.234-235).

It is commonly accepted that Romans typically rose at dawn (Wright, 1960, p. 12). Latin texts
suggest that waking the household was among the duties of servants, who were themselves awak-
ened by the crowing of cockerels (Nissin, 2016, p. 47). The inhabitants of Rome were typically
obliged to rise early for the salutatio matutina: some hastened to greet their patrons, while others
received them. Martial, when describing the daily routine, sets aside the first two hours after sunrise
specifically for the salutatio (Mart. 4.8.1). Martial recounts the story of a certain Caelius, who pre-
tended to be ill with gout and thus justified his failure to fulfill this duty (Mart. 7.39.1-4). Occasion-
ally, patrons found early visits displeasing, and their ianitor, or doorman, might even refuse clients
access, as can be inferred from Cicero’s testimony (Cic. Planc. 27.66).

Therefore, not everyone was always ready to withstand Rome’s intense rhythm. Martial, for
example, laments the lack of rest in the noisy city, indicating a personal preference for longer sleep.
In “Epigrammata” 12.57, he addresses his acquaintance Sparsus — possibly to be identified with
Pliny’s friend of the same name (Harrer, 1931, p. 830) — and explains his frequent retreats to a mod-
est villa in the quiet countryside of Nomentum. In Rome, he complains, the urban poor are denied
silence, whether to think or sleep: schoolmasters shout their lessons from dawn, and bakers work
through the night. Only beyond the city walls can he find true rest (Mart. 12.57.3—5, 27-28). Other
authors echo this experience. Juvenal notes, for example, that even “deep slumbers are broken by
barking” (Juv. 2.6.415-416), underscoring the auditory chaos of urban life.

The Lex Julia Municipalis restricted cart traffic on Roman streets after sunrise, allowing day-
time access only for specific purposes such as transporting materials for temples or other state-spon-
sored buildings (Johnson, Coleman-Norton, Bourne, 1961, pp. 94-95). As a result, heavy cart
movement was concentrated at night, significantly contributing to urban noise. Naturally, the inten-
sity of nocturnal activity varied by street. One may therefore infer that the rental cost of an apart-
ment was influenced not only by factors such as size, floor level, or proximity to a water source, but
also by the level of nighttime noise in the surrounding area.

Even for those with the time and desire to sleep during the day, doing so could be dif-
ficult. In certain districts, the daytime cacophony compounded the disturbances of the night,
making rest elusive. Seneca, in one of his letters, vividly complains about the constant day-
time noise, lamenting that he lives directly above a bathhouse: “Supra ipsum balneum habito”
(Sen. Ep. 56.1). When readers encounter Pliny’s reference to his midday nap — meridianus somnus
(Plin. Ep. 7.4; 9.36; 9.40), they may interpret it as a response to nocturnal disturbances and a way of
compensating for insufficient sleep. However, such rest was more commonly a privilege of Romans
not severely affected by sleep deprivation. In another letter, Pliny the Younger describes a visit to
Vestricius Spurinna, marked by tranquil daytime activities and an evening meal that did not end
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with the onset of night (Plin. Ep. 3.1). It is possible that Aponius Saturninus’s habitual napping con-
tributed to his financial misfortune: having fallen asleep during an auction, he inadvertently “pur-
chased” thirteen gladiators for nine million sesterces, after Gaius instructed the auctioneer to treat
his nods as bids (Suet. Calig. 38.4).

Remaining awake at night in ancient Rome could result from either leisure or necessity.
Laura Nissinen highlights /ucubratio — the elite practice of postponing sleep for nighttime read-
ing or writing by lamplight — as a culturally valued form of temporal privacy, often taking place
in the cubiculum. Considered virtuous for both men and women, lucubratio also carried negative
connotations when associated with the evening pastimes of older women. Though irregular sleep
was sometimes deemed harmful, medical texts offered advice on how to conduct proper lucubra-
tio. Among the lower classes, sleepless nights were often spent working (e.g., farming, baking) or
engaging in disreputable activities such as carousing or illicit gatherings. While some regulations
addressed nocturnal assemblies, there is no clear evidence of formal curfews (Nissin, 2015, p. 121;
Nissin, 2016, p. 51).

Conclusions. In ancient Rome, sleep was not merely a biological necessity but a marker of
social status, shaped by the city’s physical infrastructure, daily rhythms, and stark socioeconomic
divides. While the affluent could retreat to private domus in quieter, elevated districts or rural vil-
las, the urban poor — crammed into “insulae” in noisy, congested quarters — faced constant auditory
disturbances that undermined rest. Nighttime cart traffic, daytime commerce, and the demands of
early-morning obligations such as the salutatio all contributed to a restless urban existence. Literary
sources underscore these challenges, often contrasting the privileged silence enjoyed by the wealthy
with the unrelenting clamor endured by the lower classes.

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THE NOBLE LANCHYNSKI FAMILY FROM LANCHYN IN KOLOMYIA DISTRICT,
HALYCH LAND, FROM THE MID-15™ TO THE EARLY 17™ CENTURY

Summary. The aim of this scholarly study is to reconstruct the history, genealogy, and socio-economic
status of the Ruthenian noble family of the Lanchynskys, originating from the village of Lanchyn in the Kolomyia
County of the Halych Land within the Ruthenian Voivodeship. The research focuses on the evolution of this
noble lineage from its emergence in the second half of the 15th century to its practical disappearance by the
early 17th century. Methodologically, the study is grounded in classical principles of historicism and draws
upon the approaches of historical genealogy, microhistory and prosopography. Special attention is devoted to
the verification of kinship ties, reconstruction of familial succession, mapping of noble estates, and analysis of
legal and property-related affairs. The scientific novelty of this work lies in the in-depth reconstruction of the
history of a little-known yet representative Ruthenian noble family of the Galician Land, which had remained
virtually unexplored until now. For the first time, using archival sources, the author traces over 150 years
of the Lanchynsky family s existence, identifies five generations of its members, and outlines the key stages
of the development and decline of its landed estate complex. The study demonstrates the familys transition
from a prosperous and active noble stratum to the category of petty nobility, eventually leading to its gradual
extinction. Conclusions. The research reveals that the Lanchynsky lineage began with the nobleman Maksym
of Lanchyn, a prominent landowner who, in the second half of the 15th century, managed to consolidate several
estates, including the villages of Lanchyn, P’yadyky, and the royal domain of Kosiv. The family s later fate
was closely intertwined with the noble families of the Shumlianskys, Zhyvachivskys, Balytskys, Berezovskys,
and Drohomyretskys. It has been established that over time, the family inheritance became fragmented and
was transferred to other noble families, resulting in the loss of the Lanchynskys’ economic base. By the late
16th and early 17th centuries, surviving documents refer to the Lanchynskys as petty nobles, often forced to
pawn or sell their property shares. The last recorded mentions of the family date from the 1620s, after which
the Lanchynsky name disappears from historical records. Thus, the case of the Lanchynsky family illustrates
one of the historical trajectories experienced by Ruthenian nobility in the Halych Land. This research fills
a significant gap in the historiography of noble lineages of the region and provides a foundation for further
studies in the social history of Ruthenian nobility in the early modern period.

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TOTAL DEFENCE AS THE PRIMARY METHOD OF ORGANIZING RESISTANCE
DURING THE NATIONAL LIBERATION WAR OF 1648-1657

Summary. The aim of the study is to identify the key aspects of implementing the concept of total
defence, successfully employed by Bohdan Khmelnytsky in his struggle against the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth. An analysis of historical sources and the course of the National Liberation War of the
Ukrainian people in 1648—1657 allows the authors to conclude that the Hetman s strategic intent consisted
precisely in operationalizing this concept, mobilizing all available resources — political, military, economic,
social, informational, and others.

The research methodology is based on the application of historical-genetic, comparative-historical,
typological, and systems-historical methods. The main findings confirm the uniqueness and effectiveness of the
Hetman s strategy, which combined military and political efforts, mobilized all social strata, and established
a resource and information base for conducting a protracted war. In particular, the study demonstrates that
diplomacy, partisan tactics, peasant uprisings, propaganda, the engagement of the clergy, and economic self-
organization were integral elements of the defensive strategy. Scientific novelty. The study integrates the
modern defence paradigm the concept of comprehensive defenceinto the analysis of 17th-century historical
events, specifically the National Liberation War led by Bohdan Khmelnytsky. For the first time, an attempt is
made to interpret the actions of the Hetman and his associates as elements of a multidimensional defensive
strategy, which included not only military, but also political, informational, diplomatic, social, and economic
components. The study emphasizes that the flexible combination of regular and irregular warfare, the mass
involvement of the population in defensive measures, and the mobilization of internal resources became a
precursor to the modern concept of comprehensive defence, which is particularly relevant in the context of
2 Ist-century hybrid warfare. Conclusions. The research demonstrates that Bohdan Khmelnytsky s strategic
thinking was far ahead of its time. His ability to integrate all available resources and instruments within the
struggle for independence created the conditions for prolonged resistance against a powerful adversary. In
the absence of a standing army and with limited armaments, the Hetman managed to establish an effective
model of national mobilization and defence, combining both military and non-military means of influence. The
application of the principles of total defence allowed the transformation of the Cossack-peasant movement
into a full-scale national revolution capable of altering the geopolitical situation in Eastern Europe. The
findings confirm that the historical experience of the Khmelnytsky era is extremely valuable for developing
contemporary models of Ukraine's national security and defence strategy.

Statement of the Problem. Ukrainian national history demonstrates that the concept of total
or comprehensive defence, which involves mobilizing the entire society to protect the country in
the event of a military threat, is by no means new for Ukrainians. One of the most vivid historical
examples of warfare conducted in this format is the National Liberation War of the Ukrainian
people under Bohdan Khmelnytsky (1648—1657). “Everything rose up, everything moved, and took
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up arms: the old, the young, women, and even children — there was no Ukrainian who did not carry
a sword in his soul” (Kpun’saxesuu, 2022, p. 32).

This period of our history is both heroic and tragic. It is no coincidence that Bohdan
Khmelnytsky’s name is associated with it, as his political talent and military leadership were pivotal
in mobilizing the nation for struggle, achieving a series of significant victories, and ultimately
attaining the long-sought goal — statehood. Khmelnytsky transformed a spontaneous Cossack
uprising into a national war with a clearly defined political objective: the creation of an independent
state.

Achieving this was extremely difficult, as by 1648 Ukrainians had been completely
subjugated and constrained by the strict regulations of the Registered Zaporozhian Host under the
service of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. Only after the signing of the Zboriv Treaty in
August 1649 did legal opportunities arise to form certain political and administrative structures. The
notion of a Ukrainian army did not exist at all — the registered Cossacks, court and urban Cossacks
served the state, magnates, or city elders of the Commonwealth, while the lower-tier Cossacks were
outside the law (Epa bormana XwmensHunpkoro, n.d.). Even after the Zboriv agreement, almost
all property remained in the hands of Polish and Lithuanian feudal lords. The registered army
was effectively an instrument for controlling the Cossack masses, while all military initiative was
concentrated in the hands of the Polish nobility (I'yxiit, Uyxmio, 2020, p. 118).

Thus, Ukrainians had extremely limitedor almost no-resources for conducting war, yet they
sought to ensure effective defence against the aggressor, organize resistance, and prepare their own
offensive measures.

How did Bohdan Khmelnytsky manage to organize a successful struggle in such a seemingly
hopeless situation? It is difficult for us today to imagine, but an analysis of his actions allows for
an unambiguous conclusion: the Hetman implemented a total defence strategy, which ensured
that, despite severely limited military and economic resources, effective protection against the
enemy was provided, aggression was halted (battles of 1648), and ultimately decisive victories
were achieved. Khmelnytsky’s tactical mastery was revealed in his ability to utilize not only the
Cossack army but also the masses of the population, who provided both rear and front support for
the uprising (Kpun’sxesuu, 1990).

Analysis of Research. To date, a substantial number of studies have been published that
examine various aspects of the National Liberation War of the Ukrainian people in the mid-17th
century, in particular the strategy of total defence employed by Hetman Bohdan Khmelnytsky in
opposition to the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth (Cropoxenko, 1996). Both fundamental
Ukrainian works and studies by foreign historians are available in the academic discourse, allowing
for a comprehensive assessment of the political, military, and ideological dimensions of this war.

Among Ukrainian scholars, particular attention should be given to the works of Ivan
Krypyakevych, who in his monographs Bohdan Khmelnytsky and The Ukrainian Cossack State
and Its Founder Bohdan Khmelnytsky (Kpun’skesuu, 2021, Krypiakevych, 1990) highlights the
Hetman as a statesman and military leader, emphasizing his strategic thinking and diplomatic
skills. This line of research is complemented by the works of Valerii Smolii and Valerii Stepankov
(Cmomiit Cremankos, 2009), in particular The Ukrainian National Revolution of the 17th Century
(1648—1676) (Cmomiui, CremankoB, 2009), where the authors reveal the multidirectional nature of
the Ukrainian struggle for independence and analyze the political-military dynamics of the conflict.

Also noteworthy is the contribution of Oleksii Hurzhii and Taras Chukhlib to the study of
the institutional evolution of the Hetmanate, particularly in Cossack Ukraine (I'yxiii, Yyxdmi0,
2020), and Hetmanate Ukraine (I'yxiii, Uyximi0, 2020), which provide insight into the formation
of defensive and state policies during the Khmelnytsky era. The collection Bohdan Khmelnytsky s
Universals 1648—1657 (1998) (Cwmoniit, Crenankos, 2009), serves as a primary source for the study
of legal foundations and administrative mechanisms of that period.

Among foreign scholars, important contributions include John Kalik’s Stories of Khmelnytsky
(Kalik, 2018), and Andrea Glaser’s Stories of Khmelnytsky: Competing Literary Legacies of
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the 1648 Ukrainian Cossack Uprising (Glaser, 2015), which analyze the interpretation of the
Khmelnytsky period in Western historiography and literature. Frank Edward Sysyn’s study
The Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and the Birth of Modern Ukraine (Sysyn, 2024), deserves
special attention for its attempt to reinterpret the events of 1648—1657 in the context of the
formation of a modern Ukrainian nation.

Equally significant is Serhii Plokhii’s The Frontline: Essays on Ukraine'’s Past and Present,
in which 17th-century events are interpreted through the prism of contemporary state-building
challenges. In the context of imperial narratives, Andreas Kappeler’s The Russian Empire:
A Multiethnic History (Kappeler, 2001), is useful for examining the influence of Muscovy and the
subsequent incorporation of Ukraine into external geopolitical spheres.

Thus, the body of scholarly works by both Ukrainian and foreign researchers provides the
basis for a thorough analysis of the multifaceted strategic activity of Bohdan Khmelnytsky,
particularly his ability to synthesize military strategy, diplomacy, and internal mobilization of
resources to safeguard the interests of the Ukrainian people.

Aim of the Article. The aim of the article is to identify the key aspects of implementing the
concept of total defence, successfully applied by Bohdan Khmelnytsky in the struggle against the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. Analysis of historical sources and the course of the National
Liberation War of the Ukrainian people in 1648-1657 allows the authors to conclude that the
Hetman’s strategic intent consisted precisely in operationalizing this concept, mobilizing all
available resources — political, military, economic, social, informational, and others (Bila, 2021).

Presentation of the Main Material

Diplomacy and Alliances. At the outset of his struggle, Bohdan Khmelnytsky undertook a
series of diplomatic initiatives that helped him restrain the opponent and inflict significant defeats.
These included alliances with the Crimean Khanate, the Ottoman Empire, and the Tsardom of
Moscow.

The alliance with Crimean Khan Islam III Giray (1644-1654), concluded in 1648 and
maintained until early 1654, strengthened the army, primarily with cavalry, and enabled the
achievement of a series of important victories (Crenanuyk). This alliance was a strategic necessity
for Khmelnytsky, compensating for the lack of native cavalry, providing mobility to his forces, and
creating diplomatic pressure on the Commonwealth.

Negotiations with Ottoman Sultan Mehmed IV (1648-1687) secured guarantees for the
protection of Ukraine from the Commonwealth and strengthened Khmelnytsky’s position in
dealings with other states (Uyxumi0, 2021).

Already in 1648, Khmelnytsky began correspondence with Tsar Alexis of Russia
(1645-1676). Initially, these relations provided only limited economic support, but from 1653,
when the Zemsky Sobor decided to accept the Zaporozhian Host “under the supreme authority of
the Tsar”, a military-political alliance was established, which facilitated new victories and played
a significant role in consolidating and developing statehood. However, the duplicitous nature of
Moscow rulers remained constant, and in October 1656 they betrayed the Ukrainians by signing the
Treaty of Vilnius with the Commonwealth.

In August 1649, the Zaporozhian Host became a subject of international politics. The
marriage of Tymish Khmelnytsky to Rozanda, the daughter of Moldavian ruler Vasile Lupu
(1634-1653), was not merely a family alliance; it enabled Bohdan Khmelnytsky to expand
diplomatic contacts with Moldavia, Transylvania, Wallachia, Sweden, and other states, securing
political and military support (Kpum’sikeBuu, 1990).

Thus, the diplomacy and political alliances of Bohdan Khmelnytsky were aimed at
creating a system of comprehensive defence during the National Liberation War of 1648—1657
(ITectpukoBa, 2017). Through these measures, the Hetman secured the support of foreign states,
weakened the Commonwealth, strengthened his own economic and military capacities, and ensured
the independence of the Zaporozhian Host.
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Military Power. The next crucial step in building a strategy of total defence was the
formation of military forces. Bohdan Khmelnytsky successfully addressed this task by uniting
various strata of Ukrainian society in the common struggle for freedom.

The first to support Khmelnytsky were the Sich Cossacks. Active mobilization across Ukraine
during spring—summer 1648 brought virtually all Cossacks under his banners, forming the core of
the Ukrainian army. However, this was insufficient; the main body of the army, especially in major
battles, consisted of units formed from peasants and townspeople.

The combination of Cossacks, peasants, and townspeople in the military forces provided
several advantages — flexibility, mobility, and the use of guerrilla tactics. Cossack detachments,
particularly cavalry units, conducted ambushes, sudden attacks, and partisan warfare in the enemy’s
rear. This irregular warfare tactic allowed the Cossacks to successfully combat numerically superior
forces. Units formed from peasants and townspeople instigated spontaneous uprisings across
Ukraine, organized local self-defence detachments, and provided reconnaissance information
(Cmonmiit, Crenaxukos, 2009).

The formation of an army composed of the most professional and numerous social strata
enabled the creation of a mass army capable of employing both conventional and irregular warfare
tactics. The war became a nationwide undertaking, allowing the Ukrainian forces to confront a
significantly stronger enemy.

The nationwide character of the National Liberation War under Bohdan Khmelnytsky is
noted in multiple sources. For example, the Military Wiki article “Khmelnytsky Uprising” (Military
Wiki, 2025), states that while the uprising initially had a Cossack character, it later attracted other
strata of the Orthodox population of the Ukrainian voivodeships — peasants, townspeople, and petty
nobility. As a result, the war gained broad social support, with its ultimate goal being the creation of
an autonomous Ukrainian state.

Thus, the formation of the army, integrating the most professional and populous social strata,
enabled the creation of a mass force capable of employing both classical and irregular warfare
tactics. This transformation turned the war into a nationwide endeavor, allowing the Ukrainian army
to resist a significantly stronger adversary.

Mobilization of All Social Strata. The National Liberation War of the mid-17th century
became truly a nationwide movement, in which Bohdan Khmelnytsky successfully united various
strata of Ukrainian society in a common struggle for independence. Each social group, seeking
liberation from national oppression, religious and cultural restrictions, serfdom, and foreign
domination, contributed its unique input to this large-scale conflict.

The Cossacks, possessing military experience, organizational discipline, and an unwavering
desire for freedom, served as the primary driving force of the uprising, forming the core of the
insurgent army, which provided not only combat power but also leadership for the rebel movement.
Their military experience, acquired in numerous clashes, along with their ability to conduct
rapid maneuvers and employ guerrilla tactics, laid the foundation for effective resistance against
numerically superior enemy forces.

Peasants, rising en masse in rebellion, destroyed Polish noble estates, actively joined the
formation of military units, and supplied the army with food and forage, a critical component for
sustaining a prolonged conflict. Their participation gave the uprising a mass character, transforming
it into a social revolution.

Townspeople supported the uprising by actively engaging in armed resistance and defending
their cities. They provided the insurgents with provisions, weapons, ammunition, and crucial
intelligence, contributing to the resilience of urban fortifications (Kappeler, 2001).

The clergy, especially the Orthodox Church, played a significant role in the moral support of
the insurgents, calling on the population to defend their faith and homeland. Monasteries became
centers of resistance, offering shelter and assistance to insurgent detachments. The Church’s
role in mobilizing the population was fundamental for consolidating efforts in the struggle
(ITectpukosa, 2017).
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The nobility, mainly small and medium-scale Orthodox landowners, joined in organizing
and managing the rebel army, participating in diplomatic negotiations with foreign states to secure
support for the Cossack state. Their contribution to the creation of administrative structures for the
new state and the internal coordination of the struggle was a key factor. At the same time, internal
divisions among the nobility weakened the Commonwealth’s positions and complicated its efforts
against the insurgents (Sysyn, 2024).

Thus, the comprehensive mobilization of all social strata and their combined efforts became
a key factor in Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s success against the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth,
transforming the National Liberation movement into a broad social and political revolution.

Resource Provision for the Army. A crucial aspect of the National Liberation War was the
creation of an economic base. Under Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s leadership, it was formed from several
key sources:

Military trophies: The capture of Polish estates, towns, and fortresses supplied the insurgents
with weapons, provisions, and other necessary resources, enabling the army to maintain combat
readiness and meet its needs (I'ypxiit, Hyxmio, 2020).

Taxes and obligations: In controlled territories, a system of taxation and compulsory services
was established, providing regular revenue to support the army and sustain the functioning of the
insurgent state.

Support from the population: Peasants, townspeople, Cossack households, clergy, and nobility
provided material assistance to the insurgents, supplying finances, weapons, provisions, clothing,
and other essentials, as well as offering shelter. This support was a crucial factor for the success of
the struggle (bina, 2021).

Allied assistance: Establishing diplomatic and allied relations brought not only political
benefits but also certain economic advantages.

Customs control: With the formation of a nascent state, a service for controlling trade routes
was established. Customs oversight became an important source of revenue for the state treasury,
and thus a means to support the country’s total defense.

An important aspect of building this economic base was that the war was conducted on
Ukrainian territory, allowing the use of local resources (bina, 2021).

Despite these challenges, the Cossack state was able to establish autonomous economic
functioning, which allowed it to restrain the enemy, sustain a prolonged war, and conduct successful
military campaigns.

Information Warfare and Spiritual Resistance. Bohdan Khmelnytsky, understanding that
true warfare is conducted not only with weapons but also through influence on public thought and
beliefs, actively employed various instruments of information warfare and ideological resistance
(Yaa, 2020). This enabled him not only to mobilize the population but also to shape a unified
worldview of the struggle for freedom and faith. Let us examine in detail how Khmelnytsky
implemented these strategies during the National Liberation War of 1648—1657.

Propaganda as an Ideological Foundation

Appeals to the People. In the first weeks of the uprising (January—February 1648),
the Hetman issued one of the first Universals addressed to various social groups: Cossacks,
peasants, townspeople, and even part of the minor nobility. This document called for the unification
of all forces “for freedom and the Orthodox faith” and for the elimination of “political and religious
oppression” by the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth (Cmoumiii, Ctenankos, 2009).

“...so that the Cossacks and all our Ruthenian kin, gathered at assemblies, would resolve to
serve the People, and no longer serve that criminal Poland...” (Military Wiki, 2025).

In the Universals, Khmelnytsky appealed to two primary motives: religious (the defense of
the Orthodox faith against Catholic oppression) and social (liberation from serfdom and restoration
of Cossack freedoms). This political rhetoric created a stable ideological base on which the
subsequent mobilization of the population was built (Ctopoxenko, 1996).

Anti-Government Rhetoric Among the Nobility. In addition to the Universals directed at
peasants and townspeople, Khmelnytsky sent letters through his envoys to Polish and Ruthenian
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nobles (mostly Orthodox) and clergy, urging them to seize the favorable moment to pressure the
Commonwealth government and join the Cossack council. For example, a letter from the clergyman
Ivan Svarnyk to Bishop Pavlo Teteria in May 1648 argued for “...the necessity of joint protection of
Orthodoxy, for without it the Church will perish.” (Hasa, 2020).

External Propaganda. To garner support from foreign powers, Khmelnytsky deliberately
conveyed the message that the struggle was “not against Catholic Poland, but for an independent
Orthodox Ruthenia”. This was one of the tasks of the Political Chancellery: through correspondence
with the Ottoman Empire, Muscovy, Moldova, and Transylvania, to communicate the idea of “free
development of Ruthenian lands” (Kubala, 1910).

Universals, Correspondence, and Literature as Tools for Shaping Public Opinion.

Universals as Primary Documents.

Universal to the Peasants (February 1648): addressed to the peasants of Podillia, calling them
to destroy noble estates and join the Cossack council (Kpumn’skeuu, bytux, Cmoniii, 1998).

Universal to the Nobility (March 1648): appealed to Orthodox nobles with the promise of
preserving their rights if they supported the Cossack government against the Polish “Lipka king”
(Kpun’sixeBud, bytux, Cmomiit, 1998).

Universal to the Townspeople (April 1648): offered city communities the maintenance of
elected magistrates and guarantees of free trade if they became “fortresses” of the Cossack army in
towns (Kpum’sikeBud, bytux, Cmomiii, 1998).

Each Universal brought social groups closer to the idea of “total defense”, demonstrating that
Khmelnytsky not only recognized the role and status of each group but also provided them with
specific political guarantees (Kpumn’sxkeBu4, bytux, Cmomii, 1998).

Diplomatic Letters to Allies and Opponents. Correspondence with the Crimean Khans
Islam III and Mehmed IV (1654-1666), the envoys of the Ottoman Empire, as well as with
Muscovite Tsar Alexis Mikhailovich, was not only a means of obtaining military and material
support but also a way to convey information about the “just intentions” of the Cossack government
(Uyxmi6, 2021).

“Orthodox Ruthenia has been oppressed since time immemorial; we have justice, yet
justice is unseen; therefore we demand that you, Muslim Islam, confirm our righteous struggle”
(Khmelnytsky’s letter to Islam III, March 1648) (Uyxmi6, 2021).

Samiylo Velychko’s Chronicle. Samiylo Velychko, a scribe in the Hetman’s Chancellery,
began his chronicle with the start of the 1648 uprising. This work combined factual reporting
with literary elements and often addressed readers as “brothers in Christ”, creating the notion of
a “righteous war” against “Polish depravity” (Hasa, 2020). The Chronicle extensively employed
metaphors and rhetoric emphasizing the superiority of Orthodoxy and “divine providence” in
Cossack victories, thereby enhancing the moral spirit of the insurgents.

Church Propaganda as a “Soft” Factor in Mobilization

Active Role of the Orthodox Clergy. Orthodox metropolitans and bishops (Sylvester Kosov,
Lazar Baranovich, Innokentiy Gizel) not only blessed the war but also organized collections of
donations for the Cossack army. In their sermons, they often compared the “Orthodox brethren” to
“Ruthenians of Simon” (the Apostle Simon), who fought against paganism, stating that “now we
fight against Catholic oppression” (Hasa, 2020).

Church Universals and Spiritual Directives. In June 1648, the Patriarch of Constantinople,
Parthenios II, issued a message calling on “Orthodox brethren” to support the “Ruthenian kin”
in the struggle against “Latin apostates” (Encyclopedia of the Orthodox Church). This message
was quickly disseminated across dioceses through sermons and directives, which was especially
important for the Ukrainian peasantry, where literacy was limited.

Military Slogans, Symbolism, and Their Influence on Morale

Formulation of Slogans. The most famous slogan of Khmelnytsky — “For the Orthodox
Faith, for Cossack Liberty!” — was first recorded in Samiylo Velychko’s chronicle during the siege
of Zamos$¢ (July 1648). It quickly became the emblem of the uprising, motivating not only Cossacks
but also peasants and nobles who had previously hesitated to join the army (AxkoBenko, 1995).
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Flags and Iconography. Each Cossack banner featured the image of Archangel Michael
or John the Baptist (symbols of Orthodox defenders). Alongside religious icons, the figure of
Khmelnytsky himself sometimes appeared, creating a cult of leadership. According to Polish
historian and publicist Ludwik Kubala, each banner carried not only military arms but also a
protective icon (Kubala, 1881). Cossack banners were accompanied by priests who provided
blessings before battle.

Partisan Rituals. According to tradition, before spending the night in the steppe, Cossacks
would light an “eternal flame” over the camp, burning Polish heraldic leaflets and other noble
symbols as a ritual of “cleansing” from “Latin impurity” (Kalik, 2018). Modern scholars note that
this ritual aimed at psychological mobilization, reminding each warrior that he fought not only for
material gain but also for “spiritual purification”.

Thus, ideological warfare and spiritual resistance in Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s military strategy
became an integral component of total defense. Through propaganda, Universals, correspondence,
folklore, church support, and symbolism, Khmelnytsky created a strong ideological framework that
united various social strata (Cossacks, peasants, townspeople, nobles, and clergy) in a common
struggle for faith, freedom, and independence (Glaser, 2015). This comprehensive set of measures
not only boosted morale but also prevented demoralization among the population, which became
one of the key reasons for the success of the National Liberation War of 1648—1657.

Conclusions. The results of this study demonstrate that Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s strategic
vision during the National Liberation War of the Ukrainian people in 1648—1657 fully corresponds
to the contemporary paradigm of comprehensive (total) defense. Under extremely adverse
conditions, he succeeded in mobilizing all available forces and resources military, political,
economic, social, diplomatic, informational, and spiritual to implement a major state-building
project.

The analysis confirms that the Hetman’s strategy was based on a comprehensive approach,
combining regular and irregular (guerrilla) warfare, broad social mobilization, the formation of
military-political alliances, establishment of administrative institutions, and the maintenance of
an informational and ideological front (Sysyn, 2024). All these elements formed an organic model
of national defense, within which a spontaneous insurgent movement transformed into a national
revolution with a clear political objective the establishment of Ukrainian statehood.

This study interprets Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s actions as an early form of integrated defense
strategy, which entailed not only military confrontation but also the creation of a sustainable social
rear, informational influence, diplomatic maneuvering, and economic autonomy. Such an approach
allows for the contextualization of historical experience in relation to contemporary security
challenges, particularly the Russian-Ukrainian war, in which the Ukrainian people continue to fight
for their independence.

Consequently, the practical significance of this research lies in the potential application
of its findings in shaping Ukraine’s modern national security and defense strategy. The historical
precedent of Khmelnytsky’s era provides a source of ideological and organizational continuity for
state-building under wartime conditions.

Thus, the military-strategic legacy of Bohdan (Zinoviy) Khmelnytsky, grounded in the
principles of total defense, acquires renewed relevance in light of contemporary defense concepts. It
not only deepens our understanding of the events of the 17th-century National Revolution but also
contributes to the consolidation of historical memory as a factor of national identity and societal
cohesion in the face of existential threats.

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DYNAMICS OF THE POPULATION AND SETTLEMENT OF NIZHYN GREEKS
IN THE 18™ —19™ CENTURIES

Summary. The purpose of the article is to conduct a comprehensive analysis of available statistical
sources for the period 1711—1858 to establish the dynamics of the population size and settlement patterns of
Nizhyn Greeks throughout the 18th—19th centuries. The methodological framework of the article is based on
a combination of general scientific, historical, and specialized methods. The method of statistical calculations
was employed to quantify the population of Nizhyn Greeks based on identified sources. The historical-
genetic method was used to compare the obtained calculations. This approach enabled the establishment
of several statistical series, presented in the form of tables. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the
introduction into scholarly circulation of the materials from the 1850 and 1858 tax revisions, which shed light
on quantitative changes within the Nizhyn Greek community at the final stage of its existence. The obtained
results are supported by the analysis of another lesser-known source-a list of Nizhyn Greeks residing in Nizhyn
as of 1845. Overall, the article substantiates the thesis that the identified statistical sources, particularly the
tax revision materials, are valuable for determining the socio-demographic characteristics of Nizhyn Greeks.
The conclusions support the argument that the general developmental trends of the Nizhyn Greek community,
which was formed as a privileged merchant corporation, had a demographic dimension. Over the studied
period, their population grew from 300 to nearly 1,800 individuals. Significant surges in population growth
were observed in 17011711 and 1796—1829. Throughout its existence, the Nizhyn Greek community was
dynamic and open to both “entry” and “exit.” The privileges intended to encourage Greek participation in the
trade of eastern goods contributed to their outflow from Nizhyn, which increasingly declined as a commercial
center. By the mid-19th century, only about 20% of the Nizhyn Greek community members resided in the city.

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COSSACK UKRAINE IN THE SCIENTIFIC AND PUBLICISTIC WORKS
OF PROF. MYKOLA KRAVETS

Summary. The paper focuses on a historiographical analysis of the scientific and literary-publicistic
works of Prof. Mykola Kravets, which are dedicated to the topics of Cossacks and certain problems of the early-
modern Ukraine in the framework of the professor’s scientific and educational work in the period before and
after Ukraine has gained its independence. In a way the paper is a tribute to Mykola Kravets as a Ukrainian
scientist and citizen whose aim was to introduce Ukraine as a free and self-dependent state: a dream contributed
to by generations of Ukrainians, some of which were working in the harsh conditions of the Soviet regime.
The paper relies on the following methods of research: general scientific principles of historism, objectivity,
civilizational approach, as well as specific historical methods, such as problem-chronological, biographical,
comparative, and content-analysis ones. The scientific novelty lies in highlighting M.Kravets’ approach in
outlining main aspects of the Ukrainian society development during the Cossacks era in his historical and
literary-publicistic works in the context of the Ukrainian science development both during the Soviet and
post-Soviet periods. Conclusions. Professor Mykola Kravets was a versatile scientist whose works are worth
studying both within the framework of the above-mentioned topics and outside it. One should emphasise
several aspects of his works, including: the source study and archelography ones, which are connected with
his works of 1970-1980s that are aimed at both the strengthening of the source basis and the analysis of

nation” (1999) and his speeches on different scientific conferences after Ukraine has gained its independence;
the didactic and educational ones, as his educational methodological works are written for students in order
to popularise Ukrainian history in general and Cossack history in regions (Podillia) in particular; axiological
and civic aspects of his works are traced in his emphasis on the importance of the key problems of the Cossack
and state history for the modern Ukrainian society.

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FROM AN EAST ASTAN TO A GLOBAL COURSE:
T. ROOSEVELT AND THE EVOLUTION OF AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY
STRATEGY AT THE TURN OF THE XIX-XX-TH CENTURIES

Summary. The aim of the article is to analyze the East Asian policy of Theodore Roosevelt's
administration as a key stage in the formation of the United States’ global foreign policy strategy at the turn
of the XIX-th and XX-th centuries. Special attention is paid to the transformation of America s international
posture — from isolationism to proactive global diplomacy — and Roosevelts role as the architect of a new
model of U.S. leadership on the world stage.

Methodology. The methodological framework of the study is grounded in the principles of
historicism, objectivity, and interdisciplinary analysis. The research employs historical-comparative
and source criticism methods, as well as elements of geopolitical, biographical, and contextual
analysis. Emphasis is placed on primary sources and the historiographical contributions of
Western scholars, enabling a comprehensive understanding of U.S. foreign policy within a broad
international context.

Scientific Novelty. The article offers a comprehensive overview of the United States’ East
Asian policy during Theodore Roosevelt'’s presidency, a topic largely underexplored in Ukrainian
historiography. It introduces the concept of “progressive interventionism” as a blend of domestic
reform and international expansion, analyzing its ideological, geopolitical, and strategic
dimensions. The study also reveals the intellectual influence of Alfred T. Mahan's theory of sea
power on Roosevelt’s foreign policy thinking and the emergence of a global U.S. strategy.

Conclusions. The research findings demonstrate that Roosevelt'’s East Asian policy was crucial
to the transformation of the United States from a regional power into a global actor. His diplomatic
initiatives — particularly the mediation of the Russo-Japanese War and the global voyage of the
Great White Fleet — laid the foundation for a new international role for Washington. The analysis
of Roosevelt's policy deepens our understanding of the origins of modern U.S. foreign policy, where
idealism, pragmatism, moral rhetoric, and strategic power projection are closely intertwined.

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THE GENESIS OF THE UKRAINIAN COSSACKS IN THE VIEWS
OF POLISH HISTORIANS (LATE 19TH - EARLY 20TH CENTURY)

Summary. The purpose of the study is analysis of the views of Polish historians on the genesis of the
Ukrainian Cossacks. Research methodology. The historiographical method was used to determine the views
of researchers. The scientific novelty lies in the generalization of the concepts of leading representatives of the
Warshaw, Lviv and Krakow Polish historical schools regarding the origins and main stages of development of
the Ukrainian Cossacks as one of the types of knightly military formations in medieval Europe. Conclusions.
During the historiographical research, it was possible to identify the main views of Polish historians on the
emergence and development of the Cossacks in the southern Ukrainian borderlands. A. Levytsky traces the
origins of the Ukrainian Cossacks to the end of the 15th century, linking their emergence to favorable socio-
economic conditions. It has been proven that in his research, the historian relied on the works of L. Kubala and
V. Chermak. He did not consider the process of the formation of the Cossacks to be a phenomenon unique to the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, but interpreted it, on the contrary, as a natural process of the formation of
knightly military formations in medieval Europe. His ideas were developed by V. Zakszewski and S. Zakszewski,
who, based on historical documents, argued that the Ukrainian Cossacks appeared at the beginning of the
16th century in the territory of the “Great Border”, which was the boundary between Western and Eastern
civilizations. Y. Shuisky, developing the “theory of space,” viewed the Cossacks as exiles from all over the world
who, having settled in the steppes of Ukraine, fought against the Tatar hordes either independently or together
with the troops of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. V. Tomkevych analyzed the role of different classes
in the formation of the Cossacks, noting the participation of Ruthenian boyars, who by the 16th century had
suffered significant material degradation, which is why they were attracted to a life in the knightly tradition.
M. Bobzhynsky noted the complex nature of the reasons for the emergence of the Cossacks, highlighting the
economic, political, military-strategic, and social factors inherent in the structure of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth. The historian was a proponent of the autochthonous origin of the Cossacks, tracing their
origins to the Ruthenian and, to a certain extent, Polish populations that settled in the eastern territories of the
former Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. V. Smolensky linked the emergence of the Ukrainian Cossacks with
the Polish colonization of the southern Ukrainian steppes, which took place “by the plow and the sword,” as the
Cossacks defended Polish settlers from Tatar attacks. It should be noted that the studies by Polish historians we
have examined tended to emphasize the role of Polish rulers in the formation and development of the Cossack
class and to downplay the significance of the indigenous Ukrainian ethnic group.

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RUMORS AS ATOOL OF SOCIAL INTERACTION AND POLITICAL INFLUENCE
IN UNDER-RUSSIAN UKRAINE AT THE TURN OF THE 19-20TH CENTURIES

Summary. Objective of this study is to analyze rumors as an active factor in the social and political life
of the Ukrainian governorates of the Russian Empire in the early 20th century, to identify their social functions,
mechanisms of transformation, and political potential during the crisis period preceding the revolution.

Research methodology is based on the principles of microhistory, discourse analysis, and the history
of everyday life. It employs source analysis of investigative cases from the Central State Historical Archive of
Ukraine in Kyiv, particularly political cases that document the spread of rumors in rural, urban, and military
settings. The scientific novelty of this lies in its comprehensive

analysis of rumors as a form of informal communication and an alternative channel of political
socialization in the Ukrainian governorates of the Russian Empire at the turn of the 20th century. For the
first time in Ukrainian historiography, archival records are analyzed that capture the circulation of rumors
among different social groups — peasants, townspeople, and soldiers — taking into account not only the content
of the messages but also their social, legal, and emotional contexts. The study goes beyond the traditional
interpretation of rumors as marginal phenomena and proposes viewing them as an integral part of the
communicative dynamics of imperial society in times of crisis.

Conclusions. It has been established that rumors functioned not only as a passive reflection of public
sentiment but also as an active means of social mobilization, political agitation, a tool for resolving personal
conflicts, social control, and adaptation to change. They circulated through mobile groups — seasonal laborers,
reservists, pilgrims — and were disseminated orally, in writing, through the press, or used in denunciations.
Materials from Central State Historical Archive of Ukraine in Kyiv show that law enforcement agencies
were often unable to prove the “non-public” spread of rumors, pointing to the legal fragility of the imperial
repressive apparatus. Rumors served not only as a tool of communication but also as a means of shaping an
alternative agenda that undermined state authority from below.

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THE IMAGE OF UKRAINE IN THE MEMOIRS OF GREAT LANDOWNERS
OF THE LATE 19TH - EARLY 20TH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of this study is to determine how Ukraine was perceived by representatives of
the class of large landowners in the Ukrainian provinces at the late 19th — early 20th century, as recorded
in their memoirs, and to analyze this perception as a component of their mentality. Research methodology
is based on the principles of scientific objectivity and historicism, a complex of general scientific methods
(analysis and synthesis, system analysis, generalization, etc.) and specialized historical methods (historical
and typological, historical and comparative, historical and biographical, and source-study heuristics). The
scientific novelty lies in the focus on the internal perception of the concept of “Ukraine” by large landowners
of the early 20™ century, as recorded from a certain historical distance that therefore constitutes the result
of internal reflection. Notably, the recently published memoirs of Z. Grokholskyi were included in the study.
Conclusions. The memoirs of P. Skoropadskyi, M. Tereshchenko, Ye. Chykalenko and Z. Grokholskyi were
analyzed; they were representatives, respectively, of Cossack-officer origin, Ukrainian families of Cossack
origin, and landowners of Polish origin from the Right Bank Ukraine region. Apart from the economic power,
which relied on Ukrainian lands, they are linked by their engagement in political processes both on the eve of
and during the turmoil of the Ukrainian Revolution. The study of their memoirs revealed that for each of them,
the moment of separation from their homeland due to forced emigration was a profound emotional trauma
that did not subside even after several decades. Their memoirs are full of positive emotional descriptions of
their native land. Whereas, for P. Skoropadskyi and M. Tereshchenko, Ukraine was, above all, a heroic past,
while their vision of the future was linked to a decentralized Russia. For Ye. Chykalenko, his Ukrainian identity
was realized during adolescence and remained with him throughout his life. As a result, he called for loving
Ukraine not only spiritually, and always lived by that principle. Z. Grokholskyi referred to Right-Bank Ukraine
exclusively as “Kresy Wschodnie”, associating both its past and future solely with the Rzeczpospolita. Thus,
some of the large landowners perceived Ukraine as a small homeland, while others saw in it the potential of a
sole Fatherland and actively contributed to its emergence.

RESEARCH ACTIVITIES OF ENTOMOLOGICAL STATIONS IN KYIV
GOVERNORATE IN THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of this research is to reveal the activities of the Smila and Kyiv entomological
stations in studying agricultural pests and developing methods to combat them in the early 20th century.
The research methodology includes general scientific principles of objectivity, historical authenticity,
systematicity, and continuity, along with the use of historical-chronological and comparative methods.
The scientific novelty of this publication lies in the introduction of archival documents from the Institute of
Archival Studies of the V. Vernadsky National Library of Ukraine and the Central State Historical Archive of
Ukraine in Kyiv, which made it possible to comprehensively characterize the research activities of the stations
mentioned.

Conclusions. The research activities of entomological stations in Kyiv Governorate — specifically, the
Smila Entomological (Myco-Entomological) Station and the Kyiv Entomological Station (Station for Plant Pest
Control), established in 1901 and 1903 respectively —not only enhanced phytopathological studies but primarily
stimulated the protection of agricultural crops from pests in Kyiv, Volhynia, and Podillia Governorates. It was
established that the Smila Entomological Station specialized in studying pests and diseases predominantly
affecting sugar beet farms, whereas the Kyiv Entomological Station had a broader scope, researching pests
in crop production, meadow cultivation, horticulture, vegetable gardening, as well as forestry and viticulture.
Under the leadership of prominent entomologists, mycologists, and phytopathologists such as V. P. Pospelov,
V. I. Kazanovsky, Ye. M. Vasyliev, Y. M. Trzhebinsky, and H. S. Nevodovsky, not only were morphology and
systematics of various pests studied, but agronomic, chemical, and biological pest-control methods were also
developed.

The entomological stations of Kyiv Governorate pioneered sector-specific research and practically
implemented achievements in agricultural entomology. Due to their accomplishments, Kyiv Governorate
became the center of entomological research throughout the empire in the early 20th century, hosting
All-Russian congresses of entomologists. Later, the All-Russian Society of Applied Entomology was established
in 1915, and the journal “Entomological Bulletin” was published from 1912 to 1914.

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THE AMERICAN MISSION OF W. MORGAN SHUSTER AS A FACTOR IN IRAN’S
INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY

Summary. The purpose of the study is to clarify the content, circumstances, and conse-
quences of V. Morgan Shuster s activities in Iran in 1911 as a representative of the American finan-
cial mission, as well as to analyze its impact on the domestic political situation in the country and
Iran’s international relations with major powers at the beginning of the 20th century.

The research methodology is based on an interdisciplinary approach that combines histor-
ical-comparative, systematic, and source-based methods. An analysis of diplomatic documents,
Shuster s memoirs, the press, and scientific literature was used to study the missions impact on
Iran’s domestic politics and the reaction of major powers.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in a comprehensive analysis of the impact of Morgan
Shuster s mission on Iran's foreign policy situation in the context of the geopolitical confrontation
between the great powers, in particular Morgan Shuster s mission on Iran’s foreign policy situation
in the context of the geopolitical confrontation between the great powers, in particular Russia and
Great Britain, as well as in highlighting the American factor as a new force in the region against
the backdrop of constitutional reforms and the transformation of Iranian statehood in the early 20th
century.

Conclusions. V. Morgan Shuster’s American mission to Iran at the beginning of the 20th
century was a striking example of atypical US intervention in the Middle East at a time when the
region was under the significant influence of European empires. Shuster’s appointment as Iran's
chief financial advisor in 1911 was not only an attempt by the Persian Constitutional Revolution to
modernize the financial system, but also an important step toward strengthening the country’s sover-
eignty. The American’s active stance, his desire to streamline the tax system and limit the arbitrari-
ness of local feudal lords, provoked resistance from Russia and Great Britain, which considered
Iran to be their sphere of influence. Although Shuster's mission was prematurely terminated under
pressure from the great powers, it strengthened the national consciousness of Iranians and laid the
foundation for further attempts at reform. From an international perspective, this event showed
the first signs of the growing role of the US as a player in global politics and revealed the com-
plex dynamics of influence in the region between the new and old empires. Thus, Shuster s mission
became an important factor in the development of Iranian-American relations and an important
episode in Iran's international history.

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THE POLITICAL LIFE OF POLES IN THE CHERNIHIV REGION IN 1917-1918

Summary. The purpose of this article is to systematize the facts of political life of the Polish community
in the Chernihiv Governorate during 19171918 and to identify its regional features. Particular attention
is given to exploring the specific regional attitudes of Polish political forces toward the Ukrainian national
movement. The methodological basis of the article relies on the premise that a regional approach to studying
Polish political activity during the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921 offers a deeper understanding of the
dynamics of Ukrainian-Polish relations. The research employs a combination of general scientific, historical,
and specialized methods. Among these, the historical-systematic method was used most extensively, allowing
for an assessment of the influence exerted by various Polish political groups. The scientific novelty of
the article lies in its attempt to conduct a comprehensive analysis of Polish political life in the Chernihiv
Governorate, a region traditionally overlooked by scholars who have focused primarily on the Right-Bank
Ukrainian provinces. The conclusions state that 1917—1918 was the peak period of political activity among
Poles in the Chernihiv region, largely due to a rapid increase in their numbers as refugees from the Kingdom
of Poland arrived in the aftermath of World War 1. This demographic shift resulted in the dominance of
National Democrats — supporters of Roman Dmowski s ideology — in the local Polish political sphere. National
Democrats, Socialists, and Democrats (aligned with Jozef Pilsudski’s ideology) all supported the Ukrainian
national movement and its state-building efforts. At the same time, it is noted that none of the Polish political
forces established formal party structures in Chernihiv region, although this did not prevent them from actively
participating in elections to municipal councils and the Ukrainian Constituent Assembly. The end of World
War I and the intensification of the Ukrainian Revolution triggered a mass exodus of Poles from the region,
which in turn led to the rapid decline of the already weak social base of Polish political forces.

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CREATION AND STAFFING OF THE ODESSA PROVINCIAL
PROSECUTOR’S OFFICE (1922-1924)

Summary. The aim of the study is to analyse the process of establishing the Odessa Provincial
Prosecutor s Office and its first years of operation (1922—1924). To investigate the personnel structure of the
prosecutor s office in the Odessa Province and the peculiarities of its formation. To determine the place of the
prosecutor s office in the system of Soviet state bodies. The methodology of the study is based on the principles
of historicism, objectivity, comprehensiveness, and systematicity. To achieve the goal, comparative-historical
and problem-chronological methods were used. Archival documents were studied using source studies and
hermeneutic analysis methods. The scientific novelty lies in the study of a significant number of archival
sources, on the basis of which it was possible to reconstruct the historical process of the creation of the Odessa
Provincial Prosecutors Olffice, identify the predominant composition of its employees during the period
under study, and trace personnel changes and organisational problems at the stage of the creation of this
body. Conclusions. The final consolidation of power and the transition to a new economic policy forced the
Bolsheviks to return to the idea of creating a single state prosecutor’s office as a body for general supervision
of compliance with the law in the activities of judicial and law enforcement agencies and penal institutions,
as well as for maintaining state prosecution in courts. The strengthening of the role of civil law relations, the
codification of legislation, and the reform of the judicial system became the main factors in the creation of the
prosecutor s office as one of the organs of the state mechanism. The strengthening of totalitarian tendencies
and the comprehensive control of the Communist Party made a significant part of the functions of this body
declarative. The history of the creation and the first years of operation of the Odessa Provincial Prosecutor s
Office confirm the nationwide trends. Typical problems encountered by the prosecutors office in 1922—1924
included: lack of coordination in the supervision of investigative bodies, investigations and the prosecution
service, constant staff changes against a backdrop of a chronic shortage of qualified personnel, organisational
problems, a lack of the legislative decisions necessary for their work, and difficult communication with other
state bodies.

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THE PROCESS OF CONSOLIDATION OF CULTURAL AND EDUCATIONAL
ORGANIZATIONS OF VOLYN IN 1918-1939

Summary. This intelligence is aimed at solving the following issues: to find out the essence of the
possible unification of efforts of public societies in Volyn in the interwar period in the field of popularization
and preservation of culture and education, to analyze the peculiarities of cultural and educational activities of
organizations, to trace the specifics of their actions and the attitude of the Polish authorities to the attempt to
create a single Ukrainian cultural and educational society in Volyn.

The methodological basis is the comparative-historical approach, which provides for a set of cognitive
means, procedures that allow to identify similarities and differences between the phenomena under study, to
determine their genetic kinship (connection by origin), general and specific in their development. The study
is based on the clarification of the historical continuity of the concept of «cultural and educational activity».

The scientific novelty lies in the comprehensive analysis of the cultural and educational environment of
the Volyn Voivodeship and the efforts that were aimed at the unification process of public organizations. The
problem of cooperation of public organizations, combining their efforts is relevant not only in the last century,
but also today. The study of unifying attempts will make it possible to avoid mistakes that have become an
obstacle to solving cultural problems. Volyn region was the object of scientific interest of many scientists, but
many issues related to the unification processes remain poorly studied to this day and do not form a complete
picture of the social movement in the period between the two world wars.

Conclusions. It was established that this process was ambiguous and contradictory, and was not limited
only to the framework of cultural identification of the Ukrainian population. Despite attempts to unite and
establish close cooperation in the field of culture and education, public organizations in Volyn remained
dispersed, which allowed the Polish authorities to actually liquidate them by the end of the 30s of the twentieth
century. And those who abstained were forced to switch to utraquist conditions of their activities.

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MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKY AS THE CREATOR AND EDITOR
OF PERIODICALS FOR PEASANTS

Summary. The goal of the article is to examine the activities of Mykhailo Hrushevsky as the founder and
editor of periodicals targeted at a peasant audience. The methodological basis of the work is an interdisciplinary
approach with particular emphasis on the structural-functional systematic analysis of historiographical
facts and the comparative-historical method, based on the principles of objectivity and historicism. The
scientific novelty of the article lies in the attempt to provide a holistic reconstruction of Hrushevsky s efforts
in developing peasant-oriented press in the Dnipro region at the beginning of the 20th century. Conclusions.
The periodicals led by Mykhailo Hrushevsky became a significant component of the national socio-political
movement in the Ukrainian lands under the Russian Empire at the beginning of the 20th century. As the
creator and editor of Selo and Zasiv, through multi-genre texts and carefully selected illustrative material, he
introduced into the popular readership ideas of Ukrainian unity and active solidarity, civic engagement and
life optimism, pride in their glorious past, love for native culture and language, and respect for the regional
differences of the indigenous population of Ukrainian territories on both sides of the Zbruch border. Thanks to
the serious, respectful, and trustful dialogue established by Hrushevsky with his readers, these key maxims of
modern Ukrainian nation-building gained wide dissemination among the peasantry, who were overcoming the
consequences of prolonged aggressive Russification. These factors transformed the periodicals Selo and Zasiv
into an authoritative school of civic self-education for a people thirsty for enlightenment. This had a noticeable
impact on the fate of Ukrainians under Russian rule, who soon faced numerous challenges of the First World
War and, subsequently, major revolutionary upheavals.

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BISHOP HRYHORII KHOMYSHYN: MINISTRY, IDEAS, AND LEGACY
IN THE HISTORY OF THE UKRAINIAN GREEK-CATHOLIC CHURCH

Summary. The purpose of the study is a comprehensive analysis of Bishop Hryhorii Khomyshyn as one
of the key spiritual, intellectual, and pastoral leaders of the Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church in the first half
of the 20th century. The focus is on his ministry, socio-political position, reformist activity, and ideological and
theological heritage in the context of the spiritual and national revival of the Ukrainian people. Methodology.
The study employs a comprehensive interdisciplinary approach, incorporating historical-biographical,
comparative, source-critical, and textual analysis. Particular attention is paid to the examination of archival
documents, pastoral letters, sermons, and contemporaries’ memoirs. The historical-critical method made
it possible to trace the transformation of Khomyshyn's views amid socio-political challenges (especially
the Soviet occupation and persecution of the UGCC), as well as to characterize his positions regarding
Church modernization, the role of the intelligentsia and clergy, the national question, and the moral-ethical
foundations of Christian life. Scientific Novelty. The ideas of Hryhorii Khomyshyn are systematized and
presented as a coherent concept of the spiritual revival of Ukrainian society, combining traditional Christian
doctrine with responses to modern social challenges. The study substantiates his role as a modernizer of the
UGCC, a thinker, and an opinion leader who sought to form a spiritual elite based on Catholic ethics and
education. For the first time, the reception of his theological views is analyzed in the context of contemporary
Ukrainian ecclesiastical and civic life. Conclusions. The research demonstrates that the figure of Bishop
Hryhorii Khomyshyn is central to understanding the development of the UGCC in the first half of the 20th
century, particularly its response to the challenges of modernity, ideological pressure, and political repression.
His ministry was marked by deep patriotism, uncompromising fidelity to the Catholic faith, and a commitment
to nurturing a new generation of spiritually mature Christians. Khomyshyn's legacy, reflected in his works
(Two Kingdoms, pastoral letters, diaries), continues to inspire theologians, Church historians, and UGCC
faithful. At the same time, his experience as a repressed hieromartyr warrants further scholarly attention as an
example of martyrdom for faith and loyalty to the Church under totalitarian conditions.

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THE FEELINGS AND “AFTERTASTES” OF THE 1968 PRAGUE SPRING
IN DOCUMENTS FROM THE STATE ARCHIVES
OF THE DNIPROPETROVSK REGION

Summary. The purpose of the study is to determine the informational potential of documents from
the State Archives of the Dnipropetrovsk Region for studying Ukrainian-Czechoslovak relations during the
Prague Spring and its consequences at the regional and local levels. The focus was on two areas — economic
(production) and tourism, where the majority of the analyzed documents were concentrated. Research
methodology. The research was conducted in the context of local history, which made it possible to reveal the
information resources of sources from the regional archive for studying Ukrainian-Czechoslovak relations in
the 1960s — early 1970s. The scientific novelty of the research lies in the introduction into scientific circulation
of unpublished sources from the State Archives of the Dnipropetrovsk Region, which enrich the understanding
of the content of Soviet-Czechoslovak / Ukrainian-Czechoslovak relations during the Prague Spring and the
‘normalization’in Czechoslovakia at the regional and peripheral levels. Conclusions. The events of the Prague
Spring of 1968 were reflected in certain areas of life in the Dnipropetrovsk region, which, along with other regions
of Ukraine, was geographically distant from Czechoslovakia but quite closely involved in the development
of Soviet-Czechoslovak / Ukrainian-Czechoslovak relations. This primarily concerned the economic and
tourism sectors. Relations with enterprises in the Dnipropetrovsk region were used by trade union activists
from the East Slovak (KoSice) and Vitkovice (Ostrava) metallurgical plants to explain to their colleagues from
Ukrainian enterprises (Kryvorizhstal in Kryvyi Rih, Dniprovsky Metallurgical Plant in Dniprodzerzhynsk, now
Kamyanske; Zhdanivsky Metallurgical Plant in Mariupol) and others, the meaning of reforms in their country,
and to refute accusations of betraying the ‘case of socialism.’ Exchanges of delegations and periodic meetings
of enterprise collectives created an atmosphere of trust that Czechoslovak representatives hoped to use to
convince their Soviet ‘comrades’ of the need for reforms initiated by their country s authorities. The tourism
sector, which was difficult to control, became a hostage to the crisis in relations between the USSR and the
CSSR and was under pressure from Soviet propaganda, as recorded in the reports of group leaders from the
Dnipropetrovsk region who visited Czechoslovakia between 1968 and 1972. With the unfolding of the Prague
Spring, tourist group trips did not stop, but were carefully prepared. After the Warsaw Pact countries invaded
Czechoslovakia, tourist traffic between the USSR and Czechoslovakia was restricted for a certain period of
time, but when it resumed, Ukrainian tourists from Dnipropetrovsk felt a change in the mood and attitude of
the Czechs and Slovaks. The impressions presented in the reports are inferior in its frankness to the documents
accumulated in the KGB archives, and they allow us to deepen our understanding of the public moods in
Czech Republic, Slovakia, and Ukraine, as well as the conditions under which relations had to be built after
20-21 August 1968. The results of source heuristics prove the significant informational potential of sources
from regional archival collections in researching not only the manifestations of the Prague Spring and its
consequences, as well as Ukraine s relations with the Eastern Bloc countries totally.

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OPANAS ZALYVAKHA IN UKRAINIAN DIASPORA PERIODICALS
(ON THE EXAMPLES OF THE MAGAZINES “VYZVOLNYI SHLIAH”
AND “SUCHASNIST?”)

Summary. The purpose of the article consists in reflection of figure of Opanas Zalyvakha in Ukrainian
diaspora magazines “Vyzvolnyi shliah” and “Suchasnist” during 1960-2007, from beginning of his
active public activity to the death. The methodology of the research is based on compliance principles of
objectivity, historism and systematicity, also on using methods of induction, deduction, analysis and synthesis.
A comparative analysis of publications in different periods was also applied to identify transformations in
the coverage of the figure of O. Zalyvakha. The scientific novelty caused by that the attention to reflection
O. Zalyvakha's activity in Ukrainian diasporian magazines was paid for the first time. In research facts of
arrest and persecutions of dissident in the Soviet period, also little-known pages of life, illuminated on pages
of mentioned magazines, were analyzed. Conclusions. Information about O. Zalyvakha in diasporian press of
the Soviet period in Ukraine had politic character, which was determined by necessarily of distributing of true
information about party-totalitarian regime in USSR in the West. It was connected with Ukrainian dissident
movement, so the researched figure became one of central ones in the magazines “Suchasnist” and “Vyzvolnyi
shliah”. The information about O. Zalyvakha to the middle 1980 concerned mostly the period of life,
connected with his arrest and persecutions by Soviet party-totalitarian regime. In the period of independence
of Ukraine the character of the information changed somewhat and became mostly educational, the figure of
O. Zalyvakha received much greater resonance among the Ukrainian and Western public. Publications about
the artist have taken on the characteristics of historical reflection and rethinking the role of his work in the
context of national and cultural revival. The emphasis in the article is made not only on the public-political,
but also on the O. Zalyvakha's artistic legacy that contributed to the formation of national identity.

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THE RUSSO-UKRAINIAN WAR AS A CATALYST FOR THE DECOLONIZATION
OF UKRAINIANS: HISTORICAL-EDUCATIONAL DIMENSIONS
AND INFORMATION-PSYCHOLOGICAL OPERATIONS

Summary. The article explores the russo-ukrainian war as a catalyst for ukrainian decolonization,
delving into historical, educational, and information-psychological dimensions of the conflict. It addresses
a critical gap in understanding the complex processes of national identity formation and resistance against
colonial influences, particularly in the context of ongoing Russian aggression.

The primary objective of the research is to illuminate the current state of scholarly investigation
into ukrainian identity, trace the key factors of historical-educational colonial influences, and explore the
mechanisms of national self-identification and resistance. The research investigates the long-standing russian
colonial impact on ukrainian consciousness, examining how historical, educational, and informational
strategies have been used to suppress ukrainian identity.

The methodology employs a multifaceted approach, including principles of historicism, objectivity, and
comprehensiveness, alongside historiographical analysis, synthesis, and critique of existing scholarly sources.

The study reveals that decolonization is a complex process requiring self-reflection and critical analysis
of historical narratives. Information-psychological operations emerge as a crucial element in contemporary
hybrid warfare, with education and cultural preservation identified as essential tools in countering colonial
narratives. The research highlights the remarkable resilience of Ukrainian society in resisting propaganda and
maintaining national identity.

The findings emphasize that effective decolonization begins with self-decolonization, involving a
comprehensive approach of studying authentic history, mastering the native language, developing critical
thinking, enhancing media literacy, and recognizing and countering propaganda influences. The ongoing
russo-ukrainian war has paradoxically accelerated the process of ukrainian national self-identification, with
educational and cultural domains emerging as key battlegrounds for resistance.

The scientific significance of the study lies in its comprehensive analysis of ukrainian decolonization
processes, particularly in the context of the 2022 full-scale invasion, providing a critical examination
of how russian propaganda and information-psychological operations (IPSOs) have historically and
contemporaneously attempted to diminish ukrainian cultural and national identity.

As a conclusion, the article argues that the war has triggered a profound process of national awakening,
challenging long-standing colonial narratives and promoting a more nuanced understanding of ukrainian
identity. It underscores the importance of continuous efforts in cultural preservation, critical thinking, and
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information resilience as fundamental strategies in combating external attempts to undermine national
sovereignty and cultural distinctiveness.

The research provides valuable insights into the mechanisms of cultural resistance, demonstrating how
a nation can effectively counter propaganda and maintain its unique identity in the face of systematic attempts
at cultural erasure. By examining the intricate relationships between history, education, and information
warfare, the study offers a comprehensive understanding of the ongoing process of ukrainian decolonization.

Problem statement. With the onset of full-scale invasion, interest in ukrainian history
and culture has increased among ukrainians and many global populations, particularly among
contemporary youth. Therefore, investigating the issue of ukrainian identity represents a topical
subject of current discourse, which constitutes an integral element of the primary causes of the
russo-ukrainian war. Researchers endeavor to systematize the fundamental aspects of this inquiry.
They delineate historical colonization factors, psychological influences on populations, educational
issues that are justified by democratic principles and the Constitution, among other considerations.

Investigating the origins of the Russian empire’s colonial influence on ukrainian
consciousness and self-identification necessitates a scientifically objective concretization and deeper
comprehension, particularly within historical and educational domains. The scientific novelty of the
article and the relevance of the designated research theme are conditioned by this aspect and the
absence of comprehensive historiographical works on this subject. Consequently, we posit that an
urgent requirement during the russo-ukrainian war is to examine and consider historical-educational
factors affecting Ukrainian consciousness and their so-called genetic incompetence in the scholarly
comprehension of this problem.

Review of recent research and publications. V. Ilnytskyi, V. Starka, and M. Haliv
dedicated an article in 2022 to the primary causes of the russo-ukrainian war, focusing on russian
propaganda’s influence and preparation for armed aggression (ImpHHUBKHI Ta iH., 2022, c. 43).
In 2023, an equally pertinent article by Svynarenko N. emerged, addressing contemporary
russian imperial propaganda and its detrimental impact on present-day ukrainians (CBuHapeHko,
2023, c. 278-301). 1. Todorov analyzed russian propaganda narratives dating back to the Cossack
era (Tomopos, 2022). Ye. Solomin conducted a more profound analysis of coloniality’s influence
on ukrainian consciousness, examining the aspect of soviet-russian propaganda as a means of
narrative promotion and intervention in the information space (Conomin, 2024, c. 54-55). Equally
significant is Kovalchuk P.’s research on information warfare and Russian myths about Ukraine
(KoBanpayk, 2023). Khomenko, Marukhovska-Kartunova, and Tishko. comprehensively analyzed
the issue of historical fact and event falsification in ukraine’s history by russian propaganda
(Xomenko Ta iH., 2023). Additionally, noteworthy is the research by Zelenyi V., Shyshkin I., and
Drohomyretska L. on the russo-ukrainian war in historical discourse (3enenuii Ta in., 2023). Works
by Levchenko O. P. and Hryttsiv, N. M. are dedicated to linguistic influence on the colonization and
decolonization process: linguistics and propaganda for ukrainians (JleBuenko Ta iH. 2023).

The phenomenon of information warfare has attracted numerous researchers. Among
them are M. Libicki, O. Moroz, H. Pocheptsov, P. Shevchuk, and L. Leontieva (Libicki, 2007;
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Mopos, 2020; Ilouenmos, 2015; IleBuyk, 2014; JleontseBa, 1997), who studied both historical
aspects of information conflict emergence and their contemporary forms, categorizing varieties
and consequences. The interconnection between information warfare and mass consciousness
was investigated by I. Yuzova, O. Dzoban, Ya. Derkachenko, O. Komarchuk, M.Slukhai and
D. Prysiazhniuk (FO30Ba, 2020; /I3p00anb, 2014; Jlepkauenko, 2016; Creitok, 2018; Komapuyk,
2016; Cnyxaii 2018; Ipucsoxaiok, 2011), among others.

It is worth noting that in russia, the study of information warfare methods commenced in
the 1990s, whereas in Ukraine, intensive research on information warfare problematic began
only in 2013. H. Pocheptsov and M. Kitsy are considered the most distinguished experts in this
field. For over 30 years, russia has been working to refine information warfare conduct and IPSO
(Information Psychological Operation) dissemination, which constitutes a significant negative factor
in combating russian propaganda today (ITouenos, 2015; Kina, 2017, c. 28-32).

The research objective is to illuminate the current state of scholarly investigation of the
topic, trace pertinent issues, and their substantive content within existing historiography.

It is noteworthy that the current issue of ukrainian decolonization in the historical-educational
process has returned to its study and reinterpretation, most notably capturing the interest of
contemporary scholars during the full-scale invasion of 2022, particularly during the period of
information warfare.

Presentation of the main material. All former colonial countries are often the scene of a
discourse of unconscious identity in their future, which has deep historical roots, consciously
shaped by the aggressor state over many centuries. Ukraine is no exception. Russia’s imperial
ambitions aimed to expand its territories, including those of contemporary Ukraine. Destruction or
devaluation of everything ukrainian represents the primary methods and mechanisms that russian
propaganda had long prepared and implemented in the process of manipulating historical facts,
falsifying evidence, and altering interpretations of historical events concerning ukrainian history.
Propaganda in russian media suggesting that ukrainians and russians constitute a single “brotherly”
people has become deeply entrenched in the consciousness of a significant portion of the russian
population, laying the groundwork for future conflicts and providing the russian leadership with a
pretext to employ the concept of “unity” between the two states (Ukraine with diminished rights, as
the “younger brother”, to a part of the “russian world”) (Xomenko Ta iH., 2023, c. 1138).

Although it is worth noting that the unequal population quantitative characteristics between
Ukraine and russia did not provide opportunities to defeat the empire. However, the genetic code
of the ukrainian nation undoubtedly contains the concepts of freedom and will, as demonstrated
by historical events dating back to the XVI century. The history of struggle for independence and
self-determination, encompassing periods of both victories and defeats, has shaped our national
consciousness and capacity for resistance. In the contemporary realities of the russo-ukrainian
war, alongside the volitional desire and ukrainian forces, significant importance is attributed to the
assistance provided by ukraine’s partners in preserving the democratic civilized world.

Overall, the russo-ukrainian war has deep historical, political, and social roots. A conscious
analysis of the russo-ukrainian war problem must consider the complex interaction of various
factors, including historical preconditions, political events, social processes, and cultural differences
between ukrainians and russians. To continue the initiated process of acknowledging ukrainian
belonging, it is necessary to commence with decolonization of self (self-decolonization) and
historical memory from russian propaganda. Objective research, study, analysis, and comprehension
of one’s authentic history, culture, traditions, and mentality will facilitate this process.

Political instability in Ukraine, economic problems, corruption, social fragmentation — all
these factors do not favor national unity and identity recognition. Primarily, attempts to resolve
social fragmentation issues (ethnic, linguistic-regional conflicts, internal discrepancies) will help in
national unification and increasing national identification.

It is also worth noting that the active participation of a nationally motivated society in
Ukraine (volunteer movement, support and faith in the Armed Forces, local reform development)

demonstrates a high level of self-organization and social responsibility of ukrainians, which
since 2022 has helped mobilize their forces and obtain support and assistance from the international
community.

Some foreign scholars note the growth of ukraine’s international image after
February 24, 2022. According to the “soft power” concept author, J. Nye, through informal
attire and constant communication with Western media and parliaments, President V. Zelenskyy
managed to present Ukraine as an attractive and heroic country. The result was not only Western
sympathy but also substantial increases in military equipment supplies necessary for Ukraine
(Mareneuiko, 2023, c. 358).

However, contemporary realities in the russo-ukrainian war remain complex. Currently,
information-psychological operations (hereinafter — IPSO) are no less relevant an issue and
problem in war. Modern wars are conducted not only on the battlefield but also in the information
space. Alongside military force application, conflict parties actively utilize disinformation,
fakes, and information-psychological operations, so-called IPSO, to achieve their objectives.
Information attacks aimed at undermining the ukrainian society’s morale seek to create an
atmosphere of hopelessness, despair, and panic. Their primary task is to undermine trust in the
country’s leadership, its international partners, and the Armed Forces of Ukraine, as well as sow
doubts about their ability to effectively resist the aggressor. Recently, increasingly more content
appearing on various social platforms significantly influences public opinion. These messages
are designed to evoke strong emotional responses in readers and shape specific societal moods
[CobomneBa, 2023, c. 67-69].

Information-psychological operations are most actively studied by the contemporary
information space. IPSO (a somewhat modified translation of Psychological Operations, PSYOPS)
is currently considered coordinated activity in the communicative space to influence societal
attitudes and consciousness. Concepts such as “psychological operation” and “military information
operation” are also actively used to denote this term. IPSO represents specific planned actions
through which disinformation and influence on a particular group’s opinion are executed. Today,
this term is actively used in the context of the russo-ukrainian war, as it can be equated to a type
of information weapon used by russian authorities to propagate their narratives and manipulate
ukrainian consciousness, especially in occupied territories. The primary elements of IPSO can
be identified as fakes, propaganda, disinformation, exaggeration or diminishment of certain
information, and bot cyberattacks (Illynbchka Ta iH., 2023, c. 268-274).

Information and psychological operations, as understood by the higher leadership of the
russian, represent a mechanism of influence recognized at the state level in strategic documents.
Retrospective evaluation of the events of 2014 suggests that the russian’s active buildup of
information warfare capabilities during peacetime and the prioritization of perceived threats
constitute the foundation for its persistent implementation of information and psychological
operations. These operations engage the entire state apparatus, including the top political and
military leadership. This is evidenced by the identification in russian doctrine of the primary
organizational elements of the information security system. Dissemination of disinformation,
particularly through the state’s highest officials, is a strategic concept supported by all necessary
russian budgetary resources (I"ait, 2018, c. 270-286).

Russian actively employs psychological influence tools to demoralize populations, instill
despair and defeatism that undermine belief in victory, and extensively uses disinformation and
propaganda to sow chaos and erode trust in information sources. Since february 2024, russian
mass media and political figures have launched an aggressive campaign to spread fakes and
disinformation.

Their objectives are to justify aggression, discredit Ukraine on the international stage, and
undermine the morale of the ukrainian people.

Ukraine’s strategy to counter disinformation, recognizing the threats posed by russian‘s
information warfare, involves a series of measures aimed at combating fakes and information-
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psychological operations (IPSO). Significant roles in this effort are played by the Center for
Countering Disinformation under the National Security and Defense Council of Ukraine, the
Ministry of Culture and Information Policy, and various non-governmental organizations, such
as StopFake and InformNapalm. These entities systematically monitor russian disinformation,
promptly debunk fakes, and widely disseminate truthful information. Additionally, Ukraine has
launched educational programs to enhance media literacy, particularly among the youth. Ukrainian
media and civic activists regularly highlight cases of russian disinformation campaigns, contributing
to the ongoing process of ukraine’s decolonization, particularly from russian influence, which
requires daily support and development.

However, the impact of fakes and IPSO on the civilian population remains significant despite
counter-disinformation efforts. In the temporarily occupied territories of Donbas and Crimea, where
access to ukrainian media is limited and russian propaganda dominates, many residents have fallen
victim to disinformation (Xomenko, 2023, c. 39).

This has led to the spread of pro-russian sentiments, distrust toward ukrainian authorities,
and societal polarization. In other regions of Ukraine, despite a surge in patriotism following the
invasion, there is also evidence of war fatigue and mistrust of official information sources. Such
conditions may be exploited by russian to disseminate new fakes and destabilize the socio-political
situation within the country. Moreover, prolonged information warfare exerts psychological
pressure on ukrainian society, provoking anxiety, disillusionment, war fatigue, and apathy. It is
important to note that IPSO affect not only the general public mood but also specific societal
spheres, including education.

Historically, russian empire has employed similar strategies in its colonization of Ukraine,
particularly in education, as exemplified by the Ems Decree and the Valuev Circular, the exile
of ukrainian intellectuals, persecution of scholars, and bans on ukrainian-language schools and
textbooks. These measures, which were crucial in shaping and preserving historical memory,
constituted a significant part of the colonization process by the then russian empire.

The russian’s methods remain unchanged in the contemporary war, particularly in promoting
propaganda narratives such as a “single language”, or advocating indifference to linguistic
differences (“What does it matter what language one speaks?”), extolling the so-called “great
russian literature” as a universal cultural asset, while disparaging ukrainian literature as limited to
rural life and inferior in quality. Consequently, ukraine’s counteraction to russian cultural, linguistic,
and educational fakes requires substantial transformations and reevaluation of its educational and
cultural processes, posing additional challenges to countering disinformation and IPSO.

Reevaluating ukraine’s educational and cultural processes involves not only uncovering little-
known historical chapters but also documenting, reconstructing, preserving, and disseminating
intangible cultural heritage. Entire programs, podcasts, projects, and online archives have emerged.
A trend among contemporary youth is a growing interest in reconstructing ukraine’s material
and intangible culture. This interest manifests in festivals, fairs, and corporate events featuring
specialists who help revive ethnic dances, songs, and traditions. These trends in ethnic motifs
also extend to cinema, music, literature, and education. This is part of the decolonization process
ukrainians are undergoing, spurred by the russian-ukrainian war but yielding tangible positive
outcomes.

Contemporary research highlights that education today is increasingly reliant on information
technologies, presenting both advantages and challenges that must be addressed when developing
information security strategies (Khrapatyi et al., 2023).

The educational and cultural spheres of the 21st century are particularly vulnerable to
information attacks, given their pivotal role in shaping the worldview of younger generations.
Hostile TIPSO can undermine trust in the national education system, distort historical facts, and
promote anti-ukrainian narratives through educational materials and platforms. Conversely,
education can serve as a powerful tool to counter disinformation. Introducing courses on media
literacy, critical thinking, and information hygiene into curricula strengthens youth resilience to
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manipulative influences. Remote learning, prevalent during wartime, offers new opportunities for
swift responses to informational threats and for updating educational content in line with global
trends (Pynenko Ta in., 2023, c. 59-71).

While embracing modern educational trends, it is crucial to consider the risks associated
with the digitalization of education. Online platforms may become targets for cyberattacks and
disinformation dissemination. Protecting educational resources and training educators to identify
and counter IPSO, who in turn will teach students, has become a critical task for the entire
education sector.

Thus, integrating educational policies and information security strategies is essential
for effectively countering hostile information and psychological operations in the long term.
This requires a comprehensive approach that accounts for both the benefits and challenges of
education in wartime and aims to build an information-resilient society (Kpacnoctym, 2024).

Media security experts Maria Yaremchuk and Alla Megel published a guide in 2022, “Hostile
IPSO: How to Identify and Counteract”, detailing information-psychological special operations
and their impact on ukrainian society. The guide provides specific examples of IPSO implemented
in ukraine’s information space and offers methods for detecting and countering informational
manipulations (Merenb, Spemuyk, 2022).

One notable example of an IPO is the narrative that “Ukrainian is a dialect of Russian”.
This narrative, a staple of russian propaganda, asserts that ukrainian is either artificially created
or merely a dialect of RF. It is propagated through social media videos, propagandists’ speeches
on russian television, and widespread comments in the information space. Various international
organizations and media outlets actively counter disinformation and monitor russian propaganda.
Leading global media, such as The New York Times and the BBC, regularly highlight the
dissemination of disinformation by the russian and conduct systematic monitoring of russian
propaganda.

Conclusions.The russian-ukrainian war exemplifies the crucial role of fakes and IPSO in
modern conflicts. The informational component is an integral part of the hybrid warfare russia
has waged against Ukraine long before the onset of hostilities in 2014 and the full-scale invasion
in 2024. Despite efforts by Ukraine and the international community to counter disinformation,
russia’s propaganda machinery continues to disseminate fakes and falsehoods actively.

The experience gained from this information war underscores the urgent need to enhance
public media literacy as part of ukraine’s decolonization process. Critical thinking, the ability
to verify information from various sources, and resilience against manipulative narratives
must become integral to the educational process both in Ukraine and internationally. Only by
strengthening societal resilience to disinformation can such hybrid threats be effectively countered.
Despite all challenges, Ukraine demonstrates resilience and an ability to counter russian propaganda
effectively. The experience of this war is invaluable for developing best practices to counter future
disinformation campaigns. Success in this information battle is crucial for protecting democratic
values, freedom of speech, and the right to truthful information on a global scale.

It is paramount to understand that every decolonization must begin with self-decolonization,
which involves studying one’s history, mastering one’s native language, understanding and
analyzing the political, educational, and cultural processes of one’s country, recognizing the
influence of propaganda on human consciousness, and critically and objectively analyzing any
information. This is essential for transitioning from the status of an educationally incompetent
nation to a decolonized, democratic, intellectually progressive, and competent one. Today in 2025,
when the war is still ongoing, studying little-known chapters of Ukrainian history, advancing
media literacy, and supporting the process of ukrainian decolonization in education, culture, and
psychology represent a significant contribution and practically a “second front” for the Armed
Forces of Ukraine, as well as a powerful tool in resisting the russian-ukrainian war and IPSO.

The formation of ukrainian identity in the context of decolonization shows that this process is
multidimensional, including political, cultural, linguistic and mental aspects. Scholarly discussions
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in recent years contribute to the rethinking of the imperial legacy and the establishment of new,
more authentic narratives that meet the contemporary challenges of ukrainian society.

Prospects for further research. Further research should focus on the study of local practices,
interdisciplinary analysis of cultural memory, and the integration of ukrainian historiography into
global scholarly discourses of decolonization.
